“11cAGo, Feb, 21—The lowest prices
since harvest were made today for
wheat, corn and oats. No. 4 spring
wheat, to the number of 21 cars, was

sold at 50¢ per bu. At that rate
the farmer who raised the wheat’
would mnot reaiize over 35¢ per

bu for ii, if it came from any great dis-
tance. Compared with Saturday’s clos-
Ing prices, wheat is #4c lower; corn and
pats each ¢ off. Prqvisions were
firmer and higher, and closed with the
following gain Pork, 12!4c: lavd,
Lilge, and ribs,

The mild weather was accepted by
many as the harbinger of an early
spring, and prdbably had influence upon
the minds of the traders. The selling
of May wheat and buymg of July on
Saturday by parties who were supposed
to represent the so-called bull elique,
also tended to upset the previous popu-
lar estimate regarding the intentions of
the heavy longs toward the May deal.
It was also the general opinion that the
visible supply would net show much, if
any. decrease. In the latter respect the
crowd was in error, for thz deer
vublished later in the day
bu, compared with a decrease a year ago
of 362,809 bu. That had a reviving effect
for a while, as did the low temperature
prevailing in the Northwest. A severe
ireeze up following the recent mild
weather was regarded as a dangerous
visitation. Buton the advance there
seemed to be a general desire to sell,
under which the market became de-
cidedly depressed.

Reports of big stoeks still in farmers’
hand in the Northwest, and declara-
tions that the Chicago market was rela-
tively about 5¢ out of line with the
other principal wheat centers, caused
general discouragement among longs,
and there was free liquidation. A se-
vere deeline which followed was started
by the selling of 200,000 bu of wheat-by
Counselman-Day, 100,000 bu of whieh
was long wheat sold for New York ac-
count, and the other 100,000 bu was sold
short for a customer in the Northwest,
"The house being one supposed in touch
with the clique, their selhing had dam-
pging effect, particularly when at 76e
there was still no sign ot support from
the elique. The market opened about
#sc¢ lower than Saturday’s eclosing, ad-
vanced e, then Muay declined 1%¢ and
vuly deelined (e, then ruled steadier,
and the closing, was @?i{c lower for
May and 5¢ lower for July than the
closing figures of Saturday.

Corir trading was rather spasmedie,
with a liberal business eventually
scored, prices moving down fraction-
ally. There were few or no new ele-
ments apparent, with the situation in
the general drift of sentiment one of
shearishness.”  **Shorts’ covered fairly
on the soft spots, aud this tended to
prevent any serious decline.

Free liqu on by “longs” in oats
caused a heavy feeling.  The market
closed easy at 'Je above the lowest fig-
ures, with a net loss of 5@!de. A trade
was made in July for the first time at 1le
under May.

FINARCIAL.

New York.
York, Feb. 27. — The stock
et was quite active today, but al-
most entirely free froin excitement: bat
liguidation in many stoeks eontinued,
and the bears were active in different
portions of the list, givine the market,
as a whole, a drooping avpearaice
throughout mest of the day, while a
few stocks were materially depressed.
Movements. were irregular throughout
the day, however, and here and there
substantial gains were established. 'The
hardening tendency of money restrieted
buying for the long account and the
unfaverable bank statement of Sat-
_urday, made, as it was, upon
falling" averages, intensified the
anxiety in regard . to 1woney rates
in the immediate future. Late
in the day S per cent was reached in call
toans, which «ave the principal incen-
tive to a vigorous drive at Reading, ai-
though a ruinoer that the report of the
receivers would be uunfavorable was
used to dep-ess the stoek to the lowest
point yet atta ned since 1t began to de-
eline. Sterling exchange rates were
somewhat casier, and sterling loans

were affected, whick: led to the abandon-

ment of the preposed shipment of gold
tomorrow and to the impression that no
wore would go out this week. Buying

of stocks today was principally for tlre

short account.

Opening prices were in almost all
cases slightly lower, and fractional con-
cessions were general in the early trad-
ing. The grangers were weak, and
Burlington retired 14 and Rock Island
1 per cent, but Sugar was taken in hand
by the insiders and, after selling down
to 11634, it was liftea to 122,
and it is said that the stock
was used as collateral for ster-
ling loaas today. T'he entire improve-
ment was not maintained late in the
day, however, aud in company swith the
decline in Reading it was let off to 1197
at the close, at which point it showed a
net gain ot 2% per cent. ‘T'ne only other
stocks to show any wmarked strength
during the day were New England and
Northern Paelfic preferred, each of
which closed with a gain of 1 per cent,
after a fractional reaction from their
best price. The coal stocks were seld
early inthe day, the selling being aec-
companied by a rumor that the sales
agents would recommend a decrease in
coal prices for the month of March.
Lackawannaretired 1i{ per ecent, though
the others were fairly well main-
tained. The final drive at Reading,
however, left it 27¢ per cent lower for
the day. The bears attacked General
Electric toward noon, and for some
time it was the weak feature of the
list, dropping from 107 to 103l¢, and,
after a rally to 105, it again retired,
closing 237 lower at 104. The other
indastrials symopathized  with this
movement, and Cotton Oil closed 1 per
cent lower, and Chicago Gas 1'4. Erie
became prominent late in the day, when
it also was made the object of the rumor
of a receivership. It failed to rally, and
closed at 113, a loss of 13 per cent.
The generai market drooped, but moved
within narrow limits; but the close was
lieavy at the lowest prices.

The Post says: *I'here was amore
rational tone to the stock warket today,
although the opening was somewhat
feverish and irregular. There was,how-
ever, no general return to better prices,
the favorabie conditions being at leasta
temporary rest in the work of depress-
ing values. A belief that the market
has been oversold. and the accumula-
tion of a short interest in a fewspecial-
ties created a sentiment favorable to in-
ereased strength, but the response was
not especially encouraging. The fact
that there was no pronounced raliy
shows that the conditions that produced
the abnormal declines and activity of
last week still exist, at least in a latent
state. “These conditions are largely of
a monetary nature, and become more
ageravated day by day. There were
tew new developments, and it was prac-
tically a waiting market.”
