LUMSER WUST GO UP.

Mississippi Vailey Saw Mill
lien Have Decided Upon
an Adva=:ce.

They Have Also Elected Offi-
cers of Their Association
for a Year.

Last Nignt the Aldermen
Were as Tamsz as So Many
Pet Cats.

T. S. Dickey Suss the City--
Bicyciists Assert Their
Claims.

Mississippi vallev lumbermen have
decided that they must have wmore
money for their produet. They voted
yesterday to ask more.

The annual meeting of the Mississippi
Valley Lumbermen’s association was
called to order vesterday morning in
the West hotel,  The association should
have met Tuaesday, but the members
were all buried in the snow that day.
Ouly a sinall number was present yes-
terday morning.  After the usual tem-
porary comiittees had been~uamed
the association took a recess until
afternoon. Shortly after 2 o'ciock
about thirty wen, representing nearly
S1H0L000.000, sat down to lunch in the la-
dies’ ordinary. After lunch business
was aiscussea over the tavle,  Presi-
dent B. F. Nelson read his annual re-
port first of all. The association is
comparatively voung, and its early
strazgles furnisned a subjeet for much
of President Nelson's paper. Of the
condition of trade he saiwd:

I’rices are firm, siceks are below the
requirement asd enougzh of uniformity
prevails in the out* by the
manufacturers aliover the Northwest to
have rid the marset largely of the cut-
ting of prices on this and that. so
destructive of profits. The ecaretully
combpiled ficures covering the pro-
duetion of white pine in approximately
e terrvitory covered by this association
—ibe Mississiopi valley to its east and
west limits—show that a littdle more
than 500,000,000 feel more of tne lumber
was wade by the mills in 1892 thauin
the preceding year, while thestock on
hand at th:end of the sawing season
was only 123,000,000 teet more than on
the same date a year preceding. In
other words, our sales for 1892 exceedad
those for 1891 by fullv 375,000,000 feet.
rigures for all of the white pine pro-
ducing districts—Michigan., Minncsota
and Wisconsin—show that there was
futly 1,000,000,000 fect more white pine
luimber made in 1822 than in 1891, and
that the production, aggregating ouly a
little Jess than 9,000,600,000 teet, was
nearly 300,000,000 feet more lumber than
had ever betore Leen made in the same
time. Buotin the face of this abnormal-
ly large inerease in the production of
Iumber there was actually fully 200,000,-
000 less lumber in sight at the end of
the sawing season than a year ago. Or,
to put it wore explicitly, the sales for
1802 exceeded the sales of 1591 by the
enormwous  amount  of  1,200,000,000.
The figures disclosed also that the
large increase in the amount of lum-
ber made has been eniirely west of
Lake Michigan and new evidence is
given that the Saginaw valley, the
Huron shore. Muskegzon, Manistee,
Ludington and other points which for
S0 many years contributed added guan-
tities of lumber to swell the grand total
from year to vear have passed their
zenith and are now from year to year
contributing less and less to meet the
ever inereasing demand for the best
lumber for all purposes that is made—
white pine. The ftigures disclose fur-
ther that the center of activity has
shifted to the section in which we are
operating.  he hope and expectation
of the consumer of white pine east, as
well as west, lies in our ability to sup-
ply the current deinand.

In  conclusion, President Nelson
puinted out tnat nothing has been done
towards preparing an exhibit of white
pine at the world’s fair.

Secietary J. Newton Nind reported
that the legal proceedings begun
against the association a year ago had
undoubtedly Kept many out of the asso-
eiation. Of the eighty-tour firins repre-
sented in the association, seventy-one
responded to the 325 assessment to pay
for that litigation, which resulted in
favor of the association. He also catled
attention to the fact that the Winona
system of grades, the only one in force,
had been formulated before the associa-
tion organized, and he suggested that 1t
be referred o a comiritee for revision.

According to the ireasurer’s report,
the association received § in 1892,
$2,474.80 and wew has a balance

McCormick, of Hayward, Wis., repre-
senting the Weyerhauser syndicate,
sugegested that mstead of a mandate
resolution, the motion ve put in the
form of a *it is the sense
of this meeting” reselution form. His
sugegestion was acted upon. The mo-
tion for an advanee in prices was then
made to include an advance of 50 cents
on No. 2 dimension lumber, and adopt-
ed. The board of directors will revise
the price list 1n accordance with this
desire, and issue it to the trade as soon
as possible, The new price list will
take effect March 15.

President Nelson announced the fol-

Last Night They Never Asked for
iaw Meat.

Last night’s meeting of the couneil
was like asogar-plum—short and sweet.
There was no excitement, and the large
andience went away disappointed and
wishing they had gone to some farce
comedy instead of coming to wit-
ness so lagubrious a ceremony.
The business was strictly routine
and there was but little of it. The al-
dermen were in a hurry to adjourn, for

Lackey. in the hall at the
corner of Franklin avenue and Seven-
teenth street south, ‘Thither a large
large number of them went when the
meeting was declared adjourned. There
were only {wenty-four aldermen pes-
ent, Ald. Nardeén and Flanders being
absent. This rendered the fiznt on the
water works ordinanece impossible, for
it takes the sawe number of alder-
men to act on a reconsideration as is
present when the motion to recon-
sider is made. ‘This is the reason that
Ald. Snyder did not press his recon-
sideration of the ordinanes which nearly
caused an internecine war the week be-
fore. ‘T'he ordinance will now go to the
mayor, and it is said he will veto it
The Demoerats are of the opinion, how-
ever, that he witl affix his signature in
the rezular way. Ald. Snvder’s motion
to rescind the resolution which gave the
street railway the right to build a trans-
fer depot nextto the city hall did not
come up. The railroad committee has

IRREPRESS. BLE DICKEY.

He Bringzs Suit (gainst the City
for $1,060.95.

Thadeus S. Dickey is bound to make
trouble for the ecity. When the mayor
insisted upon the ecouncil annulling
Dickey’s contract for 15 per cent of the
amount involved in the errors discovered
by him in the special assessment
roils, the expert accountant swore
he would get even. Yesterday the
mayor was served with the complaint in
a suit for £1,060.95, brought by Dickey
against the city. Dickey sets forth in
the complaint that he was awarded a
contract for looking over the assessment
rolls June 26,91, During the term of
this contract he found errors to the
Wmount of 320,715, and his commission
agerezated $4,457.25.  The council com-
mittee on elaims, however, from time to
time trimmed down Dickey’s bills, and
allowed him to draw but §3,395.30. The
difference, £1,060.95, is now what he
wants the eity to pay him.

Had Dicikey’s contract been continued
he would not have asked forthe amount
referred to, but now he thinks it no
more than fair he should be given what
the committee took away from him.

BICYCLISTS W ..nhd A SHARE,
Agitation to tixtend the Pro-

gramme of That Sport Tourn-
ament.

The plan of the Business union to
hold a thirty-day sport tournament at
Minnetonka durinz the coming sum-
mer is weeting with approval on all
sides. The bicycle men have become
interested and today Consul Cnoate, of
the L. A. W, will make a proposition
to the union to have a bicyele tourna-
mentincorporated with the other sports.

GETTING SANGUINARY,

Three Hundred Killed in a Baitle
in Hio Grande do Sul.

NEw York, March 3.—Advtces from
Rio Grande do Sul are that the federals
have 1,000 armed men outside the city
of San Ugenio.

There has been
fighting outside of Santa Ana, which
has been favorable tothe federal troops.

It is reported that the
federals in Santa Ana are short of arms
and are setting tire to the properfy of
the Castilhistas. News has also been
received confirming the report of the
fall of San Pedulo. The Federals under
Gen, Tavarez took the city. In the en-
gagement 300 of the government troops
were kiiled. Atrocious criminalities
are reported on the part’'of Gen. Isidoro,
one of the government oflicers, who
kills women and children asa sort of
pastime. Revolution has again broken
outin Corrientes. T'his time the leader
of the opposition is not known, but it is
learned that they have obtained arms
and artillery pieces.

BOODLING IN KANSAS,

Money From Policy Men.

TorEKA. March 3.—The Topeka Cap-
itol, in an editorial today, charged that
Fred J. Close, private secretary to Gov.
Lewelling, Attorney General Little and
Jamzs F. Legate, a Populist leader, had
received $4.500 from the policy shop
men of Kansas City, Kan., in considera-
tion of which sum the governor was to
appoint a board of police commissioners
for that city which would not interfere
with the operations of the policy men.
