Phe stakes were $250 a side,
and there is no doubt thiat the intention
was to be on the square, but Schumach-
er has no “*nerve,” and when he found
that he had -to run up against
his mateh he stubbornly refused
to wrestle. ‘The style was cateh-
as-catch-can, and three out of five
falls, but there never was anything like
a danger of a tail. For fifteen minutes,
it must be confessed, Schumacher act-
ually did a little wrestling, but by this
time the farmer lad had taken his
measure, and the tables were turned.
Powers began rushing so hard that
Schumacher guit short, and only pushed
Powers off. The only apology for a
lock or hold was a neck lock, which
Powers secured refeatedly. Neither
man was forced to the carpet. Afl the
work was on the feet, and at the hour of
midnight John 8. Barnes, who acted as
referee, stopped the farce, and an-
nounced to the audience that they could
get their money returned. The club
could not hazzard its reputation on such
an event.

AWAY IN THE HOLE.

The Ivy City Backers $20,000 in
Debt.

WasniNaToy, March 18.—The Post
publishes details of the collapse of the
lvy City racing scheme, in which Con
gressman “Tim” Campbell and his
brother were interested.

Some $1,200 was to have
been paid daily to the lvy City associa-
tion, and if the rooms had not been
closed, the racing at Ivy City would
have continued without interruption.

NIPPED IN THE BUD.

Alleged Wire Tappers Locked Up
in Cincinnati.
CiNCINNATI, March 18.—Thomas A.
Clayton, Thomas A. Conners and James
Burgess were locked up here charged
with an attempt to beat the pool rooms
of Covingtou, Ky., by tapping the tele-
graph wires. Clayton had left a valise
containing instruments in a resort on
Eighth street, and when his two pals
called for it they found a policeman
waiting for them, who had been called
on purpose. Clayton confessed, and
said the scheme was nearly ready for
carrying out, and, on the strength of
his statement, Connors and Burgess
were arrested. Connors is employed by
the Big Four at Mill Creek.

The “Farmer's’” Backer Accepts
the Sweeping Challenge.
