In case the president
shall be absent from any meeting of the
city council, the vice president shall
discharge the duties of such president,
and act in his place.”

The mayor and Ald. Brazie believe
that this iast quotation makes the presi-
dent a ecity official, one of the
“other officers necessary for the
proper management of the af-
fairs of the city.,” They think
therefore, that the president of the
council’s term is governed by the two-
provision, and that the council
had no right to remove Brazie so early
in his term.

Here is the provision in the city ehar-
ter upon which the Kiichli side of the
case 1s based, and it seems to give Pres-
ident Kiichli the **long end:”

“The city council shall have power
to rewove from office any officer
of said eity, whether appointed
by the city counecil or eleclted

DCG PARADISE,

A Place Whera Dogs Will Be Al-
lowed to Die.

The Humane society has decided to
adopt the Philadelphia pound system,
and the plans for the pound are prac-
tically completed. The mam yard will
be 100x100 feet in size, divided into two
sections, one for male and the other for
female canines. It will be surrounded
by a fence ten feet hign, and in the
center of the yard will be located the as-
phyxiating and cooking apparatus,
Extending on one side of the yard will
be the forty-tive kennels, large and
roomy. Water will be supplied at four
places, and an attendant will always be
on hand. d

The dogs will be killed by means of
carbon-oxide gas administered in an air-
tight room. They will be kept in the
pound three days and then killed. It
will take one minute to kill them, and
they will give only one short yelp afler
the gas is administered. Every ar-
rangement will be made for their con-
venience and for taking care of and
kiliing thein without cruelty. The
accomndations of the yard will be for
several thousand dogs.

KABBI MARKS' CALL.

He Is Wanted By a Wisconsin
Unitarian Church.

Rabbi Marks seems about to furnish
an illustration of a Jewish rabbi cut-
ting loose entirely from the faith
of his fathers. Rabbi Marks has
received a call to till the puloit of a
Unitarian churech at} Menomonee, Wis.
The call is ouly for temporary pulpit
supply, but is extended with the under-
standing that it shall be made permas
nent if satisfaction be mutual. Rabbi
Marks has not vyet accepted the
call. He could not be seen yesterday,
and it is not known what he will do.
His friends think he would prefer a
connection with a Jewish reform
chureh. lle hesitates to break away en-
tirely from Jewish forms and observancs.
But it will be difficult for him to find a
Jewish congregation which will be in
accord with his ideas. He is Mberal in
his faith, but has heretofore always ob-
served the Jewish ritual. The mem-
bers of the Menomyunee Unitarian
church are said to be quite radical.
They have failed to find a Unitarian
pastor who is radical enough for them.
Rabbi Mark’s idea of the divinity of
Christ is said to be in accord with their
views, and on other religious questions
he is broadly liberal.

POHL AND NASH.

The Police Officer and the Cigar

Evangelist Mills Knows How to
Handle the Babies,

Evangelist Mills has decided to add
another new feature to the revival
meetings in the exposition building. It
is a check room for babies. Mr. Mills
does not want to bar young wothers
fiom his revivals, neither does he like
to have his meetings disturbed by bois-
terous babies. Hence the check room,
or nursery. Nurses will be on hand at
all meetings to reiieve mothers of the
care of the little ones. Mr. Mills says that,
when the number of babies becomes 100
great to be cared for by the nurses, the
gentlemanly ushers will be detailed to
assist. Monday a special meeting for
mothers will be held. On that daya
special corps of 200 young ladies will be
organized to assist the nurses in the
infantile check reom.

The Flour Output,

The larger capacity in operaticn last
week resulted in inereasing the flour
output 14,050 barrels, the total being
174,025 barrels—averaging 20,004 barrels
daily—against 153,995 barrels the wevk
before, 167,920 barrels for the corre-
sponding time in 1892, and 183.720 bar-
rels in 1801, says the Northwestern Mil-
ler. The same number of mills are
running this week, but the capacity
represented 1s rather larger, and the
chances are in favor of a small gain in
the week’s output. The water power
continues unusually poor for this time
of year, and about as much flour is
being made by steam as in midwinter.
The direct export shipments by the
mills last week were 47,630 barrels,
against 35,645 barrels the preceding
week.

RESCINDED THE CALL

Special Meeting of N. P
Stockholders Will Not
Be Held,

A Synuicate Offers to Take
Proposed Collateral
Trust Notes.

Representation on the Board
of Directors Asked by
the Syndicate.

Former Relations Between
Drexel & Co. and the Read-
ing Resumed.

New Yorw, March 24.—The call for a

pecial meeting of the stockholders of
the Northern Pacific railroad April 30
has bLeen reseinded. 'I'he purpose of
the meeting was to vote on a proposition
to sell the company’s holding of St
Paul & Northern Pacifie stock to pay off
its floating aebt. It Is now expected
that the collateral trust notes will be
issued to take up the debt. Henry
Clews, the chairman of the special com-
mittee of the stockholders of the North-
ern Pacific railroad, said this afternoon:

*“The stockholders have made a pro-
posal to the management for taking up
the floating debt of $9,000,000 of the
Northern Pacifie. It is to issue £12,000,-
000 collateral trust notes, ruaning for
five years, and bearing interest at the
rate ot 6 per cent. ‘Thus the company
could pay off its ieating debt and have
a balance in addition. A syndicate
stands ready to take the whole lot of
notes. In consideration for furnishing
woney it desires representation in the
boagd of directors, which would neces-
sitate the retirement of some of the
present members. ‘The St. Paul &
Northern Pacitic stock in the com-
pany’s treasury, which the management
proposed to sell for its securities now
behind the floating debt,

Could Be Used as Collateral
for the notes. St. Paul & Northern
Pacific last year earned 8!4 per cent on
the stock, and it does not seem like
sound financiering to sell so good an
asset as that.”

The Herald says: *It 1s said that Mr.
Villard has abandoned his scheme to
sell the St. Paul & Northern DPacific
stock in the treasury of the Northern
Pacific road in order to pay off the float-
ing debt of the latter company. 1tis
reported that Mr. Villard has been
asked to name a _price for the balance
of the Northern Pacific stock now held
by the North American, presumably for
the purpose of securing his retirement
in the easiest possible way.”

Vice President George S. Jones, of
the North American, said this after-
noon:

“The report that the North Amegican
company is to sell some of its assets is'
true to this extent: When the market is
in a favorable condition, its holding of
between £4,000,000 and '$5,000,000 of the
bouds of the Milwaukee street railway
system will be offered. The proceeds
will be used to pay off the floating debt,
whieh is represented entirely by bor-
rowed money and ranges from §2,000,000
to $3,000,000, and also to make invest-
ments which appear advantageous to
the company. All var loans are made
on time, and none expire for two menths
yet. ‘The North Awmerican has nothing
else to sell.”

BACKING THi: READING.

Drexel & Co.. the Bankers, Wili
Do the Road’s Financing.
PuiLaperLraia, March 24.—The im-
portant announcement is made today
that Drexel & Co., the well-known
bankers, have resumed their former
intimate relations with the manage-
ment of the Reading Railway eompany,
which were disrupted some months ago
by the action of President XcLeod in
endeavoring to make the Reading a
competitor for trafhe to and from the
New England states, thus directly an-
tagonizing the interests of J. Pierpont
Morgan, the head of the New York
house of Drexel, Morgan & Co. The
Drexels had previously been recognized
as the fiscal agents anda financial back-
ers of the Reading company, and the
absence of their support was severely
felt in the Reading’s hour of need. The
reunion of Drexel & Co. and President
and Receiver McLeod is the more sig-
nificant in that it foreshadows the un-
dertaking by that firm of the prospective
reorganization of the Reading company.
The rehabilitation of the Reading is
probably some two years Or more
distant, but it is generally certain
that in the meantime the financing
of the company will be under the direc-
tion of Drexel & Co. T'he reconciliation
is understood to have been accomplished
a few days bLefere the Readiug went
into the receiver’s hands, when the
critical condition of the company com-
pelled President McLeod to ask assist-
ance from his former supporters. It was
then too laite, however, to avert the
catastropne; but it is said Drexel & Co.
consented to aid in the future restora-
tion of the Reading’s solvency on the
condition that they should be permitted
to name one of the receivers. 'I'his was
soon agreed to, and Edward M. Paxon,
then chief justice of the supreme court
ot Pennsylvania, was the one chosen.

The newly
completed court house went down be-
fore the wind’s fury. The colored
school builaing was wrecked, and over
thirty children maimed.

As the eyelone left Tuniea, it divided,
one portion traveling in a northeasterly
direction, while the other took a north-
westerly course, and again crossed the
Mississippi river into Arkaunsas, where
it spread ruin through three counties.
The towns of Crawfordsville and Vin-
cent were nearly wiped off the face of
the earth, and the storm then took a
northeasterly course, reaching Kelly,
Miss., about 4 o’clock in the afternoon.,
Here the greatest damage was done.
Six people were killed outright, and
scores injured. Not a building was left
standing, the fragments being strewn
over the country for miles, 'The
damage to propeity in the vie-
inity of Kelly will reach $150,000. After
leaving Kelly the cyclone passed into
Tennessee, the next place to fall into
its path being Spring Creek, a small
town in Madison county, where several
Kylople were injured, but no one was

illed.

The damage done by the cyclone in
the Mississippt valley is enormous.
While the loss of life is not as
great as at first reported, the
damage to prooerty will reach
£2,000,000. The telegraph wires are still
demoralized and reports are coming in
slowly from the storm distriets, and will
be several days before the full extent of
the disaster will be known. The death
list at 1 o’clock foots up eizhteen, while
the list of injured will run up into the
hundreds.

HASTINGS' CHOICE.

Nebraska’s Governor Asks for the
Attorney General’'s Resignation.
LixcorN, Neb.,, March 24. —1t is

learned tonight from an absolutely reli-

able source thag Gov. Crounse has de-
termined to take active steps in the
prosecution of the state ofiicers who

are  just now under a cloud.™
He 1s domg this, it is said,
to protect his own administration.

Yesterday the governor called Attorney
General Hastings into his private
office, and, after a leng and rather
excited conference, laid before him
the choice of resigning or going be-
fore the legislature and defending
himself against a warrant of impeach-
ment preferred by the governor him-
self. Hastings made a plea that he
could not be expected to resign when he
had a echance of vindicating him-
self, and refused to resign. Gov.
Crounse then stated positively he would
prefer charges against the attorney
general and the conference ended.
To the third party who overheard
the entire conversation the governor
said now that the work was commenced
he would push it until the government
of the state bad been cleared.
Hastings is concerned with the other
members of the state board of public
lands and buildings in the frauds at
the various state institutions, and es-
pecially the cell house fraud, on which
the report was made to the legislature
that led to the adoption of a resolution
calling for the impeachment of the
members of the board. Today the house
received a report from the committee
on legislative appropriations, which
shows that the funds approoriated for
the maintenance of the state house have
been shamefully misapplied. The affair
has created a great sensation.

Letters She Lelt Reveal a Pain-
ful History of Bad Treat-
ment and Love.

New York, March 24.—There was a
mysterious death at a theatrical board-
ing house here tonight. A pretty
woman was found dead in her bed, and
she left letters behind her which reveal
apainful history of bad treatment, love
and suicide, At 8 o'clock tonight
a messenger cama to the house
with a telegram which the landlady
received. It was addressed to Mrs. C.
E. Stevens, and the landiady took it to
her new tenant’s room. She wasin bed
and feemed stupid as though under the
influence of drugs. When she had
been  aroused she read the mes-
sage. After reading the message
the young lady fell back on her
pillow and the landlady left the
room. Later she made another call at
her lodger’s room. She walked over to
the bed, and was startled to find the
young woman dead. The Jandlady’s
eyes next fell on a piece of paper. On
it was seribbled:

*The letters which were written by
me are all to be delivered as addressed.
I know you will read them and see what
isin them. 1am calmly and deliber-
ately taking wmy life. Noone is to be
accused of such except Frea A. Ahmot.

"ﬁlZZIE WiLson.”

With this paper there were three let-
ters. The dead woman’s body was
marked all over with bruises as though
she had been badly beaten. In a coal seut-
tle near the door was found the charred
remains of many letters, and under-
neath this burned paper were hidden
three vials, all of them with red labels.
‘I'ne police were notified and immediate
steps taken to arrest Ahmot if such a
person existed at the address given on
the envelope of one of the letters the
woman had lett behind her.
