KELLY SWEPT AWAY.
Not a House Left Standing

by the Cyclone of Thurs-
day.

One Woman Killed and Sev-
eral Persons Probably

s Fatally Injured.

Several Kentucky Towns
Given a Taste of the

Twisters Power.

Much Damage Wrought by
the Wind in Several

Hoosier Cities.

Kki.i.y,Miss., March 24.—This niorn-

|inga more thorough investigation was i

made regarding the damage made by
'

the cyclone yesterday, which showed
that matters were worse than expected.
Report* were numerous. Every coun- j
trynian who came in added horrors to I
the situation. Kelly itself is only j
a small place of about thirty
houses, of which twelve or
fifteen of them were entirely swept
away, and there remains nothing to

show there was ever a residence there I
except the mass of debris which is
scattered In all directions. As far as can
be learned there was not a house left
standing within the scope of the cy- |
clone, which ranged from a quarter to
a half mile In width, southwest of
Kelly. The trees were mowed and
Io .!i up by the roots as though a

scythe had clipped them. The injured
are:

Payne, a negro.wife and five children;
Payne badly braised, being crushed
under his cabin. His wife crippled and
Internally injured. A small baby, foot
mashed. An eight-year-old girl,head
crushed in; will die. The other two
escaped. Harriet Smith, colored, killed.
Chris Burford, colored, hand mashed and
lioth shoulders broken :willprobably die.
Eph McLauzhlin. colored, shoulder dis-
located: Jim Payne, skull crushed and
arm dislocated; his little eight-year-old
boy badly iujured internally by heavy
log falling across his side; the child
of Mr. Ccx, cut across forehead, prob-
ably fatal. There were several others
who were reported injured, but par-
ticulars could not be learned.

Mr. Shannon is the village school
teacher, and is also 1lie proprietor of a
small store. He was teaching when he
Inoticed signs of an approaching cyclone.
> He dismissed the pupils and told them

to go home ns quickly as possible, in
half a dozen moments the school house
was torn to pieces by the wind. Mr.
Shannon's grocery fared no better. The
end was blown away. Mrs. Shannon
was in the store at the time, ajid

she was raised from the floor by
the wind and hurled through the door
panel. Beyo'.d a few bruises she was
not badly injured. Abale of cotton on
the platform was blown 200 yards. Mr.
Goodyear's house faced north. The
vortex of the cycloue opened around it,

and the house was turned completely
around, aud now faces in au opposite
direction.

OXE MAX KILLED.

Factory Blown Down With Fatal
Results.

Alexandria, liul.,March 24.— A tor-
nado struck this city at 9:35 last night,
damaging residences, business houses
and destroying the Lippincott Glass
factory. Tbid factory was totally
wrecked. The windstruck at tiia south
end crushing itdown upon the machin-
ery and employes. The damage ex-
ceeds £5,000. John An^le Jr. was in-
stantly Wiled. Frank McShafery, Peter
llanlan, Ernest Frey, James Bran-
ham and others were injured, those
named seriously. Three hundred and
fiftymen are thrown out of employment
for two weeks. The factory ruins were
saved from lire,and the two furnaces
escaped damage owing to the exertions
of hundreds of men. Many of the em-
ployes had narrow escapes, as fully fif-
teen men had just finished their lunch
and were leaving the buildingwhen the
storm came. Considerable damage was
done to houses in various parts of the
city, butno lives were lost beyond the
one repotted.

Lookootke, Ind., March 24.— A heavy
wind and rain storm struck this city
last night, but no lives were lost. The
three-story Hour mill.was unroofed, and
part of the debris was thrown against
the Central hotel, partially wrecking
that properly. The Catholic church
and the City hotel were partially un-
roofed. The loss to the flouring mill
owners willreach several thousand dol-
lars.

Atlanta, Ind., March 24.—The storm
plowed a path through the center of the
town from southwest to northeast. The
Methodist church was almost entirely

Idestroyed, the roof being totally carried
Iaway and almost demolishing the resi-
j dence of Mrs. Waiter West, on the east
side of the church. Walton ft Whistler's
large flouringmill had the tin roof al-
most stripped from it. The windows of
their dry goods store were also blown in.
A new house nearly completed was

ilifted four feet from its foundation and
!is a complete wreck.

Vixcexxes, Ind.. March 24.— A ter-
rible tornado passed throueh this coun-
try last evening at 7 o'clock. Houses,
barns, trees, fences, etc., were laid low

Ifor a distance of twelve miles. The
path of the storm was from south to
north, and about two miles wide. Sev-
eral thousand dollars worth of property
was destroyed.

REPLIES TO ARTHUR.
General Manager Ashley An-

swers the Chief of the
Engineers.

He Claims Only One Michigan

Road Fays Higher
Wages.

AllStrike and Boycott Orders
Must Have Arthur's Ap-

proval.

Street Car Men in New Or-
leans Go on Another

Strike.

Toledo. 0., March 24.—General Man-
aeer 11. VV. Ashley, of the Toledo, Ann
Arbor A North Michigan railway, fur-

Inishes to the Associated Press the fol-
ilowing reply to Chief Arthur's state-

ment, sent out last night:

"Since Mr.Arthur has made the merits
of the differences between the Brother-
hood of Locomotive Engineers and this
company of public inteiest, itseems my' duty 10 "state the facts from the other

j point of view. This company pays all
its freight engineers $8.(50 per 100 miles,
and over lime alter fourteen hours at 30
cents per hour. The men are not classi-
fied. This is a higher rate than is paid
by any road in Michigan except
the Michigan Central. Ninety per
cent of the enginemen run
freight trains. There are only
«e veil men engaged in passenger serv-
ice; of these, two remain with the com-
pany, and are still at woik. They ex-
press themselves as satisfied. The men
on these runs earn from $1,200 to $1,400
per year for service ot eight hours or
iless cer day on trains of two and three
Icars scheduled at twenty-four miles per
Ihour. This work is considered the most

desirable on the road. The freight en-
[ginemen all earned between ¥100 and
i $140 per month. This is what Mr.Ar-
thur calls

»Tlie Grinding Process.'

"We have between 1,100 and 1,200 ap-
plications for the privilege of being
'ground' at these prices, Out the mem-
bers of this order, who do not want to
work for these wages, have sought, by
purchase, intimidation and boycott, to
deprive others of the right to do so.
Yet he advertises that the brotherhood
is a law-abiding society— organized for
the moral ar.d social advantages of its

imembers.
"Oi> Sunday, Feb. 28, less than twenty

out of a total of forty-six members of
the brotherhood met in secret session at
Owosso, and a small majority of those
present determined to make demands
tor more pay and new rules. These de-
mands were refused. They claim, and
members of the brotherhood have testi-
fied in court, that neither a strike nor a
boycott cai» bo effective without Mr.
Arthur's order or consent. It seems
immaterial by what name he exercises
his authority; itis not denied that such
a conspiracy cannot be made effective
except with his approval. Tho men
themselves speak of it as 'Arthur's
order.' In this instance Mr. Arthur
'ordered' or approved both strike and
boycott, not only witha knowledge that
both were illegal,but with the knowl-
edge that the United £tates court had
issued a mandatory injunction to his
men on connecting lines not to refuse to
handle Ann Arbor cars. Yet Mr. Arthur
advertises liimself as a law-abiding citi-
zen. By his own confession to the
court, itappears that he was the chief

Party to the Conspiracy,

either lo force the Ann Arbor company
to pay the wages and submit to the rules
he thought seasonable, or to ruin the in-
dustry of every corporation or private
person who was dependent upon its
railway for the transportation of his
goods. Ido not understand tlrat the
desirability or legality of organized la-
bor is in question. The discussion
raises the question only of the right of
men to labor or not as they may elect;
ami of the rieht of other men who do
not belong to an organization to engage
in their places. The right of men to
quit the service of the company, in any
manner at any time which does
not endanger lives or prop-
erty, has always been con-
ceded; but they have denied the right of
others to perform the same service at
the rates of pay refused by them, and
have individually and collectively de-
stroyed property, placed the business of
innocent and outside persons in jeop-
ardy, and made themselves felons in the
eyes of the law in order to accomplish
their purpose. Yet Mr. Arthur con-
tinues to advertise himself as a law-
abiding citizen."

This afternoon Manager Ashley of-
fered 61,000 reward for the apprehen-
sion or conviction of-the person or per-
sons who caused the derailment of a
passenirer train near Owosso Wednes-
day night. A switch lock was broken,
the switch thrown, and the danger sig-
nal broken off tinftop of the switch.

Attempted Train Wrecking.

Considerable excitement was occa-
sioned by the attempt made last night

to wreck Passenger Train No. 5 of the
Ann Arbor road. The nswa of the at-
tempted derailment did not reach this
city until this morning, when Manager
Ashley at onco issued a reward for the
capture of the perpetrators. The train
was about one mile notli of Owosso
when the accident occurred. Mr.Ashley,
manager of the Ann Arbor.says that this '<

is not the first difficulty the road has \
had to contend with since the com- j
nienceineut of the strike. Night after
night at Owosso. when the Ann Arbor
train is about to pull out, labor sym-
pathizers pull the coupling pins from
the cars, so that when the train gets
started they are forced to return and
hitch together again. This operation
has been repeated over and over again
and numerous delays in the service has
been the result. The strikers disclaim
any knowledge of the peculiar incident,
and say they ilonot favor such a course.

The strikers have sent notice to the
railroad commissioner of Michigan in- ]
forming him that th£- Ann Arbor is

.daily breaking the law which compels
nil trains to come to a dead stop before
crossing at junctions. They say the
non-union engineers know nothing of
the law governing tho point or of the
rules of the company. As proof this
they present an order which has been
posted on the Ann Arbor bulletin
boards all along the line instructing

.the men to flag before passing over
crossings, and when the target is prop-
erly set to signal trains ahead by la mp
during the nigut and by hand signal
during the day.

The Strikers Also Assert
that as a result of the hiring of green
men, one engine. No. 8, has been com-
pletely ruined, the engineer having
neglected to oil his valves for three
days. While trying to discover the
source of the trouble he aliowed the
engine to burn out, and the boiler was
rendered useless. Numerous instances
of this kind are given.

Areport is in circulation here tonight
that President Gompers, of the Ameri-
can Federation of Labor, would come to
Toledo. There has been talk of the
Ann Arbor freight handlers, even down
to the Poiish coal shovelers, going out
so as to Assist the engineers. The strik-
ers think that Mr. Gompers will have
something to do with starting such a
movement. They also say that a large
number of coal handlers who were laid
offfor lack of work a short time before
the strike commenced have since re-
fused to go back to work when asked to
do so. Chief Arthur has sent word
hat he willbe here Sunday afternoonl
There is a possibility of stil.
more trouble with the men. A con-
ductor has been discharged.

points, but money is in strong demand, j
and, partly because of bad roads, re- i
ceipts of many products declined— wool,
corn and dressed beef, 00 percent; hogs,
52; cheese, 45; cattle, 24; barley and
seeds, 20, and oats 14 per cent. Receipts !
of wheat are 125 per cent larger than j
last year; rye. CO: sheep, 30, and
hides, 15 per cent. Weather retards
trade at Milwaukee and St.
Paul. The western movement of ]
live stock about equals last
year's. Wheat has declined l^c, with
sales of 16,000,000 bu here, tnougti West-
ern receipts in four days are over 1,700,-
--00J bu. and exports only 008.000 bu.
Pork and hogs are slightly higher,
though lard is lower. The foreign
trade continues to show a large adverse
balance. Purchases on foreign account
do not as vet indicate reviving confi-
dence inAmerican securities.

The business failures occurring
throughout the country during the last
seven days number 243, as compared
iwith totals of 220 last week. For the
corresponding week of last year the
figures were 231.

A ST. PAUL. FORGERY

Which May Get Somebody Into-
Serious Trouble.

somebody has perpetrated a serious
joke on a Paul man, or the latter has
placed himself in a very disagreeable
position as regards the treasury and all
other departments of the government.
During the last ten days a gentleman
named M. C. Wright, of the Saintly
City, has been circulating a telegram
around that city which he seems to have
received from Hon. J. G. Carlisle, secre-
tary of the treasury. The telegram

Ireads as follows:
Washington, D. C. March 15.—M.C.Wright,

St. Paul, Minn.: I<lo not think Walt H. But-
ler willbe appointed geiierni superintendent
of ihe railway mail service, and the division
superintendents are protected by civil serv-
ice, and will not be removed except for
cause. John <J. Carlisle.

On its face the telegram bore unmis-
takable evidence that itwas not sent
by Carlisle, and one ot those to whom it
was shown in St. Paul took a copy and
sent iton to Washington in order tiiat
the subject might be investigated. The
GLOBE reporter this afternoon showed
the telegram to Secretary Carlisle, and
asked him whether he had sent it. The
answer was short and quite to the point.
"Inever heard ot M. C. Wright." he
said, "and knew nothing of such a man.
The whole thing is a forgery. 1never
signed my name John G. Carlisle in my
life. 1cannot imagine any reason for
this fabrication."

The real facts in this case are not
hard to reach, and this forged telegram
willdoubtless cut a figure in a demand
that willbe made for a change in the
office of superintendent of the division
which has headquarters in St. Paul.
This position was held by Congressman
Walt li. Butler, of lowa, at the close of
the first administration ot President
Cleveland. He had worked his way up
from the very bottom, and was one ot
the best men in the service. This rec-
ord did not avail to stay the
llarrisonian ax, however, and he
was at once removed. Mr. Butler
is now a leading and strong can-
didate for general superintendent

BULLET-PROOF CLOTH.

Successful Testa of an Invention
of a German Tailor.

BKKLix.March24.—The cloth cuirass,
invented bya Mannheim tailor, to resist
the small caliber bullet, and recently
approved by the war department, was
tested in recent trials at Mannheim.
Uniforms of the new cloth were placed
on wooden effigies and were not probed
by balls shot from points 100, 200 an
300 meters distance. At shorter range
the wooden lieures were so deeply dent-
ed that the officers concluded the force
of the impact whs sufficient to stun a
man. To make the cuirass the tailor
probably applies a secret preparation to
an ordinary cloth tunic. Thus prepared
the tunic weighs about six pounds.
