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GHEAT WORK FOILED
By the Incomplete Condition

of the City and County
Hospital."

Formidable Inspection of the
Institution by Promi-

nent Officials.

A Hospital That Takes Rank
Second to None in

the Land.

Funds Wanted to Complete

the Ward Building1 Now
Standing.

Ocular demonstration made many con-
verts to the plan of giving the hospital

committee a sum of money sufficient to
complete the new ward building which
has been standing in an uncompleted
state for two yean. The necessity of
the proposed action was* made plainly

evident by a tour of the hospital, and
none but words of praise were heard In
favor of the manner in which the finan-
ces of the hospital have been expended

ami eared for.
Yesterday afternoon a number of

members of the city council, members
of the legislature and interested citi-
zens visited the hospital on an invita-
tion from Supt Ancker for the purpose
of seeing the institution as it really is,
and withthe object of judging of the
necessities for an appropriation to com-
plete the buildii.ir. Anumber of ladies
who are interested in hospitals and the
care of the impecunious sick were
present, and seemed to enjoy their visit.

The visitors arrived the hospital in
knots of two and three in the neighbor-

hood of 3 o'clock. While those who
came early waited for the stragglers,
they chatted with Dr. Aneker and other
members of the staff on the interesting
subject of hospitals. Then a tour of
the buildings was made. Allthe wards
were visited, the kitchen, dminz room?,

operating rooms, quarters' of the serv-
ants, nurses and members of the staff
being especially interesting places to
the callers. After spending about two
hours in the various buildings, the vis-
itors departed with warm assurances of
their co-operation in the plan of

Finishingthe Balldlnc. _.

There were eighty-seven patients in
the hospital at the time of the visit, but
two or three days before this there had
been 105. A professional nurse, Miss
Hyr.es, assisted by twelve young women
who desire to become nurses, together
with thirty-four local physicians and
surgeons, constitute the staff of the
hospital. '1 lie salary list of the institu-
tion amounts to $475 per month.

There are three buildings in the main
portion of the institution and two
smaller ones which have been built for
some time. The work onthe buildings
was commenced in 1888 and the sum of
£154,000 was expended in building them.
The original intention was that the tirst
building was to be the administration
building and to be occupied by the
oflices.operatingrooms,nurses' quarters,
steward room, cold storage room and
diningrooms for the nurses, staff and
convalescent patients. The building in
the rear is used as the kitchen, dormi-
tory for the servants and their dining
room. The buildingwhich has not yet
been completed was designed (or the
ward room. There will be four wards,
each having a capacity of twenty-live
patients. The building has two stories
and a basement. In the rear of the
kitchen building is the steam plant.

The two old buildings are occupied at
present by the contagious cases and an
assortment of other cases, the former
ail being placed in one buildingsome
distance away from the others. The top
floorof the administration buildingis
used by patients and the foundlings.
As soon* as the ward is finished all of
the cases will be classified. The con-
tagious cases will be kept inone build-
ing, the foundlings and women with
children Inanother and the four wards
in the ward buildingwillbe occupied by
the surgical cases, etc. At the present
time, in consequence of the

Lack of A<-cuijii3iu<liitioils,

there arc patients in the administration
building who keep the tired nurses
awake during the night with their
groans of i>a>n and their delirious
shrieks. The children cry at all Limes
of the clay and night,disturbing the rest
of the other patients. It is necessary
that the patients, in order to stimulate
recovery, should have plenty of light
and fresh air, but under the existing
circumstances it is impossible to give
them these essentials.

The nurses' rooms are fitted up in a
neat manner ami are decorated with
many evidences of taste and refinement.
The rooms are all remarkably clean and
neat in appearance and present a scene
of order. Inone of the rooms a piano,
the property of Mrs. Hynes, stands near
the door ami the music is a great com-
fort to the patients who are. permitted

to enjoy it. On seeimj the piano Tim
Reardon asked ifit had been purchased
out of the county funds, and he was con-
siderably disturbed until it was ex-
plained by Dr. Aneker that it was
owned by the head nurse.

Ln the children's room the little ones
romped and played without the usual
accompaniment of loud laughter and
shouting, although they had a good
time. Some of them reclined in their
neat lettle beds, which are decorated in
blue. Severn! mothers were encaged in
die;Miii.r their offspring in a nonchalant
manner, and took the visit as a matter
•fcourse. As the visitors were going
out one of the cooks sent up twelve bot-
tles of warm miik for the little ones,and
they stretched out their tiny hands for
the food withevery manifestation of de-
light.

There were all kinds of diseases rep-
resented in the various wants. Diph-
theria, scarlet fever, pneumonia, rheu-
matism, open wounds, broken limbs and
ribs. etc. The nurses were at their va-
rious stations, and a number of the vis-
itors were greatly interested in the
progress of dressing the wounds of
some. But there was one thins plainly
evident; there was not enough room for
the patients. They were crowded into
the wards in a manner calculated to
preclude the possibility of an early re-
covery.

I»r.Ancker's Showing.

"We sometimes are compelled to
Bake up beds on the floor/said Dr.
Ancker. "Some of the patients are dis-
charged before they should really leave
the hospital, because there are so many
others whoare in a very bad, way and
must be taken in at once. We cannot
help this, a.i we are compelled to do the
best we can. Uc have had as many as
I'JO patients in the hospital at one time.
Itis a fact that, in order to facilitate the
recovery of a patient, the tunes of a
Single person must have I.'jOO cubicTeet
of fie h air to breathe. Atthe present
time some of them have only about 200
feet of air. We cannot classify the
patients, but are compelled to put"them
where we can. If the new building
s completed we can accommodate the
additional patients which itwiilgive us
the room for with hardly any other ex-
pense than we are now under. Then
we will have the opportunity of taking
in wealthy patients who will pay for
their accommodations and assist the
hospital tosupport itself. We can run
the whole plant with one heating ap-
paratus, ln some weeks we have
burned twenty-six tons of coal. The
completion of the new building willadd
to the name of the city, and will bring

people to the city for medical treat-
ment. We now have the finest staff of
any hospital in the United States at a
very small salary. The members of tho
start" receive nothing tor their services,
and they ace the Buvter of the profes-
sion inSt! Paul,

"The unfinished state of tho building
at the present time causes it to deterio-
rate about 10per cent every year. A
good, strong wind would blow itdown.
Itwillbe a paying investment for the
city to complete it as soon as possible.

"We run the institution cheaper than
any other institution of the kind in the
United States. We had $20,000 allowed
us this year, but 1 am afraid that we
willrun over that figure. The way to
get the money for the completion of tho
building will'be for the legislature to
allow the city council to issue bonds
for the necessary amount, about $40,000.
Bonds could be issued and floated and
certificates of indebtedness issued.

"We train the nurses and they re-
ceive very small salaries. They are
given experience and the city isben-
efited by them in return. We cannot
take in all the patients who present
themselves, as wehave not tho room.
1take a great many of them into my
office for treatment during my office
hours, and there are a number who
come to me every day. One thing
which is especially bad is the tact that
we have no dead house. We are com-
pelled to place the bodies of our dead
in an old barn. 1hope that some per-
son will give us a fund for the building
of a dissecting amphitheater for the
benefit of the students of the state uni-
versity. This would be of great benefit
to the profession and to the people, as
they would have the opportunity of wit-
nessing a practical application of their
learning In the medical school."

Some Comparisons.

The visitors expressed themselves as
being very much pleased with the man-
ner in which the members of the board
of control, Messrs. Sped, Kerr and
Ancker, have conducted the finances of
the institution.

Wheat Closes a Trifle Up, De-

spite the Week's Bear
Tension.

Trade in the Uncertain State
That Spring Only Can

Relieve.

Retailers Begin to Feel Active
and Jobbers a Trifle

Rested.

Local Business Men Give
Their Views of the Situ-

ation.

Allmerchants and traders me inter-
ested in the course of the wheat market,

which showed but little disposition to

fall below the average prices of the pre-
ceding week, although considerable
bear talk was indulged in. Prices
dropped a little at times during the past
week, but the market soou reacted, and
the closing is at 78 cents per bushel for
May delivery InChicago. % of a cent
advance over one week ago. The prices
of this crop have been very low, espe-
cially for this season of tlie year. The
situation discourages farmers from ex-
tending their operations in wheat grow-
iug, and some traders believe that there
is less wheat in farmers' hands than
the government estimates Indicate. The
eastern bull clique seems to be able to
carry a large load, and it is realized that
their holdings of wheat were bought

at very close to the cost of production.
Although the supply is large, it would
require a serious failure among the
wheat bulls to cause a sharp decline iv
prices.

May pork shows a net decline of 10c
per barrel during the week, closing at
|17.62){. Expected increases in the re-
ceipts of live hogs has enabled the pack-
ers to buy them much cheaper of late,
and seven cents is beginning to be
looked upon as the probable quotation
for most of the packing stock during
the season.

New Orleans came to the front during
February as the leading city on wheat
exports, which were 1,1*37,894 bushels—
26,023 bushels more than the wheat ex-
ports for February from New York.
They can ship grain quite freely from
Louisiana in the winter, but in the
summer time it is risky on account of
the danger of heating.
In the land departments of the rail-

roads a great many inquiries for farm
properties are reported. D. M.Stew-
art, chief clerk of the Northern Pacilic
emigration department, reports that the
inquiries at that office are more numer-
ous than ever before, and form a very

Good Class of Settler*.
Minnesota lands are more in demand

now than ever, and the combination of
timber and prairie is preferred. A vast
amount of advertising matter has been
sent out by the railroads, and its effects
are being felt. The Northern Pacific
has just used up an edition of 200,000
copies of newspaper size, givingletters
from many farmers and truit growers of
the Northwest. They willsoon putout
another advertising medium, hand-
somely illustrated; and for the world's
fair two elegant exhibit cars have beeu
built iv which to show specimens of the
products of seven great Northwestern
states, including Minnesota.

MADE BUSINESS BOOM.

An Active Insurance Agent*

Plan of Writing Many

Policies.

One of His Friends Objects and

Has a Warrant Sworn

Out.

A warrant for the arrest of Thomas
Bowen Jones was handed over to the
police yesterday afternoon at 3o'clock,

with instructions to arrest the de-
fendant immediately. The complain-
ing witness in the case is E. 11. Guil-
bert, a resident of Minneapolis, and
the offense charged is securing an
indorsement to a note by false
pretenses. The facts in the case as
related by* the Minneapolitan show how
easily it is for a person of fertile brain
and an eye to the main chance togather
in the coin. Jones is the agent for a
life insurance company, and has an of-
fice in the EnUicott Arcade. Some
weeks ago he came to Guilbert with a
niuety-day note, signed by W. W.
Walker, lor $200, and requested Guil-
bert to indorse the same, so it could be
discounted at one of the banks. Jones
represented tliat Walker was a well-
known man, and was drawing a salary
of any where from $2,000 to $4,000
a year. Inorder to accommodate Jones
Mr.Guilbert indorsed the note. Within
the last few days Mr. Guilbert learned
Mr.Walker's income was only about
$1,000 per year, and, what was worse,
the noto was given under circumstances
which left a doubt, and a very large-
sized one, that the note would not be
paid by Walker. It appears from this
and other transactions of a similar nat-
ure that Jones has been working a very
bold financial scheme. The plan was
operated in this way: Approaching
a friend or acquaintance, he would
explain that he was anxious to
make a good showing in the insurance

business. In order to do this he re-
quested the person approached to make
out an application for a policy in the
company he represented and send it to
the company. By this means, he said,
he would stand well in the eyes of the
company, and when the annual appoint-
ment or agents was made he would
be among the number designated. As a
mere matter of form Jones said to the
prospective policy holder it would be
necessary for him to make out a ninety-
day note for the amount of the pre-
mium, which note would be held
and returned when the policy was
rejected. This looked all right,
and so confidential was the talk that
three or four gentlemen approached en-
tered into the scheme just to help Jones
out. The "policies arrived all right in
each and every case, but as this was
thought to be a natural course in such
case no attention was paid to them by
the recipients. The matter assumed a
much more important bearing, However,
when the obliging gentlemen were
sent notices from tbe banks where
their paper had been discounted
by Jones that their notes
would be due on certain dates. When
Jones was called down by his very
obliging friends he is said to Jiave ex-
pressed great surprise, and intimated
that the transaction was all right, and,
as he understood if,the policies were to
be accepted. Lesal advice was sought
by some of tbe forced policy holders,
but there did not seem to be any case
against Jones, at lease, any case that
could be prosecuted with any likeli-
hood of relief. In the case of Guilbert,
however, it was found Jones had over-
played himself, and by his mis-
representation* had induced Guil-
bert to indorse the note given
by Walker. The warrant for
the arrest was accordingly issued with
instructions to proceed forthwith. Up
to a late hour last night Jones had not
been arrested, and itwas rumored that
he had left the city for a short vacation.
Friends of the wide-awake insurance
agent claimed that the case would be
settled, and as the note which Guilbert
indorsed was not yet due, there was no
ground for the complaint.

Thomas Bowen Jones, as his name
would indicate, is an Englishman, and
has resided in St. Paul for about two
years. He is an affable and Intelligent
iellow, a good dresser, and, owing to
his business and social acquaintances,
has been well received in society
circles.
