Both blanches of the council willbold
meetings this evening. The board of
aldermen willmeet at 7:SO, to which
time they adjourned lust week, and con-
sider the. street railway ordinance which

Ilias been prepared by them. The new
ordinance differs in many respects from
the one passed by the assembly. The
ordinance may be said to be strictly
aldermanic In its provisions, and the
wishes of those who have opposed any
measure Introduced up to date are re-
spected in a way which bills fair to
make the ordinance very objectionable
to the railway company. The new or-
dinance in its entirety could not. be ob-
tained, but the important features are:

Abolishment of all through travel
transfers on the present interurbau
line.

Turning the East Seventh street cable
into an electric line, and making the
terminus at the harvester works about
a mile beyond the present terminus.

Construction of the University ave-
nue boulevard with openings tor all
cross streets east of Chatsworth street.

Construction of a double track line to
Como thirty days after the completion of
the sewer on COOK) avenue.

Construction of a line to Pbalen as
soon as the title to the land iiin the
city.

The indications are that the ordinance
will pass the board tonight, although
Aids. Franklin and Montgomery are
known to be unalterably opposed toany
chance in the present system of trans-
fers. Eight votes are required to pass
the ordinance, and one of the members
said yesterday the measure would pass
even iithe two aldermen mentioned
above voted against it.

Aspecial meeting of the assembly has
been called for this evening at 7:15
o'slock to consider police matters. The
police matter mentioned is the dis-
charge of ("apt. Hanft, Sergeant Dow-
lan and Patrolman Conroy, which was
ordered by the mayor in January last.
The assembly at the time refused .to
concur in the action of the mayor, and
the case has been argued up hill and
down again ever since. At the last
meeting of the assembly the further
consideration of the ease was laid over
until the next regular meeting. Yes-
terday afternoon, however, the mayor
and several members of the assembly
had a consultation, and the result was a
call tor a special meeting was issued.
Piesident Wolterstort? said action had
been postponed at the last meeting sim-
ply because Mr. Schuette, the new mem-
ber, had requested time to look up the
case in order to vote intelligently, lie
had been informed that Mr. Schuette
hud announced that he was ready to
vote on the matter, and for this reason
the call had been issued. The friends
of the discharged officers had an idea
that the action of the mayor would not
be concurred in by the assembly. Itis

Ipossible that the body will not concur,
but the fact that the mayor was instru-
mental in having the meeting called for
tonight would indicate that he has been
advised that things will go his way.

Peter Lalondc's Kough Experience

Some Kesolutions.
The Farmers'Alliauce state executive

committee had an all-day session at the
capitol yesterday. The most important
action had was to appoint a committee
to confer with the board of managers of
the state penitentiary with a view to
purchasing the binding twine output of
the prison for the ensuing year. Itis
then the purpose of the Alliance to
supply the farmers that are members
of the party with this twine at the low-
est prices possible.

The Alliance is a firm believer in the
potency of the press, and it was decided
to begin the publication of a parly
organ in about three weeks, which shall
rejoice in the significant caption of The
Representative. Itis proposed to issue
10.000 copies for general distribution.

Anevening session of the committee
was held at the 'Metropolitan and reso-
lutions were adopted.

Aresolution introduced by K. J. Hall
pretested in no uncertain language'
against passage of any and all laws by
the legislature that will compel the
licensing of elevators and warehouses
in the country, and that will enlarge
the powers of the railway and wire-

house commission. Itwas pronounced
an outrage to compel citizens to take'
out a license before doing business on
the right of way of public highways;.
To make it a crime to attempt to do
business without the permission of the .
commission was especially condemned.

A feeling resolution was adopted re-'
specting the death of Hon. George W.,
Spnucue, of Fillmore county, in which
ifis recited that the deceased was es-'
penally esteemed because of his emi-i
nence, his ability and his integrity; and
that he was an honest and efficient
worker In the Alliance.
