been conducting matters for vears past
is outlined. Maj. Baldwin had ocecasion
to learn the power of the pine-land ring
in his campaign a year ago, and
he then made up his mind that if
he were elected the people of his
“district who are oppesed to the pine
land ringsters shou!d have a hearing,
and he bhas enlisted for the war. Al-
though timber stealing on the govern-
ment lands and Indian reservations, as
well ason the lands granted to Minne-
sota, has been carried on for more than
thirty years and provoked no amount of
scandal in the state, Maj. Baldwin is
the first man sent to congress from the
state who has dared to enter a protest
and demand justice for the Indians as
well as the governwment., There is no
reason to doubt that the specific charges
filed this morning will be investigated
atonce by trusty and reiiable agents.
Secretary Hoke Smith has come down
very hard on the Montana corporations
cutting the timber on permits granted
by his predecessor, and his poliecy will
be to head off all these things, The
pine-land ring in Miunésota has had a
long and 1uecrative career, but it will
plunder no more Indian reservations.

LIQUOR DOWNS RIBOT. |

President Carnot Does Not
Want to Accept the Res-
ignation.

The 0ld Ministers Will Con-
trol Matters for a Short
Time.

" Paris, March 30.—Another erisis " ar

issue. 'The chamber of deputies today,
by a vote of 247 to 242, decided to retain
the liquor law ameudament bill as part
of the budget. although the government
expressed itself as firmly opposed fo the
amendment, which increases the bur-
dens of the liquor trade. Upon the vote
of the chamber Dbeing announced,
Premier Ribot adjourned the session
until 9 o’cloek this morning in order to
give him and his fellow ministers time
to consider their position, and whecher
they should regard the vote of the
chamber as a sign of want of confidence
in the ministry.

After a lengthy consultation in a com-
mittee room the ministers proceeded to
the Elysee and tendered their resigna-
tions to President Carnot. The presi-
dent had a long interview with the
members of the cabinet and

Urged Them to Reconsider

their determination. His arguments
~were in vain, however, and the minis-
ters insisted that their resignations
must be aceepted. It is rumored that
M. Develle, minister ot foreign affairs
in the Ribot cabinet, will be asked by
President Carnot to form a ministry.
The ministry that has resigned has
held off for only about eleven weeks.
Ppon the overthrow of the Loubet cabi-
‘net several attempts were made to form
a new ministry, but they were unsuc-

cessful until M. Ribot, who was
minister of affairs in the Loubet
cabinet, was selected for  the
task, “and Jan. 10 it was an-

ounced that he had formed a ministry.
Ever since this ministry came into
power the oppouents of the government
have sought an opportunty to over-
throw them. The Panama seandal, it
was thought, would atford the opposi-
tion the desired opportnity, but though
mors than once attacks were made none
proved successful, the chamber each
time voting confidence in the govern-
ment and discomiiting their enemies,
The Adverse Majority
of five votes cast by the chamber today
on the liquor amendment was wore or
less a surprise to the government,
and after due deliberation the min-
isters decided to regard it as a vote
of wantof confidence, as stated above,
and their resignation followed.

It was
evident that au almost undivided senti-
ment prevailed against fettering the
chamber’s liberty or action by granting
M. lirard’s request. At 10 o’cloek, the
hour set for reassembling, not a chair in
the whole house was vacant. The vis-
itors’ galleries were crowded to the
standing room, and hundreds who could
not gain admittance were waiting # the
entrances to get the earliest possible
news of the proceedings. ‘The disorder,
“ ahich the president had been unable to
‘quiet, was hushed the moment M. Lock-
‘roy stepped to the tribune to announce
‘the dezision of the budget committee.
‘In a few words he stated that the
‘committee feli it to be inexpedient to
‘grant the request madé by M. Tirard for
two months’ supplies, but would recomn-
mend a vote coverixg one month from
the present time. Shouts of approval
grected this statement. The brief dis-
cussion whieh followed was one sided,
as the ditference of opmion in the
chamber practicaily concerned only the
question whether supplies should be
voted for one montih or not at ali.

CHOLERA INCREASING.

Fatal Cases of Daily Occurrence
in St. Petersburg.

St. PE®ERSBURG, March 30.—Cholera
has made its appearance again in this
city, and it is known that fatal cases are
of daily occurrence, although the
authorities have not resumed their
policy of last vear of making regular
daily announcements of the new cases
and deaths. At present the authorities
are pursuing a policy of suppression
and withhold from the publie all infor-
mation as to the spread of the disease.
Very disquieting ruwors have been

received  from  the  interior  of
Russia, and the ministry of the
interior is taking action which indi-

cates that the government must possess
special information of the gravest char-
acter. ‘The ministry has ordered the
reopening of the medico sanitary sta-
tions in the Volga provinces, where the
cholera carried off many thousands last
year; and special steamwers with sani-
tary staffs will cruise in the river, stop-
ping along the Volga to pick up any
cholera patient or any dead from chol-
era-stricken vessels plying on that
stream. The government is also caus-
ing to be formed sanitary commissions,
which will look after the health of the
people at the points to be reached
through the railway system of Russia.

WasHmiNGTON, March 30.—The cable-
grams announcing cholera in Austria
and Russiawdo not create any alarm in
official cireles here. No official con-
firmation of the news has been received,
but‘the United States government is
prepared for any ordinary emergency
that may arise. It already has agents
at the prineipal ports of Europe whence
emigrants depart for the United States;
also marfne hospital doctors at all the
principal quarantine statious here; and
besides all this the local authorities are
cordially co-6perating with the govern-
ment in the mauter of the enforcement
of the inspection and quarantine regu-
lations both on the frontiers and sea-
boards.

WOULD NOT BE SEEMLY.

Why Leo Will Not Renounce the
Temporal Power

VIENNA, March 30.—The Neue Erie
Presse states that last year the Irish
bishops in the presence o f their Amer-
ican colleagues asked the pope frankly
why he did not renounce the temporal.
power and give up the friction of his
captivity, and Leo- replied evasively:
“It would not be seemly for me to do
so0.” The Neue Frei Presse protests
against the pope eypecting the Cath-
olics of the world to take up arms
against ltaly when not a single Itahian
cardinal believes the restoration of the
tempor al power possible.

A revolution 1s liabie to break
out any moment. and should the presi-
dent declare war against Nicaragua, it
is not believed the people would re-
spond.

who saw it. It isa handsome piece of
work, ingeniously conceived and grace-
fully executed. Not only does it skill-
fully combine the national colors and
the state embiems, but it is also artistie-
ally done. The ground is of white silk,
and the reverse side of blue silk bor-
dered with bullion fringe. In the center
is the state seal wreathed with white
moecasin flowers on a Dblue ground.
The red ribbon ot the seal bearing the
motto is continued through the wreath;
entwining the blossoms and floating
carelessly over the ower portion of the
flag. 1t bears in gold the dates 1819,
the time of the settlement of Minne-
sota, and 1893. Avove, also in gold, is
the date 1858, the time of the admission
of Minnesota to the Union. Below the
design in gold letters is wrought “Min-
nesota.,” Grouped around the seal are
nineteen stars in the design of star
points, with the North Star, significant
of the North Star state, in a group of
three at the top.

The choice of the number 19 is a pe-
euliarly happy oue, as Minnesota was
the nineteenth state, after the original
thirteen, to be admitted into the Union,
Many of the other designs submitted to
the ‘examining board employed forty-
four siars, suggesting tine number of
states in the Union, but the choice was
not so well liked, as tiis had reference
to a national and not a state matter, and
would be subjeet to constant change.
The use of thirty-two stars, suggesting
that the state was the thirty-second one
admitted to the Union, was disearded
by the designer, from the fact that the
thirteen original states having been ad-
mitted together, the rank of Minnesota
was more fairly shown by counting it
as the nineteenth after the colonial
states. The standard of the flag was
surmounted by a goldén gopher, and
tied with a gold cord and tassel. The
execution of the design is entirely in
needlework.

The therough and careful work of the
desiguer is evident, and the auxiliary
may well feel proud in its results.  Mrs.
Center was also the artist of the modei
of the auxiliary and the frieze of the
state building,

Other Dosizns.

The flag awarded the second prize of
819 was designed by Frank B. Hick-
man, of Anoka.
