THAT DULUTH ELEVATOR,

Amended Passes the
Senate.

Senator Canestorp’s Duluth publicele-
vator bill provoked another contention,
It came up on the ¢alendar and the au-
thor urged its passage as amended.
The size of the elevator had been re-
duced from 2,500,000 bushels capacity
to 1,500,000 bushels. Moreover, the en-
tire expense 1s to be borne by the grain
growers, inasmuch as the §200,000 ap-
propriated is taken trom the grain
inspection, and really belongs to the
farmer, and this peint was accentuated
by Senator Hompe, who insisted in
contravention to the arguments made
by Senator Crandall that the state in-
spection fund is not a part of the state
funds.

Senator Dean presented an amend-
ment to the bill that met with the oppo-
sition of the former contingent of the
senate. This amendment provided that
the grain and warehouse commission
may lease an elevator or elevators at
Duluth for the purposes of the measure.
The object was to relieve the expense
of building. Senator Hompe insisted
that the temper of the people is towards
a permanent institution. . The state
should own the elevator absolutely.
Senator Dean did not offer the amena-
ment in a spirit of opposition to the bill.
He thought he was adding a proviso
that would strengthen the bill. Senator
Tawney wanted the bill referred back
to Senator Dean for the purpose of at-
taching his amendment, and he so
moved. The proposition is one of un-
usual magunitude, and, moreover, it is
all an experiment., If the lease system
demonstrates that state control of ele-
vators is a success, then the state can
build, conscious that no mistake is be-
ing made.

The Domination of the State.

Senator Brown argued that if the
state will take its hands off the farmer,
the farmer will protect his own inter=
ests. Ie was opposed to the bill upon
the theory the state cannot conduet an
enterprise as well as an individual, and
this thought or proposition brought
Senator Donneily to his feet. He con-
tended that the state could manage more
systematically than a private individual,
for the reason that the power is behind
it. Under the proposed scheme the
farmer will have practical controi of his
wheat until it reachies the mart in Buf-
falo, thereby subverting the elevator
and wheat ring that has been robbing
the farmer of 30 or 40 eents a bushel.

The fund to be drawn upon is a spe-
cific fund created for specific purpose,
eannot be diverted, urzed the Sage,
without the consent of the men who
own it.

*Who owns it?”” asked Senator Brown.

“Ihesfarmers,” returned the Sage.

“No, no: the whole people.”

“Not so; it belongs to the farmer.

Now, that is clear,”
pursued Mr. Donnelly, and he hoped

Senator Crandall, in combatting the
measure, cited the twine plant
in Stillwater, He asserted that there
was never a bigger mistake made than
to suppose that the plant had reduced
the price of twine to the farmers.

Senator Little stated that he had at-
tempted to have the fund transferred to
the road and bridge fund, but that
having failed, he wanted the money to
go to the benefit of the farmers, and he
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thought itsthe duty of the senate to
stand by the farmers. He urged thatit
would be a good investment if for noths
ing wore than for storage purposes.

Senator Craven, in explaining his
vote, argued that the fund proposed to
be drawn upon is really the mouey of
he whole people of the state, and not
of any class. e insisted that the farm-
ers do not favor the project, and he op-
posed the measure on general prin-
eiples.

Mr. Leavit’s Reasons,

Senator Leavitt had taken no part in
the debate, but he desired to explain
why he should vote against the bitl.
Aside from paternalism, he said, it is
class legislation of the most pronounced
tvpe. Another serious objection to the
measure he found in the fact that the
senate had refused to permit the people
of the state to elect its railway and
warehouse commissioners, wio und.cr
in-

the law appoint the state

speetors  and  dietate the appoint-
ment  of all deputy inspectors
of wheat. The elevator bill gives the
grain and warehouse commities the

same power over the proposed elevator
that it has over terminal elevators, and
Senator Leavitt could not reconeile him-
self to these conditions. Indeed, he
could not see that the farmers could
possibly have mora freedom of market
under this bill than at the present time.
The act proposes to place the elevator
under control of the commissioners and
to place it under such rules as they may
adopt and pay the charges they may nix.
He considered it ineonsistent to put the
whole thing in enarge of the very com-
bination that the farmers have so stren-
uoasly protested against in the past. He
was sorry to vote against the measare,
for he felt that his motives would Le
misconstrued, but he voted no because
he honestly believed the bill wrong.
Senator Mclale had lived in the state
for nineteen years, and ho had always
seen a spirit of discontent at the meth-
ods of handling and storing wheat, and
if this small expenditure will give the
desired relief and contentment he
would favor the measure. He felt cer-
tain that the result must be to the bene-
fit of the farmers. Senator Mayo said
that the government is tending towards
paternalism. He realized that the
farmers had been robbed at- a great ex-
tent, and it is a measure that is forced
upon the farmers for seif-protection.
Therefore, he would vote for the bill.
Senator Mott conceded that the prinei-
ple may be wrong, but it isthe best that
can be secured at the present time. 1t
will furnish correct weights. It is only
justice to the farmer and to the people.
Senator Sauborn pronounced the the-
ories directly opposite to his ideas of the
prineiples of government, but as an ex-
periment he would vote contrary to his
previous convictions. He voted “Aye.”

ANNUAL SESSIONS,

After Thorough Discussion the Bill
Is Recommended (o Pass,

The bill determining annual sesslons
of the legislature, aud fixing the com-
pensation of members at #1,000, was
again tne topic of debate 1n the commit-
tee of the whole. Senator Sanborn
moved to amend by striking out §1,000
and substituting $250. Senator Allen,
to test the sentiment of the committee,
moved to indefinitely postpone, and
Senator Donuelly contended that the
work of the present session had pretty
foreibly demonstrated the salutary im-
portance of legislative sessions. The
dignity of the body had been increased
in the eyes of the people. It haa been
proven that the legislature is the real
government of the state. The cost 13
only a matter of a few thousands of
dollars, and Mr. Donnelly thought
that this dwarfs into insignificance
when wise legislation may save
hundreds of thousands. He reviewed
again the exciting incidenhts of the coal
combine investigation, and to perfect
the work so well begun it may be of the
greatest importance to have a session
next winter. lle thought that possibly
a compensation of $500 might be suffi-
cient. The present senators had been
elected for four years, and he saw no
reason wiy the body should not recon-
vene next winter to legislate like states-
men. He saw no reason why people
should be divested of that which is their
highest function. e took for illustra-
tion that city councils are almost con-
stantly in session, and should a measure
be passed providing that city councils
should only meet once a year and then
for thirty days only, the populace would

Rise Up in Indignation

and drive the legislators from their
seats. The Sage, in no uncertain lan-
guage, recited the lesson that had been
taught the courts. He described certain
expenditures as the highest type of
economy.

Senator MeHale was in favor of the
£500 salaty, without any limit upon the
length of the session. He thought that
at times the sessions would run as long
as ninety days, but the natural effect ot
annual sessions would be to shorten the
length of the session. He would also
vote for a biennial sessions bill, with a
compensation of £750. Senator Smith
moved a furtber amendment fixing the
salary at £500, and this was adopted.
Then Senator emmen moved to fix the
salary at $400, and Senator Stevens
thought a £300 compensation would be
proper, and he wanted a chance to vote
upon it. Senator Hammer moved the
£3500 amendment, but Senator J. D.
Smith urged that the bill should not so
cut the salary that poor men cannot ac-
cept the ofiice. The dmendment was
defeated. Senator Lommen’s motion
fixing the pay at 2400 a year was lost.
Senator Morse seut up an amendment to
strike out annual sessions and insert bi-
ennial. He thought that multiplieity of
aws one of the evils of the day.

What of the Work?

“What harm has come to us from
biennial sessions?” asked Senator
Morse. ‘1 don’t see what advantage, or
what benefit will result from this ses-
sion. Now you may think this Isridi-
cule, but I am sincere.”

*} would like to say to the zentleman
trom Hennepin,” said Senator McHale,
“that if we have done nothing this win-
ter, tha people will send men here who
will do something.”

“The gentleman from Hennepin hon-
estly believes himself a true Jefferson-
ian Democrati,”” said Senator Donnelly,
“but had he that power of vision he
would see Thomas Jefferson shaking
his tist at him, because he has miscon-
strued a maxim. The people least gov-
erned is best governed! What a fallacy,
Carry itout to the end, and what does
it lead to? Why,the conclusion that the
country not governed at all is best gov-
erned?”’

“Oh, no,” replied Senator Morse,
“That doesn’t foliow.”

*Oh, ves, it does. That is the logical
conclusion,” and Senator Donnelly fol-
lowed this up with a panegyric. The
thought that4be enrolling clerk should
receive a compensation that yields him
£1,000 while the senators only receive
$5 a day, the same that is paid the man
at the door, was particularly obnoxious
to the Sage. 'I'he system was wrong,
and he proceeded to urge annual ses-
sions.

Senator La Due suggested that bien-
nial sessions might be all that is neces-
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sary in the slow-zoing and older New
England states, but he did not believe
it was enough for this mreat, growing
and progressive state with all her infant
industries. He believed in annual ses-
sions and commensurate compensation,
and Senator Keller said that
The Best Bills Are Killed.

As the senator from Dakota has said,
too many good laws cannot be enacted,
but Senator Keller said too much press-
ure is brought to bear against all the
best measures. He had a kind word for
all his confreres, however,and said they
had worked hard the past session, and
he wanted to fix the compensation at $10
a day, and pronounced for bienniai ses-
sions. Senator Leavitt did not believe
the time had come for the proposed
change, owing to the financial depres-
sion. Senator Morse’s amendment was
lost, and Senator Leavitt moved to
recommend an indefinite postponement,
but this was also lost. The Dbill was
recommended to pass as amended. When
the committee arose this bill was ex-
cepted from the report upon motion of
Senator Morse.

Senator March said he would be glad
to favor the bill if a proper and equi-
table reapportionment bill could be
passed, but the present outrageous bill
drove him from the annual session
measure.

JUDICIAL GISTRICTS.

The senate Takes Another Whirl
at the Bill.

Senator Sanborn, in committee of the
whole, with Senator Canestorp in the
chair, moved to strike Senate File 490,
redistricting jndicial districts, from
general orders. He urged that the first
three sections had been stricken from
the bill, and that this really deprived
the measure of its vitality. Senato9
Day fought the proposition vigorously.
He declared that there is a scandalous
state of affairs in the matter of judicial
districts. Senator Leavitt moved to
amend that the committee reccommend
to pass, but it was decided that the bill
is in the hands of the special committee
yet, and that such action could not be
had. Thereupon a parliamentary spat
ensued, and Senator Marcn spoke asa
member of the committee. He wanted
the committee to meet at once and form-
ulate a report. The chair 1uled all this
discussion out of erder, and then Sen-
ator Sanborn moved to instruct the sec-
retary when he has the general orders
printed that the bill be omitted. Sen-
ator Craven raised the point of order
that no motion could be entertained
until after the committee should have
reported, but the chair put the motion,
and it was_carried.

A STATE INSPECTOR.

A New Office to Be Created by the
Morse Bill.

Senator March opposed the Morse
bill ereating a state inspector of passen-
ger and freight elevators in buildings,
Senate File 41. He explained that the
cities have an effective system of in-
spection. The work is done by an in-
spector connected with the building in-
spector’s office.

Senator Morse said he was surprised
that there should be any opposition.
The bill provides for the appointment
of a state inspector at a salary of $1,000
a year, and all fees are to be covered
into the state treasury. The inspection
is to be made at least twice a year.
Sicce the bill had been introduced three
casualties had occurred in Minneapolis.
Senator Day made the astounding dec-
laration that elevator accidents are not
reported by the daily papers, and Sena-
tor Donnelly, in corroboration of this,

said that the stenographer of his
committee had reported that an
accident had happened on the
interurban car the meght Dbefore

at about 7 o’clock, in which one man
was killed and another badly injured,
and that not one of the papers pub-
lished the fact. Senator Tawney fur-
thered the bill, while Senator Hammer
lined up on the opposite side.

The inspection fee provided is $1 for
each lnspection, and a deputy inspector
may be appointed at a salary of § a day.

Senator March suggested that the bill
was improper, for the reason that it
proposes a revenue. He moved to in-
defimtely postpone, but this failed, and
then the bill was recommended to pass.

Teachers® Training School.

House File 204 proposes an appropria-
tion of $20,000 for the maintenange of
eachers’ training schools. Because of
the appropriation, the finance commit-
tee reported the bill back with the rec-
ommendation that the same be indefi-
nitely A)ostponed. Senator Stevens ex-
plained that the bill had. been recom-
mended to pass by the committee on
education, and he moved that it be
placed on general orders. Senator
Crandall insisted that the omnibus ap-
priation bill will take care of the teach-
ers’ training school, and he fortified his
position by the assertion that very lib-
eral approp riations would be made for
public school maintenance. After dis-
cussion, the bill was referred to the
committee on education to inspects

A WORKING SATURDAY

The House of Representatives
Disposes of Considerable
Legislation.

A Few “Purely Loecal” Bills
Are Passed and Sevearal
Advanced.

Winston Election Law Favor-
ably Recommended 'to
the House.

Dr. Williams’ Irrigation Res-
olution Passes---Anti-

Thus sang in doleful voice several
sad-eyed members of the house, as they
wended their way from the capitol at
supper time last evening., A resolution
had been adopted naming 9 a. m. as the
meeting hour of the house hereafter.
As there is also a rule recently adopted
providing for night sessions, many of
the members object to the change of
the morning hour. The result will be
that there will seldom be a quorum
present at 9 o’clock, and the night ses-
sions will amount to little or nothing.
It is not any more feasible to **burn the
candle at both ends” in legislative work
than in other business, and the experi-
ence of the coming week will probably
demonstrate the fact,

Passage of bills under suspension of
the rules was the feature ot the morn-
i [n almost every
instance the bills passed were designed
for the benefit of some particular local-
ity. ‘The Dbill of most general impor-
tance so put through was Dr, Williams’
joint resolution relating to irrigation,
which is printed elsewhere. Half a
dozen bills were advanced from general
orders to the calendar, while as many
more were so strongly opposed tiat mo-
tions to advance them were voted dowu:,

Will Meetat 94, ML

After recess it took twenty minutes to
secure a quorum, and a call of the house
was necessary to do this. When the
call was dispensed with, Mr, Peterson
called up the Staples resolution, provid-
ing that the morning session begin at
9:30 o'clock. A motion to lay the
whole matter on the table was lost, and
the Furlong amendment was  adopted.

Winston’s Biil Indorsed.

At 2:30 the house went into committee
of the whole, Mr. Cotton in" the chair.
The Winston election bill was taken up
where the committee left off yesterday.
Half the seats were vacant during the
debate.

An amendment was offered by Mr.
Greer which would strike out the sec-
tion providing for non-partisan boards.
The opposition was so strong that the
amendment was withdrawn.

Mr. Cole moved an amendment to
strike out all of section 106, making
**gross intoxication” a physical disabil-
ity. Lost. A like fate met an amend-
ment offered by Mr. Knuteson to strike
out all of_section 106.

Mr. Salls offered an amendment
which would debar an intoxicated per-
son from receiving assistauce in mark-
ing his ballot. Lost. and the section
was adopted as printed. It will prac-
tically kill the ballot of a drunken citi-
zen.

Two minor amendments were
adopted, and then the question recurred
on a motion of Mr. Cole, of Otter Tail,
to indefinitely postpone the bill. Sup-
porting his motion, the gentleman said
the present law nad worked very satis-
factorily:' the rural districts were satis-
fied with it, would have no time to post
themselves on the changes proposed,
and great confusion would ensue among
the men available for judges.

Mr. Winston said the bill made very
few radical changes. It was primarily
designed to correct errors and shortcom-
ings at present existing to simplify the
counting and make the law more useful
to the people.

Mr. Greer attacked several provisions
of the bill, and said he coula not sup-
port it unless amended.

On a vote being taken, Mr. Cole’s mo-
tion was voted down, and the motion to
recommend for passage was declared
adopted, 33 to 16, Mr. Fleming raised
the point of no quorum, but the chair
ruled the point was not well taken.

Child Labor Bill Deferred.

H. F. 676, substitute for H. F. 206 and
301, by the committee on Iabor legisla-
tion, to regulate the employment of
children in factories, workshops and
mines, was considered briefly.

Messt's.McGrath and Sullivan opposed
the bill as it stood. They held it would
work hardship in many ecases, and in
deference to their wishes Mr. Holmberg
consented to report progress. Before
doing so, however, he made a pithy
speech in favor of the principle ot the
bill. He asserted that it is one of the
very best measures which has engaged
the attention of the present legislature.

On motion of Mr. Jacobson, H. F. 502,
Erovidinz for erection of public ware-

ouses and elevators by private parties,
was recommended to pass.

ing raised the point that it would be im-
possible to enforee section 1 withont em-
ployving the services of an expert on
every trial.

Mr. Kelly had read a letter from
Judee Flandrau voucihing for the‘ con-
stitutionality of the bill, and without
further debate it was recommended
favorably.

Will Not Give Up Passes.

Mr. Moore's bill to protibit the giving
to. or cairying of passes by members
of the legislature or state officers and
emploves, was treated in a spirit of
levity at the outset. Mr. Bleecker pro-
posed an amendment to make the pen
alty for violation $5,000,000 fine and 100
years’ imprisonment, Mr. Moore pro-
tested against the outrageous insincer-
ity of the amendment, but his protest
was in vain. The amendment was
adopted. >

This brought Mr. Greer to his feet
with a red-hot roast for the discourteous
treatment given the bill. He cited the
introduetion of a similar bill in the
last legislature, and its passage under
suspension of the rules. Many a good
man who kad voted for that bill had
been defeated, he said, because the
matter had been made an issue in vari-
ous places, and he wanted the bill given
a fair chance.

A dozen members rose to say they
rode on passes and did not care who
knew it. They did not want the bill
loaded down with senseless amend-
ments, however, but were willing to let
out its life blood with a lusty good will.
So the Bleecker amendment was
stricken out and the bill was then rec-
ommended for indefinite postpone-
ment.

Whereas, Because of these marked
and long-continued droughts very great
suffering and privation s produced
among the farming classes livingin
such temporarily and districts, as well
as great loss and business depression as
to ‘tlne dwellers in all parts of the state;

Whereas, the prosperity, development
and material wealth of any country is
dependent directly upon the surety
with which agricultural enterprises are
rewarded; and, _

Whereas, Destructive floods are due,
as is well recognized, to a denudation of
the soil, from what cause soever pro-
duced: now be it 5

Resolved, By the house of ##prosenta-
tives, the senate concurring, That the

congress of the United States be me-
morialized to cause to be made an ex- L

haustive survey of all the navigable and
other considerable water courses, and
the radices of such water courses within

this state. To the end that the feasi-
bility of a system of veservoirs shall be
decided, if may Dbe, and to determine
the sites of such reservoirs, for the pur-
pose of regulating the flow of the waters
of any navigable or considerable stream,
and to husband the waste waters of such
streams,that such water may be utilized

and

Resolved, That the representatives of
this state in congress are herewith re-
quested to introduce and use every en-
deavor to have passed a measure which
sm(\lll secure the object of this memorial,
an

Resolved, That the governor of Min-
nesota be requested to forward a copy
of this joint resolution to the president
of the United States, and to our sena-
tors and representatives in congress.

To Prohib!t Bad Cigareties,

Following is the text of the anti-
cigarette bill introduced by P. H. Kelly
and yesterday recommended to pass. It
is entitled, **A bill for an act to prohibit
the manufacture, sale or use of adul-
terated cigarettes, and the sale of cigars
or tobacco to minors.”

Section 1. Any person within this
state who manufactures, sells, gives to
any one, or uses any cigarette contain-
ing any substance foreign to tobacco
and deleterious to health, shall be pun-
ished by a fine of not more than £50, or
imprisoned in a county jail for not more
than thirty days, or by both such fine
and imprisonment.

Sec. 2. Any person within this state
who sells or gives to, or in any way
furnishes to any person under the age
of sixteen years any cigarette, cigars or
tobaceco of any kind shall be subjeet to
the penalties provided by the foregoing
section.

See. 3. This act shall take effeet and
be in force from and after its passage,
and all acts and parts of acts incon-
sistent or in conflict with the provisions
of this act are hereby repealed.

To Validate City and Viilage Bonds,

Quite an interesting discussion en-
sued in the committee of the whole
anent the recommendation to pass Sen-
ate File 410, a curative act relating to
the validity of bonds voted by cities and
villages for public 1mprovements.
Owing to a certain defect, Senator
Tawney explained, the bonds that have
been regularly voted by some of the
villages are not negotiable and the bill
cures this defect. Senator MecHale in-
sisted that the bill ought not to apply
to bonds that are in litigation, and
Senator Craven so amended. "This was
adopted and the bill was recommended
to pass.
