Useful Hints.

China may be mended as firmly as a
rock by the followingrecipe. Two per-
sons will be needed for the work,how-
ever, for the manipulation must be
rapid. The necessary materials are a
little unslacked lime,pulverized; the
slightly beaten white of an eirg, and a
Email hair brush, such as is used for
mucilaee. Put tin1 white of e»rg on the
broken edges ofboth pieces to be joined,
and immediately dust one edge with the
powdered lime; put the two edges ac-
curately and liriuly together, hold in
place for a minute or two. and then lay
abide to dry.

To keep your silver bright without
constant cleaning, which is injurious to
the plated articles, dissolve a small
handful of borax in a dishuan of hot
water with a little soap, nut the silver
in and letit stand all the morning (or
afternoon, as the case may be), then
pour off the suds, rinse withclear cold
water, and wipe with a soft cloth.

Put a sound tripe apple in the tin box
with your fruit cake, and Hie latter will
keep without becoming crumbly or dry.

GETTING TOGETHER.

An Ordinnnco on Which an
Agreement May Be

Kcacheil

That May Bo Passo.l nt tho Bpe-

cial Meet ing Satui-
»lay.

An informal meeting of persons inter-
ested in street railway matter* was held
yesterday nonius at the ottice uf the
street railway company. Protest at the
conference were. President Lowry nnd
U. l>. Mumi,of ihe street railway com-
pany: Aid.(\>}>eiand and Zimmerman,
Assemblyman l.i^luner. Assistant Cor-
poration Attorney Phillips, Fred Dria-
coll. 1). I). Merrill, Thomas Cochran
ami W. is. Morton. The ordinance
which is now being considered by the
aldermen, and to which various amend-
ments have been made, was the subject
of discussion. The most of the talk was
regarding the proposed arrangements
between the street railway company
and the North St. Taut company, by
which a reasonable service to the har-
vester works is to be secured. Repre-

sentatives of the North St. Paul com-
pany promised to make provisions so
that cars would be run every ten min-
utes between ti and '.) in the morning,
and (land Sin the evening. Copeland

and Zimmerman were seemingly satis-
fied with this promise, but wanted itin
writing. This the street railway and
North St. I'aul company agreud to do,

and it ts probable that by Friday a writ-
ten agreement will be duly signed,
which willremove this part of the ob-
jection to the ordinance. The next im
portant section was the one relating to
transfers. The aldermen decided to
strike out that part of the section read-
ing "which shall not practically return
the passenger to or near the point from
which he started." This will make the
transfers to and from any line j;ood on
all lines. The travel transfers on the iu-
terurban line are abolished, but in case
local cars running not less than ten
minutes apart are put on the local trans-
fers will be good on the interurban
line. The Maria and Stryker avenue
lines are,by the terms of the ordinance,

to be completed by .July 1 the present
year. The line to Phalen park is to be
built as soon as the city has secured the
title to the park, but the company is not
required to operate the line until July
1, IS'.)4, and after that date only between
April1 and Sept. SO. The University
avenue boulevard section was not
changed, but was the subject of some
discussion. While Mr. Lowry would
not say yes or no to any of the proposi-
tions mentioned, trie meeting was said
to be of a very conciliatory nature, and,
as one of the gentlemen present re-
marked, it brought the company and
the aldermen much nearer together
than ever before.

The result of the morning conference
was reported to the committee on
streets' meeting yesterday afternoon.
Aid. Franklin insisted on an amend-
ment which would give the West side
people a ten-minute service on the Win-
ifred street line. lie was advised to
prepare a section which would meet his
ideas. Aid. Montgomery objected to
the boulevard plan which would close
several of the streets in the vicinity of
Prior avenue. Aid. Warren wanted the
ordinance prepared so as to be intro-
duced at the meeting: of the aldermen
last night, but this was opposed by Aid.
Zimmerman. The Second ward alder-
man said he would not vote tot the
ordinance until the contract between
the street railway and the North St.
Paul company was drawn up and
signed. This, he said, could not be
done for several days, and he suggested
an adjourned meeting of the aldermen
tlie latter part of the week. This was
agreed to. and the committee adjourned.
Aid. Copeland stated last night that
there was no doubt but that the ordi-
nance would pass the board of alder-
men, although It was no sure tilingthat
the street railway company would ac-
cept it after its passage.

Permission was Riven the Xormania
and A. O. 11. societies to have the use
of Market hall on certain nights by the
payment of $15 per nieht.

An ordinance providing for the issu-
ance of licenses to night lunch wagons
wns introduced and referred to the com-
mittee on license. The ordinance lixes
the license at ?:25 each.

A contingent fund of $200 was allowed
the chief of police to assist in the cap-
ture and arrest of thieves. Aid. Hick-
man opposed the resolution, but it went
through.

The city engineer reported that the
Milwaukee road were willing to pay
their share of the bridge over their
tracks at Lincoln aveuue.The cost will
be about $4,500, mid the cost to the city
about one-third of that sum. Aprelim-
inery order for the work was passed.

The resolution of the park board, au-
thorizing the issuing of ?00,000 worth of
bonds for tiie purpose of purchasing a
site for a library, was sent to the com-
mittee on ways and means.

The mayor reported that he had re-
ceived from all the departments, except
city treasurer and corporation attorney,
the annual reports. They were referred
to the, committee on printing.
A resolution allowing the police

officers recently discharged by the
mayor salary from the date of their dis-
charge to the time the council concurred
in the action was sent to the committee
on police.

SPL.EXDID SUCCESS

Of tha Schubert Club's Monthly
Concert.

The ladie3 of the Schubert 61ub were
fortunate in securing the services of
Mrs. Geuevra Jolinstone-Bishop for the
last concert in the benefit of the educa-
tional loan fund. The singing of Mrs.
Bishop has been made familiar to the
city music world through her admirable
work with the St. l'aul Choral associa-
tion. The last time was in the "Dam-
nation of Faust" a year ago, when
Mrs. Bishop sang as Marguer-
ite. Much of the time since
has been spent in Europe, and
this is the first event of the season that
her numerous engagements have per-
mitted, a local one.

Mrs. Bishop's voice gains steadily in
breadth and volume, lier intonation is
always true, and the magnificent organ
is under perfect control and most won-
derfully versatile. She commands her
breath perfectly and expresses so'igs in
a delightful way. Added to this she
has «a charming personality, a mag-
netic_presence, and is a beautiful, gifted
woman.

The selections of last evening were
varied and exacting enough to test any
voice, and few could meet their require-
ments. They ranged from the heavy
dramatic t<> the light operatic, with
ballads and choral movements, and all
sung with the same charm and per-
fection. "Elsa's Dream,*1from "Loh-
engrin," a truly vVagnerian t fleet, was
rendered svitn matcliless variety and
expression. The strong, powerful
high notes, magniticent in timbre,
came to one with an overwhelming
sense of majestic beauty, and light,
pleading tones stole into the soul with
wonderful beseech inirs. A ballad from
Anderson— "Kest"—revealed the mar-
velous power of Mrs. Bishop's voice in
that light style which seems to lack
body and yet breathe so much spirit.
The dimenuendos are so exact one
thinks '.lie note is still stealing through

the air long after ithas ceased.
