At last the legislature has arisen su-
perior to sectional prejudice and caiam-
ity sophistry, and Minnesota will have
a capitol and St. Paul a building in
keeping with the progressive promise of
a great cnmonwealth and the dignity
and pride of its chief and capital city.

Neither the wail of locality nor the
crack of a party whip could deter the
sturdy representatives of a great state
from standing firmly to a proposition |
that wili at little and widely dissemi-
nated expense remove the present apol-
ogy for a capitol, and substitute there-
for a handsome, commodious and dura-
ble structure, to which the citizen of St.
Paul and Minnesota may point out to
the Eastern visitor and say, **There is
the capitol of Minnesota.”

Unlike the palace of Aladdin,the new
state nouse will not rise in a night;
vears must pass before a legislature
will assemble beneath its dome to legis-
late for the people’s good or evil, but
the fiat has gone out and the irrevocable
step taken, and in the fulness of time
St. Paul will have a new capitol.

Yesterday, after a fierce debate, the
senate put the finishing touch to the bill
1o enact it into a law, and by a decisive
vote stamped it with approval. The
senate chamber was filled with promi-
nent citizens of St. Paul, who have tire-
lessily and intelligently watched over
the bill in the various stages of its ex-
istence, and the congratulations that
were freely passed about among them
were sincere and heartfelt,

Difficult indeed must be the task that
does not vield to the indomitable
energy and characteristic enterprise of
St. Paul men united for a purpose. And
difficult was the task imposed upon the
citizens’ committee who had the eapitol
bill in their charze. No easy function

was it to remove the local prejudice
and combat the depression arguments

that beset the pathway of the bill from
the outset; and the citizens of St. Paul,
the people of Minnesota, and all who
believe in the outward signs of enter-
prise and progressiveness are under
heavy obligations to the men who put
aside their own business and pleasure
to serve the public welfare. The GLOBE
enrolls them in the list of honor, and
expresses the general sentiment in ac-
cording to them the credit and glory of
the success which attended their efforts
and crowned their work.

The new capitol is assured. St. Paul
may lift her head and hold her own
proper place in the sisterhood of states.

PASSED THE SENATE

By a Very Decisive Vote—Eloquent
and Caustic Speeches.

The new capitol bill is ready for the
governor’'s signature. Bul it did not
pass the senate yesterday without an
exciting struggle, though by a safe vote.
When it was reached on the calendar
yesterday afternoon Senator Leavitt in-
s1sted that all appropriation bills must
be referred to the committee on finance,
and woved that house file 694 be so re-
ferred. Then ensued a little parlia-
mentery serap, participated in by Sen-
ators Leavitt, Stevens and Morse. It is
a well-known fact that Mr. Morse never
overlooks a question of parliaihentary
law. Mr. Leavitt said that a rule of
the senate specifically directed that
appropriation bills go to the finance
committee. As the discussion increased
in warmth, Mr. Dounelly took the floor
to mediate. He stated that the rules
can always be suspended by unanimous
or two-thirds consent, and this position
was maintained also by Senator Stevens.
Senator  Morse iade the point
that the Dill could not beceme
valld unless first considered by the
finance cominittee. Mr. Hompe replied
to the claim of Senator Stevens that the
bill had been considered, so far as the
appropriation is concerned, by the com-

stitute for the one that had been con-
sidered by the committee. and prac-
tically a new bill. Therefore the rules
must be suspended or else the bill must
take the course of other bills.

Senator Stevens made the point that
repeatedly the president had ruled upon
the very question under dispute. The
president had a hunared times declared
that if the votes are cast for a measure,
every rule of the senate is suspended.
This applies to every sort of legislation
save the passage of bills. Senator Don-
nelly supported this theory, but
Senator Hompe Wouldn®t Have It
that way, and he cited an action upon a
former Dbill. Senator Sanborn stated
that the committee on finance had
recommended the substitution, and this
was adopted. It substituted the house
file for the senate file, and it was upon
the motion of Senator Tawney.

Senator Leavitt apologized for pro-
voking the interminable argument.” He
had never contemplated stirring up
such a controversy, but he reiterated
his declarations that the bill must go to
the comuntttee, and to shut off further
loss of time he moved the previous
question. The motion was lost, 41 to
10. Those who voted aye were Senaiors
Dedon, Glader, Hompe, Leavitt, Little,
Morse, J. W. Phillips, Probsttield and
Sevatson.

The bill was then given its third read-
ing, and Mr. Hompe jumped to his feet
to renew the assault upon the measure.
Thereupon Mr. Stevens raised the point
of order that the senate was acting un-
der the previous question. The presi-
dent ruled the point not well taken, and
Mr. Hompe was given the floor. He
began by scoring Senator Stevens for
trying to squelch an expression of the
views of the minority. In an insinuat-
ing tone he said he would not revert to
the methods that had been employed to
hurry the bill through.

Then came an exposition of

the Meat In the Cocoanut.

The county commissioners of OtterTall
had implored him to approve the bill
and it might have been unpopular and a
contravention of political capital for the
senator from Otter Tail to go contrary
tothis instruction. This was followed
up by a denial of the claim that the
greater portion of the expenses will
have to be born by the two cities. To
make good this argument he took the
hypethesis that if the wholesale houses
or St. Paul pay a goodly portion of the
taxes of St. Paul the country—the
farmer and consumer—pays all for the
reason that the taxes arve added to the
cost of the goods. Then he declared
with emphasis that the country builds
the cities and pays all the taxes. The
remainder of his speech was fuliy as ex-
travagant as this. Again and again he
groaned that the farmer is burdened
with all the state taxes, and he said that
this includes less than one-fourth of the
people of the state, and he made the
surprising assertion that his arguments
were incontrovertible.

“*In debating another important bill,”
said he, “I made the declaration that I
sprung from a race that never changes
their mind when they think they are
right, and the senator from Dakota with
his wit, for which we have no superior
in the United States, instantly got the
laugh on me by saying

*Neithher Does the Jackass.’?”

He then urged that he verily velieved
it would be better for the welfare of the
state if we had more jackasses. He re-
ferred to the solid phalanx of forty
votes that confronted the opponentsof
the hill. :

Senator J. W. Peterson said the Good-
hue county commissioners had in-
structed him to approve the bill, and he
proceeded to claim that two-thirds of
the people of the county believe the
building erected eight years azo should
last ten years longer, and they are not
favoravle to removing the capital by

fany means, and the speaker declared

that to pass the bill would be to enact
the worst measure in the history of the
state legislatures.

Senator Dean was given the floor to
censure Mr. Hompe for the extravagant
language he had used, and he scored
and flogged the Otter Tail senator with-
out merey. Then he took up the ab-
stract question of taxes and discussed
itin a convincing way, together with
the question of population. He exposed
the fallacies of the figures that had been
presented by Senator Hompe. Ramsey
county pays something like one-fourth
of the taxes of the state, and he thought
the country is to be congratulated that
it has the big cities to pay the state ex-
penses  for the maiutenance of the
state’s institutions. The three leading
counties pay a per capila tax of $2.28,
while all the balance of the state pay
only 76 cents. He had not intended to
give statistics, bat e felt that the state-
ments of the senator from Otter Tail
should not go unchallenged.

Insidious Tusinuations.

Senator Leavitt conceded that he be-
lieved the bill would pass desmite the
opposition of the contesting . members.
He, too, took a fling at the “methods”
emploved to engineer the bill through,

mittee on finance, and Mr. Hompe
warned the senate that the bill is a sub-

and then declared that he verily be-
lieved that he would be false to his con-
stituents and that he would violate his

oath if he did not raise his voiee in pro-
test.  Owing to the depressed condition
of the industries and finances of the
state, he held that this is an inoppor-
tune time to build a new capitol. The
petitions that had been received from
the people of the rural distriets were
paraded before the senate 1n picturesque
array, and then Mr, Leavitt rapped Sen-
ator Crandall’s knuckles by declaring
that the petitions had been referred to
the committee on tinance, which he pro-
nounced a polite way of throwing them
into the waste basket.

The whip,he insisted, is being cracked
over the heads of senators to whip them
into submission, and, explanatory of
this extravagant assertion, he said it
had been intimated that the bills of
those who have the temerity to vote
their conviction and oppose the bill
will never pass the house. Prophecies
of the most drastic nature followed 1in
fast succession. He predicted a fright-
ful uprising of the people that will tear
down tne capitol and remove it to some
other loeation. The legislature two
vears hence, he said, *will have no use
for Si. Paul.”

And Then the “Methods*

were adverted to with insinuating se-
quence. lHe denounced the plan to pre-
sent an amendment bill, giving a half-
mile site limit, as a monstrous proposi-
tion, 'T'he tactics used from the first, he
accentuated, have been to bulldoze sen-
ators into supporting the bill,

Senator La Due, in his quiet but
earnest stvle, presented his reason for
supporting the bill. He represented a
rural district, and be firmly believed
that if he voted against the bill he
would be condemned by two-thirds of
the people of his county. Mr. La Dug
warmed up to the subject and made his
great effort of the present session.
Senator Donnelly regretted that Sena-
tor Hompe had referred to a little sally
1n which the jackass had been referred
to. He wanted to explain, so that it
would no longer harass the feelings of
the senator from Otter Tail, that he had
used the jackass in a metaphorical
sense, He did not mean to convey the
impression that the senator from Otter
Tail is a jackass.

The Sage then proceeded to show how
the cities help the country. The farm-
ers of Dakota county bring all their
products to St. Paul, where they find a
ready market. His inclinations in the
interests of Dakota eounty favored the
bill,but he occupied.a broader represen-
tative position. Hz was at the head of
the Farmers’ Alliauce of the state, and
he must look to its interests.

of the capital, and, he urged, there is
scarcely an advocate of that proposition
in either house. He believed that the
day is coming when the United States
and Alaska,now like two jaws on either
side, will swallow the Canadian prov-
1ices, and then the spot where he then
stood would be nearly the geographical
center of the nation, and that the na-
tional capital will be located here.
While Lie could not denounce the bill as
a vicious measure or as a piece of rob-
bery, he must vote against the bill be-
cause of the financial condition of the
state. He wanted to wait for one or
two more crops to be harvested before
the step contemplated by the bill. He
would not vote no with any feeling of
bitterness, for he had the kindliest feel-
ing for St. Paul.

Senator March asserted that his con-
stituency is loth to any increasing tax-
ation, and he referred to the burdens
imposed upon Heunepin county by the
court house and ecity hall building at
Minneapolis, aud then he deprecated
the tendency to add to this load. ‘The
item of expenses of the board of capitol
commissioners, etc., was scored, as were
other features of the measure. He fa-
vored St. Paul as the capital eity, but
maintained that the time is inoportune,

On the roll call it was popular to ex-
plain their votes, and some very caustic
things were said, and Senator Keller
made the echoes ring in reply to the op-
ponents. It was unquestionably his
best speech of the session.

LOCHREN IS CHOSEN,

The Minneapolis Judge Nomi-
nated for Commissioner
"~ of Pensions.

He Makes Up His Mind to
Accept the Appoint-
ment.

Eastern People Express Great
Satisfaction With the
Nomination.

Minnesotans in Washingtoh
Overwhelm Him With
Congratulations.

WasHiNGTON, April 6.—The nomina-
tion of Judge Lochren for commissioner
of pensions, while not a surprise to
Mianesota men acquainted with the
situation, was, in a measure,unexpected
today, and for that reason was the more
gratifying. As has been stated in the
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GLOBE from time to time during the
past two weeks, the ap pointment of the
Minneapolis jurist was simply depend-
ent upon his willingness to accept the
grive responsibility of the office, and
make the sacrifices required, for in
aking this position, Judge Lochren

makes the greatest sacrifices as far as
personal interests are concerned, but he
does it willingly because he considers
It his duty. Although he had a
longtalk with Mr. Cleveland yesterday
afternoon,it was not settled at that tim_
that he would accept, or that the presi-
dent would send in his name to the sen-
ate today; in fact, another appointment
was made for late this afternoon, at
which time Judge Lochren expected
the matter would be settled. Evidently,
the president made up his mind that a
delay might be dangerous, and so he
sent in the nomination at noon, and the
interview this afternoon was devoted to
an interchange of views on the poliey
to be pursued by the new comimis-
sioner,

A Little Surprised.

“I am just a little surprised to learn
that my name has been sent to the sen-
ate,” said Judge Lochren when he was
informed of the fact. *‘[ am to see the
president again this arternoon, and I
had expected that the matter would be
settled at that time.”

*“Will you accept the appointment?’’

*1 have made up wv mind to do so,”
was the reply. *I will start back to
Minnesota tomorrow and proceed to
wind up my court duties. Luekily, [
have but little court work to do, and so
I expect to return about the first of
next month and take charge of the
office. 1 do not think my family will
come to Washington until Iater, but
this has all to be arranged, and I can-
not tell exactly what our plans will be,”

Seldom has an appointment received
suzh manifestations of approval from
the people regardless of polities and
locality. The magnificent manner in
which Minnesotans of all parties in-
dorsed and urged the appointment of
Judge Lochren has been almost dupli-
cated in the East. On all sides only
expressions of satisfaction are heard,
and the president and his friends feel
that one of the most popular acts of his
administration has been done.

Rare Judicial Atiainments,

Judge Lochren 1s the one man above all
others in whom the president feels the
interests of the pension bureau will be
safe.

SACKED A CONSULATE

Uncle Sam’s Dignity Insult-
ed by a Mob of Pe-
ruvians.

A Consular Agent Fired Upon
and Wounded in the
Foot,

Prompt Reparation for In-
jury to Ameriecan Prop-
erty or Person.

WasHINGTON, April 6.—It was Chili
during the last administration.

Incident-
ally, United States consulate was in-
vaded; furnishings destroyed and acting
consular agent shot in foot. Archives
saved intact. Squad of Peruvian police
looked on, while the mob periormed
work, without interferance. The mail
brings the particulars. Hicks.”

Reparation Demanded.

Secretary Gresham conferred with the
president on the subject, and this after-
noon sent the following telegram to the
minister:

"l)ebmrtmenz of State, Washington,
April 6, 1893.— Hicks, minister, Lima:
Protest azainst failure of authorities to
afford protection to consulate, and, if
facts are well established, ask expres-
sion of regret, prompt prosecution of
the guilty parties and reparation for
injury to American property or person.

“GRESHAM.”

There is but one consulate in Peru,
that at Callao. In this pesition, Aquilla
J. Daugherty, ot 1llinois, appointed dur-
ing Mr. Harrison’s administration,
stands on the record as consul. There
are under him seven consular agencies,
the occupants of which positions are
doubtless mostiy merchan's of the coun-
try who are paid by fees, and these fees
seem to be very small, inasmuch as only
two make any returns at all to the de-
partment of fees collected, and those
returns are under $200 a year. These
consular agents are as follows: Cerro
De Pasco, M. C. McNulty: Chiclavo,
Alfred Solf; Mollendo, William R.
Griffith: Paita, John F. Hopkins Jr.;
Piure, Emilio Clark; ‘T'ruxiilo, Edward
Gottfried; Tumbez, William Baldini.

Personal Prejudice.

Whether the outrage complained of
occurred at one of these smaller places,
or at Callao,noone at the departinent can
determine from the telegram; but inas-
much as it comes from Lima, the im-
pression prevails that the scene of the
outrage was one of the interior points.
‘This impression is further strengthened
by the knowledge in the department
that in many cases where the natives
assault the subconsulate the trouble is
due not to any antagonismn to the
country represented, but to prejudice
and ill-feeling against the representative
personally. This is not an un-
common occurrence in South Amer-
ica or 1n other parts of the world, where
the acts of a mercantile consular agent
are resented by the people, who would
respect the acts of a citizen of the United
States duly appointed to a full consular
position. It is believed that the matter
will be satisfactorily explained in a
short time. Secretary Gresham’s action
in the matter was- marked by prompt-
ness and caution. The demands are
predicated on a corroboration of the
facts as stated briefly by the minister.

Andrews got into a quarrel with Big-
foot, and Copos picked up an ax lying
near and strock him in the head, after
which he threw the ax away and ran.
Andrews picked up the ax and severed
Bizfoot’s head from the body. The
murderers have not been capturad.
