. April 7.—The Wall street raar-
quiet today. The storm
ic y with telegraphie com-
1l had a tendency to restrict
in all directions. Despite the lack
the market di ayed strength al-
most from start to tinish. There was no
pressure of long stock, while the profession-
als gave their favorites effective support
throughout. The stre h of the market was
all the more surprising iu view of the con-
tinued discussion about large gold exports by
next Tuesday's steamers. None of the re-
ports place the shipments on that day at
less than $000,000, and from that up to
£4,000,000. Tne amount will depend a good
deal upou the abil of the bankers to dis-
pose of bills at s ctory rates. Tomor-
row's steame.s will take out only $500,000.
The romors carly 1 the week placed the
shipments at $2,000.000 to $3000,00). The
only stocks which showed importaut declines
were Mauhattan and Distilling and Cattle
Feeding. The former fell off 2 to 16413, und
the latter 143 to 3034, but they both rallied
fractionally at the close. The general list
improved 1y to 12 per cent. The Vander-

The Post says: “Three stocks furnished
most of the dav’s activity. Missouri Pacific
and New England held decided gains, both
attrioutable in the main to covering of short
account. In the case of New England, this
interesl was certainly increased on the day
atter McLeod's withdrawal faom the Read-
ing. It was argued, with some show of rea-
son, that to abandon Reading's plans of ex-
tension wonld be to impair the strategic
value of New England stoek. The truth is,
however, as has often been pointed ont in
this column, that the success of Reading’s
invasion of New England must inevitably
have involved the crushing out of the inter-
mediate rafiway’s profit earning power. The
recent heavy buying of New England stock
by one broker house may be in some way sig-
nificant.™

Bradstreets’ weekly Wall street review will
tomorrow say: Speculative sentiment
seemed during the present week to be under-
going a further change, the noticeable ten-
dencies of the market being manly in the
direction of increased confidence and an 1m-
provement in values. The chief bearish
arguments are still found in the unsatisfac-
tory condition of our trade balances, and the
plain evidences which appear that Euruppau
financial interests are desirous of utilizing
this advantage to draw from this country the
specie required for the Anstrian re-
funding loan. The “street” found fresh
reasons for turning its attention to the more
encouraging factors presented by the open-
ing of the worid's fair at Chicago, and the
stimulating influence which that enterprise
is already exerting, not only on raiiroad
traflic, but on the activity of general busi-
ness at the West. One of the first conse-
quences of this has peen that railroad stoeks
have resumed their place as the leaders of
the market, and that manipulated activity in
the indusirials has become decidedly less
prominent. The fact that the advancing
tendencies centered in the Vanderbilt and
granger stocks was regarded as a
very encouraging ecircumstance. At the
same time the market is too mnarrow
and is too much in the hands of the profes-
sionals to furnish any promises that the im
proving tendencies will continue. The
purchasing power has, in fact,been furnished
mainly by the outstanding short inleres&
while so far as public interest has reappeare:
it seems to be spasmodic in character and
confines itself closely to the better class of
stocks. It would seem that the movement
here has autracted attention in London,
though that market is disturbed by the eriti-
cal conaition of finanecial affairs in Australia,
and <hows little disposition to take part in &
bull movement in “*Americans,”
