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TOWNS INRUINS.

Southwestern Kansas Swept
by a Terrific Cyclone at
Dusk.

Death and Destruction Left
in the Path of the Storm
Demon.

Numorous Small Towns Re-
ported as Wiped Out of
Existence.

Several Persons Killed by
the Storm and a Number
Wounded.

{mpossible to Learn the De-
tails, the Wires Being
Down.

8t. Lounis Visited by a De-
structive Hail and Rain
Storm.

IxperexneNce.Kas., April 11.-South-
tern Kansas, and partieularly Mont-
rery county, was visited by a terrific
eyclone this evening, which left a path
of death and destruction behind it
‘This ecity was only on the ex-
treme edze of the storm and suf-
fered little damage, but reports from the
surrounding country small towns show
great destruction of property and loss
of life, fu!l particulars of which itis im-
possible to get tonight. Wires are all
down. The little town of Parks, ten
miles south of here, seems to have got

el

the worst of the storm. From
most reliable informaticn ob-
tainable, the people of that town
1 d vy omnious clouds

i red just at dusk. They

hardiyv had time to realize what was
coming before the storm burst upon
themn. Coming from a westerly diree-
tion from Okiahoma, the fierce wind,
which was more like a hurricane than
A Genuine Cyclone,

struck the town with irresistible force,
The frightened people were given not
a monient to flee to places of safety.
The work of the wind was awful. Of
houses situated around
the pubiic square two were left stand-
ing, the others being completely
wrecked. Even brick were
swept away as well as the light frames.

All  houses in the storm were

damaged more or less, and half of
t:em were completely destroyed. 1t
is known several persons were Killed

and a large number injured, but itis
iepossible to learn the details and names
of ilie dead and injured tonight. Leav-
ing Parker a scene of wreck and ruin,
tie deadly wind swept on to the north-
east, leveling farm houses, barns and
fences before it. Two farm houses in
the eastern portion of this country are
known to have been wrecked, and it is
certain that this represents only a small
portion of the damage done.
Three Towns Destroyed.

HiawarTna, Kan., April 11.—Meager
dispatches received here from the
southern part of Kansas slate thata
cyclone passed over that partof the
state, and three towns, Willis, Everest
and Powhatan, were laid in ruin. As
there is no communication with these
points, it 1s impossible to estimate
the loss of life or property., It
seems almost certain that some lives
were lost, and it is feared that but few
in the villages named escaped injury.
Hail broke hundreds of windows, and, it
is feared, spolled prospects of a fruit
crop this vear. Near Robinson the
fourteen-year-old son of E. P. Peiton, a
wealthy wmerchant, was struck by light-
ning and instantly killed,

The air here is filled with dust almost
a: dense as a cload, although Hiawatha
was visiled by a heavy rain about3
o’cloek this atternoon. It began to fall
in torrents and was swept along by a
high wind. It was followed by hail,
which has doue consideravle damage to
fruit in this vicimity, and trees which
were leaved out were almost entirely
stripped. The ground was white with
the hailstones.

FMany Towns Wrecked.

Kaxsas City, April 11.—Parker, a
small station on the Missouri, Kansas &
Texas railroad, was struck by a
cyclone at 7 o’clock this evening. The
business portien of the town is
a complete wreck, as well as half
the residence pcrtion. Several persons
are reported killed. and a large num-
ber seriously injured. No estimate

can be made of the loss at
the present time. Another cyclone
struck Walnut, in the northern

part of the state at abont 8 o’clock, and
after causing much damage there,
switched off northward into Missouri,
and struck successiveiy the towns of
May View, Page City and Higginsville.
All along the route houses were
blown down, outhouses and fences de-
stroyed, and numerous cattle killed. In
Higginsville and May View the damage
was slight. Telegraph wires all over
the state are aown, and communication
is extremely diflieult. 1t is impossible
to get further details of the storm be-
fore morning.
Cne Woman Killed.

STANSBURY, Mo., April 11.—A de-
structive cyclone passed two miles west
of this place at 5 o’clock this afternoon,
moving in a northerly direction, de-
stroying the dwellings of T. H. Swear-
inger, William Ward, William Horns-
berger and William Shelton. Mrs.
Ward (colored) was killed, and Mr.
Ward fatally injured. Much damage
was done in the wake of the storm.

ST. LOUIS DRENCHED.

Hail and Rain Flood the Streets
and Basements.

St. Louis, April 11.—Thunder and
lightning, hail and wind "combined this
evening to form the severest storm this
city has had for years. It begsn about
8:15 py m., and !asted nearly half an

kour, coming from the southwest. Om-
inous clouds, constantly illuminated by
brilliant flashes of lightning, pre-
vailed some time previous to the
outbreak of the storm proper. Many
were apprehensive of the eyclone. Ram
fell gently for a few minutes, then sud-
denly a violent downpour of rain and
hail began and the electrie features of
the storm made themselves fearfully
evident. The streets at once became
flooded at the sewers, they being inade-
quate to at once carry off the immense’
volume of water,

Basements in all parts of the citywere
flooded. At the telegraph oflicg the
noise of the wind agammst the windows
and roofs drowned out the noise of the
sounders, and business was for a few
minutes totally stopped. No serious
accidents of any nature are reported.
The bhailstones were not large enough
to Dbreak glass to any material
extent. Police and fire alarm wires
were not atfected and telephones only
slightly interfered with. Flectrieal
traffic was for the time completely sus-
pended, it being necessary to shat off

all power from the trollevy wires. Only
about half of the usual number of
cars are now running. The worst

effects of the storm are now
apparent in the telegraph service. The
Western Union Telezraph company has
had no wires to the Westand South
since 9 p. m., and there is no vprospect
of securing any at this hour—11 p. m.,

The weather is clearing up andis
much cooler. Indieations are for pleas-
ant weather tomorrow.

Later—About 11 o’clock another storm
came up, this time from the northeast.
The rain was not as violent as earlier
in the evening, and there was no hail,
but the clectric disturbances and the
winda were decidedly lively. The
steamer D. H. Pike, lying at its
wharf at the foot of Locust street,
with no steam and five men on
board was blown adrift and, as no trace
can Le found of it, it is feared it is sunk
with all on board. The harbor boat
City of St. Louis, with a swmall crew
aboard, was also Dblown from the
same wharf, and has mnot been
hezrd from at 1:45 a. m.
Two wharf boats anchored mnear
by met with a simiiar fate, but it is be-
lieved there were no persous on board.
No trace can be found of any of these
boats, although searchers are out every-
where, 1t is feared all have been sunk,
The financial loss, should this be the
case, will reach £75,000.

The later storm also created great
havoe throughout the city, although at
no one place was the damage great.
I'rees, roofs and outbuildings were
blown down, and several runaways
are reported. Several persons have
been slightly injured, but none serious-
ly so far as known. At the mammoth
store called the Grand Leader being
erected on North Broadway, a poertion
of the uncompleted structure was blown
down, causing $15,000 loss. A small
building at 714 Pine street was blown
out into the street, smashing it to
pieces aud breaking the trolley wires of
the Union Depot and Mound City elec-
tricrailways. Eleetric cars all over the
city have stopped. From East St. Louis
comes reports of havec wrought by the
storm, but none caused any great finan-
cial loss. No serious Injuries are re-
perted. The Western Union has aban-
doned all southwestern lines, and the
Associated Press has had but one wire
to Kansas City since 11 o’clock.

CLOUDS BURST.
Illinois and Iowa Deluged by
Heavy Downpours.
CHicaGo, April 1L.—Severe storms
swept over the states of lowa, Kansas,
Missouri, I1llinois aund Indiana this
evening, doing great damage, the full
extent of which cannot be learned,
as the telegraph wires have been
prostrated in many localities. A cloud-
burst at Ottumwa, lo., caused great
damage to property. At Dosion and
Columbia floods destroyved much prop-
erty, many head of cattle were Kkilled,
and railroads are badly washed
out. A cloudburst flooded the town of
Centralia. Ill., and in some parts of the
city the water stands nine feet deep.
At Springfield, 111., the rainfall was so
heavy that street car traflic was sus-
pended. Passengers on incoming trains
report the entire country between
Spriugfieid and St.Louis under water.

THREE KILLED.

Man and Two Children Crushed
in the Wreck of Their Home.
Pace City, Mo., April 11.—A terrible

tornado struck this town this evening,

tearing and twisting the houses to
pieces and creating widespread ruin.

William Koerner and his two children

were caught in the wreck of their

home and were all instantly killed.

Three-fourths of the houses in the town

are destroyed, and many are injured.

Reports from meighboring towns of

Mayview and Higginsville report great

damage.

Valuable Stock Cremated.

LixcoLry, Neb., April 11.—Fire this
morning destroyed the Bohannaun livery
barn, with thirty-two horses. High
winds earried it to adjoining buildings,
and five in all were destroyed. 'The
loss on the buildings is not over §15,000,
but the horses were valuable. Wolver
Bros., of Peoria, 1ll., had shipped in
thirty-cight head of blooded Holstein
cattle for sale at auction, and they per-
ished.

Woolen Mills in Ashes.
WORCESTER, Mass.,, April 11.—The
Eagle woolen mills in Hubbardstown
were totally destroyed by fire early
this morning. Cause unknown. Loss,
£75,000 to $100,000.

Mabaney came here several vears
ago from Newfoundland and was con-
sidered a brilliant preacher.

WRECKED BY WINDS,

A Cyclone Does a Good Deal
of Damage in Iowa and
Nebraska.

The Town of Akron, Io., Seems
to Have Been the Worst
Sufferer.

The Red River of the North
Doing Considerable
Damage.

A Minnesota Editor in Trouble
Over His South Dakota
Divorece.

Stoux Crry, lo., April 11.—A fearful
cyelone passed over this section this
afternoon, between 8 and 5 o'clock. It
struckAkron and Westfield,in Plymouth
county, Iowa, at 3 o’clock. At 4:40 it
struck at Page, Neb,, 100 miles west of
the other two places. At Akron the sky
became dark about 2 o’clock so that
lamps had to be lighted. The storm
came down very suddenly from the
northeast, and in a few minutes Akron
was almost in ruins. The storm covered
a wide path. The lron wagon bridge
across the Sioux river was torn to
pieces, the great iron trasses being
twisted and broken. Houses were un-
roofed or carried from their foundations
and destroyed. The grain elevator was
torn to piece and the whirlwind carried
its debris across the street, de-
positing it where a lumber yard
had been. A good part of the lumber
yard was left where the elevator had
been. Several cars loaded with stone,
standing on a side track, were picked
up and carried several rods. Several
store buildings were partially wrecked
and unroofed. Akron has about 800
people. The damage cannot be learned
accurately, nor details of the stoim, as
wires are all down. ‘The Chicazo, Mil-
waukee & St. Paul road sent up a spe-
cial train here from Akron. The storm
followed the Sioux Valley south to
Westfieid. Its path was marked by de-
molishedt houses and barns. Two peo-
ple, a man and his wife, were Kkilled at
one farm house. Names are not yet
known. Several others were badly in-
jured and many horses and cattle were
killed. No reports are received of any
devastation between these places. At
Page, Neb., the storm demolished the
Pacific Shortline depot and several
houses blew cars off the track, and in-
jured a woman and boy, names un-
known. The woman’s condition is se-
rious. ‘The only reports received are
from the railroads.

The estimated property loss in Akron
is $50,000. The storm swept through
the country to Westfield, S.D., and
leveled many farm houses and build-
ings. Near Westtield a man and his
wife, names unknown, were l_(il.led.
The storm crossed the Missouririver
near that place, and swept across Ne-
braska to Page, 150 miles west ot here,
destroving much property in its path.
At Page much damage was done, and
Clara Magers was killed, and her two
children dangerously injured. The
storm progressed a distance of two hun-
ared miles in an hour and forty min-
utes. Particulars from the intervening
counlry are meager.

THE RAGING RED,

A North-Flowing River Doing
Considerable Damage.

FArGo, N. D., April 1. —From early
this morning rain has poured down
steadily, and the outlook is that it will
continue for the next twenty-four hours.
The Red river, already swollen out of
its banks, rose steadily all day at the
rate of three inches an hour, and a good
portion of Island park is flooded. 'T'he
river is the highest it has been for sev-
eral years, and the worst is yet to come.
The ice has not yet begun to move, but
will probably break up tonight, and
disastrous gorges are feared. Several
barnes and outbuildings near the river
are under water, and the Island park
wagon bridze has been carried away. If
the water rises another foot the city
water works will be inundated. A dis-
pateh from Walipeton states that the
river has reached its highest point there
and begun to subside. According to re-
ports from up-river poiuts it is predicted
that the river at this point will still
rise several feet. People of the low
lands are ready for any emergency.
Grand Forks has been wired to prepare
for trouble.

NOW IS THIS SPRING?

Weather That Is Not Calculated
to Please.

ApA, Minn., April 11.—A heavy rain,
mixed with snow and sleet, has been
falling all day, and tonight a heavy
wind has sprung up, accompanied by
thunder and lightning. The thermome-
ter is 20 degrees above.

CHAMBERLAIN, S. D., April 11.—1he
prairie fires which still lighted up the
sky west of here last night have been
quenched by spring rains, which started
early this morning. The fact that no
further damage will be done is a great
relief to every one in this section.

Hurox, S. D., April 1L.—Rain has
been falling here and over this portion
of the state since early this morning,
Hail fell this evening, but did no dam-
age. 'The air was so charged with elec-
tricity it was almost impossible to open
the telegraph wires, something quite
unusual in this locality so early in the
season. The rain interfered greatly
with the meeting of the South Dakota
Coursiug club, which opened this morn-
ing. Most of the prizes will be com-
peted for tomorrow. Sportsmen with
dogs are here from ali parts of the state.

LAkE City, Minn., April 11.—The ice
in Lake Pepin is very rotten., and a
heavy wind would soon break it up.
Navigation in the lake will no doubt be
open in about two days. A heavy, cold
rain set in here this morning amf con-
tinueq nearly all day, making the roads
exceedingly muudﬂ.

BismMARCK, N.D., April 1.—A rain
and sleet storin set in this evening, and
seeding operations, general all over this
section of the state, are checked. The

navigation season on the Missouri has
opened, and the first boats for up and
down river leave tomorrow.

MiLrer, 8. D., April 11.—"The prairie
fire which did considerable damage
south and northwest of here last night
were drowned out by a heavy rainfall
today.

GrAND Forks, N. D,, April 11.—The
Red river is rising rapidly, and, as all
its small tributaries are overflowing its
banks, the outlook is that the water will
go higher than before for years. Rain
has been failing steadily here for the
past-twelve hours.

SECURED 1T ON THE QUIET.

St. Paul Contributes to the South
Dakota Divorce Colony.

Stovx Farns, S. D., April 11.—St.
Paul has contributed to the South Da-
kota divoree colony a sensation which
is.likely to become more interesting as
the time passes. William R. Todd, tor-
merly editor of the Hastings Democrat,
and later proprietor of the Stockyard
Journal, of South St. Paul, of which
place he was for soime years comptroller,
came to South Dakota in June. He
spent much time in Sioux Falls and
fizured on the purchase of the Press of
this city. IHe secured a divorce at Elk
Point Jan. 22, and since then has ve-
sided at Canton. With him is Mrs.
Margaret Eva Kennison, who was di-
vorced from her husband at Jamestown,
N. D., and who came to South St. Paul
three years ago as a teacher in the
public schools. The two occupy ad-
Joining rooms at the Harlan house.
In Canton Mrs. Kennison is known as
Miss Bird Mullarker, her maiden name.
In answer to all questions she said she
was being supported by a rich uncle.
Saturday night Mrs. Todd, who now
lives at 198 East ‘L'enth street, St. Paul,
arrived here, and Sunday afternoon
went to Canton. She was shown to her
husband’s rooms, and in a very elabor-
ate way told her husband and Mrs, Ken-
nison what she thought of them. She
took away her little boy Willie, eight
years old, and came to Sioux Falls Mon-
day. This evening she received a tele-
gram from Elk Point saying that Todd
secured a divorce from her there Jan,
22 or thereabouts. She told a GLOBE re-
porter that she had received no notice
whatever that a divorce action had been
commenced, though her husband well
knew all the time where she was. She
will at once begin an action to void
the decree on the ground of fraud
and her attorney here has no doubt but
Judge Smith, who signed the decree,
will vacate it. She further declares that
if Todd swore that he did not know of
her whereabouts she will have him
prosecuted for perjury. While in Can-
ton she tock steps to have Todd arrested
for adultery, but the state’s attorney
here declined to take any action until
he had wmore facts in hi1s possession.
Mrs. Todd says that for twenty-four
years she lived happily with her hus-
band until he became acquainted with
the Kennison woman. She says:

“My husband began to spend much
time with this woman and people began
to talk. Ispoke to him about it. He
said she was a book agent and he was
trying to get rid of her. He told others
that he was a warm friend of Mrs. Ken+
nison’s husband, and that he was look-
ing after her for Kennison. Last June
he left to attend the Democratic national
couvention in Chicago. lnstead of that
he came to South Dakota. I knew Mrs.
Kennison was at Mitchellin October and
that Todd paid her billsthere. She was
sick at Mitcheil, and later was critically
ill at Rock Valley, lIo. While in the
latter place her father came aud threat-
ened to shoot Todd if he did not marry
the girl. She has been sick for the last
two mounths at Canton. Willie tells
me that my husband spent much
of his time in the woman’s room.
My boy says that Tood had a revolver
to protect himself againsy me, and that
the woman was also alarmed, Such
actions on the part ot Mr. Todd, who 18
a grandfather, are more than incom-
prehensible to me.”

Mrs. Tood will remain here until she
can get her action for vacating the de-
cree under way. She says she has but
one purpose, and that is to protect the
interests of her children and to right
the wrongs done her.

THE BRIDE IS NINETEEN,

And the Groom Old Enough to Be
Her Papa.

Fort DODGE, Io., April 11.—One of
the most sensational weddings that ever
oceurred in this ecity took place last
night, when John Clark and Mamie
Bowen were united in marriage. Mr.

Miss Bowenis a pretty dry
goods clerk in A. J. Arthur & Co.’s
store, and is just nineteen years old.
The attachment between the twois of
four years’ standing, and has grown
with years, so they say.

HOAR STRIKES A SNAG

Roach’s Persecutors Treated
to a Surprise in the
Senate.

The Massachusetts Man Roast-
ed to a Turn by Senator
Gorman.

Many of the Republicans
Rathar Lukewarm in the
Matter,

Som2 Indications That the
Whole Matter Will Be
Dropped.

WASHINGTON, April 11.—The Repub-
licans in the senate who look up to
Senators Hoar and Chandler,and blindly
worship them, were treated to a genu-
ine surprise today. Yesterday, taking
advantage of the absence of many sen-
ators of both sides, this precious pair
prevented an executive session by rais-
ing the point ot no quorum. A roll call
developed the fact that there was not
the number required present, and this
so overjoyed the Maesachusetts man that
he at once announced that nothing
more would be done, not even the
confirmation of the president’s nomina-
tions, until the Democrats agreed to al-
low him to continue his persecution of
Senator Roach, of North Dakota. But
Senator Gorman was ready for the Bay
State man, and the latter was greatly
surprised to find nearly every Democrat
on hand this morning when the senate
was rapped to order. Senator Gorman
moved an executive session,and Chand-
ler demanded the yeas and nays in or-
der to raise the point that a quorum was
not present, but the point was not
raised. There were 39 votes, 38 Dem-
ocrats and Senator Peffer, of Kansas, in
the affirmative, and 16 Republicans in
the negative
Ten Votes More Than a Quorum
of the full senate. Of the forty-four
Democrats all but eight voted, and sev-
eral of these were present, but were
paired with absent Republicans. No
less than twenty-two Republican sena-
tors were absent. The result was due
largely to the magnificent leadership of
Senator Gorman, of Maryland, and

was a stinging rebuke to the
leadership of the opbosition. In
the executive session the Roach
case was brought up by the

Democrats, and a number of red-hot
speeches were made. Senator Hoar was
roasted to a turn by Senator Gorman,
who called the attention of the senators
to the motives that are actuating the
Massachusetts man. In alluding to the
case of Senator Power, the Maryland
man warmed up and said:

“And in order to push this persecu-
tion of the senator from North Dakota.
whose fault is that he, like the senator
from Kansas, is a Democratic senator
from a Republican state, the senator
from Massachusetts has forced a brother
Republican to sacrifice himself. For
nearly three years the senator from
Montana has occupied a seat in this
chamber with these charges facing
him in the record, and he only de-
manded an investigation a few days
ago. Whyis 1t that the senator fromn
Massachusetts did not bring up this case
long ago?”

Repu cans Lukewarm.
To this & sm only Senators Hoar
and Chandi ule reply, the majority

of the Repv ns present apparently
not conside it the&ir fight. The
Roach matter : ay be brought up in
open session tornorrow, but if it is there
will be no resolution adopted that will
limit the work of the investigation com-
mittee. 1f Senator Roach is to be perse-
cuted the Democrats propose to show up
several members of the opposition.
There are indications tonight, however,
that the whole matter will be dropped
and that Senators Hoar and Chandier
will be left alene when the thing comes
to a vote. Today Senator Jud La Moure
went to Senator Davis, of Minnesota,
and talked to him about the case in a
very plain and emphatic manner.

son, of Colorado, to be attorney of the
United States for the district of Colo-
rado; Charles B. Bellinger, ot Oregon,
to be United States district judge for
he district of Oregon; Daniel M.
rowning, of Illinois, to be commis-
sioner of Indian affairs; Frank C. Arm-
strong, of Washington, to be assistant
commissioner of Indian affairs.

Daniel N. Morgan, of Bridgeport,
Conn., today nominated for treasurer of
the United States, isone of the leading
citizens of his native state, socially, po-
litically and financially. IHe is a man
about fifty years of age, has been mayor
of Bridgeport three terms, served in the
legislature and has been a president of
a national bank for ten years.

Conrad N. Jordan, nominated today
for assistant treasurer at New York, is
well known to the country as United
States treasurer in Mr. Cleveland’s first
admiunistration. He is about sixty-five
years of age.

Edward H. Strobel,of New York,nom-
inated to be third assistant secretary of
state, served through Mr. Cleveland’s
first term, and a part of the succeeding
Republican administration, as secretary
of the legation at Madrid. He is a grad-
uate of Harvard college and Harvard

law.

Daniel M. Browning, of Iilinois, who
is nominated to be commissioner of In-
dian affairs, lives at Benton, and is
about fifty years of age. leis a law-
yer, and 1n 1882 was judze of the circuit
court of Illinois in his district.

Frank C. Armstrong, who is named as
assistant commissioner, and is set down
as a resident ot the District of Colum-
bia, was originally appointed an in-
spector in the Indian bureau from
Louisiana in President Cleveland’s first
administration. He remained in his
place for nearly a year under President
Harrison. He was an otficer in the old
army, and left it to join his fortunes
with the Confederaey.

C. B. Bellinger, nominated to be dis-
trict judge for the state of Oregon, was
the fortunate one of a quartette of per-
sonal friends who were striving for the
place. tleis a man of about fifty-five
years, and enjoys one of the largest
practfces of any lawyer in the state. He
1s now a resident of the city of Port-
land, and a member of the law firm
started by Senator Dolph.

THE TIMBER STEAL

Prompt Measures by the Sen.
ate to Investigate and
Prosecute.

Story of a Lumberman’s Big
Offer to Suppress His
Name.

Minneapolis Lumber Kings
Say They Are ot ths
Fellows,

But They Unite in Roasting
the Report to a Rich
Brown.

Since the famous exposition of the
state wheat ring, no greater sensatior
has been sprung than that contained in
the revelaticns of the wholesale theft of
state pine timper made by the Keller in¢
vestigating committee. It was the talk
of the state yesterday, particularly in
political circles, and it is drawing il
mildly to say it fell with peculiar force
upon the Republican camp. A promi-«
nent politician of that complexion char
acterized 1t as *‘a body blow from whick
the party can never recover.” The sene
sation in Minneapolis was marked, fol
it is well enough known that in the Jum-
ber ring of that city are most of the
thieving lumber men and **pillars of the
church” referred to in the report. Sowme
little disappointment was expressed thaf
no names were mentioned. but a mems-
ber of the committee is authority for the
statement that before long the publie
will be treated to a second edition of the
report which will give all details, in«
cluding the names of the men who have

made millions by stealing pine
timber and” of the officials whose
connivance and collusion made the

systematic theft possible. 1t was re«
ported yesterday that a prominenf
lumberman had offered £10.000 to have
his name kept out of the affair. A story
was also pretty well authenticated te
the effect that a Republican senator was
summoned, yesterday afternoon, to a
certain office in the federal building and
there soundly rated for ‘*‘not having
given some turn to the report in the
senate soas to ward off the political
effect.”

*Why didn’t you demand to know if
this report was intended to shield Bier-
mann at the expense of Braden?” was
demanded of him.

The end is not yet. The senate hag
taken hold of the matter in earnest and
will push the investigation,and then the
prosecution, There will be no serious
opposition. Susvicion will at once at-
tach to any member who attempts td
throw obstructions in the way of a
thorough investigation.

The Senate Acts,

The matter came up in the senat(
yesterday, and, after a little interesting
sparring, Senator Leavitt succeeded it
getting Senate File 553 before the sen
ate for final passage, despite the special
order to consider the hospital bills. It
is the biil that was introduced on the
preceding day, and provides for a reas«
sessment of property that shall have
been omitted from the tax roll, or that
shall have been under-estimated in
point of value, It was one of the bills
that emenates from the Keller pine
land investigation committee, and is
calculated to put a peremptory period te
the wholesale system of cheating the
state out of its natural revenues. There¢
was no opposition, and it passed unauk
mously.

The Commission.

This was followed sequentially by the
joint resoiution ereating a commission
to continue the investization, and also
to prosecute all who, it may develop,
have been guilty of robbing state lands
of timber, or who hgve refused to have
property listed fof taxation. Senator
McHale moved to insert the names of
Senators Keller, Donnelly, Leavitt and
Dedon as such commission. The bill
provides for a £10,000 appropriation,
that shail be in char<e of the governor,
to meet the expenses of the work.

Senator O'Brien contended that if
lumber had been illeeally taken, there
is no remedy at thns time. It will do no
good, he asserted, to put the matter
in the governor’s hands. He cbarged
that the information received by the
committee came trom an unreliable
source. There was a hot tilt between
Mr. O’Brien and Mr. Keller, whiie Mr.
Leavitt shot a few pointed javelins at
the senator from Washington. The £10,-
000 appropriation was adopted, and then
Senator McHale urged his amendment
to insert the names of the committee as
the commission to prosecute the work.
Senator Morse raised the point of order
to the effect that it is not within the
province of the senate to create an office
and to appoint its own members to the
position. Senator Donnelly recalled the
fact that two years ago members were
appointed to inquire into the wheat ring
frauds, and thereupon Senator Tawney
reminded the Sage that ithat was merely
a committee, and Senator McHalg
thought there was no pertinency 1n the
point of order. It does not create an
office and does not provide a salary. He
amended to change the word commis-
sion to committee, and then Senator
Stevens added to report during their
termof office as members of the legis-
lature.

Senator Crandall Grew Iromical,

and urged that the committee shall
visit every rod of state lands and make
inspections. Mr. Donnelly retorted that
that method of procedure would accom-
plish nothing. He was not anxioas to
continue beyond the session in the
work, and if he is expected to wade
through the swamps of the state he
should repectfully decline. He pointed
to the extended labors of Mr. Keller
and Mr. Leavitt in eliciting the valua-
ble information of such gigantic frauds,
through which the state has been plun-
dered of millions of dollars, and then
Mr. Donnelly emphaticaily declared
that the affairs of the state have been
shockingly mismanaged.

Senator Keller in eaustic style ar-
raigned Senator Crandall for opposing
the appropriation. lHe argued that
$10,000 will be well expended,and he
argued that stringent steps should be
taken to put an mumediate stop to the
system that is in vogue of robbing state
lands of oak timber. He declared that
never has a man been punished in Min-
nesota for stealing pine timber,

Senator Sanborn said that 1f the state
has been robbed of its timber, it has not
fared worse than individual owners of
timber lands. He had left the state the
owner of a fine eighty-acre tract of tim-
