The Board of Corrections and
Charities Want to See
Eastern Hospitals.

Th2 Objest I[s to Adopt Im-
proved Plans for Propos-
ed New Buildings.

New Officers and a New Board

Democratic Organizations In-
dorse Several Candidates
for Official Positions.

When it comes to the polnt of bulld-
ing the new city hospital, the members
of the board ot corrections and chari-
ties are determined to have plans for
the most improved and modern hospital
building in the country. At the meet-
ing held vesterday, it was deciaed to
have certain of the members look into
the matter of railroad transportation,
and a route through tha East and East-
ern citles, with the idea in view of hav-
ing the board take a trip around and
examine the various larze hospital
buildings of the country. The matter
will be reported upowata meetinﬁ to
be held next Tuesday afternoon. Itis
likely the board will decide to visit New
York, Boston and Cincinnati, and pos-
sibly other cities where the hospitals
are of a superior build.

The committee appointed to investi-
gate the charges of neglect and abuse
of patients at the city hospital, pre-
ferred by W. L. Jones, made 1ts report.
The report stated that Jones was ad-
mitted to the hospital Feb. 11, of the
present year, as a charity patient, and
that he had also been an inmate ot the
hospital a vear ago. both times for rheu-
matism. Instead of having been placed
in a room containing twenty-eight beds,
as Jones stated, the report said that the
room contained but four beds. Jones
was a troublesome patient, and had re-
tused te submit to the rules and regu-
lations of the hospital. He had used
obscene and abusive lauguage to the
attendants, and in fact, the report says,
that he was a great bother to the en-
tire hospital staff. The actions of Or-
derly Brent were not upheld, and on
the recommendation of the committee
he had been discharged. The hospital
itself was nice and clean, though the
management labored under great dis-
advantage in having to operate in such
an old and dilapidated buiiding.

The report of the committee was ac-
cepted and placed on file, together with
the reports from other departments.
Supt. Snyder reported that during the
month of March there had been 552 ap-
plications for help at the oflice of thz
poor department. e had relieved 172
cases of want by giving groceries, and
had given out 225 loads of wood. Alto-
gether the poor department had given
aid to 271 families, including 295 adults
and 507 children. Forty-five charity
patients had been sent to the hospital
during the month and 5 people had
been sent to the poor farm, making in
all at the latter place 58 inmates. Thir-
teen poor people had been furnished
transportation to various parts of the
country. The city physician and his
assistants had made 400 visits during
the month.

The report of Supt. Gross, of the
workhouse, for the quarter ending
March 31, showed that the average num-
ber of prisoners daily at the institution
had been 169 males and 13 females, and
the total eost of keeping them for the
three months £1,176.63. The cost per
capita per diem was $.00.34; per week,
£.44.38, and for the quarter, $5.77.

The inatter of who should attend the
patients at the gquarantine hospital
came up, and was finally referred to
President Cloutier and Commissioner
Woodward, who were instructed to con-
fer witih a cominittee from the health
board.

Supt. Gross asked for two additional
guards at the workhouse, also for hymn
books for the prisoners. The latter re-
quest was granted, and $20 set aside for
the purechase of the books. The com-
wittee on workhouse was instructed to
look into the matter of guards.

THE FIREMEN'S RELIEF.

New Officers and a New Board of
Directors Elected.

The firemen’s relief association held its
annual meeting yesterday aft ernoon at
fire headquarters. The report of J. P.
Moore, the expert accountant, relative
to the shortage of certain funds was
taken up and thorouzhly discussed. It
was decided that the shortage was due
to carelessness and want of the
knowledge of bookkeeping rather than
intent to defraud by any person or per-
sons connected with the association,
The whole affair was then white washed,
so to speak, the directors agreeing to
make up the defictency. When it came
to the election of officers to serve during
the ensuing year, some one of the direc-
tors nominated Cnief Runge. The chief,
however, declined the honor. He stated
that he could not accept the position
again and be cousistent with his own
sentiments. He asked that some other
man be appointed to take his place.
Capt. W. Mazloue, of Engiue No. 13, was
finally selected and his election was un-
animous; D. L. Kane, of Engine No. 1,
was elected vice president, and J. W.
Allen, of 6, secretary.

CROCKER, FISK & CO.

Their Creditors Met to Consider
Their Affairs Yesterday.

The creditors of Crocker, Fisk & Co.

WORK TOGETHER.

The Local Lumbermen Meet and
Talk Business.

The regular meeting of the lumber
exchange was held yesterday afternoon.
Nothing but business of the most
routine character was entered into, and
not a single member even referred to
the sensational stuff brought out in the
legislature concerning the lumber
steals. The lumbermen discassed the
opening of the mills and the manner of
working togdther to the best possibles
advantage of all concerned. The log
committee was instructed to place two
men at each of the mills in the city for
the purpose of looking after the inter-
ests of the lumbermen. These men will
be changed about every two weeks.

The boom company was instructed to
scale all the logs at the mills. Owing
to a searcity of certain grades of stock,
it was decided to bave but two grades,
namely, ‘*‘common” and ‘*‘culling.”
Owing to the scarcity of No. 5 boards,
the grade was dropped from the classifi-
cation.

To Spend That $1,000,000.

A special meeting of the city hall and
court house commissioners has been
called for next Saturday afternoon. The
legislature has authorized the issuance
of £1,000.000 of bonds, and the commis-
sion will take immediate action to spend
the money on the court house. The
commission will work under the third
estimate furnished some time ago to
the legislature. This calls for the com-
pletion of the superstracture of the
entire building, and finishing off and
furnishing three floors of the county
side. T'nis will leave the whole of the
interior of the city side, and the fourth
and fifth floors on the county side un-
finished. Marble wainscoating will be
left out, plate glass will be put only on
the first tloor, and the electric highting
and steam plant will be only large
enough to heat the completed portion of
the building.

City Counncil Committees.

Bradish and
Woodward were absent, so nothing was
done 1n the direction of ousting Super-
visor McConnell.

TOO BUSY TO TALK.

The Strike at the World’'s Fair
Grounds Now Ancient
History.

Amalgamated and Iron Manu-
facturers’ Associations Dis-
cussing the New Scale.

CuicAco, April 11.—The stirke at the
world’s fair grounds seemed as ancient
history today as Cwmsar’s Gallic wars.
The ex-strikers were all at work, and
they and the exposition officials were
too busy to discuss the late unpleasant-
ness further than to express general
satisfaction at the agreement reached
last night.

New Yorg, April 11.—Secretary
White, of the garment cutters, said this
morning that there was a big move-
ment on foot on the part of the Brother-
hood of Tailors, the contracting tailors,
and the locked-out eutters, which would
lead to retaliatory measures against the
manufacturers. There will be a con-
ference looking to this end some time
this week by the three organizations.

WORCESTER, Mass., April 11.—The
granite cutters of this vicinity, who
have been out since the trouble of May,
1892, yesterday signed the compromise
agreement and returned to work this
morning. The men gain very little over
the old rates by the agreement.

CoicAGco, April 11.—The strike of
architectural and ornamental ironwork-
ers is still on, there being about 500 men
out. Last evening two more firms signed
the list—Lloyd & Pennington and W. H.
Chenowith company, ewmploying alto-
gether about 325 men. One of the larzest
firms in the ecity, the Trost & Vander-
cloche, employing 300 men, is expected
to sign today. 'There are still seven
firms which refuse to come to an agree-
ment, and the sirikers decided by a
unanimous vote to continue the strike
all summer if necessary.

ToreEDpO. O, April 11.—The seven en-
gineers and firemen on the Lake Shore
who severed their connection with the
road during the recent Ann Arbor
strike, in refusing to handle the boy-
cotted freight, will wait upon General
Superintendent Caniff on Friday and
ask to be reinstated. Should their rein-
statement be refused, it is rumored that
a general strike on the Lake Shore will
result.

CorLumpus, 0., April 11.--The Unit-
ed Mine Workers of America met this
morning with all the officers present.
After referring credentials to a comn-
mittee, President MecDBride appointed
committees on rules, distribution, reso-
lutions, constitation and grievances.
Secretary MecBride’s report set forth
that mining interests are in betier con-
dition at oresent than they have been
for years.

PITTSBURG, April 11.—The Amalga-
mated association and the Iron Manu-
facturers’ association are busily discus-
sing the demands they will make when
the time eomes for adjusting the iron
scale in June. DBoth sides are moving
cautiously, and the desire seems to be
mutual that no cause for serious dis-
pute may arise. It is believed by well
informed men amoug both the Amalga-
mated association and the manufactur-
ers that the scale will be agreed upon
this year with less difficulty than usual.

Pennsylvania Presbyterians Fire
an Alleged Heretic.

PITTSBURG, April 11.—At a meeting
of the Allegheny presbytery at Bellevue
today the report of the committee rec-
ommending that the name of Rev. W. J.
MeCrory be stricken from the roll for
heretical utterances was unanimously
adopted.

to political offenders, which has never
been infringed in the United States
since the foundation of the republic.
Its ratification by the senate is the most
un-American, undemoecratic act on rec-
ord. It is an unheard-of outrage to the
noblest traditions of yourcountry,which

only a prowmpt veto can obliterate.
Although a stranger, 1 must be
excased for wusing this language.

With nations as with individual men,
the higher the position the greater the
respcnsibilities. American institutions
are not the heirloom ot the Americans
alone. They beloug, in a sense, to the
whole world; to all nations and to all
men who look up to them as the most
perfect embodiment of democratic free-
dom that we know of—a brilliant ex-
ample and the final goal toward which
all our countries are slowly and pain-
fully but unmistakably advancing.
Every act tending to the discredit of
these institutions delays this advance
all the world over.

“1 have as much right to blame and
protest against the decision of the sen-
ate as if 1 were a born American. If,
however, this claim be denied to me, I
will ask in the name of common fairness
for hospitality to these lines of mine
ftom every paper which they may
reach, that they may

before condemning. Murder is doubt-
less the most contemptible of crimes,
and cannot be tolerated in civilized so-
ciety, but so long as there is war there
“fl]_l be murder; and of alt forms of war,
civil war is the most fierce and brutal,
The terrible whirlwind of passions and
of long accumulated resentment sweeps
away all restraints and makes people
stop at no considerations. The so-called
Russian nihilists have murdered a czar,
but the French communards did worse
things in Paris in 1871. They actually
butchered the hosiages, men who were
innocent of any participation in the
struggle and were absolutely at their
merey, helpless, defenseless. "The com-
munards set fire to Paris, regardless to
the consequences to the inhabitants.
Yet these crimes were condoned and
overlooked, and the English parliament
refused to extradite these men to the
Ffrench government.

“Inrecent times the I[rish societies
have committed murder, arson, burg-
lary, yet the American senate categor-
ically refused their extradition to the
English as political offenders, and this
resolution was applauded and indorsed
by the Americans. The so-called nihil-
ists have all of the claims of the Irish
refugees to be considered political of-
fenders, and many more in addition.
1t has been urged against them that,
while the 1rish have for an object

National Autonomy,

the nihilists have no realizable or com-
vrehensive aim of any kind. Such is
the notion which the scribes of the Rus-
sian embassy try to inculcate nto the
American people, and which they have
undoubtedly utilized to the utmost ex-
tent to prejudice the senate. Now 1
aflirm this presentation of the views of
these so-called nihilists is a deliberate
lie, which is known to be a lie by those
who spread it.

“That the aim the Russian pat-
riots who have been nicknamed
*Nihilists’ is to obtain for
their country such guarantees
of freedom as will allow every citizen
and every party, without distinction of
opinions, the possibility of working
peacefully for their respective ideals
and gaining adherents to their respect-
ive programmes, They ask from the
czar no other concession but that of
giving up the autocratic power, sabsti-
tute for it arepresentative government
as exists in all other European coun-
tries. They do not want to force
anything upon the people; they want
to have access to the people and to re-
move the obtacles which despotism
has put in the way of such access. The
very same body of revolutionists, which
sent forth Geliaboy, Sophia Perovski
and Rissakov on their murderous expe-
ditlon against the Czar Alexander 1I.,
sent to his successor a solemn declara-
tion that the day after he summoned to
the capital a zemsky sobor (national
congress) of representatives, freely
elected by the people, they, the perpe-
trators of violence, would disband their
secret societies, forsake bombs and dy-
namite and would bacome law-abiding
citizens, devoting their energies to the
work of the social and intellectual re-
generation of the people.”

AN OBNOXIOUS ARTICLE.

As It Was Negotiated and as It
Now Stands,
WASHINGTON, April 11---The text, or
alleged text, of the extradition treaty
which was signed by Secretary Bayard
and Mr. De Struve, the Russian minis-
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ter, in Washington in 1887, but whi_ch
failed of ratification by the senate, prin-
cipally because of the strong opposi-
tion raised to the article 3. defining po-
litical offenses, 1s published here this
morning, apparently with a view of
eliciting expressions of public opinion.
The same alleged text was published in
some of the New York papers six years
azo, and it is believed to be accurate.
The article in question as submitted in
1887 was as follows:

“Article 3. If it be made to appear
that extradition is sought with a view
to try or punish the person demanded
for an offense of a political character,
surrender shall not take place, nor shall
any person surrendered be tried or pun-
ished for any political offense committed
previously to his extradition, nor for
any offense other than that for which
the extradition was granted; nor shall
the surrender of any person be de-
manded for an offense committed prior
to the aate at which this convention
shall take effect. The murder or
manslanghter compiising the wilful
or negligent killing of the sovereign
or chief magistrate of the state or any
member of the family, as well as an at-
tempt to commit or participate in the
said crimes, shall not be considered an
offense of a political character.” d

1t is pointed out that the modifications
of article 3, as adopted in thé treaty
which now awaits the exchange of rati-
fications, strengthen its declaration of
political offenses against the sovereizn
or chief magistrate, but makes no con-
cessions in favor of Russia which are
not reciproeated in favor of the United
States. The actual text of this part of
the treaty, as it now stands, is as fol-
lows:

**An attempt on the life or the head of
either government, or against thatof
any member of his family, when such
attempt comprises the act, either of
murder or assassination, or of poson-
ing, shall not be considered a political
offense, or an act connected with such
effect.”

Article 2, of the treaty of 1887, con-
tains this definition of the crime of
forgery: ..

“The crime of forzery, by which is
understood the utterance of papers and
also the counterfeiting of public, sover-
eign, or governmental acts.” »

It is understood this definition is re-
tained in the amended treaty ratified by
the senate. Oppouents of the treaty
contend that under this definition per-
sons would be extraditable for using
false passports, or passports issued in
an assumed name, which is said to be a
very common practice on the part of
persons who believe their true namnes
would excite suspicion of the Russian
authorities.

NOT A LEGAL TAX.

Important Decision in Favor of
the Pennsylvania Road.
ALBANY, N. Y., April 11.—A case of
great 1nterest to corporations doing bus-
iness in this state was decided in the
court of appeals today, by the afiirma-
tion of the general terms decision de-
claring the action of ex-Comptroller
Wemple void in assessing a tax
against the Pennsylvania Railroad com-
pany of $40,886, under the corporation
tax law based upon the value of its
capital empleyed within this state for
the ten years ending Nov. 1, 1880. The
general term unanimously held that the
road was not liable to the payment of
any tax, upon the ground that the soie
business transacted by the road within
this state is commerce between the
states, and that a tax upon such com-
merce is unconstitutional and void.
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
