THE AMENDMENT.

THi:LI'MBEKTUUST.

The report oi the senate ro;nmittee,

with its revelations of how the lumber-
men have plundered the state, invites
attention to the tru^t these tnea have
formed for the papose ol eoutrolliMgthe
price of the lumber they have defraud-
ed the Bchooi tinids out of.
It Is \u25a0 matter of common notoriety

that they haw Eorsaed a combination of
the nature of a trust, wiihoat Its form.
:uul thai tiie mills of the state are in it
and bound by it. Some tine since an
Indictment w.is iouiul in the federal
cowl against some of the members of
toe-combination on Inforoiatiou gath-
ered aad preseuted by the editor of the
Albert Lea Standard. When tlie ease
came on for rial a demarrer was inter-
posed a!iI sustained. The court held
that the facts as charged in the Indict-
ment did uut constitute a crime within
the Sherman act.

Itdoes not seem to be a very difficult
matter for an attorney of the ability one
sbould possess to be the district attorney

ot the limed States, to draw an iiulict-
ment .statins facts within that act, and
to drift it so that it wouldcharge the
offense deGned init. Tho lirst section
declares th.it "every contract, combina-
tion in the form of trust or otherwise, or
conspiracy in restraint of trade or com-
meicc among the several states, is here-
by declared Illegal." The trade of the
combination extends beyond the state:
it had for its purpose the control of
prices and the monopoly of the lumber
trade within the meaning of section 2.
But that prosecution failed because of a
technical defect in the statement of
facts, and not because of a lack of facts.
The effort to brine the violators of the
law to the bar of justice ceased with
this defeat. Why?

The meetings of the officers of the lum-
ber combination are reported in the
papers, thouirh they are "executive,"

and no more is given out to the public
of tiie proceedings than the members
wish it to know. About, all that the
public learns of the Meetings is that the
schedule of lumber prices has been ad-
vanced.

No wonder that there is opportunity
for the rapid accumulation of fortunes
in tiiis business. First, cheapen the
cost of the raw material, the pine on the
stump, by corrupting the state and fed-
eral cruisers to underestimate the
amount of pine or its value. Cot title
tothe latter lands through fraudulent
pre-eaptions; use any device to secure
the pine at as low a cost as possible;
evade tiie taxation of the standing nine
at its real value, or of the loss. Then
form a combination which will control
output, lix prices; apportion out the
state into territories and prevent in-
frineements; tie everybody up with
ironclad contracts; prescribe penalties
and forfeitures, for even the cohesive-
ness of (treed is not always strong
enough— and there you have the two
lactors of the problem for getting rich
quickly. _
SENATE COMMITTEE COR-

KECTED.
The senate committee's report on tho

pine frauds contains an incorrect state-
ment, which reflects on the present land
commissioner's office. This is in regard
to the fraud committed on sections 10
and :'.!'>. town 142, ran£B 25. The com-
mittee says that "ifits witness is to ba
believed," "a balance of .*4.7:;s was paid
in to the laud commissioner and not
accounted for to the state." Arepre-
sentative of the Globe called at the
iand commissioner's office toget at the
facts in the case, and it is but fair to
that office to say that the committee has
been both mistaken and imposed on.,
The facts, as the Globe ascertains,

them from the records in that office, are
as follows:

PETEB Lavam.f.k.wlio is tJie witness
who appeared before the committee
was a deputy of Surveyor of Logs S. S
Bbowx, and as such scaled the logs cut
on tiiese two sections by one Welch,
who had boucht the pine of the state.
Lavai lek's report made to the land
commissioner shows that there was cut
on section :!G 4,414 logs, scaling 440,030
feet, and on section 10 3,070 logs, scaling
401,400 feet. The timber on the latter
section had been struck off to Welch
ot ?

2.:2-*> per thousand, and on section 36

nt 15.50 per thousand. Drafts were
drawn on Wi:i.r ir.in accordance with
Deputy Surveyor Lavai.lke's report,
for 1903.35 for the pine on 10 and

16 foe that out on 36.
Meantime Attorney General Clapp

called the attention of the land dork to
aletter from a Minneapolis firm of law-
yers relative to some Information given
them by Lavali.f.k. Following the
matter up. the land cleric sent for La-
yallki'.. who came down and stated
that Welch had largely understated
the number and the scaling of logs cut
on these sections. Two expert cruisers
were sent by the commissioner to re-
scale the timber from the stamps and
tops, the logs having been takeu away.
They found and reported that there had
been cut on section 1G 12,750 logs, scal-
ing 1,450,000 feet, which this witness
had scaled at 440,030, and on section 30
5,120 logs scaling 040,000 feet To make
allowance for errors unavoidable in
scaling from tops and stumps, a deduc-
tion of 15 per cant was made from these
amounts.

The Akeley Lumber company had
become the assignee of Welch, and
the office at once notified them of the
shortage and demanded payment of the
difference. Alter some negotiations,
and acting on the advice of Attorney
General Clapp, the office settled for
80.000. This sum covered the claim for
logs, the expense of the rescalinjr, $193,
and §100 paid the witness Lavallee.
This latter sum was not paid, as the
eommitte reports its witness as stating,
by a draft on the lumberman, but by a
warrant on the state treasurer. Itwas
paid on the advice ofAttorney General
Clapp, on the ground that the state
could not expect the help ot these in-
formers unless it paid them for their
services. AH the money paid by the
Akeley Lumber company in settlement
ot the claim of the state was paid into
the state treasury. A draft was made
on the lumberman for the $290, and
when it was paid it was turned
over to the state treasury. Every cent
was accounted for, as the committee

tiiicht Iraveasoertainsd, had itasked for
the informUion.

OOMBINii AiJ;:\!) AOATJf.
When the "goveriior's bill" was beino:

dis Missed, a fierce onslaught was made
o » it by the farmers of the house, who
do -tared that the seat of the trouble was
at the terminal elevators. The act <>f
1883 was In terms, but not In fact, in-
tended to apply to these, but as it was
left optional with their owners to say
whether they would make their elevators
public or not, tilt? result w is that about
all of those, which di.l take a license
soon dropped it, and were thus without
the supervision of the state commission.

In reply to the attacks ol theoppo
nents of the country elevator bill, the
assurance was sriven taat R bill was be-
lag prepared which would subject the
terminal elevators to the regulation <>i"

the main and \vaiv!;uise commission,
just as t!i-> pending bill put all the In-
teriorelevators. This silenced that ob-
jection, though it did not remove tho
opposition to the "governor's bill.*'

When the terminal billwas taken up
an opposition to it from unexpected
quarters sprung up. Sanaa of the sup-
porters of the governor's Dill suddenly
discovered that this billwas an outrage
on the rights of man to pursue unhin-
dered any legitimate^vocation. The bill
was unconstitutional, too. The man-
ager of one of the terminals, who Ins
had a cood deal of experience lately

with legislators, entered actively into
the contest to secure its defeat. His
companies would fight the law if en-
acted, because itinfringed their consti-
tutional rights. Just what these are, he
did not mention, but the (<i.<>!:;\u25a0:, recall:
ins: past experience, surmises that they

arc the riirlitof dockage or the rislitof
overuse. Possibly it was the tight to
play the mock philanthropist by ship-
pine out the overages and calling them
"bin-burnt" grain,— shipped out clan-
destinely "to save the reputation of the
wheat of the state."

Good care was taken to hold back the
terminals bill until the "governor's
bill" was safely housed In the secretary
of state's withall the signatures at-
tached that would maiveit a statute; and
then Jacobsox, who had been playing
cat to the governor's monkey, was al-
lowed to bring on his bill. Itwas cod-
dled alooi? smoothly until it trotonto
the calendar, and then it was taken
down and stranded in the orthodox
manner, lacking seventeen votes of
enough to permit its passage.

The combine has now what it has
been working for ever since ISS3. It
then wanted to put tint country eleva-
tors under supervision, but the farmers
in ISSS were strong: enough to defeat
that, and put the terminals iv their
place. Now it has succeeded. The
terminals are as free as they wish to be,

and the country elevators are tied up a
little tighter than ever in the grasp of
the combination.

The farmers of the state last fali were
set ivrevolt by the assault of the Demo-
crats on the grain ring. They were
placated by the promise tnat the Repub-
licans would fixthings for them. The
elevator interests became alarmed.
They pat their men and money into the
legislative contests. They won. They
have riven the farmers now the prom-
ised remedy— free terminals, tied pri-
maries. How do the farmers of the
state like it? Can they bj fooled al-
ways?

WHAT IS THE DIFFERENCE?
The assembly committee on streets

yesterday afternoon rejected allbids for
the sprinkling contracts because one
bidder had underbid the rest. It ap-
pears that the contestants had entered
into a combine whereby they were- not
to underbid each other, and, as alleged,
one of them broke faith and put iv
a proposal which was the lowest made
for seven years. The gentleman says
be was not a member of the combine,
and possibly lie was not, but the im-
pression is that he was. Rut whether
he was is a matter between the binders,

and does not concern the city. The aim
of the city is toget the work done at the
lowest figure, and that one of the bid-
bers broke faith withhis fellows, or was
not a party to the wicked combination,
should be looked upon as a very fortu-
nate circumstance. But the majoiity
of the committee was so fullof the
spirit of fairness that it sat upon the
opportunity.
It was altogether a queer business,

and most people will wonder whether
the assemblymen have more interest in

the bidders than in the city. Itis inti-
mated that one of the committee sus-
pected that the lowest bidder was reo-
resenting a contractor whom he de-
spises; hence rather than award the
contract to the despised party, he would
have the city pay a higher price for the
work. But a more surprisine thing is
the action of a leader of (he assembly
who is the champion of the interests of
the heaviest taxpayers. His only apol-
ogy for votingto reject all bids was that
it was not "an open competition."
Whether the man broke faith with the
combination or was not a party to it is
the difference between tweedledee and
tweedledum; the fact remains that the
city was given the opportunity to have
the streets sprinkled tiiis summer at the
lowest cost for seven years, and the
people will be pretty likely to hold
these fair-minded assemblymen respon-
sible for their tomfoolery.

HEARD IX MINNEAPOLIS.

Lumbermen of Course Denounce

the Report «nnd Protest Their

Innocence.
The Minneapolis lumbermen were

deeply Interested yesterday in the re-
port of the senate investigating com-
mittee, although they tried to conceal
their interest and treat the report as a
bombastic effort to manufacture political
capital. In discussing the report for
publication, few of them would say any-
thing except in a general way. Their
generalities were, in the main, a denial
of the main points of tha report. Of
all MmneapoJitaus interested in pine
lands. T. V,. is probably most
heavily interested. Mr. Walker was
asked his views of the report, lie said:

"1cannot give a review of this report
in an off-band interview. Iwillsay
this much: One of the main features
of the report is that the state auditor
has sold to certain lumbermen timber
off state or school lands at less than ils
real value. So far as this relates to me,
1 willsay that 1 have had very little
to do with the public sales. The
state auditor sells off those pieces
or portions of timber that he thinks
should be cat. If lie has sold the
timber for less than it is worth,

it is a verypeculiar circumstance. Ido
not recollect that 1or any of the firms
wiih which Iam connected have pur-
chased a dollar's worth of pine in Itasca
county. 1 am largely interested in cut-
tinglogs offnay own lands and selling

them to mill men here. If 1 should
contract with men at the usual rates
and pay the stunipage as reported
in the public sates. Iwould have
little left lor my trouble and
expenditures after selling the logs. It
is the policy of the state to cut the tim-
ber on the school lands after the lum-
bermen have cut the timber on the sur-
rounding lands. Otherwise the fires
from the lands that have been denuded
would destroy the timber on the school
lands. When the public sales are held
the lumberman, who happens to be cut-
ting timber on the land adjoin-
ing the school lands usually
buys the school land timber.
Such lumbermen willusually pay more
for tne sciiool land timber than any one
else. So tar as 1know the state has re-
ceived better prices for the timoer on
school lands than the railroads have for
the timber on their lands. Individuals
perhaps get more. Whether tiie state
auditor has sold timber that was not
sufficiently damaged to be sold 1do not
know.

••There has been one patch of limber
cat where Iwas interested in (ass

county, and three or four pieces in Bel-
traniiconnty, amounting to but an in-
significant fraction of the timber cut
from the surrounding lands. Iwillstate
that tiiis timber was cut, and every log
hauled and put on separate landings,
marked with a separate mark, sealed
by the surveyor general, and passed for
at its full market value.

'\u25a0Now, in the next place, as to the
amount of taxes levied and assessed in
Itasca county. 1 have no more, directly
or indirectly, to do with fixing valua-
tions on the lino's in tiiat county than
the chairman of tlie investigating com-
mittee. 1 have never held a deed for
one hour to prevent its going on record
and beinsr placed on the tax list. So far
as 1 Know, every acre of my land is
taxed.
"I believe that the lands in Itasca

county that are entered are as invaria-
bly taxed as any other new county in
the state. The price named as the as-
sessed valuation ofthe land,S3 per thou-
sand, would mean, according to the rule
used by all the assessors over this state,

a real valuation of $9 per thousand.
Now,1 will say that 1certainly would
not pay $9 per acre for all the lands in
Itasca county. 1have quite a good many
thousands of acres left that 1 would be
pleased to sell to any one at §3 per acre.

••Ifthe state of Minnesota should suc-
ceed in fixiiiii upon the lumbermen a
tax so large that they cannot afford to
carry anil hold their timber, they will
have to cull it and market the logs
either in or out of Minnesota, and 1am
very sure that the timber is disappear-
ing rapidly enough at the present rate
ofcutting."
PlllßburySays Hit? Report Is Wrong.

Ey.-Gov. J. S. PUisbnry had this to
say:

•'So far as the report is concerned. I
have not as yet had the time to give it a
thorough perusal, although from a cur-
sory glance 1can see that a lartre num-
ber ot mistakes have been made. This
is especially so with reference to the
procuring or swamp lands. So far as
the stumpasie sales ot the university are
concerned, Ithink they have been «v11
managed, and so far as Iam aware,
good prices have been obtained. Re-
garding the charges of fraud an the
Bale ofschool lands, ido not know any-
thing about them, as 1 have no knowl-
edge offrauds having been perpetrated."

Backus £l2t» a Pointer.
E. W. Backus, oi E. W. I.nclcus, gave

the Iamber mail's side, as follows:
•\u25a0Quite a large amount of land each

year goes back to the state on account
of unpaid taxes, because the lumber-
men and pine land owners who pur-
chased the land tiud, after the
timber is cut. the taxes are too
heavy. The committee neglected to
give a statement of that feature of the
case. Pine owners have for a loin* time
thought that they had to pay very heavy
taxes, and the taxes are constantly in-
creasing on account of the organization
of new counties. And the officers of
the new counties, or of the older ones,
are almost entirely unknown to the
lumber companies and firms. Idonot
know a single one of the officers, and 1
do not believe that any other lumber
dealer knows then) belter than I.

"Avery interesting fact for the com-
mittee is that the state has been receiv-
ing for years an equal tax for innumer-
able tracts of worthless land In the pine
region. N>xi to a forty with 500,000 feet
on ii there is often a forty without 50.000
feet on ir. 1can describe to you forty
after forty owned together, with large

tracts of timbT, and taxed as the
best forests of the tract, in spite
ot the fact that they nave !e?s n;.;n

£100 worth of timber. W. J). Wasbburn
paid taxes twenty-five years on a forty
in the midst of tome pine land he
owned, and then discovered that it was
forty acres of lake. Tne senate com-
mittee can send a man up into the tim-
ber region and so direct him that he
will find forties which may oe assessed
too low. but if the investigator siiould
examine all the land in six townships
he would hud that ua the wlioUj tiui

state is getting the best el it.on account
of the worthless forties undiscovered
and entered.

"After the standing pine is taxed it
is taxed again in the form of logs, and
so the lumberman pays a double tax. A
little fair investigation willconvince
any one that there is no business in the
state that is conducted withmore haz-
ards, with more expensive details and
with a slower return of money invested
than the lumber business. Of those
who engage in logging nearly nine-
tenths fail to make money."

I'lieKi-d Lake Catse.
Yesterday an evening paper printed a

disDatch from Washington in reference
to Congressman Baldwin's investigation

ot the purchase by Minneapolis parties
of timber from the Red Lake reserva-
tion, through a man named Tidd. The
information of this deal, by which C. A.
Smith itCo. and Bassett & Co. are said
to have acquired millions of feet at a
nominal price, was given in the Globe
over a year ago. This case was parallel
to the Willow river case cited by the
investigating: committee. Will Bassett
said yesterday that Hie store was base-
less.

"1suppose Baldwin is trying to make
a record," said he. "Allof our timber
cutting and purchase has been legiti-
mate. We bought limber and paid for
it. Itwillbe difficult to prove that we
cut what we had no right to. The work
was done under the supervision of a
government agent. These charges of
illegal cutting originated witha couple
of blackmailers up at the falls. Idon't
want to give their names. Let the in-
vestigation go on."

Fred Clarke, of N.P. Clarke it Co.,
said:

••Oli, that report doesn't amount to
anything. These fellows down in St.
Paul mnst do something to stir up the
farmers. That's ail there is to it."

Akeley Says He >s Hoat>.i:
11. C. Akeley. of the Itasca Lumber

company, admits a3 the report seta
forth, that many of the county officials
in the upper counties are in the employ
of the lumber companies. .JJut those
men must do something, he say?. The
salaries paid, inmost instances, are so
small that the county officials must en-
gage insome other business. As there
is nothing to do but what is connected
with the" lumber trade, they cannot*
well avoid beine in the employ of the
lumber companies.

'•But."' Mr. Akeley continued, "that
has not made any difference to this com-
pany. Our taxes have always been paid
honestly. We have never done a single
thing to lower the assessments on our
logs. 1know nothing about the specific
instances, cited by the committee, of
steals from the school lands. It must
have happened a long time ago. lam
satisfied that nothing of the sort has oc-
curred since ihave been in the busi-
ness."

Smith 2*Indignant.

As the C. A. Smith Lumber compan?
is generally supposed to be one of thc
firms aimed at in the report, C.A.Smitn,
the head of the company, was aski-d
what he thought of the report. \u25a0 lie
said:

"The report is a disgrace from begin-
ning to end. The committee hr.s not
acted fairly. It has not acted as if it
wanted to" make an impartial report
on evidence. Why did it not subpoena
witnesses on both sides, ami hear
both .sides of the story. The
committee seems to have made up a
report that is entirely in the interest of
those who want to make political capi-
tal out of it. The charges made willno!
affect our firminany way. As for deeds
1 will sive SlO for even' "forty' we hole
on which the deed is not recorded. We
have usually recorded tin deeds th«
same day the transactions have oc-
curred when buying land from the
railroad companies. Idon't believe
there is anything in the charge thai
timber has been stolen from school
lands.
