mc.ton, April23.— gold re-
ferve depleted yesterday Isintact today,

offers aggregating nearly 14,000,000 hav-
ing been received and accepted by the
secretary this morning. Secretary Car-
lisle said he did not think, in justice to

those who were disposed to supply the
government with gold, that their names
should be published, and for that rea-

son alone he did not think it wise to

state names and places from which the
offers came, He was feeling quite good

over the fact that offers aggregated a

sufficient amount to make the ijoldre-
serve intact and leave a little free gold

inthe treasury. He expressed the hope

that it would continue to increase
so that he would be able to meet any
demand on the treasury for cold for ex-

port on next Tuesday. He stated that
the treasury would continue the policy
now being pursued of paying out gold
from the treasury coin notes, and that
the reserve would be intrenched upon.
lie

Directed the Subtreastirer

at New York to continue paying these
notes as heretofore. He was therefore
at a loss to understand how any uncer-
tainty prevailed in the public mind as
to the action of the treasury department
in the premises.

That the uncertainty still prevails,
however, is evident from the numerous
telegrams being received by the presi-
dent ana Secretaries Carlisle and La-
mont, ami from the further fact that
several prominent New York bankers
are here today for the purpose, ifpossi-
ble, of setting a better aud clearer
knowledge of the financial situation
from personal interviews with cabinet
officers and treasury officials. Itis in-
teresting to note in connection with the
gold situation, how, during the past few
years the treasury has lost gold. On
Jan. SI, 1889. the net gold in the treas-
ury was *194,U00,t'00; on Jan. 31, 1890,
1177,000.000; Jan. 31, 1891, ?141.000,000;
Jan. 81, 1892, $119,000,000, and on Jan.
31, 1892, 000,000.

When the day closed the treasury de-
partment had to its credit slightly over
$700,000 in free gold. Itis expected that
this

Will Be Increased Monday,

as there is a disposition shown by West-
ern bankers to "help the treasury swell
itsgold balance. Several banks in New
York, too, are stated to have turned in
gold for greenbacks. There is a better
feeling, temporarily at least, and the

fact that no bad result has occurred by
dipping into the greenback cold reserve
leads to the belief that none will occur
if it is found necessary to repeat the
proceeding. Itis anticipated here that
large shipments of gold will be made
next week. Incase the shipments are
mack- there is nothing to Indicate that
Secretary Carlisle willnot do as he did
yesterday, viz.,invade the gold reserve
to meet all demands. The expenditures
so lar this month have been heavy, ex-
ceeding the receipts by over 52,000,000.

This has had the effect of reducing the
net cash balance in the treasury, which
today is £24,905,000, and of this amount

0.000,000 is in subsidiary coin, and
111,000,000 in national bank depositaries.

The exaggerated stories which gained
circulation last night and were widely
published today to the effect that at the
cabinet meeting during the afternoon
President Cleveland and Secretary Car-
lisle had hud a serious misunderstand-
ing which might lead to the resignation
of Mr.Carlisle are

Officially Denied

by members of the cabinet and officials,
of the treasury department. The rela-
tions which exist today between Secre-
tary Carlisle and the president are as
cordial as they have ever been. Whattlie
future policy of the treasury may be
regarding finances is still a matter of
conjecture, for a definite course lias not
been decided upon. The department
will wait for developments, and as the
emergencies arise it is believed will
be fully able to meet them. The ad-
ministration feels confident that the
present linancial flurry is a temporary
one, ba?ed on an exaggeration of condi-
tions, and it has no fear that there
will be a panic, or that the uaticnal
credit willbe impeached.

The most reliable information as to
the position of the president and Mr.
Carlisle, and what occurred at the cab-
inet meeting yesterday, is that there ex-
isted between them simply a difference
ot judgment as to which policy was the
better one to be followed. Secretary
Carlisle believed that the law justified
him stopping: the payment of gold for
the treasury notes of 18!tO, and consid-
ered it best to follow this course and
keep the goldreserve intact. As far as
Ills interpretation of the law is con-
cerned, he was upheld in his opinion by
Secretary Gresliam and Attorney Gen-
eral Olnpy. At the same time
President Cleveland Pointed Ont

ti:at there was nothing which compelled
the government to keep the told re-
icrve in its entirety except for the re-
demption of the leeai tender notes. It
then became not a question of law and
discretion, but of policy, and it was
finally decided that the gold reserve
should be utilized to meet the demand
for gold shipment. The stories of
trouble in the cabinet are unfounded.

One result of the cold scare has been
to cause a eood deal of quiet discussion
among the statesmen left at the
capital of the necessity for an extra
session of congress. It is undeniable
that some of them feel that such a ses-
sion is probable, and at an earlier date
even than that predicted by Vice Presi-
dent Stevenson, namely. Septem-
ber next. The date was fixed
in contemplation of the necessi-
ties of tariff legislation, but in
the treatment of such great financial

as are now before the
administration it is argued that the ele-
ment of tim« becomes of superior im-
portance. There is a question as to the
authority of the secretary of the treas-ury to issue bonds under the present
Circumstances, although the decided
Weight ot opinion lies in favor of the
proposition. Itshould also be tome iv

mind that ifthe secretary decides in the
affirmative be is still bound to issue
only bonds of the old rates, namely. 4.
41s, and 5 per cent, instead of the 3 per
cent bonds itis suid to be possible to
float. In this connection, and as evi-
dencing

The Secretary* Feeling;

in the matter, itmay bo recalled that on
Feb. IS last, when Senator Sherman
sought to secure the inclusion in the
sundry civilappropriation billof a para-
graph authorizing the secretary to sell
these 3 per cent bonds forgold he said
that he, with the other members of the
finance committee of the senate, had
consulted with Mr. Carlisle. Said Sen-
ator Sherman then :

"While he (Carlisle) hopes and ex-
pects that no contingency will ame in
which he will be called upon to sell
bonds to maintain the reserve now re-
quired by law. he thinks the very fact
of havinu the power tosell a 3 per cent
five-year bond would probably enable
him*to avoid the necessity of selliug

these bonds. Under existing law he
could not, inorder to maintaiu the re-
serve, sell any other kind of bonds ex-
cept those 1have named, the 4 per cent
bonds, the 41. per cant bonds, and the 5
per cent bonds. But no secretary of the
treasury ought to be required to issue
that kind of bond when the credit of
the government of the United States
would enable him to sell a 3 per cent
bond."
If Mr. Carlisle is still of the same

mind, it is artrued that congress will
soon be called together to enact the
necessary legislation to enable the ad-
ministration to avoid the responsibility
of assuming the questionable authority
tor the bond issue. Ufcourse, once the
session begins, it Is assumed by those
who discuss the matter that congress

will feel obliged to deal not only with
the question of the cold reserve, but
also with the financial conditions
which in some quarters are asserted to
have caused the present state of affairs,
which in plain English means the oper-
ation of the Sherman silver law.

GOLD AND 81L.VKK PARITY.

New York Bankers Decide That It
Must Be Maintained.

New Yokk, April 22.
—

Naturally
enough, in view of the heavy imports of
gold to Europe, and the uncertainty as
to the treasury policy, Wall street to-
day concerned itself almost entirely

with the various rumors inregard to the
attitude of the New York bankers to-
ward the government. The sum of

?lUO,OOO in gold was paid into t!ie sub-
treasury in New York today by the Sea-
man's Excbance bank. The with-
drawals were 11,100.000. The
most important event of the
day was a long conference between the
bank presidents and Assistant Treasur-
er Conrad F. Jordan at the clearing
house this afternoon. The conference
lasted two hours. After it was over it
was learned from one who was present

that Henry W. Cannon, president of the
Chase National bank, had a conference
witfa Mr.Jordan last night and had gone
to Washington as an emissary of the
bankers here to President Cleveland.
This morning Assistant Treasurer
Jordan issued invitations to a num-
ber of bank presidents to meet
him at the clearing house for a
conference at 2o'clocK today. At the
meeting the financial situation was
thoroughly discussed, and it was de-
cided tbat the parity of gold and silver
must be maintained, and that the gov-

ernment must meet its obligations in
gold at any cost, it was practically de-
cided among the bankers that they
would advance no more gold to the
treasurer without au invitation, and
even then, not a large amount without a
bond issue.

Secretary of the Treasury Carlisle re-
cently received an offer to deposit gold
in the sub-treasury at San' Francisco,

which he accepted. The gold was
turned in, and payment for it to the
correspondent in New York of the de-
position was authorized by telegraph.
'The correspondent appeared at the sub-
treasury here and received green-
backs, "which he returned the next
day and demanded gold for
them. Thus a transfer of gold
was made from San Francisco
to New York with a saving of freight
and live days interest aud a patriotic
oiler of gold was converted into
a transaction for profit. Mr. Carlisle
willbe here Tuesday or Wednesday to
participate in the naval demonstration,

and will probably have a conference
with financiers, at least this is the pro-
gramme mapped out by New York bank
officials.

The usual ten-days statement of cus-
toms payments at the port of New York
shows a further lightdecrease of pay-
ments made on treasury notes and a
decrease in the receipts of United States
notes almost exactly equal to the in-

crease inreceipts of silver certificates.
The figures are: Gold, .01per cent; gold
certificates, 4 per cent; silver certifi-
cates, 20.1 per cent; United States
notes, 47.0 per cent, and treasury notes,

28.2 per cent.

STATE BANK NOTES.

Provisions ofa Law Passed by the
Tennessee Legislature.

Chattanooga, Term., April22.— An
act was passed by the legislature of
Tennessee, and since approved by the
governor, giving authorityjto state banks
o issue a circulating medium. The

act requires a deposit of United States
State of Tennessee or county bonds,
aud currency willbe issued for the bank
on these securities not in excess
of U0 per cent of their market
value. The act limits currency to
be issued by the state to 126,-
--000,000. Periodical examinations ot
banks, redemption of currency and
other features of the national bunking
law are adhered to. The bank must
redeem its circulating notes on demand
in gold or silver. Nocounty bonds will
be accepted where the indebtedness of
the county exceeds 5 per cent of the
taxable property, or if the county has
defaulted on its interest at any time
withina certain period. The circulat-
ing notes are to be signed by the presi-

dent and cashier of the bank, and coun-
tersigned by the state comptroller.

Bookmaker Morgan Released.
TBKXTOH, N. J., April 22.— Chief

Justice Beasley this afternoon decided
the recent arrest of bookmakers at the
Elizabeth track was illegal, and he or-
dered the discharge of George Morgan
from custody. In Morgan's case a writ
of habeas corpus had been a|ked for.
The arrests are illegal, according to the
chief justice, because a civilaction can-
not lie when brought torecover a pen-
alty.

Discounting American Currency.

NONE WILLBE SPARED
Prominent Men Will Be Im-

plicated inthe Red Lake
Scandal.

The Investigation About to
Be Started Will Be

Thorough.

Efforts Being- Made by the
Ring to Hinder the In-

quiry.

Gov. Nelson Stirred Up by

Commissioner Lamor-
eaux's Course.

Washington, April 22.—"The In-

vestigation into the Red Lake 3eandal
willimplicate roeu whose names have
never before been mentioned in this
connection," said Judge Lamoreaux,
the commissioner of ihe general land
office, today. The inquiry about to be
started willbe thorough, and no one
willbe spared who has been concerned
in the affair. The men who set out to
get that timber have not secured it yet,

and they willnot, except by open pur-
chase on an honest appraisal."
Although the order removing

Staples and his assistants will
not be signed until Secretary Hoke
Smith returns to the capital, everything
has been arranged for quick work as
soon as he eets back. Today Judge
Lamoreaux was in conference with the
man whom he has selected to take the
place now filled by Staples. The name
of this man cannot be had for the reason
that he may decline. When asked re-
gardine him, the commissioner said that
itwas true that he had offered the posi-
tion to a good man and was waiting to

find out whether he would accept.

"You car. say that he is a man who
has been tried ina similar position and
remained honest and true under great
temptation." he said, "and, ifhe under-
takes this lied Lake appraisal. Itwillbe
done well and honestly."

Worries the Itinn.
That the ring is greatly worded over

the situation is shown by the efforts that
are being made to hinder an investiga-

tion. One ot the appraisers who should
be at work oil the reservation is in
Washington in consultation with
attorneys who are supposed to
represent certain big lumbermen. The
presence of this man in Washington
was brought to Judge Lanioreaux's at-
tention, and he promptly announced
that Mr.Staples would be held respon-
sible for the appraiser's absence from
the reservation. The straightforward
course of Commissioner Lamoreaux in
matters Drought before him seems to
have stirred up Gov. Nelson to
some action in the matter of saving

to the state of Minnesota thousands of
acres ofvaluable swamp lands,for during

the past two days men representing the
governor have called at the interior de-
partment in this matter. These gentle-
men were Judee Mills and Secretary
Teisberg, of the railway commission.
They were in Washington ostensibly to
attend the railroad commissioners' con-
vention, but were really here to repre-
sent Got- Nelson in a tirdy effort to
push a settlement of the swamp land
controversy. As was stated by the Globe
some time ago, Gov. Nelson
has been sitting idly by, push-
ing bunco grain bills, while
the state is being robbed of thousands
of acres of her most valuable lands. The
commissioner of the general land office
is and has been ready to agree upon
some plan of settlement with Minne-
sota, and so informed the Minnesotans.
The time to push this matter was when
the legislatnre was in session, and,
although the governor may make in-
quiries now. the whole matter willhave
to await the meeting of the next legis-
lature.

HARRINGTON PROTESTS

Against a Continuance of the

Weather Bureau Investigation.

Washington. April 22.—Mark W.
Harrington, chief ofthe weather bureau,

in a letter to Secretary Morton, protests
against a continuance of the investiga-

tion into the managemedtof the weather
bureau under the charges made by As-

sistant Attorney General Colby, and the
notice given to him thereof. Itwas ex-
pected that Mr. Harrington would meet
Gen. Colby today and arrange the de-
tails for reopening the investigation
upon the charges promulgated early in
the week, as the result of the prelim-
inary inquiry made by direction of the
secretary of agriculture, lv his letter
to Secretary Morton, however, Mr.Har-
rington objects to the manner in which
the charges were brought to his
attention. Mr. Harrington objects
to Gen. Colby on many grounds
and responds seriatim to the charges
preferred, denying the statements that
are made therein and defending his
management of the bureau. Failing to
hear directly from Prof. Harrington,
Assistant Attorney General Colby began
the Investigation of the charges promul-
gated by him against the professor.
Neither the professor nor his counsel
was notified of the intention of Gen.
Colby, and neither was present.

Secretary Morton today dismissed
Robert E. Brannon, captain of the watch
in the bureau, who was found guilty of
loaning money to employes in the bu-
reau at usurious rates and various other
infractions of the rules. Thomas P.
Ellsworth, of Indiana, was appointed to
the vacancy.

WAS GRANT'S WARM FRIEND.

Gen. Beale Dies From a Compli-
cation of Diseases.

Washington*. April 22.—Gen. Ed-
ward Fitzgerald Beale died at his resi-
deuce in this city today from a compli-
cation of diseases. He served with dis-
tinction in the Mexican war, and in 1801
was commissioned surveyor general for
California by President Lincoln, but
declined the position in order that lie
might actively serve in the federal
army during the «ivilwar. In1870 he
was appointed United States minister
to Austria by President Grant, but re-
signed after a year's service and de-
voted himself to superintending his
large sheep and cattle ranch inSouth-
ern California and to other interests.
He had resided for many years in this
city at his house in Lafayette square,
where he died. Gen. Beaie was one of
Gen. Grant's warmest friends, and it
was at Gen. Beale's house that Gen.
Grant made his home when visiting this
city after his triparound the world.

CHOLERA BARRIERS.

Canadian Quarantine Officials
Will Aidthe United States.

Washington*, April 22.—1n pursu-
ance of the announced intention of the
moduli officials of Canada to aid those of
the United States in the efforts of the
latter to prevent the induction of chol-
era, Dr. Wymau has received a letter
from Dr. Montazambert, the chief med-
ical officer of the Dominion, s ating
that, in accordance with Dr. Wy-
man's suggestion, the baggage
of all immigrants coining into
Canada via the St. Lawrence, whether
on an infected or a non-infected vessel,
will be fumigated at the quarantine
station at Grosse isle. The mayor and
health officer ot Winnipeg have tele-
graphed Surgeon General Wyman that
the report of the presence of cholera in
that city, brought in by immigrants, is
untrue. There was one death from
small-pox at a town on the north snore
of Lake Superior, but no cholera.

Judd May Resign.

Washington, Aug. 22.—1t was stated
this morning by Mr. Laudis, Secretary
Gresham's private secretary, that no in-
formation had reached the state depart-
ment of the rejection by the Austrian
government of Max Judd as consul gen-
eral at Vienna.

St. Louis, April 22.—MaxJudd, con-
sul general prospective at Vienu, is a
little disturbed by the report yesterday
that Count Kalnoky, the Austrian pre-
mier, has refused to accept his creden-
tials. Mr. Judd is quoted as saying
that, if the Austrian government offers
any objection to his appointment, he
willtender his resignation to President
Clevelaud at once aud save him further
trouble.

Planted inHonor ofMorton.
Washington, April 22.— Arbor day

was appropriately celebrated by the
employes of the agricultural department
today. A majority of them assembled
ii< a retired part of the grounds, where,
after a speech had been made by As-
sistant Secretary Willetts, a white oak
tree was planted In honor of the secre-
tary of agriculture. Secretary Morton
concluded the ceremonies in a speech
upon the institution and observance of
Arbor day.

New Consul at Panama.
Washington, April 22.

President

Cleveland today appointed Victor Vif-
quain consul general atPanama in place
of Thomas Adamson, who had been in
the consular service of the United
States for a quarter of a century. Mr.
Vifquain has had some experience in
the service, having served as consul at
Baranquilla aud Colon during Presi-
dent Cleveland's former administra-
tion.

Appointed 101.
Washington, April 22.—There were

101 fourth-class postmasters appointed
today. Of this number eighty-four
were to fillvacancies caused by deaths
and resignations.

FAMOUS BURNING BLUFF.

Dakntans Puzzled Over a Charles
Mix Cotmty Phenomenon.

Cn.VMisERLAiN,S. D., April 22.—One

ot the greatest curiosities in the West
is the now famous burning bluff in
Charles Mixcounty, this state. Situated
en a stream tributary to the Missouri
river, in tJie southern portion of Charles
Mixcounty, is this remarkable bluff. It
was noticed for many years that snow
would not remain on this hill, nor
would the stream freeze at the base of
the bluff in the coldest weather. The
Indians and early settlers, who quite
generally imbibed many Indian super-
stitions, attributed this to other than
natural causes. One winter moroina; in
1888 a settler in the neighborhood of the
bluff,on looking out of his cabin door for
the tirst time that day, saw smoke rising
from the bluff, and proceeded thence
to investigate. Seeing no opening and
thoroughly puzzled, he dug into the
bluff, and on drawing out his shovel was
nearly overcome by the rush of gas and
smoke that poured out. For a long time
scientists speculated on its origin, while
thousands of persons visited tno spot to
see the wonderful bluff. The bluff is
very abrupt, rising to more than 100 feet
in height and presenting a varegated
appearance, due to the chalky, mild
yellow sulphur and bright yellow sul-
phur rocks in the process of formation,
and to the large amount of mica, alum
and lignite there imbedded.

| Fortress Monroe, Va., April22.—
Bang, bang, bang, ti-bang, bang, bang,
went the guns of the Italian war ship
Etna at 2 o'clock this morning.
Boom, boom, ti-boom, boom, boom,
echoed the heavy cannon of the
fort, as they barked through the
port Dholes of the stone ramparts,

"Crack, crack, ti-crack, crack, crack,"
snapped the wicked-looking littlethree-
pounders on board the Hila, while the
guns of all the ships in the fleet tried to
see which could make the most noise.
The hull of every vessel was wreathed
ina halo of white smoke. The explo-
sions came fast and heavy like fire-
crackers a thousand times intensified.
The air became thick with the white
and gunpowdery vapor. The win-
dows of the Ilygeia hotel shook and rat-
tled, and the late sleepers awoke with a
start, believing that the end of the
world had come and that Gabriel had
blown his bugle for the final salute. At
the same moment the ships began to
blossom out in variegated flairs until
they were as brilliant as the rainbow.
At the mainmast of every ship the
gaudy colors of .

The Italian Flag
caught the breezeand floated side by side
with the colors of the other nations.
From mast to mast and from bowsprit
to stern stretched the long ropes, gay
with showy signal flags. Thus were
the vessels encircled with a dazzling
aureole of bunting. Interesting and
significant as was the scene of yester-
day, the one today wa3 the most gor-
geous and resplendent yet presented in
this memorable gathering of the ships
of the world.

All this glory of the ships was m
honor of KingHumbert. Itwas quite a
happy idea of the kingof Italy to get
married twenty-five years ago today, so
that when the naval rendezvous ctime to
be held in 1893 itafforded an opportunity
ts» present a spectacle such as itdoes
i:ot often fall to the lot of man to wit-
ness. Of course the Italian flagship
was the center of the celebration. Even
the musicians who had been running
the ship barefooted put on their shoes
in honor of the day. The captains of
the foreign men-of-war, especially the
Germans, came ashore and bought
huge bunches or roses and other flowers
for Admiral Magnairhi, so that his ar-
tistic littlestate room was more per-
fumed than ever. The captain of the
Bausan buckled on his sword, arrayed
himself in his uniform and a cap, such
as the

Bandits of the Stage
wear In their deadly work, and went
forth upon a formal visit of ceremony
to the admiral. The sailors were given
liberty, aud came ashore for a good
time, while the admiral himself stepped
into his launch aud was pulled to the
wharf for the purpose of writing
with his own Hand a cablegram
of congratulation to his sovereign.
At noon there was another
interchange of salute, the brisk cai>
nonading again startling the crowd of
excursionists and guests. At 6 o'clock
the saiute was repeated for the last
time, and the ships were undressed.
There was a friendly rivalry at
noontime between the Blake and the
Kaiserin Augusta as to which ship
could fire twenty-one guns inthe short-
est space of time. The Blake won by
a few seconds. The other day when
Admiral Gherardi visited the Blake the
salute of thirteen guns in his honor was
fared in thirteen seconds, four guns be-
ing used.

"No other nation fire quite as quick
as we do," said a midshipman upon the
Blake, speaking of the incident to your
correspondent, "except the Germans."
and he added, witha touch of national
pride, "Ireally do not think they do it
quite as well as we do."

Secretary Herbert Arrives.
The fantastic attire of the ships was

not the only thing to give piquancy to
lifeat Fort Monroe today. Secretary
Herbert arrived this morning upon the
Dolphin. Itwas tully 10 o'clock when
the white hull of the president's yacht
was sighted far to the east, but
with the knowledge that the sec-
retary was ou board the gunners
at the tort and on the flagships were
ordered to their places. The graceful
bovv was headed for the center of the
channel between the American and
British ships, and as soon as it was
abreast of the eastermost vessel, seven-
teen dull rumbling sounds and clouds
of smoke came from the fort.
Instantly the guvs of the Dolphin
replied and then, as the pretty vessel
passed down the line, it was thunder-
ously greeted. As each one of these
salutes had to be answered eun for gun,
the Dolphin kept up a continuous fire
from the moment she entered the Heet
until she had reached the little French
gunboat Liussard at the outermost
end. From both sides sho sent forth
flame and smoke until the petite form
of Miss Herbert, who was standing on
the after deck, was completely envel-
oped. Unused to the noisy bark of
heavy guns, Miss Herbert gave a start
wneu tne first shot was fired and held
her hands to her ears for several mo-
ments.

thousand broad-chested subjects of
Queen Victoria. It did not look for a
while as if they were to win. Through
the

their barge cut its way to the head of
the procession, urged not only by the
hardened muscles of brawny arms, but
by the energetic gyrations of the cox-
swain in the stern, lv the course, a
mile and three-quartvrs, for three-
quarters of the distance the Brit-
ishers were in the lead, and the
sailors who crowded the sides of the
Blake shouted. They shouted too soon.
As the end of the course opposite the
San Francisco was neared, the San
Francisco's crew, which was a close
second, gave a magnificent spurt, and,
amid a yell that ran like an electric
current along the entire line
of American ships, passed their
English rivals. The Chicaeos,
the second crack crew of our navy bent
their backs and quickened their stroke,

so that they were second in the race,
just behind the San Francisco, with the
Englishmen third. How the siven of
the San Francisco didbellow like abull;

Vesuvius and Concord, of the
second or Admiral Walker's squadron.

Then will follow the Argentine cruiser,

the Ninth of July, under command of
Beit Admiral Howard— the Holland
man-of-war. Van Speyk, Capt. Arriens;
the two German vessels. Kaiserin
Augusta and Zeadier, under Capt.
Buihet, with the Miantonomah bringing
up the rear. At the head of the star-
board column willbe the British fleet,
with Vice Admiral Hopkins as com-
niander-in-ciiief, and consistins of the
Blake, as the flagship, the Australia,
the Maßicieneze and the Tartar. Kus-
sia will come next, with Vice Ad-
miral Kosenakoff commander-in-chief
in the flagship DimintriDonskio, and
the General Admiral and the Kynda.

Milbank, S. D., April22.-The Bank

of Milbank, a private bank owned by

W. M.Sargeut.of Minneapolis,and D.W.
Diggs. of this city, made an assignment

this morning to S. R. Gold for the bene-
fit of its creditors. The liabilities and
assats are unknown, but the former
willprobably reach 8150,000. The as-
signee says it will be impossible to

make a statement of the affairs before
the 29th inst. Business men have not
deposited in this bank to any great ex-

tent for some time past, and will
lose very little. Most of the
losses are by workingmen in
the country and a number of
railroad employes, their deposits
amounting to from $100 to $1,000 each.
The county treasurer is the greatest
sufferer by the failure, he having $3,600

of county money on deposit. The firm
has been extensively engaged in farm-
ing occupations for a number of years,
and itis thought that last year's poor
crop was more than the bank could
stand. Itis rumored that Mr.Sargent

has speculatetl in wheat to some extent
in the East, but no confirmation of this
can be secured here.

PRESS ROOMS FLOODED.

Grand Forks Newspapers in a
Peck of Trouble.

Special to the Globe.
Grand Fours, N. D., April 22.—The

river showed a rise at 8 o'clock this
morning of 1.9 feet since yesterday, and
was 40.8 feet above low water mark,
which is only 2.6 feet below the big
rise of 1882. At2o'clock the river was
41.3 feet above low water mark. The
tenants inthe blocks relying altogether
upon steam are experiencing great in-
convenience, and many were noticed
this morning upon the streets endeavor-
ing toget warm in the sun, which, hap-
pily,shone brightly today. The wind
has nearly subsided; but the water is
cold, and the streets impassable. Agent
McGowan, of the Northern Pacific, has
made arrangements to vacate the freight
office, as the water has reached the
tracks east of it. The company's
bridge has been anchored withcables,
and willpossibly be saved. On all sides
can be seen pumps and sy-
phons at work in the al-
most futile endeavor to relieve
basements of surplus water. On the
draw pier of the Demers avenue bridge
men ate at work standing in the water
pumping out the gas pipe connecting
with East Grand Forks. Opinions are
as varied as the men who offer them as
to the possible extent of the flood, but a
good many conservative men think that
the water of1882 will be reached, ifnot
exceeded. Work continues at the Red
lake bridge. One end is jacked up and
extra cables attached, but it is pos-
sible the structure willgo out. A mis-
taken idea is afloat that the Great
Northern bridge has been raised about
two feet since 1882. The bridge is the
same height now as then, and the water
willhave to come up nearly four feet to
reach the mark of 1882. The high water
mark of 1882 willbe reached "by a two-
foot rise according to the city engineer.
The Herald and Plaindealer press rooms
are flooded with from three to rive feet
or water. A big rise is expected tomor-
row.

Red Lake Falls, Minn., April22.—
The flood situation is about same.

The Great Northern has a ereat force at
work blasting above the bridge on the
Red Lake river. Twenty teams and
fiftymen are working on the Holmes
dam. The water is several feet lower
in the Clearwater, but remains station-
ary in the Red Lake river. The jam in
the Clearwater at the confluence of the
rivers is still firm. The outlook is
favorable.

CnooKST(vy, Minn., April 22.—The
water fell four feet in the last twenty-
four hours at this point on account of
the freeze-up. The danger is not over
vet, though several immense ice gorges
are holding the water back further up
the river. People look for trouble when
these go out. Everything possible is
being done hero to protect bridges and
other property.
