He starts as a lover, becomes^
young married man, and is then led off
by the villain to ruin by drink and gam-
ing, finallyleaving his young wife, who
places her child in a foundling hospital,
from whence it is stolen by the villain
and sold to a wealthy woman who was
a former friend of the deserted wife,

and is there discovered by the true
mother. The company is wellprepared
to Handle all characters in the play, aud
it is likely to prove one of their best
efforts.

Considerable credit is due to Director
Bollman for his tireless efforts toplease
the German public, and, though this
engagement may not prove a financial
success, withnew people for the next
season, contract for which has been
closed, better results and brighter pros-
pects may be looked for.
