The Minnesota board of World’s fair
commissioners yesterday held its last
meeting before the opening of the big
fair. All of the hard work of the com-
mission has, of course, been done be-
fore, and the session of yesterday was
devoted to merely routine matters, out-
side of the appointment of attaches of
i the Minnesota building.
| Mrs. P. B. Winston, of Minneapolis.
! will be recommeunded to the national
{ board for appointment as a member of
| the committee of awards on the china
jexhibit. Ex-Congressmam Mark H.
Dunnell was selected as the Minnesota
juror on the eduecational exhibit. The
postoffice in the state building will be
managed and the stenographic work at-
tended to by Miss Louise Mayer and
Mrs. M. Powers. F. B.Wood,of Austin,
will have charge of the burean of infor-
mation. Riehard Jenkins, of Sherburne
county, was appointed watchman. R.
Tweedy and Maurice Hickman were
named as messengers.

Secretary Reeve, of the commission,
will be allowed to Keep his office in
Minneapelis. This decision was reached
only after considerable discussion, and
was influenced largeiy by a personal ap-
peal from Col. Reeve. 'I'he commission
is practically unanimous in the opinion
that the handsome and commodious
state building should ve formally dedi-
cated. No date was set for the cere-
mony, but when it occurs the zovernor
and his staff and the state officers will
attend in a body.

In this connection it will not be amiss
to give the words of a prominent legis-
lator who was in the city yesterday:
**t is wonderful,” said he, *‘to realize
the effect that apparently smail matters
have on the course of legislation. You
will remember that- Gov. Nelson fre-
quently intimated he would veto this or
that bill uunless the legislature did so
and so; and vou will also recall that a
large majority of the members of the
senate and house were in favor of a trip
to Chicago and a formal dedication of
the Minunesota building at a time when
there was nothing occurring at the
grounds to detract from the significance
of sueh an event. When aporoached on
the matter the governor refused to con-
sider the Chicago trip until the adjourn-
ment of the legislaiure. The Repub-

lican leaders  deferred to  his
wishes, and, of course, no Dem-
ocrat could propase a legis-
lative junket without having

his motives misunderstood. Yet how
many valuable days’ time were wasted
in adjournments and useless discus-
sions! The point I desire to emphasize
is this: Knowing the governor had
practically deprived them of a pleasant
trip and an opportunity to view the
“White City” they will never have
again, scores of members were vexed
and irritable the whole session. They
rebelled repeatedly, as the public
knows, and kicked over the traces on
slight provocation, though often forced
into line again. All things considered,
it was a mistake that the legislature of
the state did not proceed to Chicago in
a body some Friday evening and dedi-
cate our building. Leaving for home
Sunday night, only one day—and that a
day that never counted for anything—
would have been lost, while all hands
would bave enjoved the experience and
been in excellent humor for their legis-
lative duties.” That there is much of
truth in the above every one will admit
who knows anvthing of the fecling
among the legislators.

TWOC COURTS REVERSED

Judge Collins Hands Down Five
Supreme Court De-
cisions.

Liabilities of Landlords—Mort-
gage Foreclosure
Opinions.

appellant. Judgment reversed.

CoLuins, J.

The pleadings in this action, which
was brought by a landlord to recover
rent aceruing upon a lease of real prop-
erty, examined.

The insolvent 1s not a necessary party

defendant to an action instituted by an
assigneeor receiver under the provisions
of G. L. 1881, ch. 148, sec. 4, to annul
and avoid a conveyance of real proverty
allezed to have been a fraudulent and
forbidden preference of a creditor.

Thomas L, Clark, appellant, vs. Seth Abbott,

respondent. Order affirmed.

CoLLINS, J.

Where one not the debtor nor under
any legal or moral obligation to pay a
debt, agrees to pay and does pay a sum
less than the whole debt in considera-
tion of an agreement on the vart of the
creditor to satisfy and discharge the
whole, no action will lie against the
debtor to recover the balance of his 1n-
debtedness,

Knute A. Raum, appellant, vs. John Lesch,
respondent. Order reversed. CoLLINs, J.
The provisions of C. B. 1878, chap. 66,

sec. 65, rezulating the service of sum-
mons by publication in certain actions
brought against non-residents, was
complied with by publishing such a
summons in a daily paper on Tuesdays,
Feb. 7 and 14, en Thursdays, Feb. 23,
March 2 aud 9, and finally on Wednes-
day, March 15. Each of the six con-
secutive weeks commenced upon Tues-
day, and it was uot necessary that the
publications should be made at regular
ntervals of seven days.

William H. Burns and Willis R. Shaw, co-
partners as Burns & Shaw, appellants, vs.
Carl J. Carlson et al , defendants; George
R. Fling et al, respondents. Judgment
affirmed. CoLLINS, J. —
First—The statutory right of a me-

chanie or material man to enforce a lien

upon real property may be released
and waived by an instrument in writ-
ing, supported by a money considera-
tion therein expressed, the money being
paid by third parties who had acquired
property rights in the premises, al
though a sum less than the amount due
is actually paid.

Second—Such right is not an estate
or interest in land which eannot be sur-
rendered or released except in the man-
ner provided in General Statutes 1878,
chapter 41, section 10.

Judge Vanderburgh was absent, and
does not participate in any of the above
decisions.
