TOWNS WRECKED.
Great Damage Done by the Storm
in North Carolina.

Rareien, N. C.. May 4.—A cyclone
swept over the wown of Oxford, forty
miles west of here, at 5 o’clock yester-
day afternoon. Rain and hail fell at the
same time. The wind was terrifie.
Houses were blown down, trees torn
up by the roots, aud hailstones cov-

ered the ground to a depth of
four inches and broke almost
all the window panes in the town

While the storm lasted the town was in
total darkness. About 6 o’clock the
rain and hail ceased. Forty-two frame
houses were blown down. A score of
people were injured, several of them
seriously. Oune negro was killed. The
damage to property is estimated at $200,-
000. Henderson and Greystone, twelve
and fifteen miles northeast of Oxford,
suffered in thesame way. At the former
place ten people were seriously. and
four fatally hurt. Three-quarters of
the loz houses in the town were razed
to the ground.

I was
surprised that he escaped as long as he
did, as he was eter.ally Kkicking and
beating the men, and was tie especial
terror of every Indian on that section,

Many Brainy Men Have Loafed,
Washington Post.

Many memories cluster about .the
cigar shop at the corner of Pennsylvania
avenue and Four-and-a-half street.

It 1s said
that he was the first mman to keep on sale
out-of-town newspapers. In their day
it was the rendezvous for Daniel Web-
ster, Henry Clay, John C. Calhoun,
Chief Justice Marshall and other men
now well known in history. Shillington
has gone the way of all flesh. and the
books and periodicaisjzave way to cigars
and tobacco.

There is a legend
in Washington that often when it was
found impossible to muster a quorum in
the senate or house the missing states-
men could te found here. Draw Poker
was the chief game at Peadleton’s.
Edward Pendleton came from the old
Virginia family of that name. After
his death the rooms were given over to
more prosaic uses.
