For the Waters of the Deluge
Have Begun to Re-
cede.

The Greatest Height Reached
Was Just Short of Fif-
teen Feet.

Interesting Character Sketch
of a West Side Flood
Vietim.

Somz Little Alarm at South
St. Paul Without
Cause.

If any of the beleaguered dwellers on
low ground, either on the West side or
the upper flats, should now send out a
dove from his ark he would welcome
the bird back with an olive branch in
his bill. The waters are falling. Late
last night the gauge showed an 1n-
finitesimal recession of the tide, and
the worst is over. Lo be sure, the fall
was so slight that only the anxious
mind would have discovered it, but it
was sufficient to show the high tide was
reached, and any move of the water
would be downward. The highest
noteh reached was a fraction under fif-
teen feet, which is bigher than has been
attained since the floods of 1881,

There was no change in the situation
since that deseribed yesterday morning,
and no relief boats were sent out. ‘i'he
flats under the high bridge are under an
average depth of three feet, and the in-
habitants are taking a most philosophic-
al view of the situation. Not the shght-
est alarm is felt, and the squatters are
quietly waiting for their domiciles to
onee more emerge from the chilly
waters. The same may be said of the
West side. The greatest concern is felt
on account of the obliteration of the
street lines, and about the most “‘rat-
tled”” person is the mail carrier with
mail addressed to a street number lost
in the waste of waters. There is no ab-
solute suffering in the situation, aud
almost nothing that can be called loss.
Dwellers in submerged houses have ex-
ercised their ingenuity in bridging over
the inconveniences, and are now doing
little but watching the marks and wait-
ing for the subsidence of the deluge.

The height of the flood is passing
downward, and there is some little anx-
iety expressed at down-river points; but
there is little in the situation to occasion
alarm.

SCARE AT SOUTH ST. PAUL.

Many Families Moving Out—No
Danger to Basiness.

A hurried departure in boats and a
general scare along the shore line was
the rule yesterday from South Park to
South St. Paul, where the great facto-
ries of the West side are located. At Nic
Habberstad’s, opposite South St. Paul,
two boats were in service from 6 to 10
o’clock last evening,removing furniture
and people from their domiciles. On
Riverside island, the busy suburb oppo-
site South Park, about a mile south of
St. Paul, astive measures for the relief
of Charles Millard and others were in
progress. ‘I'he Dbusiness concerns of
South St. Paul were well protected by
the immense levee that guards that sub-
urb. It would take a further rise of four
or five feet to damage the levee which
incloses the union stockyards, together
with the Minnesota Packing and Pro-
vision company, J. J. O’Leary & Sons,
the St. Paul Barrel comvany, the St.
Faul Distillery, Hauser & Sons Malt-

ing company, and other extensive
enterprises. At the foot of the
South St. Paul levee, near King’s

abattoirs, the water has sweptin a small
stream across the side track of the
abattoirs, but presented no very dan-
gerous appearance. The most that could
ve said was that the overflow at that
point was greater than anythat had
been experienced since the stockyards
were built in 1886. Conductor Bryant,
a man who has been longest in service
taking fares on the Chicago Great West-
ern motor trains, said that the flood was
the highest he had seen since the spring
of 1881, The back water from the river
causes some inconvenience in the sew-
ers and cellars of the slockyards and
packing compantes, but as vet it is not
serious. Should the Minneapolis lum-
bermen raise the flood gates of their
dams and 1ncrease the stage of water
beyond the natural flow, the result may
be rather unpleasant; to the down-river
interests. The St, Paul Stove works,
at Concord street, had their foundry
shut down yesterday, and gay parties
of boysand girls enjoyed boat rides
close-to their premises.

FOUND NG BLAME.

The Killing of Mrs. Bishop Was
but a Sad Mis-
chance.

A Coronsr’s Jury Concluded the
Motoneer Did All Pos-
sible.

A coroner’s inquest on the body of
Mrs. Susan Bishop, who was killed by
an interurban car Wednesday evening,
was held at Dampier’s undertaking
rooms yesterday afternoon. The jury
empaneled were C. W. Rodman, John
May, A. MeKinney, H. R. Hardeck and
Jawmes O’Brien. May Bishop, a daugh-
ter of the deceased, testified that her
mother left St. Paul about 4 o’clock
Wednesday afternoon. She had said
she intended to walk to Minneapolis,
but just before leaving promised to
take the car. She was seventy years
of age and was subject to fits and
childishness. J. C. Church, a passen-
ger on the car which struck the woman,
saw the motoneer reverse the current
midway between Hamline and Sunelling
avenues. The car in hisopinion was
running about fifteen miles an hour.
He was the first one to reach the wom-
an after she was struck. By her side
was a dime. which had evidently
fallen from her hand. She was taken
on the car and died a few moments
afterward. George Ten Evck, motor
inspector, who wasin the motoneer’s
box with the motoneer, Dan O’Neill,
testified that the woman was seen about
two blocks away. walking between the
tracks. The motoneer sounded the
gong and slowed up a little. The wom-
an evidently heard the warning, for she
walked across to the north side of the
street. When the car was within
twenty-five feet of her she walked on
the track again. An effort was made
to stop the car, but it being down grade
at the point, the shutting off the cur-
rent was not sufficient to stopit. The
car ran about a length and a half after
the woman was struck. Dan O’Neill
corroborated the testimony of Ten
Eyck. James Klein, an expressman,
who was driving alongz the avenue at
the time of the accident, testified to the
woman walking across the track, and
when the car was within a few feet
stepping back on the track in front of
the car. He heard the gong ringing,
and saw the woman look agound when
the car was some distance away.

The jury returned a verdict to the ef-
fect that the motoneer had vsed the
necessary diligence in giving the wom-
an warning, and that in the opinion of
the jury she should have been in the
care of a guardian.
