A SPLENDID WORK.

Last of the Series of Bethel Teas
for Mothers,

The last of the mothers’ teas at the
Bethel boat for this season was given
yesterday. These social teas have been
the feature of the missionary work
among the poor mothers of our eity for
the last two years. The institution is
unique as charitable work, and original
with St. Paul. Of mothers’ meetings all
of us know, and particularly those of us
who grew up under Congregational in-
fluences in New England, or in those
colonies which were settled by church-
loving descendants of the Mayflower
stock, but these mothers’ meetings are
of altogether another sort, and for an
entirely different cluss of mothers.
Those were for the benefit of the moth-
ers in the churches and their children,
spiritually. These are for the help of
mothers out of the churches, mostly,
and for their betterment bodily as well
as spiritually, in the modern idea of
bettering, which is that of reaching the
soul by helping the body.

Here in this big room for the last two
years, from a very few mothers, who
had been induced to come together every
Friday afternoon, by the efforts of the
woimen’s home missionary, Mrs. Peek,
who seems to have an especial adapta-
bility to the work, the number has
steadily inereased, until now there are
between seventy-five and a hundred
mothers who come each week. They
are expected at 2 o’clock, and come
bringing their babies, or children who
are too small to be left at home, and
who take care of themselves in the way
that the children of the poor soon learn
to do. The big baskets of work are
brought out; each mother shows her

check, given the week Dbefore,
and receives her bundle of work.
These garments they can pur-
chase for a few cents after

They seat themselves around the
tables furnished them, and are soon
busy sewing. Many of them are for-
eigners, and knew positively nothing
about sewing or needlework ol any kind
when they first bezan to come to the
meetings, but now the most of them can
sew quite nicely, and their delight at
the approval of the women who have
their teaching in charge is so child-like
as to be pathetic. While the sewing is
going on some one gives them a plain
ana sumple talk on some subject of in-
terest to mothers the world over. Some-
‘times it is a doctor, who illustrates the
subject under discussion by an object
lesson, such as a little bed and a doll
to show how sick people should be cared
for, or a minister, who talks to them of
the religious side of home life.

After the sewing hour is over a sub-
stantial tea is served. There are sand-
wiches and bread and butter and a good-
sized cup of excellent tea. Only a
woman who understands bow delightful
it is to get away from home and eat
some one else’s cooking occasionally
can appreciate what these pleasant,
orderly teas are to these hard-werking
women. 1t is the only glimpse some of
them have of sociability. Mrs. Peek,
who is their friend, says that noone
could believe the changes these simple
meetings have wrought in the homes of
the attendants., When she began
her work as the agent of the
mothers’ society two years ago, surly
looks and angry words were her usual
greetings. When a door was opened,
she might come in1f she ecould, over
boxes, or buckets, or chairs, or anything
else that impeded the doorway: but now
those homes are clean, and smiling
faces and kind lips voice the broken
English that bids her welcome. And if
by any chance the floor is unswept a
quick apology is given for the seeming
carelessness. Even a casual observer,
such as a newspaper woman must be,
was surprised to see tbe wonderful im-
provement in the looks of the attend-
ants at yesterday’s tea compared to the
one that she saw the 1st of last Septem-
ber.

The programme vesterday was a little
longer, as the tea was a little more
elaborate than usual. T he meeting
opened with the reading of the 26th
Plsam, then singing of a familiar hymob.
Rev. David Morgan made the opening
prayer and was followed by a vocal solo
by Mrs. Earhoff. Dr. Heath, of Plym-
outh Congregational echurch, made a
very interesting address to mothers,
which wus attentively listened to by the
audience. Miss Earhoff sang two pretty
songs that were well received. Miss
Fairchild also sang during th2 after-
noon. Then came the tea, with ice
ceream and several other dainties to close
the yvear’s meetings.

Looking at the congregation and
thinking of the first meetings one was
instinetively driven to the Book for the
expression, “Behold how great a matter
a little fire kindleth.”

The women who have had these
mothers’ teas in charge are Mesdames
(. H. Skinner, Dr. Brisbaine, R. M.
Newport, Dr. Higbee, McClellen and
Yapp. Tne First Sweedish Baptist
church sent a contribution yesterday by
Mesdames Ervickson, Ilaskinson and
Logerman.

Piece of Work.

Stebbens, of Rochester, we have been
shown a badge intended to be worn by
all Minnesotans on ail or any interstate
occasions, to show their loyalty to their
state. It is of ribbon, about six Inches
long, with a white ground and an edge
of blue.

HIGH AUTHORITY

St. Paul Provision

Voiced by Decisions on Litigation
Appealed From the Lower
Courts,

A Wide Range of Knotty Points
Ruled on by the Suprem?>
Court,

The following decisions were given
by the supreme court yesterday:

Carl H. Douglass, appellant, vs. Na-
thaniel G. Leighton et al., respondents.
Syllabus—Plaintiff contracted to sell to
defendants a quantity of saw logs at a
specihed price per thousand. He was
to cut and bank them on a certain
stream, where they were to be scaled by
the surveyor general, whose sealing was
to be conclusive as to the quantity. The
Jogs were bauked in such a manner by
the plaintiff, without necessity ov ex-
cuse, so tar ag appears, that as to about
one-third of the logs the surveyor gen-
eral, not being able to see orscale them,
ounly *‘averaged,” or estimated them,
and so indicated in his scale bill.

Held, that the plaintiff having con-
tracted to bank the logs with reference
to their being scaled, was required to do
s0 in such manner that they could be
scaled, and the averaging of the logs,
instead of a scaling, being attributable
to his own fault, he cannot insist upon
the conclusiveness of the ‘“averaged”
scale bill, nor rely upon a customn in the
measurement of logs to estimate or av-
erage logs which could not be seen. But
the defendants having received the logs
and the **averaged” scale bill without
objection, the plaintiff may show that
the quantity banked was actually equal
to the amount set down in the scale
bill, and for which he seeks to recover
payment. Order refusing a new trial
reversed. DICKINSON, J.

Vanderburgh, J., absent, owing to
sickness. .

Caroline Anderson et al., respondents,
vs. Scandia Bank of Minneapolis, ap-
pellants. SyllJabus—A person having
no interest in the subject of an ac-
tion is not a necessary party thereto.
Under the usury law of 1879 the bor-
rower who has voluntariiy paid to the
lender any part of the principal loaned,
or who has so paid interest, but not
exceeding the rate of 10 per ceut a year,
can not compel the repayment of the
same.

1n an action by a husband and wife to
avoid usurious securities given by them
upon a loan made to the wife, it is im-
proper to join a cause of action by the
wife alone to recover back money paid
b£ her upon the usurious contract. Or-
der overruling the demurrer reversed.

DickiNsoN, J.

S. 8. Armstrong, respondent, vs.
Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul Rail-
way, appellant, Syliabus—The plain-
tiff shipped a car load of goods, includ-
ing some horses from Redding, 1ll., to
Chicago, over the S. F. & C. railvoad,
which terminated at Chicago. He in-
tended to have the property transported
to Lakefield, in this state, and verbally
agreed with the S. F. & C. Railroad
company as to what the charge would
be to that point. He, however, entered
into a written contract with that com-
pany, merely for transportation to Chi-
cago for a specified price, and that a
person in behalf of the plaintiff should
have passage with the car to take care
of the propervy. Plaintiff sent a man
with the car giving him money to pay
the freight, but gave him no express
authority to enter into any contract in
his behalf. At Chicago this agent, in
behalf of his principal, contracted with
the defendant for the further trans-
portation from there to Lakefield; in
which contract 1t was provided that no
loss or damage to the stock should be
valid, unless made in writing within
thirty days after the same should have
occurred. After the car reached its
destination the defendant retained pos-
session a few days for a non-payment of
freight. In an action for alleged neg-
ligence in the care of one of the horses
aftle;lr the transportation had ceased,
held:

First—The above condition as to the
notice was applicable in respect to the
carrier’s conduet as a warehouseman,
that relation being properly incident to
that of carrier; Second—Such a con-
tract if made by the owner, or if author-
ized by him, i3 reasonable and valid;
T'hird—From the circumstances it must
be inferred that the agent in charge of
the property was authorized to make
any necessary and reasonable contract,
as he did do, for its transportation from
Chicago to Lakefield. For that purpose
he stood in place of the owner. Order
reversed. DicKINSON, J.

Frederick J. Romer, respondeut, vs.
John B. Conter, impleaded with others,
appellant. Syllabus—The rule that a
complaint need not anticipate and neg-
ative matter of defense —as payment—
applied. An offieial certificate of ac-
knowledgment of the execution of an
indemnpity bond constitutes prima facie
proof of its execution. Charge of the
court construed as having this meaning.
The rule that the order of proof may be
regnlated by the discretion of the court,
applied. Order affirmed.

Dickinsox, J.

Alice C.Grant, respondent, vs. Samuel
Grant, appellant. Syllabus — Facts
which would entitle plaintiff to a lim-
ited divorce mayv be joined in a com-
plaint with those justifying an absolute
divorce, and thereupon relief may be
sought in alternative form. Complaint
hela sufficient as showing grounds for a
limited divoree by reason of desertion
and of conduct rendering it unsafe and
improper for the wife to cohabit with
the defendant. Order affirmed.

Peter Beseman, appellant, vs. August
Weber, respondent. Syllabus—A writ
of attachment, by which an action is
commences in a justice’s court, is sufh-
cient to give jurisdiction if it be in the
form prescribed by statute—requiring
the defendant to be summoned to appear
at the office of'the justice in a specified
county, the town not being named.
