Commissioners Surprised at
the Extent of the Agri-

Chicago. May 6.
— Not since its

foundation has the "White City" at

Jackson park looked more beautiful
than it did today, and never since its
foundation, save on the day itwas dedi-
cated and on last Monday, when itwas

formallyopened to the world, has there
been as many visitors present. From
the estimates made by the
gatekeepers, there were at least
40,000 visitors admitted to the grounds.

The buildings and tin roadways are
practically finished, though much jet

remains to be clone in the way of plac-
ingexhibits. Itwill probably be near
the firstof the coming month before all
the exhibits will be installed and the
great fair completed in all its parts.
However this may be, it would require
a visitor from now to the firstof June to
see all that is nowpresentable and com-
plete.

Even in its unfinished form the fair
today caused the representatives of the
six great nations of Europe to marvel at
its magnitude and wonder at its beauty.
The queen of Sheba was not more as-
tonished at

Solomon's <»lit(eriiigCourt
than were they at the artistic splendor
and greatness of the "White City" at
Jackson park. There were officers from
the navy and armies of Germany. Great
Britain, France, Italy. Kussia and
Spain in the party which visited the
fair. Tiny were men who had traveled
all over the world; men who had seen
many wonderful Eights, and yet they
marveled when they entered the gates
of the World's Columbian exposition.
They had been entertained by Mayor
Harrison and representatives of the
city council from the time of
their arrival in the morning until 2
o'clock in the afternoon, when they
were taken in tally-ho coaches to the
Illinois Central railway station and put
on board a special train bound tor
Jackson park. Quite a number of
them hesitated about going. They said
they had seen the sights of Chicago and
that was enough for one day. All
boarded die train, however, and when
they landed at the '•White City"not
one regretted that he had gone. Itwas
after 6 o'clock when they left the
grounds for the city. They willreturn
to the lair Monday and spend the day
in "doing" the sights.

Way FireThomas.
The piano and harp difficultyand the

charges against Theodore Thomas con-
tinue to be the chief topic in official cir-
cles at tho fair. Should Theodore
Thomas resign his position as musical
director of the exposition under the fire
of criticism now being directed against
him, or should lie be forced out by the

action of the world's fair authorities, it
is said that his position willbe offered to
\\ alter J. Damrosch, New York, No
definite action lias been taken either
by Mrs*. Thomas or by the directors,
but Mr. Damrosch has been promi-
nently mentioned as a successor if one
should become necessary. The special
committee appointed to investigate the
matter willmeet Monday morning at 10
o'clock. Itis the intention of the com-
mittee to find out how Thomas came to
be appointed and by whose authority he
is kept in his position as musical
director.

The gates of the world's fair will be
closed tomorrow. President Iligin-
botham made the announcement today,
and, that no one might mistake his
meaning, that ifany person doubted its
truth itwas his privilege to go to the
grounds and

Try to Get In.

As to what would be done In the fut-
ure he would say nothing. It is
enough for the present, he added, to
say that the fair will be closed tomor-
row. This is positive. The national
commissioners continue to discuss the
question as to what action may
be taken by that body to
wards changing the Sunday closing
rule. Judge Clendenning, the commis-
sioner from Arkansas, said that whilo
he was personally radically opposed to
opening the fair to the public Sundays,
he was positive the national commission
had the authority to abolish the rule.
He did not, however, believe the com-
mission would ever do this. It would,
he said, require litty-four votes, a ma-
jority of tho whole commission, to do
away with the Sunday closing rule, and
he did not believe that many commis-
sioners could be got together.
It was given out from Director

General Davis' office this morning that
the fair would not be opened tonight, as
was announced several days ago. The
intention was for the national commis-
sion, local directory and board of lady
managers

To Hold a Reception

at the administration building in honor
of the Duke and Duchess of Veragua,
but it has been learned that the electric
fountains willnot be completed in time
for the reception, and, as a consequence,
it was abandoned.

The committee on agriculture of the
national commission visited the agri-

cultural buildingin a body today and
made an inspection of the exhibits. The
committee will formulate a report and
present it to the commission Monday.
Commissioner Eiboeck, of lowa, a
member of the committee, said all
were greatly surprised at the qual-
ity and extent of the exhibit. It was,
he said, not quite finished, but much
nearer so then they had expected to find
it. The various committees of the na-
tional commission will visit the build-
ings of their respective departments be-
tween this and Monday afternoon, and
willreport the condition of affairs as
they find them.

The Chicago Press club tendered a
large reception tonight to the foreign
newspaper men now in the city attend-
ing the world's fair. Gov. Peck, of
Wisconsin, and a delegation from the
Milwaukee Press club came down to at-
tend the reception,

Bohm, exhibitors of art goods in.; the
Vienna section of the manufactures
building, were arrested today on. the
charge of selling articles forming part
of their exhibit, which had been admit-
ted free of duty. Customs officers were
placed in charge of their exhibit,valued
at 150,000, until the case is disposed of
before Commissioner Iloyne Monday.

Havana, "May o.—The Infanta Eula-

lia and the other members of the royal
family, who are to visit Chicago, have
arrived at Porto Jlico. They were ac-
corded a most hearty and loyal recep-
tion by the inhabitants. The party will
spend some time here. orobably a week,
and will then proceed for New York on
a Spanish war ship.

Ottawa, Ont., May C— is reported

A Coyote Hunter's $5,000.
Pomona (Cal.) Progress.

John E. Snell tells us that the law
whicii nays a bounty on every scalp re-
moved from the skull of a coyote in
California has been the source of all his
present little fortune, and he is grieved
at the probability that the lawmakers at
Sacramento willrepeal the statute at
this session of the legislature.

When the coyote bounty law went
into effect in March, 1891, John Snell
was a waiter in a San Bernardino hotel.
He had a taste for gunning, and knew
the mountains and the favorite resorts
of the coyote in Southern Colifornia.
So he started out early for ceyote scalps.
lie has made a business of hunting and
scalping every since; but lor some
months the supply of coyotes has been
so small, under the operation of the
bounty law, that he has not made more
than I*sßo or •'-'JO a month, and that, with
necessarily large expenses, has made
the net profit very small.

Mr. Snell tells us that his two years'
work in the coyote-scalping business
made him about $3,700 richer. lie has
shot, trapped, poisoned and maimed
coyotes Inevery county south of Visalia.
He has had two partners in the business
at various times, but most of the time
he has worked alone.

He has tramped and ridden on horse-
back several thousand miles in quest of
coyotes. He made the most money in
scalps inSan Diego county, and the next
most inVentura county. For the first
six months in the occupation he got an
average of two scalps a day.
In one day, in the Temescal moun-

tains, he got fourteen scalps, and inone
week Ids receipts from bounties on
scalps deposited withthe clerk of Los
Angeles county were over ***160. But
those were the palmy days of the coyote
scalp industry, and when the law went
Into effect. : For the past ten months the
number of coyotes has been growing
smaller fast, ana for several days at a
time Snell lias not so much as seen one
of the animals, and the few that remain
have become so scary and fearful of the
presence of hunters that itnow takes a
quick rifle shot to lay one of them low.
His gross receipts for scalps have been
over ?5,000.
