The Carieton men
had |been on the ground several days
when Timberlake and Pattee arrived at
Columbus, and the delegates seemed in-
clined to favor the claim of the Carieton
man, but when the affidavit of Gov.
McGill was produced showing that a
clerical error had been made Pat-
tee's case was won. Ilubbell re-
fused to lake his seat in the
nconvention as a delegate and the ur-

third in thought and composition, but
the judge on delivery from Pennsyl-
vania ranked him last, so that his place
as a result of the averages was seventh.

A RARK DAY.

MillCity People Relish Spring and
View High Water.

Yesterday was almost an ideal day in
Minneapolis, and the clear blue sky and
balmy air were welcome assurances of
the sweet and gentle springtime. The
atmosphere was crystalline in its rare
and sparkling purity,and it was more
exhilerating than wine. On every
side could be seen evidence of
the advent, at last, of that
most delightful season of the
year, especially grateful in this climate,
after the rigors ot an exceptionally
severe winter. The grass plots aud/
parks of the city were clothed in green-
est verdure, while the bursting buds
and twitter of the robin red breast as
he plumed his gaudy wing,all told the
story of tho flight of whiter, and the
reawakmg of nature. But, more than in
all else, there was the sweet and subtle
perfume of the coming summer in the
air. which breathed a more exultant
song than ever sprung from the heart
of poet.
Itwas a splendid day for outing, and

ail Minneapolis was out inits best bib
and tucker. The street car lines leading
to the open-air resorts were crowded
with pleasure -seekers.and Lake Harriet
and the park at Minnehaha were espe-
cially thronged. All the drives were
crowded with line turnouts, and the
army of wheelmen inMinneapolis were
out in large numbers. Allin all, it was
a rare, delightful day, and itcame as
sweet anil as welcome as a benediction.

Large numbers of sightseers were at-
tracted to the swift-running waters of
the Mississippi. The falls were the par-
ticular center of interest, anil every ac-
cessible spot in the vicinity of the great
apron was occupied by venturesome
visitors. The bridges, particularly in
the vicinity of the Hats, were occupied
all day. The water rose some yester-
day, but there was no further damage
reported. In the mill-pond the
rise was quite Large, but it is
questionable if considerable of
this may not be due to tho
shutting down ofthe mills, which causes
more water to pass over those portions
where the gauges are located. At the
East side pumping station the rise was
over two inches. Tho water there is
within thirteen and a half inches of the
floor. However, this causes no uneasi-
ness, for the engineer says the pumps
would operate just the same ifthe water
were a foot over the door. The Minne-'
apolis Millcompany put ina gauge Sat-
urday at the crest of the government
rolldam which showed a rise yesterday
of six inches. A the was is very swift
just there that would indicate a greater
rise further back. At the North side
pumping station a small rise was report-
ed during the day, but at 9 o'clock last
night there had been a fall of half an
inch since 1o'clock. 'The pumps at that
station are now in readiness for worn
ifnecessary. _*

On the flats below the falls the situa-
tion had not changed much from that
reported yesterday. The water appears
to have risen a little, perhaps an inch.
No more families had moved out, but
two or three are planning to leave
today. This is the section to the north
of the Washington avenue bridge. Sev-
eral houses there art; in bad shape.
Among the East side flats, near the
Tenth avenue bridge, the water is dan-
gerously near, but no families are con-
templating moving out as yet.

DAVID'SFAREWELL.

The New Jerusalem Pastor Goes
to Chicago.

ter. His words of farewell were given
with touching allusions to his work and
all the endearing ties that bound
him here. There were many moist eyes
in the congregation as he spoke of
these relations with the society and his
approaching departure with them. The
subject of his address was "The Hidden
Way orPerception," which he treated in
a scholarly manner. Mr. David has
been the pastor of the church for about

KILLED BY BEDS.

The Indians StillMaking Trouble
in Colorado.

Duijaxgo, Col., May 7.—Henry Hunt,
a cowboy just in from Maueoas, reports
that a tragedy occurred at Cross Canon,
Holobers county, near the Southern Ute
reservation, Friday morning, and it is
attributed to renegade Navajoes. Lee
Sheets and Sam Eldinth, a cow puncher,
were rounding up horses for the iiaril
outfit, when some Indians appealed and
claimed the stock. The punchers re-
fused so give up the horses, and the
Indians opened fire, killing Eldinth.
Sheets was slightly wounded, and
escaped to the ranch. The Indians fled
for the reservation and drove off the
stock. Nothing further is obtainable,
but the cattlemen are worked up over
the incident, and are desperate. The
courier from Farmington arrived at 11
o'clock witha message to the effect that
cavalry troops captured Costiana, the
chief of the Mavajo renegades, Friday
afternoon ou the reservation. No re-
sistance to the military was made. He
willbe turned over to Sail Juan county
authorities and placed in jail.

Chicago, May 7.—The quiet suburb
ofMay wood was aroused to a high pitch
of excitement this morning over the
shooting of Frederick Heller, a well-
known citizen, which occurred at 1:30
at his home. Heller and Oliver Atkins,
a man in his employ, and who boarded
with him, quarreled, and Heller at-
tacked Atkins with an ax. lv telf-
defense, Atkins shot his assailant, the
bullet passing into the abdomen, in-
flicting a fatal wound. An excited mob
of neighbors eavo chase to Atkins, but
he gave himself up to the police in time
to save himself from the hands of his
pursuers.

Thousands of Chicago Work-

ing" People Turned Away
From the Fair.

Other Thousands of Pass-

Chicago. May 7.—The rule to close
the gates of the world's fair on
Sunday was rigidly enforced today,

at least so far as the ticket-purchasing
public was concerned. The fortunate
hundreds who hold passes were admit-
ted, however, and allowed to wander
about the grounds at their will. Itwas
a beautiful day, and thousands of work-
ingmen, some of them with families,

went to the fair grounds under the ap-
prehension that the gates were to be
open. And when these toilers were
turned away they left in anything

but a good humor. It was highly ag-
gravating to them to see the favored
hundreds, even thousands, enter the
grounds on passes while they who
worked all the week were excluded.
The validity of the law of congress
closing the gates is to be tested in the
courts this week. Charles W. Clingman,

who is a stockholder in the fair, has
served notice on Secretary Edmonds
that he willappeal to the courts to open

the fair Sunday. Inhis letter he. In the
interest of the working people, and as
representative of other stockholders,
demanded that the people be admitted
Sunday the same as every other day in
the week.
"Idemand this," continued he, "not

only for my interest financially as a
stockholder, butmore especially for the
people who could not see the exposition
on any other day except Sunday. Hav-
ingmade this demand on you in writ-
ing,Ihave placed the matter in the
hands of my attorney, who will com-
mence legal proceedings at once against
the exposition ifmy demands are not
complied with."

President Higinbotham had not
learned of Mr.Clingman's letter when
a reporter asked him what he intended
to do about it. He read the letter care-
fully. "We shall be compelled to de-
fend the suit if one is brought," he
Anally said.

"Resist Sunday opening, in other
words," the reporter remarked.

"Yes, that is the position in which
we would be placed, although nearly all
the members are in favor of a seven-
day fair. However, Ido not think any-
thing riome of this notice. Ibe-
lieve Mr.Clingman can be convinced
that his plan is not the proper one, and
that itis better to let matters rest as
they are at present."

FINDER AND FOUND.

The Dnke of Veragua Meets the
Aborigines of America.

Chicago, May 7.
—

There was ,a
strange meeting this afternoon. The
Duke of Veragua, the descendant of
Columbus, was brought face to face'
with the descendants of the people dis-
covered by Columbus 400 years ago.
The descendants of Fernando Cortez
met the representatives of the .Spanish

crown today. Wild Cossack horsemen
faced the representatives of the czar of
Russia. The representatives of Queen
Victoria, Emperor Wilhelm and the
French republic were presented to
representative warriors, skilled in
horsemanship, of those several
nations. Indians who fought the United
States government at Wounded Knee, a
little more than a year ago, shook hands
witharmy officers who helped to put
the red men down at that uprising. It
was a strange, but harmonious mixing
of extremes in the presence of nearly
20,000 people from every continent on
the globe.

The" Duke and Duchess of Veragua
and their suite, and the army and navy
visitors attended the show ina body to-
day, and so itwas that tha meeting was
brought about. Before the performances
began the duke was foimally presented
to the Indian chieftains. Immediately
before the first act of the show little
Johnnv-Burke-No-Neck, an Indian lad
picked" up on the battle field after the
slaughter at Wounded Knee, and.who is
vet scarcely six years old, led by his
mother, went over to the box oc-
cupied by the duke and duch-
ess and handed them a large
bunch of Americau Beauty roses. The
duke received the flowers witha polite
bow and handed them to the duchess.
He then shook the little fellow by the
hand, and presented him to the duchess,
who, taking him on her knee, thanked
him and then his mother for the kind
remembrance. Meantime the band

audience gave vent to loud cheers. The
ducal party and the visitors from the
foreign navies and armies then viewed
the riding done by Buffalo Bill's horse-
men of all nations and the wild Western
scenes produced in the arena, and after j
the show was over he sent for Buffalo !
Billto come to his box, and there, after !
presenting him to the duchess, ex- j
pressed himself as highly pleased with|
the entertainment. Itwas unlike any- |
thing he had ever seen.

BICYCLES BY THOUSANDS.

A World's Fair Day to Be Set
Apart for Wheelmen.

Chicago, May 7.— Preparations have I
been made for a day to be set apart for j
bicycle riders at the world's fair. Itis
to be known as "Wheelmen's Day," and I
itis the intention to make it one of the
most notable events of the great exposi-
tion. While the exact date has not
been fixed, it will probably be within a
day or two, and either the day before or
the day after the Pullman road raoe
will likely be selected. It is the
intention to bring together on
this occasion the largest number of
wheelmen ever formed in line. The
men who are back of the movement
estimate that at the very lowest they
can form a line for parade containing
from 25,000 to 30,000 wheelmen. Allthe
bicycle clubs, leagues and organizations
are asked to take part. The parade
will be formed in the lake front
park, and from there proceed -to
Jackson park by way of Michigan ave-
nue and the Grand boulevard. it is
said that the entrance into the fair
grounds willbe made at the main gate
in the Midway Plaisance. Through this
they will ride into the main grounds
and then in and out and -Around the
labyrinth of smooth roadways they will
go, escorted by a platoon of world's fair
guards mounted on wheels. After hav-
ingmaae a complete tour ofthe grounds,
the riders willmake an exit at some of
the southern gates. As now arranged
there willbe amorning and nightparade. :

DIED OF PERITONITIS.

A Chicago Cholera Scare Duly
Exploded.

Chicago, May 7.—H. B. Winong,
medical inspector of the department of
health, withan assistant, paid an early
morning visit to the world's fair

grounds, wh&re they Inspected the Turks
who had just arrived frona. Jtlie East.
One of these, Abraham Gahoudi, died ifl
New York, near HornellsYiile, early
Saturday morning. It was reported at
the time that the dead man was showing
strong symptoms of cholera. On arrival
here the car containing the Turks was
stopped until a thorough examination
could be made. Itwas learned beyond
question that Gahoudi had died of peri-
tonitis, the result of a kick In the groin.
The entire party was then permitted to
disembark without further delay.

A FORGOTTEN STORY OP IN-
VENTION.

Sad Fate of the Man Who Was the
Discoverer of Steam Power.

: There lived in Normandy, where he
was born, in1576, a man named Solomon
Caus. He was an engineer and archi-
tect, and had held several important po-
sitions. He wrote a great many scien-
tific works and papers, of which, how-
ever, no one took much notice during
his life, says Invention,, and finally was
seized with an idea which made
his friends and relatives fear that
he was mad. After pestering the
king aud the cardinal at Paris, he
was ordered to be taken to Bicetre—
the mad house— and there shut up.
This was done. They had just one way
withmad people in those days. They
shut them in iron cages and fed them
through the bars likewild beasts. They
did this to Solomon Caus. For a long
time he stood behind those bars all day
and called to those who would listen
and to them repeated the story he had
told the cardinal. He became the jest
of the place. Some of them even gave
him writing materials, and then, amid
the misery of his surroundings, he wrote
down his ideas and amused his jailers
so much the more. However, itcould
not be long before such a life, such sur-
roundings' would shatter

'
any brain.

Intime Solomon Caus was as mad as
every one believed him.
Itwas in 1024 that an English noble

man. Lord Worcester, went to Paris
and visited Bicetre. As he was passing
through the great court, accompanied
by the keeper, a hideous face with
matted beard and h_iir appeared at the
grating and a voice shrieked wildly:
"Stopl stop! lam not mad. Iam shut
up here most unjustly. Ihave made an
an invention that would enrich a
country that adopted it." "What does
he speak of?" the marquis asked his
guide. "Oh, that is his madness," said
the man, laughing. "That is a man
called Solomon Caus. He is
from Normandy. He believes that
by the use of steam of boil-
ing water he can make ships go
over the ocean and carriages travel by
land, in fact, do all sorts of wonderful
things. He has even written a book
about it which 1can show you." Lord
Worcester asked for the book, glanced
over it and desired to be conducted to
the cell of the writer. When he returned
he had been weeping. "The poor man
is certainly mad now," he said, "but
when you imprisoned him here he was
the greatest genius of the age. He has
certainly made a very great discovery."
After this Lord Worcester made many

efforts to procure the liberation of the
man, who doubtless would have been
restored to reason by freedom and or-
dinary surroundings, but in vain; the
cardinal was against him, and his Fug
lish friends began to fancy that he him-
self had lost his senses, for one wrote to
another: "Mylord is remarkable for
never being satisfied with any explana-
tions which are given him, but always
wanting toknow for himself, although
he seems to pierce to the very center of
a speaker's thoughts with bis bigblue
eyes that never leave theirs. Ata visit
to Bicetre he thought he had discovered
a genius in a madman, who delares he
would travel the world over with a
kettle of boiling water. He desired to
carry him away to London that he
might listen to his extravagances from
morning till night, and would,Ithink,
ifthe maniac had not been actually rav-
ing and chained to the wail."

Thus in Bicetre died the man to
whom, after,his works were published,
many people gave the credit of being
the discoverer of steam power, and it is
said that from the manuscript written
inhis prison Lord Worcester gathered

the idea of a machine spoken of as a
"water-commanding engine," which he
afterward invented. Historians have
denied that Caus died in prison, but
there exists a letter written by Marion
de Lorme, who was with Lord Worces-
ter at the time of his interview wit!)
Cans, which establishes the fact beyond
doubt. _

DANGERS OF HYSTERIA.

Is ItEver the Cause of Supposed
Outrages Which Lead to Lynch-
ing.-.?

Dr. Ludwig Bremer, tho eminent
neurologist, prepared for a medical
journal on certain forms of hysteria in
women, has been issued in pamphlet
form. Itis based on a case which re-
cently was heard in court, whicn Dr.
Bremer states as follows:

"A woman forty-nine years of age,
married, and the mother of a sixteen-
year-old daughter and a son over
twenty-one, claimed that she had be-
come paralyzed about two years ago by
an elevator accident inone of the large
dry goods stores of our city. She was
the only passenger at the time going
from the ground to the second floor.
She asserted that by a sudden stop of
the elevator she had been thrown for-
ward from the seat, had landed on her
head, and that ever since her lower
extremities were paralyzed, sensation,
however, remaining normal. She
brought suit for $20,000 damages agains
the firm in whose store tho acciden
was claimed to have occurred."

He then gives a resume of the testi-
mony, shows that the woman had mani-
fested forms of hysteria before, had
written anonymous letters to people in
the neighborhood, and reasons very
closely to the conclusion that tothe ex-
pert it was a plain case of abasia. The
jury found for the defendant. Dr.
Bremer then discusses hysteria in all
ages in a most interesting manner, as-
signing itas a cause of many wonder-
ful things reported in the Middle Ages
and many of the reported assaults, at-
tempted robberies and other crimes re-
ported by women today, and then sug-
gests this interesting idea:

"Reading the accounts of mob justice
in certhin parts of our country and
weighing the facts leading uy to it, I
am fullyconvinced that in those regions
in which lynch justice still holds sway
many ar. innocent victim of hysterical
allegations has been swung from a tree,
riddled with bullets, or treated to a coat
of tar and feathers. Icannot help sus-
pecting that the epidemic of rapes com-
mitted as reported by negroes in certain
parts of the South savors somewhat of
epidemical hysteria on the part of the
victims.

"(In order to prevent any possibility
of misrepresentation, Idesire to state
distinctly that the negro, owing to a
peculiar sexual organization, is more
apt to commit sexual outrages than the
white of the same degree ot education.)

"Even incountries where people are
unwont to take the law in their own
hands or act on the spur of the moment,

where the slow and even course of
justice is not disturbed, and where the
real orsuspected criminal is accorded
all the fairness that law and order dic-
tate, instances of judicial error, follow-
ing the accusations of hysterical women,
are by no mean rare."

SCALDED TO DEATH

AwfulResult of the Collapse of a
Steamer's Fine.

Cairo, 111., May7.—The steamer Ohio
collapsed a flue at 7 o'clock this morn-
ing near Bellmont, Mo., scalding
twenty-two men, six of whom died be-
fore reaching the hospital here. The
dead are:

Thomas Woods, captain ofthe watch.
Hamptqs Collins.
W. W. Hi-ashman.
Thkee others, names unknown.
S. W. Carew, of £>anville, Ya., will

probably die. W. H.Dickey, of New-
port, Ky., seriously Injured.

C. J. Pallman, of Orange, N. J., badly
scalded.

John Ralph, hands scalded.
Aaron Johnson, Memphis.second cook,

slightly burned
D. R.Randolph, Covington, Ky.,badly

scalded.
EdwardRoss,burned allover the body.
Allthe above are white. The follow-

ing colored are all badly scalded, and
several willprobably die: Gilbert Child-
ress, Holden Tate. Fred Neil, Charles
Jackson, Charles Thomas, James How-
ard, Evans Freeman, William Jackson,
William Henry, Albert Robinson
and George Washington. Cyrus
Myers, the second mate, is missing and
supposed to have been blown overboard.
The dead and injured were brought to
Cairo by the steamer Aegus, and the in-
jured were taken to the Marine hospital.
The steamer Ohio belongs to the Cin-
cinnati &Memphis Packet company.

The steamer Ohio plied between Cin-
cinnati and Memphis. When a few
miles below Columbus, Ky., it burst
one of the flues in the larboard boiler.
The men were eating breakfast at the
rear end of the boiler when the end
was blown out, and the escaping
steam and boiling water poured
out over all the men, and two
of whom jumped overboard in their
agony. The others were blown back
and the boat filled with steam. The
cabin passengers and officers were hor-
rified when the steam cleared away at
the terrible sight on deck. SKin hung
in shreds and peeled off the bodies
of the unfortunate victims. Their
groans and screams were hor-
rible. The injured men were taken to
tho hurricane deck and made as comfort-
able as possible. One man died on the
way to Cairo, three more at the wharf
boat and one at the hospital. The
doctor says ten more will die. The
boat headed for the bank and tied up.
The cabin passengers were uninjured,
they being on the deck above.

The Nellie Speer took the Ohio in tow
and brought her to Cairo, arriving at 10
p. m., where the passengers willbe for-
warded by rail to their destination. The
boat is uninjured excepting the one
boiler, , which will be plugged here,
aud the boat will leave in „ few
days for Cincinnati. The mate and
boy jumped overboard... The boy was
rescued and will die. The mate was
lost.. All the men that were in the
gangway were literally roasted as itin
a cauldron. Cattle on board were
scalded and had to be killed.

Another negro died at the
hospital at 10 p. m. Bales of cotton and
rags, with other heavy freight, were
blown against the back end of the boat,
a distance of 100 feet.

WRECKED A TRAIN.

The Terrific Force of a Texas
Cyclone.

Gainesville. Tex., May 7.—A cy-
clone yesterday did considerable dam-
age to property in the city. Many resi-
dences were unroofed, and small houses
were demolished. Several business
houses had stocks of goods ruined by
water, among them Gill, Water _. Gerr-
hart, London <& Davis, Waples Platter
Grocery company and the Drein com-
pany. These losses ranged from 82,000
to 83,000 each. Three miles south of
this city Mr. and Mrs. Blackburn were
fatally injured by their residence col-
lapsing near Fair Plains, on the Santa
Fe. a train was completely lifted from
the track, with the execution of the en-
gine. The train was 111 charge of Con-
ductor Tom Terrell, and in the caboose
were Trainmaster J. T. B_ me, Road-
master T. S. Maple, Conductor \u25a0'. A.
Taylor, of the Galveston <& Houstonbranch, and Brakeman S. A. Gunn.
The train had come to a stop, and was
hurled into a ravine thirty feet away,
the cars being turned completely ovef
twice in their journey. Brakeman
Gunn was killed outright. Conductor
Terrell received a scalp wound, Road?
master Maple was cut on the head and
injured Internally, and Trainmaster
Byrne received a scalp wound, and his
wrist was broken. Conductor F. A.
Taylor was badly cut over die face, and
willprobably die. Itdestroyed several
frame houses. At the town of Bean O.
T. Lyons' lumber yard was wrecked,
and three business houses were un-
roofed and the stock ruined. AtLuella
the school building was completely de-
stroyed.

BOATING ACCIDENT.

A Girl Loses Her Life at Grand
Rapids, Mich.

Grand Rapids, Mich.,May 7.—Emma
Bottman and Cornelius Smallenge took
a boat at North Park this afternoon for
a row on the river. Sortly after leaving
the float Miss,Bottman insisted upon
rowing. The swift current carried the
boat against the crib, and Smallenge
stuck out his foot to push the boat off,
and capsized it Instead. He grasped
Miss Bottman by the hair, but the
struggles of the woman wore him out,
aud both disappeared beneath the
waters. Other boaters, seeing the acci-
dent, rowed to the spot, and several
men dove for the bodies. Smallenge
was brought up just alive, but his re-
covery is in doubt. Miss Bottinan's
body has not yet been found.

CRUSHED BY. A HOOF.

Two Men Killed and Another Ser-
iously Injured.

Kilsey,111., May 7.— Near the hour
of 7 o'clock this morning, while work-
ingmen were engaged in tearing a
temporary casing from beneath the new
built Crown kiln, the roof, a brick one,
collapsed, burying under the debris
three workmen, killing instantly Caleb
Chair, owner of the factory, aged fifty-
eight, and William Keim, aged twenty-
eight. Elias Reid, aged twenty-three,
was extricated terribly crushed, but
rational, seriously injured internally,
with all probability of. dying. Allthe
men have families.

THE RAGING MISSISSIPPI.

ItWill Be Dangerously High in
the South.

Greenville, Miss.. May 7.— A peti-
tion signed extensively by merchants,
planters and members of the board at a
meeting held yesterday, was presented
to Judge Williamson praying that the
spring term of the circuit court be not
held, inorder that every white citizen
of Washington county may do duty in
watching and guarding the levees. The
judge ordered that no court be held.
The petitioners say that the Impending
flood in the Mississippi river will,In all
probability, reach the height of the
flood last year. The gauge here new
reads 42.10, a rise of one foot iv twenty-
four hours, which is the most rapid rise
ever recorded when the river was at so
high a gauge.

Brother and Si__cr Drowned.
Detroit, Mich., May Willoughby

Compton, aged nineteen, and his sister
Florence, aged twenty-two years, were
drowned in the Detroit river this after-
noon. While iv a rowboat they tried to
cross the tow line of a barge, which cap-
sized their craft and threw them into
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rhe water. The bodies have not been

COCKPIGBTIXG INCOLOMBIA.

Laws for Slaking the Sport De-
corous as Becomes a Sabbath
Event.
The first page'of the Gaceta Munici-

pal of Carthageua, under date of Dec.
31, contains the rules and regulations
relating to cockfights, etc., and is a cu-
riosity to people who are not up in that
exciting sport, says the Panama Star
and Herald. These are published in
what is styled the "legislative section,"
and are preceded by tlje usual official
formula, thus: "Resolution No. 20—
Regulating the cockpits of the district.
The municipal council of Carthagena.
in the use ot its legal faculties, re-
solves," etc. Aud from articles Ito25
wohave all tho law and gospel relating
to this elevating amusement, which is
still further consecrated t» the work of
the education of the masses by being
held usually Sabbath afternoon.

"Article 1of this unique code provides
that the persons who 'assist' at the cock
pit shall observe the rules of good edu-
cation and obedionce to the judge ot the
cock pit who presides at the fights."
Then follow minute directions "as to
weighing the birds, inequality in"weight
being a bar to further negotiations; un-
less by consent a bantam cannot tackle
a middleweight or go in for a mill
with the "cock of the walk."
Particular care is taken that no
bird shall be greased (doped
is the word, we believe) or carry on his
spar.-«' plumage any noxious substance
by which his antagonist may be poisoned
and his fighting power thus diminished.
Fines are imposed forany such offenses
as these, aud are rigorously collected by
the proper officer. Owners of birds
must also notify the judge whether the
fight is to be with natural or artificial
spurs, much as in the prize ring bare
knuckles or gloves of any sort enter
into serious consideration.

Inthe prize rintf, when it combatant
has had enough of the sport and sees no
chance ot victory, his seconds can throw
up the-sponpa and that is the end of it.
Not so with the cocks In this legally
constituted amphitheater, as witness
the following from the concluding
paragraph of article 7: "When the
cocks re([i.ire exciting to the fight those
handling them may, with the consent of
the judge, use a long leather for the
purpose." The method by which the
game creatures are urged to further
effort is not stated, but is no doubt fa-
miliar to the habitues of such places.

The element of excitement is sought
to be carefully suppressed in these sapi-
ent rules, for the spectators must not
"talk to the man at the wheel;" that is,
give directions to the artists who handle
the birds. Nor must they clap their
hands nor extend their arms toward the
center ofstrife. Particularly they must
not irive rude blows on the barriers
which surround the pit, "because these
acts give proof ef mala educaciou which
should not be tolerated."

Strict compliance with the Cartha-
gena rules would infuse Into the at-
mosphere of a cock pit, although in the
excitement of hot and doubtful combat,
something of the solemnity and somno-
lence which claim possession of a Scotch
Presbyterian congregation on a hot
Sunday afternoon.

The legislative acumen necessary for
the successful codification of rules bo
detailed ami precise must evidently
have been sharpened by considerable
experience in the noblo aud everlasting
pastime of cocklighting on the part of
the city fathers. Hut their labors are
not entirely in vain, when it is born in
mind that the Gallera is a contributor
to the municipal funds of the magnifi-
cent sum of 11,500 per annum.
