LouisviLLE, May 9.—It is doubtful
if this beautiful metropolis of the Blue
Grass state has ever had within its
limits a larger number of Republican
voters than it has tonight. 'The mem-
bers of the National Republican league
are congregating here for the annual

convention of that organization,
Every train that has entered the

city today has been loaded down with
them, so that tonight it is
estimated that there are between 2,500
and 3,000 Republican visitors here from
all over the Union. And the citizens,
Democratic and Republican alike, have
thrown open their doors to bid them
welcome. The freedom of the city has
been tendered them, and whatever
the result of the convention may
be not one of the visitors but
will leave, when the meeting is over,
fully convinced that Kentucky has well
earned her fame for hospitality. In
addition to the Republican visitors from
other states, nearly a thousand radicals
from old Kentucky are assembled here,
Most of them came as delegates to the
state league convention which met here
today, but many came to enjoy the
novelty of seeing aun unprecedented
number of Republicans inside this
Fastness of D emocracy.

Aside from the convention of the Na-
tional Republican league there are two
additional attractions to Republicans.
The Republican national committee
will be here tomorrow, and Thursday
the American Republiean College
league will hold its annual session. The
national committee will meet for the
purpose of discussing and outlining a
policy to be followed by the party.
‘I'here nas been a good deal of
talk in the hotel corridors to-
day that trouble is brewing among the
members of the national committee
over the retention of Thomas H. Carter,
of Montana, as chairman. Before the
campaign of last fall, when the national
committee met aud elected Mr. Camp-
bell, it was found that he would have to
resign, Before adjourning the na-
tional committee adopted a resolu-
tion authorizing the executive commit-
tee to choose ‘a suceessor. Mr. Carter
was chosen. It1s claimed by some of
the committeemen that he was selected
to act only during the campaign, and,
as that is now over, he should with-
draw. as Montana has a regularly se-
lected delegate. The national commit-
tee will ineet tomorrow forenooun at 1l
o’clock.

Candidates for President.

In the National Republican league
there will be a lively contest for the
presidency. The candidates now 1n the
field are W. W. Tracy, of Springfield,
IlL., president of the Illinois State lea-
gues; W. L. Squire, of Toledo, Ohio, and
J. Sloat Fassett, of New York. It is
also said that J. S. Clarkson will be
a candidate for re-election, but the
fact has not as yet been for-
mally announced. There will also be a
lively skirmish for the place of the next
meeting of the league. Detroit and
Denver are at present the principal
candidates for the honor, and the dele-
gates are on hand from those cities
working like beavers to win the prize.
James F. Burke, of the University
of Michigan, president of the
college league, and William E.
Riley, deputy collector of internal reve-
nue of this city, are the principal caadi-
dafes for the office of secretary of the
national league. According to the pres-
sent programae, the National Repub-
lican league will be called to order to-
morrow, and will elect ofticers Thurs-
day morning.

Tonight his con-
dition was considered as comfortable,
but he has given it out that nothing
short of a total collapse would prevent
his being present tomorrow.
