IT LOOKS SUSPICIOUS.
Judge Lamoreaux Discovers

Peculiar Features in a
Survey Petition.

Surveyor General Compton
Will Investigate Eight

Squatters' Claims.

He Wishes to Find Out if
They Are Actual Set-

tlers.

Employes of Pine Land Spec-
ulators Will Not Get

Titles.

Special to the Globe.
Wasiiixgtox, May 9.—"Find out

whether these are actual settlers or
people in the employ of a timber syndi-

cate initiating fraudulent claims."
Thus wrote Judge Lamoreaux, commis-
sioner of the general land office, today

ina lengthy letter to the surveyor gen-
eral of Minnesota, Hon. James Comp-
ton, directing him to inquire into eight

suspicious squatters in township 03,
range 25. This town is just.north of
the Bois Fort Indian reservation, and is
covered with valuable timber. Itis not
surveyed, and in order to hasten its
survey H. Stewart and seven others
sent a petition to Gen. Compton asking

for its early survey. This was ac-
companied by affidavits stating that
each of these men had settled on his
claim iv 1890 or 1891, and that they had
made valuable improvements. The
affidavits and petitions were forwarded
to the general land office by Gen. Comp-

ton as usual. The quick eye of Judge
Lamoreaux discovered several peculiar-
ities in the papers which caused him to

write to Compton and request an inves-
tigation.

"The peculiar feature of this ease,"
says Commissioner Lamoreaux, "is the
fact all the papers are in the handwrit-
ing of one man, the signatures being in
the same writing, and all are sworn to
before John il.Lopez, a votary public
iof St. .Louis county. Then again each
iman swaars he has built a good, sub-
stantial log house fifteen by seventeen
feet, one story high, with an eight-foot
Lwitha scoop roof.

All of These Houses

are the same size, built of the same ma-
terial, and six are valued at 8300 each
ana two at 1350 each. The fact that the
lands in question are admitted to be
covered with timber, together with the
apparent similarity of dates of settle-
ment and meager :character and high
valuation of the improvements made by
each alleged settler, as also the lack of
any corroborative evidence as to the
good faith of the petitioners, constrains
me to desire for additional evidence.
Find out whether these people are act-
ual settlers or in the employ of a timber
syndicate, and as no contract lor the
survey can be made until June 30 no
injury can result from delay."

This prompt movement by Judge La-
moreaux, as soon as he had a suspicious
case from Northern Minnesota presented
to him,_hows that the workof Congress-
man Baldwin is bearing fruit."

The operations of the Minnesota pine
land ring must stop, and bona fide
settlers only can be sure of securing
titles fiom the government. If these
men have made the improvements, as
-stated in their affidavits, they will have
no trouble in securing the survey of
their town, and eventually titles to their
lands; but it they are in the employ of
some of the lumbermen, with no im-
provements save a hut costing £25 or
less, uninhabitable for nine mouth* ot
the year, they willfind themselves 111 a
bad box. This township is nearly sixty
miles iv an air line north of :Grand
Kapids, and the timber, when cut, must
be floated down the Big and LittleFork
rivers and manufactured atBat Portage

CATHOLIC KNIGHTS.

The Supremo Trustees Reject
O'Brien's Proposition.

Chicago, May 9.— The supreme coun-
cilof the Catholic Knights of America
began an important session here today
with representatives present from every
state in the Union. The actual number
of delegates present is fifty-five,repre-
senting fifty-seven chapters. Tho de-
faulting ex-treasurer, O'Brien, was in
the lobby of the Palmer house, indus-
triously buttonholing delegates. He
wishes to settle his shortage of $70,000
by paying 85,000 every six months.
Secretary John Barrett's report shows,
despite the hurtful effect of ex-Treas-
urer O'Brien's defalcation, an increase
of (HI members, making the total
number 22,254, and the number of
local branches 534, distributed over
forty-two states and territories. Treas-
urer Charles Kershner's financial ex-
hibit shows a cash balance of 845,817.55.
Tiie report that attracts the most at-
tention is that of the supreme trustees,
which deals with the defalcation of
O'Brien. The trustees report that they
refused to accept O'Brien's proposition
to release his sureties inconsideration of
an indemnity permitting him to pay off
the deficit in semi-annual installments.
The detection and arrest of O'Brien was
brought about by Branch No. 0, of Cin-
cinnati, at an expense of $22,000, but
the trustees declined to reimburse the
branch on the ground of lack of author-
ity.

MORTGAGE REDEMPTION.

Kansas Populists' Scheme to Get
a Three Years' Extension.

Topeka. May 9.—Judge Ilazen," of
the district court of Shawnee county,
has rendered an important decision on
the mortgage redemption law enacted
by the last legislature. The decision
was in a case to foreclose a second
mortgage on a farm. Tho defendant
set tip the right under the act in ques-
tion that he could redeem the property
at any time within eighteen months
after sale by the sheriff. Judge Ilazen
held that this clause of the act is un-
constitutional. When the bill was un-
der discussion in the house, the consti-
tutionality of the clause was raised, and
itsunconstitutionality was generally ad-
mitted on the floor, but it was inserted
for the reason, as Speaker Dunsmore
put it, that mortgagors might take ad-
vantage of itand go to the supreme
court which is three years behind its
docket, and thus delay confirmation of
sheriff's sales.
