each congressional district. Under
the resolution submitted at the

Committeeman Scott, of West Virginia,
and which unexpectedly came up, the
representation will be limited to the
four delegates at large and one delegate
from every 7,000 votes. This would
mean a virtual disinfranchisement of
several sections of the South, and
would greatly reduce the repre-
sentation in that section in  sue-
ceeding national conveuntions. An
amendment to the same purpose,
but ecouched “in different phraseology
was presented by Committeeman Payne
and accepted by Scott. Thereupon a
lengthy and bitter debate was nade.
Committeemen Potter, of Rhode Island,
and Hahn, of Ohio, spoke in favor of
the proposition, while Powell Clayton,
of Arkansas, and Bradley, of Kentueky,
took the opposite side, the latter speak-
ing for a solid hour. The Southern
members insisted that the proposal was
A Gross Qutrage
upon the rights of the South, and upon
those of the party who were fighting its
battles in that region. and meant the su-
premacy of the Republicans of the
North, West and East at the expense of
their Southdrn brethren. A motion was
made to tabje the resolution, but finally
it was decided to indefinitely postpone
final actionr,]in crder th .t the sentiments
of represeuviative Republicans through-
oput the courftry might be ascertained.

When
the applause following President Clark-
son’s address had subsided, it was an-
vounced that each deiegation would be
allowed one representative on each of
the several committees. Chairman Tif-
fany, of the committee on league work,
read his report, in which he toid of the
progress that had been made by
the league during the last year and
made suggestions for advancing the
cause of Kepublieanism by means of the
National Republican league.

BRITAIN'S SIDE.

S8ir Charles Russell Begins His
Argument Before the Behring
Sea Arbitration.

Alaska’s Purchase Causes a Dis-
cussion With Members of
the Court.

Panis, May 10.—Attornzy General
Sir Charles Russell, of counsel for
Great Britain, Dafore the Behring sea
tribunal of arbitration, began his ad-
dress today in behalf of the British case.
The court room was thronged with Eng-
lish and American residents of Paris
and with visitors from abroad. Sir
Charles began Dby bestowing generous
praise on the arguments of Messrs.
Carter and Coudert, of counsel for the

| United States, which were fali of intel-

lectual arguments. Nevertheless, Sir
Charles went on to say, he thought Mr,
Carter’s line of argument had taken
him into the misty clouds of metaphysi-
cal and ethical discussion which had no
bearing on the case. He had also built
strongholds which were legally inde-
fensible. For instance, che theory that
foreign vessels could be seized in time
of peace, that pglagic sealing wat crim-
inal, and that seals, although wild, were
nevertheless American property, be-
cause they possessed the animum revert-
endi displayed a remarkable conforma-
tion of ideas. Neither international nor
minicipal laws would confer property
in seals, were the dispute between per-
sons,instead of nations. On some points
Sir Charles stated that he agreed with
the American ccunsel, because they
drew right conclusions based on wrong
premises. Sir Charles admitted that the
legal question for decision by the tri-
bunal contained in article 6 should be
submitted to the arbitrators as jurists.
This, however,implied that the tribunal
of arbitration must declare what
the Jlaw is and not attempt to
make the law. Sir Charles agreed with
the Americans that 1t was preferable
that seals should be extermingted rather
than the tribunal should swerv2 from
the straight line of the law. The whole
question has been exaggerated., Counsel
fortiie United States had dwelt upon the
cost of Alaska and the value of that ter-
ritory to the United States on account
of the seals, but at the time of the pur-
chase of Alaska the United States did
not take the seals into consideration.
This statement vy Sir Charles Russell
led to a lengthy discussion as to the cor-
rectness of the assertion,Baron Courcel,
president of the tribunal; American
Arbiirator Harlan and Hon. E. J.
Phelps, of counsel for the United
States, taking part in the discussion,
and various points were brought out re-
lating to the purchase of Alaska.

WORK FOR RELIGION.

Thirteenth International Y. M. C.
A. Convention in Session in ¢
Indianapolis,

Review of the Last Two Years'
Work Shows Great Growth in
Many Directions.

INDIANAPOLIS, May 10.—The thirtieth
international convention of the Young
Men’s Christian Association of North
America met at Rober:s’ Park church
this morning at 10 o’clock. After an
hour of devotional exercises, Thomas
McPheeters, of St. Louis, president of
the convention held at Kansas
City two years ago, called the
convention to order. H.O. Williams,
of Richmond, Va., was elected tempo-
rary secretary. The committee on nom-
ating permanent officers reported the
following officers, who were unanimously
elected: President,G.N. Bierce, Dayton;
vice presidents, L. H. Packard, Mont-
real; R. A. Orr, Pittsburg; Ira J.
Chase, Indianapolis; Francis Bachelder,
Boston: W. Woods White, Atlanta;J.
E. Chifford, Grand Forks, and G. F.
Orchard, ‘l'acoma. Secretaries, J. A.
Dummett, Portland, and J. V. Read,
Chicago.

At 2 o’clock tnis afternoon the session
opened with devotional exercises, after
which Elbert B. Monroe, its chairman,
presented the biennial report of the in-
ternational committee. 1t went into a
careful review of the work for the past
two years, giving in detail the
statistical reports received from 1,313
associations, which showed a member-
ship of 245,809. They owned 284 build-
ings, which, with other property and
funds paid in, amounted to $16,178,030.
They employed 1,185 secretaries and
expended last year 2,334,882, _'l'he
nnmber of reading rooms, gymnasiuius
and educational classes have largely in-

creased during the year, and the
number of religious meetings
and Bible classes show a

healthy growth. The college work
has largely increased during the year,
aud the railroad work has made steady
progress. Special mention is made of
the educational department, which is
now reaching many young artisans and
others within its helpful work. Consid-
erable attention is paid to the athletic
department and the importance of sci-
entific all-round development and of
state and interstate athletic contests.

W. A. Hunton, of Norfolk, spoke on
the topic **Association Work Among
Colorado Young Men.” In the evening
Prof. W. R. White, of Xenia, O., made
a very impressive address on the pro-
motion of Bible study in association
work. About 300 delegates have already
arrived. About 500 are expectea to be
in attendance.
