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ROASTED THE MAYOiI.
The Assembly Unanimously

Turns Down His Reform
Honor,

And Declines to Concur in
the Discharge of Bailiff

McCarthy.

The City Treasurer Bun-
combe Goes to a Special

Committee.

City at Large to Pay for the
Railway Bridge Across

Como.

Eight members of the assembly at-
tended the regular nieetine last night,

Hie absentee being Assemblyman Light-
ner. The feature of the meeting was
the "roast" on the administration, or
rather, the mayor, by Assemblyman
Doran, of the Sixth ward. This was
brought out by the report of the police

committee, of which Mr.Doran is chair-
man, on the discharge of J. C. Mc-
Carthy, bailiffiv the' municipal court.
McCarthy was ordered, by Acting
Mayor Ingersoll, in February last,
to report to the chief of police

for patrol duty. On the advice
of Judges Cory and Twohy he re-
fused to obey the order. When Mayor
Wright came home the matter was laid
before him, and lie at once discharged
McCarthy forrefusal to obey the order.
The action of the mayor was sent to the
assembly for concurrence, and last
evening the papers in the case were re-
ported back by the committee on police
without recommendation. Mr. Daly
immediately moved that the action of
the mayor be uot concurred in. Mr.
Doran seconded the motion, and at his
suggestion the opinion of the corpora-

tion attorney as to the discharge
was read. The opinion stated
that McCarthy was a policeman,
but not under the direction
of the mayor, the charter placing his
movements in the hands and at the
orders of the judges ot the municipal
court. The opinion further said that
the mayor had the right to discharge
McCarthy the same as any other police-
man without assigning any cause, and
iitin- assembly desired to concur in the
discharge the action would be legai.
When the roll was called on the motion
of Mr. Daly not to concur in the dis-
charge. Mr. Doran said lie hoped the
motion would prevail. About a yeai
Bgo, he said, there had been an
election, anil during that election
tlie city engineer's department was
chanted* with very dubious methods.
Among those methods was the employ-
ment "of several hundred "Dagos" to
vote against the present administration.
The election of the present administra-
tion, he thought, was due solely to the
employment of the class of men men-
tioned. '1he officers who were respon-
sible for the employment of the Dagos
were the head of the engineer's depart-
ment and the chief of the board of pub-
lic works. Both of these officers had
lost their positions by reason of the ex-
piration of their terms of ofiice. Ithad
been the pleasure of the administration
to roappoiut these men. He ap-
pealed to the members of the as-
sembly to know if they were going
to concur inthe action of discharging
the bailiff in the police court for politi-
cal reasons. He was informed that the
bailiff was not a brother-in-law or even
a third cousin by marriage to the head
of the present administration, but to
concur in iiis discharge wouid be an
outrage. For these reasons he would*
vote to not concur in the mayor's action.
Mr. Johnson, in announcing his vote,
said he was not a politician and never
expected to be one. Jle had beeu un-
fortunate enough to be elected last
spring, ana" he promised it would
not occur again. In his official-
capacity he had always desired to
be a citizen of St. Paul first and a Re-
publican afterward, in nil matters
connected with the discharge of police-
men he had determined to stand by
the mayor and let the blame, it there
was any, rest on the mayor's shoulders,
where it belonged. As he understood
this case, the mayor had no right to dis-
charge McCarthy, and he would vote
for the rrfotion to not concur. Mr.
Keardon said he had given the matter
no attention, but oa general principles
would be obliged to vote against the
mayor. The motion to not concur in
the discharge was carried by a unani
moua vote.

The street railway ordinance passed
by the aldermen was read, but as Mr.
Johnson said there was an amendment
which would have to be made.he moved
the ordinance be referred to the com-
mittee on streets, and when an adjourn-
ment was taken, it be to Monday night.
There was much opposition to the
reference, but as Mr. Doiau was known
tobe opposed to the ordinance in its
present shape the motion prevailed
The resolution giving the Press club.
§l,Uuo was laid over until tiiesame time.

Keityon,I?IUlcr;tnd licit-.

The report of the public examiner as
to the examination be had made of the
books in the treasurer's oftice was read
by the clerk. The report was published
in the Ui.oue some weeks ago. As
soon as the reading of the report ofthe
examiner had been concluded Assem-
blyman Van Slyke handed in a state-
ment prepared by ex-Treasorer Rsis,
which lias also been given to the public
through the columns of the Globe.

Mr. Daly wanted both the examiners'
report and the communication from Mr.
Keis referred toa special committee of
three from eacli body. This was car-
ried by a unanimous vote. President
Wolterstorff appointed as the assembly
ena of the committee Messrs. Daly,
Lightner and Van Slyke.

The health commissioner recom-
mended as a sanitary rneasiue that a
sewer be constructed on Minnehaha
street from Seventh to Arcade street.

The final order tor paviue Rice street
from Como avenue to Front street wilh
wooden blocks, "at an expense of $27,000,
was passed.

The board reported adverse to the
Betting back of the trees on Como ave-
nue, and the report was concurred in by
the aldermen.

Au ordinance was passed providing
that the police department report once
a month to the comptroller the number
of gas and gasoline lamps reported not
lighted during the month. This was
deemed necessary owing to the abolish-
ment of the office of lamp inspector by
the Legislature.

In the matter of a new bridge over
the Great Northern tracks on Como av-
enue, the committee on streets recom-
mended the matter be referred back to
the board of public works in order that

t the cost of tiie improvement be assessed
against the property owners "rrrstead of
being paid out of the general fund.
The bridge will cost 855.000, and the
railroad company will pay one-third of
this expense. Aid. Warren explained
that $'25,000 worth of bonds had been
issued to construct the bridge. This
and the amount to be assumed by the
railroad company would make but
a small sum to come from the
general fund. The bridge would
be used by the general public more than
the residents and property owners along
the street. Messrs. Johnson and Van
Slyke were in favor of the bridge being
built without assessing the property
owners. Mr. Keardon conldirc under-
stand why the city should pay for this
bridge when other localities had to pay
for the ones constructed. He thought
if there was $25,0 J0 iv the treasury

which would apply to the building of
the bndsre, and the railroad company
would stand one-third ot the expense,
the property owners ousrht to be satis-

lied to pay the balance. After the
recommendation of the committee had
been voted down, the resolution passed
by the aldermen directing the city clerk
to advertise for bids was passed, Mr.
Keardon alone voting against it.

Suburban Fire Protection.

C. J. Buell and others, of St. Anthony
Park, put in a request for fire protec-

tion. The petition was accompanied by
a resolution from Assemblyman
Schuette, directing the fire commission-
ers to inform the council if there were
any chemical engines belonging to the
department which could be available
for use at the park. The petition and
resolution went to the lire department

committee.
The city treasurer reported that the

street railway company had not paid
the regulation license fee of ?10 per car
for the year 15.3. although frequently
requested to do so. The license com-
mittee willinvestigate the matter.

The ordinance fixing the licenses of
night lunch wagons and stationary
stands at 150 per year was passed.

The ordinance making the Tenth
election district of the Sixth ward a
prohibited district for the establishment
of saloons was passed by a unanimous
vote.

The city comptroller, building in-
spector, city treasurer, market master,
corporation" attorney, superintendent of
workhouse, city clerk and health com-
missioner sent inlists of employes in
their offices, all of them living in St.
Paul according to the statements.

The resolution of Aid.Warren provid-
ing for the payment of the street and
sewer force semi-monthly was passed.

The city comptroller returned two
resolutions passed giving William
Springer and Fred Hencke ?103 each,

with the statement that ordinances, and
not resolutions, were necessary to pay
the claims.

IS THIS KIDNAPING?

Michael Downcs Removes His
Own Child and Is Under

Arrest.

The Baby Was With Its Grand-
mother Under a Judicial

Order.

Michael* Dovvues was in the police
court yesterday charged with kidnaping
his own child, an infant girl less than a
year old. The complaint in the case
was made by Francis Lavokat.a brother-
in-law of Do\vue3. The circumstances
leadiug up to the arrest are rather inter-
esting. Downes, a little over two years
ago, married a Miss Lavokat. His wife
died, leaving a twin son and daughter.
After the death of the mother the in-
fants were kept by Mrs. Lavokat, and
Downes remained at the residence of
his mother-in-law. Shortly after the
mother's death the infant son died,
and after this occurrence Dovynes
wanted to take his little
daughter to the home of his mother.
The Lavokats demurred to this, and, in
order to get possession of the child,
Downes instituted habeas corpus pro-
ceedings to obtain the child. The case
was heard before Judgo Brill, who de-
cided that, as Downes was not at that
time in work, the child should remain
in the custody of the Lavokata. Per-
mission was given the father to visit
the child each Sunday, and take the
young lady out for a walk, the condi-
tions of the order being that the child
was to be returned to the home of the
Lavokats before sunset of the day it
was taken by the father. The court
also intimated that when it was shown
tliat Downes was in such a position
tnathe could take care of the child an-
other order giving him the care and
custody of itmight be made.

Downes claims that although he fre-
quently visited the residence of his
mother-in-law he was given no chance
to take the child out. Beeomintr dis-
satisfied with the way he was treated,
he visited the house on Monday last
and, picking the child out of the cradle,
he took itto the residence of his mother,
at 334 Martin street, where it is now
supposed to be. The case was contin-
ued in the police court yesterday to this
morning, and Downes out under $500
bonds for his appearauce at that time.
What is puzzling the judges and attor-
neys now is how a parent can be con-
victed of kidnaping his child, especially
under the circumstances brought to
light in this case.

NEW AKCADK BUILDIXG.

Plans Approved for a Handsome
Structure.

Plans for the new block now in course
of erection 6y the Arcade investment
company on St. Peter street wer« tiled
with the building inspector yesterday.

SCHOOL BOOK PLAN

To Save Money ta Pnpils and Not
Cripple School Fi-

nances.

New Books at Wholesale and Sec-

ond-Haml Books to Be
Bought.

The people of this city cannot re-
ceive the benefit that must result from
the free text books law. This is ow-
ing solely to the limited fund that ia at
the disposal of t!i? b^ard of school in-
spectors, and not to the idea that may

have been formed by some parents that
the board is averse to adopting ths sys-
tem here. Indeed, the superintendent
of schools, as well as the members of
the board, freely express themselves in
favor of adopting the new laws, were
there any way by which itmight be
done without crippling the schools in
other ways.

The superintendent at the last meet-
ing of the board suirjfested' a plan that
approaches the free text book p'roje.ct
as nearly a*itcan be d.oiiß without the
expenditure of tlie school moneys. It
was that the board purchase a supply of
school books at the schedule rates that
have been furnished the state by the
Eastern publishing houses, and then
sell them to parents or pupils at cost
price. This would afford a net savine
of 25 per cent from the price that has to
be paid to the local retail dealers. But
the plan contemplates a deal more thau
this. Itisproposed that all the princi-
pals of the city schools be directed to
accept •second-hand books from pupils

that have passed to hiirher books, aud
then sell them to other pupils who may
be iv need of the particular book so
taken. Thus, itwillbe easily seen, the
pupils willsave at least one-half on the
cost that they would have to pay under
tho system now in vogue.

Ihis suK^e^tion, made by the superin-
tendent, has been referred toa commit-
tee of the school board, aud there is lit-
tle doubt that a favorable report willGe
made at the next meeting of that body.

WORRYING IS A SIN.
So Revivalist MillsTold a Vast

Crowd at the Audito-
rium.

But the Earnestness of Prayer
is the Leverage of Sal-

vation.

Revivals Are Not Sectarian,

but They Antedated the
Churches.

Two Great and Successful
Meetings Conducted

Yesterday.

A ereat crowd surged into the audi-
torium last night and heard a stirring

sermon by the great evangelist. The
building was fullof people who hast-
ened to the services with marked atten-
tion. After an introductory service of
song, led by Rev. Bilhorn.and the choir,

Rev. li.Fay Mills announced as his text
the 44th verse of the 22a chapter of
Luke: "Aud, being in an agony, he
prayed more earnestly." The remarks
founded on this text were substantially
these: Mr. Mills said that lie had no
design of giving an exposition of the
text, but merely to call attention
to crtain kinds of prayer. Jesus, in
the text, was said to have prayed
earnestly, and the scene in the garden
was described. The prophet Jeremiah
prayed in the same way, as was proven
by the quotations from the weeping
prophet. These quotations show that
when people are earnestly affected they
are moved to tears, thus expressing the
feelings of the heart. Moses was like
Jesus when the children of Israel had
worshiped the golden calf and be re-
turned to the mountain to pray God to
pardon tiietu. Moses' prayer was never
finished, but he meant every word that
he said; he meant something that
brought him near to Jesus in Geth-
semane. St. Paul also prayed most
earnestly for his "brethren, his kinsmen
according to the flesh." This praying
brought him near to Jesus, eveu ttiough
he had not words to express his feel-
ings. Hannah, the mother of Samuel,
is still told of as one who

Lost Herself iv Prayer,

and ifshe could so pray for her unborn
child it is no wonder that she had such
a son. And that is why we are in this
room— to pray earnestly. Ido not be-
lieve effect on the body is of any im-
portance, but when people are moved
they willshow it. Any emotion will
express itself. A presidential conven-
tion was mentioned and the wildexcite-
ment that swept over the crowd at the
mention of the favorite candidate's
name described. The unreason of a
panic of fright was another illustration
of the power of feeling tosweep men
into self-forgetfulness. "Oh, my
friends," the preacher said, "ifyou are
concerned about the salvation of your
friends' souls you will show it and
willprevail. Ittook this kind of prayer
to* save a lost world. Jesus is not re-
sponsible for the salvation of the world,
accordiug to His influence, than we are
according to our inlluence. 1do nut like
to hear people talk of the motherhood
of God; the church is the mother of
God's children. The babes in the church
are often starved and frozen by the neg-
lect of the church. Ido not want to be
responsible for bringing children into
the church to starve or freeze In the
church's cold care. Earnest prayer has
an effect on the unconverted."

The reverend speaker indulged in
some very plain speaking to the
churches "about their carelessness to-
wards the unconverted. He said that
there was a vast difference between
being anxious for our friend's conver-
sion and being worried about it. He

lie told of Michael Angelo's shutting
himself up witha dead man so as to be
able toexpress the idea of death, ausl
wished that Christians could get an idea
of the death of a soul.

"Shall Esther cry, *Can Ibear to see
the destruction of my people?' and the
sous of Jacob say, "Can we go up to our
father's house and the lad not withus?'
and we be indifferent or cold about the
death of souls?. And, my impenitent
friends, if Christians should feel-this-
way about you, how should you feel
about yourselves?''

After the sermon, all interested in
their own spiritual life, or the conver-
sion of souls, were asked to remain with
the minister. Alarge proportion of the
audience remained. After a short ad-
dress from M.r. Millsa largo number
asked lor prayers for friends, or chil-
dren, or parents; iv fact, there was no
relation in which human beings stand
towards each other that was not repre-
sented in those requests. A number
arose asking for prayers ivtheir own
behalf.

Brother Mills .Shows They Began

Before Churches.
The Mills meeting yesterday after-

noon was held in the Central Presby-
terian church, and began promptly at
the stated hour, half past three. If
there is one thing more prominent than
any other about these meetings, it is
the distinctly business-like way in
which they are conducted. The ushers
are business to the back bone. Each
seat is filled from the front of the meet-
ingplace to the back as regularly as
they can be, so as to accommodate as
many people as possible and to have the
bulk of the audience where the speaker
likes tohave them. Cards for special
meetings are issued, and those not in-
vited are plainly given to understand
that they are not expected. The sing-
ing was led in a business-like way by
liev. Mr.Bilhorn, who emphasizes the

hands that sounded wonderfully
like those one used to hear in old-fash-
ioned revivals. The afternoon meeting
was opened by singing the hymn
"There Shall Be Showers of Blessing."
lollowed by the more familiar "Revive
LTs Again" and "Showers of Blessing"
and the opening prayer. Rev. B. Fay
Millsread for the Scripture lesson apart
of the fourteenth chapter of Jeremiah.
After making the appointments for the
next few days he announced that the
text for the afternoon's sermon would
be the eitrhth and a part of the ninth
verse of the fourteenth chapter of Jere-
miah, iubt read, "Oh, thou Hope of
Israel, the Savior thereof, in time of
trouble. Why shoulast thou be as a
man stunned; as a mighty man that
cannot see?" The substance of the ad-
dress was that we were ...gathered to-
gether here this afternoon because we
are interested in the question that
is of the greatest importance to
man. This gathering is in harmony
with the desires of God. When
at the beginning of this century this
country was swept by one of the most
powerful revivals that the world has ;
ever seen, the Methodists claimed
that they were the originators of re-
vivals, but- the Episcopalians disputed:

-their claim and said that before the
Methodist church- was thought ofV the
Episcopal Church had been in the habit
of holding just such meetings/ Then
the Catholic church disputed the claim;

of the Episcopal church to<precedence
in this matter, and said that be,fdrjS
there was an English church or even
England, the church ofHome Lad been

in the habit of holding revivals
And the truth is that lontr before there
was a Rome, God's chosen people held
such meetings as these, at which they
gathered strensth for their contests
vvith ihe heathen. John the Baptist
was the first revivalist. Then came
Jesus, and he was also a revivalist. The
?cene in that supper chamber, in which
the disciples waited for the coming of
the Holy Ghost for ten days and, some
say, ten nights continuously, was a re-
vival meeting. The pentecostal bless-
ing was the result of a revival meeting.
The Reformation was a great re-
vival that shook Germany from
center to rim and transformed it.
Does any one suppose that the French
Revolution would have been possible if
France had come under the same mighty
influence? The work of the Wesleys
and Whittield, the foreign missionary
work in the Sandwich Islands where ft
is said "a nation was born in a day,"
were all revivals. The speaker referred
to the wonder revival work of the years
ISOO, 1801 and l«02 as the work that se-
curea to us the liberty we now enjoy;
then of those who are still ;\ power in
the churches who could date their con-
version from 1858, the year that made
our theological seminaries anil colleges
a power iti the land ;ot the Moody ineet-
ings.at one of which 17.000 persons were
converted. Then he arraigned the
churches for their coldness and lack ot
faith, their worldly lives as the stum-
bling blocks that stood in the way of the
unconverted. '"The saddest thing on
earth to me," said the preacher, "is the
fact that the ungodly can say with truth
so often, 'lam just as good a man as
those inside the church.'

A few anec-

dotes of great revivals and revivalists
closed thediscourse and Mr. Mills made
the closing prayer.

The old familiar hymn, "Come, Holy
Spirit, Heavenly Dove," and a benedic-
tion closed the meeting.
