TO BE OPENED SUNDAYS.
The decision of the world's fair di-

rectors to open the gates Sundays, be-
ginnins May 21, willmeet the approval
of a large majority of the people ofthis
country, and be hailed with delight by
about all the people of other coun-
tries who intend to come. Looked at
from any point of view, it is a wise and
righteous movement.

The interests of religion will be bet-
ter served this way than by closing the
gates. Let us see ifthis is not a reason-
able assertion.

Over 7,000 saloonkeepers of Chicago
signed petitions to close the gates, and
put forth their every effort otherwise to
that end. The church people cannot
suppose that the salooukeepers were
working in the interests of religion.
Everybody witha grain of sense knows
that their only motive was to secure the
Sunday patronage of the great throng;

and everybody knows also that with
the gates closed their saloons would b«
througed from early Sunday morning
till late at nitrht with people drinking

to while away time. The Lord's day
would run riot withdrunkenness and
crime; nothing like it would ever
have been seen, even in that
notoriously wicked city. When the
fair is under full headway, even
with the gates closed, there would
be from 200,000 to 500,000 strangers in
the city every Sunday, the great ma-
jority of whom would spend more or
less of their time in the saloons drink-
ing. To say that it would serve the in-
terests of religion better to keep them
oil' the grounds and let them spend their
time in trie saloons is absurd.

Again, thousands of laborers must
work six days in the week, and if they
cannot see the fairSundays they must
go without seeing it, unless other ar-
rangements can be made. Other ar-
rangements are making throughout
Chicago and other cities around,
whereby the employers will give them
week (Jays off by their working Sun-
days. This arrangement the church
people, cannot balk; they can only say
that itis wrong to do so, and accept the
situation. To say that the interests of
religion would be better served by keep-
ing these laborers off the grounds, so
that they must work at their trades, is
pure nonsense. The great majority of
these church people do not think it
wrong to walk and ride Sundays for
recreation; they only object to working.
What more healthful and generally use-
ful recreation could tiie people have
than spending Sundays ou the fair
grounds?

Of course, opening the gates will
make it necessary to employ laborers
upon the grounds Sundays. So operat-
ing hotels necessitates the employment
of armies of help Sundays. With the
gates closed the saloonkeepers will be
compelled to employ many more bar-
tenders Sundays.

To sum itup mathematically, to avoid
the employment of 1,000 laborers on
the fair grounds Sundays, the church
people would have several hundred
thousand laborers work in their shops.
10,000 additional bartenders work in sa-
loons, and the vast throng of strangers
while away the time in the rum shops.

Opening the gates willgreatly increase
the receipts; and, from present appear-
ances, the management willneed every
dollar that can be had to come out even.

"SCARE HEAD" WASHBURN.
Senator Washbubn was in New York

city the other day, and he talked. When
the senator keeps his mouth closed his
solemn countenance, aided by his sedate
whiskers, impresses people with a sense
of his wisdom. When he talks the
illusion vanishes. Emebson somewhere
comments on this peculiarity, and warns
men against giving the world their
measure by their speech. There is also
the proverb about the silver of speech

and the gold of silence. If speech is
silver, the senator is a free coiner.

The senator, weakly echoing Reid
and Hansbbough, is of the opinion
that what of business depression there
is is due solely to the election of Mr.
Cleveland. Had Habbison beeu
elected, "we would not have had a finan-
cial panic in this country," said he.
This remark is eminently worthy of a
man so built mentally that he insists on
annual appropriations to be squandered
in the futile effort to make Minneapolis
the head of navigation on the Missis-
sippi river by removing obstructions
from the channel. The two are on the
same intellectual plane; each equally
absurd.

There is not a man in the country in-
telligent enough to sense what he reads
but knows that whatever there is of dis-
couragement in the business of the
country is due, so far as it has an origin
in political action, in the false financier-
ingof the Republican party. Itis due
to the act of '78, which kept in circula-
tion iho legal tenders, to redeem which
iv gold is embarrassing the treasury; to
the purchase of silver and the is-
sue of certificates and notes in
payment redeemable in gold; to
the squandering of the surplus by
the Hajbuison administration, and
the mortgage of the revenues of the
future by making appropriations per-
manent and obligatory. Senator Wasii-
BUKN may not know much, but he
knows this, because itis so plain and
simple and true that even his intelli-
gence can grasp it.

But there is a graver side tothis prat-

tle of the senator's. The country is
undergoing a process of liquidation of
values. We are getting down to bed-
rock again. Men have been living and
trading beyond their means. There is
no real danger. The country is fairly
prosperous; the credit of the national
government is unshaken. But men are
nervous. There are atmospheric condi-
tions when a spark willstart a confla-
gration. There are conditions of trade
when a slight matter will start a panic.
Insuch times it is little less thau crim-
inal to needlessly aggravate the condi-
tions, to add to the impairment of con-
fidence. Mother O' Leahy's cow's kick
was a small affair, but it jibed with
conditions that reduced Chicago to
ashes. In such a time, when the press
and business men are carefully avoid-
ing the creation ot more distrust, this
senator, indifferent toaught but the in-
dulgence of his bitter, narrow parti-
sanry, declares to the readme public
that Cleveland's election is "assum-
ing the proportions of a public calam-
ity. We are destined to have four years
of stagnation in business. Had Gen.
Harbison been elected, we would not
have had apanic in this country,'' and
so on. Mrs. O'Leahy's cow and Sen-
ator Washbubn administer kicks with
the same recklessness of consequences.

NO INDICTMENT.
The grand jury, during its two weeks

of sitting, has returned no indictment iv
the coal combine matter, aud there is a
general expression of doubt and strange

comment throughout the city. Ifno in-
dictment is found in the further work of
the jury, there are likely to be some ex-
pressions of opinion here and all over
the state which will interest the jury
and all connected with the defense of
tiio accused. This is not a case iv which

the pablic is ignorant of the evidence,
hence itwill not be possible to pullthe
wool over the eyes of the people. The
evidence in all its strength is known to
almost every man, woman and child
throughout the city an.lcommonwealth.
Itis possioly a little early to coiimiint

at length upon the matter, and for the
present itwill be deferred. It is sin-
cerely hoped by everybody that the
necessity for itwill be obviated before
the jury adjourns.

THE ABSURDITY OF IT.
It is not needed to import a visitor

from Saturn who comes free from the
preconceived notions which environ-

ment creates, to make plain the absurd-
ity involved in the fact that a conven-
tion ofdelegates from Canada and the
States will meet here in a few days to
discuss the question of methods to be
used to get freedom of trade between
our own and that country. It is suffi-
cient to preseut the naked picture of
existing conditions to bring out in all
its hideousuess this survival iv the
midst of the material progress of nine-
teen centuries of that other twin relic
of barbarism which shackles the limbs
of commerce as the obliterated relic
shackled the limbs of men.

Across our northern border is a "for-
eign" country. Itis peopled by men of
our own race, speaking our own lan-
guage, owninic the same origin. No
great natural obstruction exists which
would indicate that nature had decreed
the separation of the peoples on either
side; one may step from the jurisdiction
of the United States into that of the
Dominion without consciousness that he
is In a foreign land. There, as here,
men are engaged in producing what
other men want; giving to the produc-
tion their labor and their capital. What
they produce more than they need for
support is useless to them unless they
can exchange it for what other men
are mating and they want. There
men are growing wheat and barley;
here men are makiug implements of
industry, clothing and the thousand and
one articles of life's needs and com-
forts. Each feels that impulse of our
natures to exchange rhat which we
have made and can't use for that which
others have made and we want. Each
feels that this is not only an inherent
right of men, but the basic condition of
civilization. Each feels the need offacil-
itating these .exchanges. They aid in
building roads which make cheaper and
more rapid the transit of their products
to points of exchange. Each resents all
obstructions which increase the expense
of making the exchanges. They feel
that they are wronged by it

At the border, where only a row of
white posts marks the change from one
country to another, stand officers of the
law of either country. The Dominion
officer says to the Canadian producer:
"Before you can bring home the
goods for which you have exchanged
your products you must pay to
the government a tribute levied
on their value." On this side
of the line stand officers of the
United States customs, demanding of
our citizens payment of tribute on the
things they have taken in exchange for
their products. Each government is
trying to make more expensive the ex-
changes for the cheapening ot which
he people of each have built long lines

of railroads. The governments neutral-
ize the efforts of their citizenry.

What is this reciprocity convention
for? To give expression to this innate
sense of the right of men toexclwnge
freely what they produce. They wish
to convince their governments, that is
themselves and their neighbors, that
they should consent to this freedom. Is
itnot absurd that there is need of such
a convention? Is not the convention au
absurdity? Ifmen were really free to
exercise the most vitalright of freedom,
would there be need ot it? Divest your-
selves of your habits of thought bred of
a false environment, aud look at itfree
from notions and prejudices about tariffs
and protection, your native sense of
right liberated from these c.'ogs, and
not only is the convention seen to be
absurd, but greater is seen to be tne ab-
surdity, the crime, of the laws which
give the need for it.

In these days of preparation by
cleanliness tor any coming contagion

which may ripen and scatter its germs
in the heat of the summer sun, itis well
to remember the solid fact that no city
is cleaner than its dirtiest part. Itis
vain to sweep the streets and yards and
alleys on the hill if filth is allowed to
accumulate on the flats. The customary
mistake is to expend effort and money
in cleaning those parts of the city where
wealth makes its homes, and pass by
with neglect the quarters where poverty
demands of toil all its time and wage
and leaves none for cleanliness of sur-
roundings. Here pestilence breeds and
filth provides the miorobes which float
with democratic indifference into the
homes ot rich and poor alike. Ifany
part of the city must be passed over in
the cleaning-up processes about to be
adopted, letit be the hill. That can take
care of itself; the flats can't.

Pittsburo, May 12.—The coming
scale .convention of the Amalgamated
association, with the attendant talk of a
reduction in wages, is the principal
topic of discussion in labor and manu-
facturing circles.^gThe convention
meets here June 0, and the indications
are that there willbe aoout 250 dele-
gates in attendance, a slight increase
over last year's attendance. The
members of the local lodges prefer
to regain silent on how they stand
in regard to a reduction, but there is
every reason to believe that the dele-
gates willbe almost to a man instructed. to stand out practically for the pro-
visions and wages as embodied in the
scale in force at present. .When it is
presented to the manufacturers dif-
ficultyis anticipated, as it is believed a
reduction lias been determined upon.
There are, however, few radical enough
to predict that the controversy willlead
to a lock-out.

DETROIT, May 12.—President, C. H.
W. Kuhe, of Pittsburg; vice president,
Alexander Bremmer, of New York;
second vice president.Jiiarry Smith, of
Buffalo; third vice president, H. S.
Breysouberg.of Indianapolis; treasurer,
George Schatha, of "Cincinnati;

INFLUENCE OR STUPIDITY?

What Is the Situation as to the
Elevator Bill?

To the Editor of the Globe.
Inotice iv this morning's Globe

that Mr.Donnelly, with his usual blus-

In Office for Thirty Years
Without Once Casting a

Ballot,

And on This Record the Mug-
wumps Demind a Man's

Retention.

But Secretary Carlisle Threw
Chief Sturtevant Out

Without Delay.

Effect of the Life-Tenure Rule
Regarding First-Class

Postoffices.

Special to the Globe.
Washington-, May 12.—Should the

fact that a man has neglected to vote
for thirty years be considered a recom-
mendation for public office by this or
any other administration?

Secretary Carlisle thinks not, but
"Teddy" Roosevelt, Editor Godkin, of
the New York Evening Post, William
Dudley Foulke, of Indiana, aud other
eminent advocates of an aristocracy of
officeholders, say yes in thunder tones,

and have carried the matter to the
president in the case of A. L. Sturte-
vanr, who has been removed from the
position of chief of the division of sta-
tionery, printing and blanks in the
treasury department by Secretary Car-
lisle. Mr. Sturtevaut's case, as stated
by his friends the mugwumps, tollws:

The attention of Presiik-iit Cleveland has
been called to the case of the removal of
Chief Sturtevant, of the treasury depart-
ment, by several members of the New York
aud Massachusetts Keforin club as a viola-
tion of the st>irit of the civil service rules.
Mr. Sturtevant entered public service when
amiuor and never voted in his life. No im-
putation ot any kind has ever been cast upon
bis integrity or his marked efficiency. Civil
Service Commissioner lioosevelt is taking an
interest in the case.

This is the most favorable statement
that could be made in Mr.Sturievant's
case, and on itthere is little doubt as to
what the decision of the president will
be. Mr.Sturtevant is credited on the
books to the state of New Hampshire,
which is not so far distant that it would
seem that, had he been possessed of the
first qualification for good citizenship,
he would at least once or twice in thirty
years have gone back to the old Granite
state and cast his ballot. His salary has
been ?2,:500 per year— quite enough to
have warranted him in discharging one
of the duties he owes to his country.
There have been many exciting
and important elections in the
state of -'Hill" Chandler, when
the votes of ail good citizens were de-manded; but no necessity, no danger to
the state or the federal government,
ever impelled Mr. Sturtevant to take
two or three of the thirty days' vacation
in each year, which have been allowed
him and which he has always easterly
taken with full pay. in a trip to New
Hampshire for the purpose of voting.

And yet the failure of this man to vote
is being construed into an argument for
his retention iv a fairly lucrative office.
When the mugwumps are foolish
enough to place themselves in such a
position as this, is it any wonder that
good citizens of all parties, who hold
that it is every man's, duty to vote, are
disgusted? A man w'TTo baa no views
on public questions, no principles which
he is ready to defend at the ballot box or
elsewhere, is one of the men who have
no right to employment by a govern-
ment likethe United States. This is the
view taken by Secretary Carlisle, for
which he will be commended by all
good citizens, regardless of party.

HOLD FOR LIFE.

Effects of the Latest ltnle of the
Postmaster General.

Special to the Globe.
Washington, May 12.—The new

rule of the postmaster general giving
the occupants of fourth-class postoffices
life tenures willnot prove popular, and.therefore, it must fall. It takes but a
statement of the facts in regard to these
offices to convince any reasonable man
that this is true. Fourth-class offices
include all with salaries of $1,000 audless. All these are located iv small
towns and villages, where any salary
above $200 per annum is regarded as avery rich aud juicyplum. Take the ex-
ample of a postoftice that pays from SSOOto $1,000 ina country village. The dutiesare not so onerous as to prevent the
holder engaging in business, and yet he
receives from the government nearly
twice the annual revenue of his fellow
citizens.

Is it just to the people to give one
man an office like this for life? The
Democratic members of the senate and
the lower house of congress say no in
unmistakable terms. They were will-
ing to have fourth-class postmasters
given a regular term of four years, as
the holders of the better offices are, but
they objected and willcontinue to ob-
ject to the new rule, which practically
limits changes to those created by
death. To this* mieht be added resigna-
tions, were itnot for the fact that the
holders of postoffices worth from $400 to$1,000 never resign. Indiscussing this
new rule of the department a well-
known Democratic member of congress
said :
"Iwas ready to submit to the rule

i making the terms of fourth-class post-

J masters four years, but 1am not to this
nuw rule which gives men lifeleases on
the postoftic(.'s in the small towns and

j villages. This is absurd, ridiculous and
undemocratic in the highest degree.
Rotation In office is one of the cavdinal
principles of Democracy, and one that
stroug/y appeals to the" people gener-
ally. In my district there are many
offices paying on an average of .$0f)0 per
year. The holder of these offices is not

j prohibited from engaging inother busi-
Iness, and as a result a sensible, indus-

trious and saving man can get a nice
start out of one of these offices in four
years.

!postmaster insuch placus aru simple,
j and cau be picked up in a few
j minutes by any intelligent person.

I rices? Why should they not be pa3sed
iaround? Lan well aware that Iwillbe!dubbed as a spoile-seeking congress-
Iman for expressing such views, but 1
Iam not afraid to go before my peaple ou
j such a platform. We do not want to
promote the growth of a class in this
country who can do nothing except

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hold office, and I. for one, shall oppose
such plans to the utmost of my ability.''

Under this ruling the people know
just where to place the blame. Mem-
bers of congress can do nothing, and
when they ~yo to the postoflice depart-
ment and mention the removal of a
fourth-class postmaster they have got to
get down on their knees and apologize
for being on earth. Unless this policy
is changed, the men in Minnesota who
are at present licking stamps at from
$100 to $1,000 per year can make up their
minds that they will be allowed tocon-
tinue as long as they live,and ifthey
"get a real live hustle on themselves
the mugwumps, headed by the post-
master general, willhelp them to secure
the passage of a law that will enable
them to hand down the offices to tlieir
descendants to the remotest ages.

WITH KNIFE AND AX.

He fled from this city
two weeks ago, before the news of his
failure and assignment was made pub-
lic, lie vvns last heard from througn a
letter received in this city a few days
atro, written from a town on the north-
ern borders of New York state, lie is
now understood to be in Canada. The
servant at his country house at Cold
Spring Harbor, L. 1., says that the en

the family has tone away for a year,
but itmay be a long year. The Investi-
gation into Mr, Weeks' affairs, which
has been going on ever since his as-
signment, has revealed a most ex-
traordinary state of things. Mr. Weeks
was cotrustee in a number of estates,
and had charge of a lar^e amount of
other people's money. Much of this
has disappeared, and those who are ex-
aminine his books can only conjecture
where it has gone to. He is known to
have been a heavy speculator in Wall
street during the past year, and this
fact and the recent decline in the mar-
ket may explain where the money is
gone. Ho has been operating inseveral
brokerage houses, and some ot these
are his creditors to considerable sums.

Jtidare Paf&rson, of the supreme
court, lias granted an attachment against
the property or Weeks. Weeks has also
been removed from the trusteeship of
the estate of Jacob Astor liusteed, at
the re(|iiest of Cecil li. Griffiths, a
beneficiary under the Busteed will. The
same parly secures the attachment. Itis
alleged that Weeks has embezzled $70,000

from the Uusteed estate and Bed the
city. Judge Patterson has appointed as
trustee the Atlantic Trust company in
place of Weeks. A letter has been re-
ceived in this city from Weeks, post-
marked "Cuba." Itis also aliened that
Weeks is guilty of embezzlement from
other estates "which were under his
chaise. The sheriff lias taken posses
sion of his effects at No. 74 William
street.
