A few hundred dollars will be
collected, a bundred orso homeless curs
drowned, and at the end of six weeks
several thousand ecanines which were
kept concealed from- the tax ccllectors
and dog catehers will be turned loose to
range the city at will,stealing from back
yards and kitchens and making general
nuisances of themselves.

The craze for dogs resembles insan-
ity. Almost the average man who owns
a worthless yellow cur will curse the
neighbor wha kioks it out of his house,
and fight to rescue it from the dog
catchier. It may bite children on the
street, and still he will protect it from
harm. 1f it chances to go mad and bite
s‘cveru] people, he will shed tears, not
for the unfortunate people, but for his
poor, dead dogzie, and refer affection-
ately to his cunning capers.

MISAPPLIED ENERGY.

Bank Examiner KrNyoN met Jonn
H. BurkE near the capitol the other
day and knocked him down, or slapped
his face, or in some way expended 2
good deal of enerzy on him. Ques-
tioned as to the reason for his pugzilistic
effort, Mr. KENYON said that BURKE
had been slandering him.

Mr. BurkE, with what motive 1s im-
material, has waged a war on the Guar-
anty Loan co'upany, ot Minneapolis.
He attacked it in pamphlets, in the
press and by circulars, He alleged that
it was mismanaged,and was bound to
become insolvent unless the manage-
ment and methods of business were
changed. His charges attracted little
attention, but he is a persistent man,
and finally in January, 1892, Gov. MER-
RIAM directed Bank Examiner KENYON
to investigate the company and report.

Itis said that he reported the com-
pany as perfectly solvent, and its man-
agement prudent and safe. A little
more than a year later the company
passes into the hands of a receiver.

The Grosr suggests to Bank Ex-
aminer KENYON that, instead of wast-
ing his energy in slapping Mr.
BuRrkr’s face, he would serve himself
much better by spending it in trying to
ascertain how the concern which he
pronounced a solvent and well-managed
business in January, 1892, is in a re-
ceiver’s hands in May, 1893. In what
manner have those sound methods been
changed since his examination, and
those adopted which produced bank-
ruptey? 1f there was no change of
methods, and they have resulted in
insolvency, Mr. KExyON can utilize his
energy to good advantage in explaining
why he reported them as safe and
conservative then. 1f Mr. BURKE’S
slanders, for which Mr. KENYON re-
buked him in a Sullivanesque wmanner,
were only reflections on the rapidity
with which the Guaranty Loan went to
smash so soon after Mr. AENYON re-
ported it sound, solvent and well man-
aged, then the GLOBE has serious
doubts whether they were standerous.
Anyway, it is willing to take the risk of
saying that they were not.

THE ROCKS IN THE WAY.

1t is not to be expected that the con-
vention which soon convenes here to
discuss questions of reciprocaktrade be-
tween this country and Canada can have
any other effect or purpose than to pre-
pare the way for those other measures
which must have governmental sanc-
tion before anything can be accom-
plished. The discussions had, the in-
terchange of views, the advertisement
of the tact tbat both peoples are desirous
of removing the obstacles standing in’
the way of free exchanges, the forma-
tion of public opinion and setting it in
the direction of the end sought, will be
all that can be effected. And this is
necessary. It is the unavoidable pre-
lude to all reforms; the mobilization of
the forces of public opinion preparatory
to assault on intrenched error.

The obstacles in the way are not in-
considerabie. They lie on both sides of
the frontier, but mostly on the Cana-
dian side. On our side are the remains
of that bigotry of protectionism which
regards the frontier as the separation
from foes, and looks on trade wlth for-
eigners as waste if It involve receiving
as well as giving. Theold protectionist
sophism, thata big nation cannot trade
with a smaller one to advantage: that
the smaller one gets advantagesin the
proportion of the relative populations,
and that Canaaa, with her four or five
willions, would gaiu twelve times more
than we would by Ietting her have the
market of our sixty millions, is still
lodged in a good many minds from
which nothing but a surgical operation
would remove it.

On the Canadian side we aracon-
fronted with the difficulty that the do-
minion is adependency of Great Britain.
We can make no treaty with her: nego-
tiations would have to be made with the
British ministry. It is hardly to be ex-
pected that England would consent to
the establishment of free trade between
this country and Canada on the basis of
the extension of our present tariffs to
Canadian imports. As long as we re-
tain the Dbarbaric system of getting
revenue from tariff taxes, this coun-
try cannot, of course, open the
way for foreign goods to come here
iree of duty Ly way of Canada
If, however, oar tariff be reduced
to a revenue basis and the Canadians
readjust theirs to ours, free trade
with Canada could be established
without endangering our revenues. As
the Canadian tariff now averages about
30 per cent, and our revenue tariff wiil
range nearly the same, the only diffi-
culty presented would be the possible
refusal ‘of England to cousent to a
treaty which gave this- country and
Canada free trade while it raised a bar-
rier against her.

The convention and the consideration
of the difficulties which lie in the way
of what both peoples wish will doubt-
less strengthen the growing disposition
in Canada to sever the bond which
binds her to Eoagland and the attain-
ment of independence. Were Canada a
nation instead of a dependency, we
would soon have the barriers to free
exchange removed.

FEMALE ATHLETIC AGE,

A female athletic age ‘is apparently
beginning. It cannot be the female
athletic age, for the charm of female
weakness is an idea which bas sprung,
up in the last few centuries. Rurn
labored in the fields; all ancient women
of whatever rank followed physical
pursuits quite as extensively as the
mwen. The Grecian and Roman women
performed their household duties, and
were skilled in the art of weaving:
most of them made the cloth for the
family clothing, and also the garments.
Up to within about 200 years ago nearly
all the princesses of Europe were taught
to weave, cook and perform general
housework. Queen VICTORIA is quite
expert with the needle and skilled in
fancy work. It is said that to this day
she often amuses herself by making
fancy articles. The women of the peas-
antry of about all European countries
still work in the fields. and the women
of the classes below the nobility perform
their household duties and devote their
spare time to outdoor exercise.

Not very long after the American in-
dependence the id#a sprung up in this
country that it was unladylike for a
womau te toil. Fifty years ago it was
thought to be beneath a woman of aristo-
cratic proclivities to turn her hand to
anything. even to dressing herself. Men
idolized women for their physical weak-
ness. Twenty years ago it was thought
to be improper for women to be seen
much upon the streets, and about. the
only exercise they took was an occa-
sional ride with a driver. During the
greaier part of our national existence
men have encourdged women to helieve
that they must affect weakness to be
attractive, and even today there is quite
a tendency among wmen to deuounce as
masculine robust women who delight in
outdoor exercises.

As a result of this diseased taste, for
it is not a natural one, the beautiful
American woman generally fades be-
fcre she is thirty years’ old, and be-

a rule, a man does not grow handsome
until he is thirty, and xenerally grows
‘better-looking until he is past forty-five.
This differerce between the sexes is not
a design of nature: it is purely the
work of a crael sentiment.

But tbere appears now to be a begin-
ning of an end to the nonsensical idea
that a woman should not be as healthy
as a man. Our society wowen are taking
kindly to Delsarte and instructions
upon how to live to be healthy. With
proper physical and mental culture
‘women will be as handsome at forty as
twenty, as the mauy notable examples
brought to light in the past few years
clearly demonstrate.

We may well expect to see in a few
vears a great revelution in the customs
of our women, and a great reduction of
the divorces which come about purely
from men becoming weary of their
faded wives.

THE LOCAL STAGE.

MARY STUART.

Schiller's wonderful diction of “Mary
Stuart” will always hold a firm place on the
stnge as a work of dramatic art. And the
reason for this is that the author has diverged
far enough from the well-beaten paths of
history to give an interest to the story and
surrounded it with the soft cadences.of tne
love of a noble, faithful and humble heart
in opposition to the stern love bporn of
pride as given expression in Queen Eliza-
beth. The presentation at the Metropolitan
last evening by Mme. Janauschek of “Mary
Stuart” reflects an equal amount of credit on
‘the members of the company. who divided
the honors with the star. The play was
hardly presented in its eutirety, the beauatifug
garden scene between Mary and Sir Edward
Mortimer being cut for obvious reasons.
This is a brilliaut love scene, and there is no
doubt but that Wilbur Hudson could have
done it fu’l justice.

Mme. Janauschek’'s Stuart is superb in ac-
tion ana rendition, but in appearance is not
so perfect. The meeting in the park at
Fotheringham (of which there is no record
in history, it belng claimed that Mary and
Elizabeth never met), is the grand climax of
the play, and the real ability of the great
actress is shown iu allits force as she de-
nounces the daughter jof Anue Boleyn a
usurper to the throne of England, and
declares herself the lawful queen. The
efforts to be calm and submissive
are strong in work, and her denunciation
when struck to the heart’s core of her pride
of family by the stinging retorts and slurs of
haughty Queen Elizabeth are grand in exe-
cution. The final scene of sorrow as she
walks with calm resignation to her doom
and her pitiful farewell with the lover of her
youth, the Earl of Leicester, show a deep
and wonderful conception that hushed the
audience to silence and moved many to
tears. With her last words, I now have
nothing more on earth,” she stood the nat-
ural Mary, Queen of Scots.

The royal queen of England, who trembled
for the safety of her crown white Mary Stuart
lived, could hardly be given a better rendi-
tion than it received last night at the hanas
of Miss Mary Timberman. Her imperious
pose at the cabinet meeting, called to decide
the fate of the unfortunate Mary, was a regal
representation of royal dignity, and, when
she dismissed her ministers with the
statement that she would consider their
speech and then decide as her best
judgment told her, a queen had spoken.
Her meeting at Fotheringay park, when she
hurled seorn and heaped indignities on her
hated rival fora kingdom and the love of a
man, she told 1in nature's own way that re-
venge is sweet even to royalty, which was
only equaled by the fear and terror she dis-
played when lashed and scourged by the
angered tongue of the Stuart. Her signing
of the death warrant, from which she tried
to cleanse her hauds and place the odium on
others, was keen, and in her expressions of
cruelty, as she saw this was her only hope,
she showed the force and sirength of a great
actress,

Edmond Collier as Robert Dudley, earl of
Leicester, was tar stronger than in *“Ma
beth,’* altbough the part has not the oppor-
tunities, and his only weak spot was his
listless demonstration of love to either
qtieen, Jogseph Ransome's Lord Burleigh
was a bright piece of work. and Wilbur Hud-
son's Kdward Mortimer was the best read of
all male parts. His interview with the queen
was delighiful, and his lines were well ex-
pressed when he carried the Stuart’s mes-
sage to Leicester, his delivery and enuncia-
tion being distinet and pleasing.

The bill for this evening wili be “‘Meg
Merrilles.”” with Jaunauschek in the title role
and Coliier as Dandie Dinmont. This should
prove a great cast for Jaunauschex.

**] know of a case where the body of
a man remained on the bottom of a rives
for three years, and when it came to
the surface it was readily recognized by
those who had kpnown him in life.
There had Dbeen a wreck on one of the
northern rivers, where a bridge fell in
with a train of cars. The boly of a fire-
man, who was drowned, was recovered,
but the body of a brakeman, who was
also drowned, was not recovered. Three
vears afterward there was another aeei-
dent on the same bridge, and a man
was drowned. There was & care-
ful search of the river with grap-
phng irons at the time, and a body
bobbed up out of the water.: It was not
the body they had expected to see, but
on being taken toshore it was recog-
nized as the body of the brakeman wha
had disappeared at the other wreck.
The water was very cold in the river
and it was supposed that some of the
coal, in the wrecked cars, had covered
the body and kepl it away from the
fishes. The second wreck swept away
the covering, and when the grappling
hooks caught the body 1t came to the
surface. The cold water acted as a re-
frigerative and did not permit the gases
to form in the body.” :

The arrangements for the anti-trus
convention, to be held in Chicago ina
few days, are progressing finely. Gov.
Nelson has received, as has been ex-
plained in these columns, favorable re-
plies from nearly all the states in the
Union to his request to have delegates
appointed to attend the gathering.
Several of these states have forwarded
to him the list of delegates that have
been named by the respective govern-
ors, and enough is shown to prove that
the anti-trust and combine convention
will be a very formidable affair, so far
as it ean be estimated from a numerical
standpoint.

The question has been frequently
raised, however, by the most zealous
exponents of the crusade against these
iniquitous combines that there is great
danger of delegating people who are not
in sympathy and accord with the move-
ment, and that, consequently, a coat of
whitewash will be applied. But the
Minnesota delegation will be headed by
the redoubtable Ignatius Donnelly, who
has-already given demounstration of his
fearless opposition to the coal combine.
His voicé will surely be heard in con-
demnation of anything that will assimi-
late palliation. :

A few days ago some doubt was ex-

ressed conceruning the probability of

innesota’s delegates attending the
convention, for te reason that there is
no available means for defraying the
expenses that must be incurred. The
attorney general, it must be recalled,
‘gave the opinion, and it is fortified by
the provisions of the state constitution,
that the csncurrent resolution of the
state legislature was not suffieient to
appropriate the money needed for the
purpose, and it was by a joint resolu-
tion, rather than a bill, that the appro-
priation was made. This left the dele-
gates to pay their own expenses, and it
is now understood that they bave all
volunteered to do just that very thing.
Of course, it will not be a very difticult
thing to go before the next legisiature
and secure the passage of a measure to
reimburse them, should they accom-
plish the desired object—establish a
movement that will present a specific
for the iniquity.

The nearness of the convention, to-
gether with the agitation that attends,
naturaliy, the preparations for the
event that is to emphasize the leader-
ship of Minnesota in the movement, has
set the members of the legislative com-
witttae that devoted so much time and
energy in unearthing the combine last
winter to thinking of the proposed
prosecution of the leaders of tie com-
bine in Minnesota. A member of the
committee sjated toa GLOBE reporter
vesterday, that he felt no particular
discouragement because of the refusal
the Ramsey county grand jury to re-
turn any indictments against Rhodes

and his coadjutors in the coal
combine. He said that really he
had anticipated that result. What

he proposes now is to bring the mat-
ter directly into the United States dis-
trict court, and have the promotiers and
conductors of the combiue tried for con-
spiracy. He called upon the governor
the other day with this 1n view, and he
urged the early action of the attorney
general. The latter has all the evi-
dence that was taken in the course of
the legislative investigation, and is pre-
pared to undertake the task. At the
next session of the United States court
the case will be begun.

As is related above, Gov. Nelson is in
receipt of the lists of delegates to the
anti-trust convention from several of
the states. The other states have failed
to notify him of appointments 1n this
way, but a great mauy of the latter have
nyned delegates.

ANOTHER SAW IT.

John Landers an KEye Witness
to the Rogers Fa-
“ tality.

Buarsted Rumor That the Body
Was Held for Re-
ward.

Yesterday noon John Landers, living
at 255 South Western avenue, reported
to the police that he was an eye wituness
to the suicide of Charles S. Rogers on
Friday last. Landers, who is a teamster
in the employe of Pat Thornton, the
contractor, was driving across the bridge
with aload of lumber. He puts the
time at about 2:15, and says the first
thing he noticed was a man climbing
over the rail of the bridge. At this
time he was on the first span of the
bridge from the east end. He thought
the act a queer one, but as there seemed
to be another person very near did not
think much about it. A few moments
later he saw the man jump or fall from
the bridge, and jumping from his wagon
he ran to the rail in time to see the body
strike the water. Launders also claims
tirere was another man who was walk-
ing from the west end of the bridge at
the time Rogers jumped. The man’s
name he said was Griftin, but he did not
know where he lived or was employed.
Landers says he had no idea there was
any doubt as to the fact that Rogers
jumped from the bridge, or he would
have reported the circumstances to the
police.

I'ne search for the body was kept up
yesterday, the divers putting in the day
farther down the river. Last evening a
rumor was curreut that the body had
been found by a party of searchers who,
instead of notifying the coroner, had
anchored the remains, and were waiting
until a larger reward was offered by the
family before turning it over. The po-
lice made an investigation and pro-
nounced the story without any founda-
tiow,

HELD UP A TRAIN.

Six Masked Robbers Hold Up 2
Missouri Pacific Express
Train.

Over $5,000 in Money Secured by
the Men, Who Make Good
Their Escape,

St. Louis, Mo.,, May 24.—The west«
bound Missouri Pacific passenger train

was held up and robbed thirty miles
west of St Louis tonight by six
men,  Over $5,000 was secured,
the express and railway officials

say. The amount obtained was probably
in excess of their estinate. The train,
which left St. Louis for Kansas City at
8:40, reached Pacific Station, twenty-
five miles west, on time, and
without accident. Here, as it wag
afterwards learned, a man boarded tha
train in front of the express car and
immediately behind the tender of the

engine. A short distanee the other
side of Pacific—about a mile—this
person ciimbed over the tender

and, holding a revolver to the engineer’'s
head, said: “*’Twill be d—d healthy

for you to stop her right now.” The
engineer stopped the train. Five con-
federates of the robber now ap-
peared, some getting off the train,
the others coming towards the
track out of the darkness from the ad-
joining fields.
