IN HIS OWN BEHALF
Dr.Bribers Addresses the Gen-

eral Assembly for Nearly
Five Hours.

He Has Grown Old in the
Discussion of This

Matter.

A Strong Plea Against the
Jurisdiction of the Gen-

eral Assembly.

Against the Policy of the
Church to Leap the

Synod.

Washington, May 25.—The Briggs

case had one good effect today. The
devotional service with which the ses-
sions of the general assembly are opened
was largely attended. Folks flocked in

and listened to prayers and song for
half an hour rather than wait and not
get inat all. Rev. Dr. Moore, the per-
manent clerk, conducted the service.
There was a large gathering in the
church, and most of the gatheriug were
church people who know how to sing
hymns, so the songs were rolled out in
splendid style, and the service as a
whole made a very agreeable prelude to
the business of the day.

Dr.Briggs came in just at the close
of the service and look his seat at his
table inside the chancel. On the table
he placed a little valise, in which he
carries his papers. Prof. Francis Brown
deposited on the table beside the valise
a syphon bottle of soda water, from
which at times Dr.Brigga refreshed
himself. Mr.Cutcheon aud Dr. Frazier
also took seats at the table. On the op-
posite side the prosecution committee
sat.

The Public Interest
of the previous two days was, ifany-
thing, increased, but owing to the ad-
mirable arrangements for seating the
audience and maintaining order, there
was but little confusion and
no discomfort. Among the spec-
tators was the venerable Rev.
William Field, D. D., of New York.

Prof. Briggs spoke altogether four and
a half hours at three different siilings of
the court. Col. J. J. McCook, of the
committee on prosecution, closed the
case on behalf of the prosecution. He
divi'led his argument into two parts,
speaking an hour and twenty minutes
in the afternoon, and concluding at the
evening session. /

When Moderator Craig resolved the
assembly into a judicial court, Dr.
Briggs resumed his speech in defense of
the action of the New Yoric presbytery
in the case of the prosecution against
him, and in opposition to the entertain-
ing of the appeal from the judgment of
the presbytery thereon. In the course
of his argument, Dr. Biiggs said the
presbytery of New York, the largest
presbytery in the church, after a long

and patient consideration of the case,
gave a verdict of acquittal. Would the
general assembly give the same time
and patience toconsidering

The lUerits of the Case*
If the appeal should be entertained;
and was it likely that so numerous a
body would be a more equitable court
than the Presbytery of New York? His
contention, in part, was that the Pres-
bytery of New York rendered its ver-
dict despite great pressure upon its
members to convict, and, as to his case,
recited facts that tic has grown old in
the long-pending discussion of this
well-known matter, beginning with the
inaugural address on the authority of
Holy Scripture delivered in the chapel
of the Union Theological seminary,
New York, garbled reports of which, he
said, had been printed, and public opin-
ion excited against him before the ad-
dress was published.

He alluded to the appointment of a
committee to consider tho address
while he was illand had no redress, and
of the subsequent action of the general
assembly in ISO2. lie recited the du-
ties required of him by the directors of
the Union Theological seminary;

sustained by the general assembly at
Portland and the orderiug of the now
trial. The publicgood, he insisted, re-
quired an end to the litigation. His
argument went deeply into the technical
points of the case, and he insisted that
it is against the policy of the Presby-
terian church that there should be a
leaping of the court of synod.

"Ifyou should entertain this appeal,
you would deprive the defendant of his
right to appear before the court of the
synod.

The defendant has reason to believe
that the appellants fear to bring their
case before the Synod of New York.
They have reason to dread lest their ap-
peal against the verdict of acquittal will
not be entertained by the synod. The
defendant has great confidence ivthe
Synod ofNew York,and its decision was
just and right. Itis his right to go be-
fore the synod. He wanted refuge
against these prosecutors. The general
assembly has

No Constitutional Right

to obstruct him from seeking refuge
with the synod. He casts himself into
the arms of the Synod of New York, in
the confidence that the synod willshield
him from any injustice and wrong that
you may do him."

Dr. Briggs further declared that if
the appeal should be entertained it
would be a violation of the constitu-
tional rights of the presbytery of New
York and deprive him of his right of
complaint guaranteed in the constitu-
tion. Just for argument sake, said
the defendant, his presbytery may be
wrong in this matter, and that the ap-
pellants are right,yet they would still
have no reason to leap the synod of
New York. Was not the case of Albert
Barnes fully as important from the
point of view of 1835? And yet Dr.
Junkiu, the private prosecutor, never
carried it to the synod. Was not the case
of Dr. Lymau Beecher, the professor
of theology in the Lane Theological
seminary, fully as important from the
point of view of 1891? Aud yet Dr. Wil-
son, the private prosecutor, did not
venture to leap the synod and appeal to
the generai assembly, ifthe cases of
Albert Barnes and Lyman Beecher had
to go on gradim in the midst
of the controversies of the church
iv 1835-37, why should the case
of Dr. Briggs be per saltum in the
last decade of the nineteenth cent-
ury. Continuing his address Dr. Briggs
agreed to the principle fiat justitia
co2lum, but he was not willingthat the
eoelum of the Presbyterian church
should fall Iv the interest of injustice
and wrong.l

Stars ofShame. 1
Dr. Briggs finished his set remarks at

3 o'clock, and then spoke extempo-
raneously until the end of his address.
He called the attention of the assambly
to the stars at the bottom of page
six, iv the brief of the prosecutor.
They were not stars. •of glory,
he said, but stars of shame, for
they indicated an omission which
should not have been made. What right
had these appellants to omit such mat-
ters us they pleased from an official or
semi-official document? Dr. Briggs
asked this question with some feeling,
as ifhe felt that an attempt had been
made to strengthen the case of his op-
ponents by omitting something in his
behalf. He then supplied the omitted
part, which consisted of the eight ques-
tions put to Dr. Briggs to test, his faith
and his answers to them. He wished,

he said, to make an explicit denial of
the charges that he had preached doc-
trines against the fundamental doc-
trines of the church.
"Ibelieve," he said, withoutstretched

arms to the audience, "the Holy Script-
ure to be the work of God."

He affirmed that he upheld the doc-
trine taught by the council of the West-
minster conference. Anything that he
might have said that might conflict
with these statements was due to mis-
interpretations. Dr. Briggs closed with
an appeal, touched with

ASuggestion of Pathos,

that it might go to the synod of New
York. Ifthat were done he would aid
ivthe fullsolution of the case, and ifit
were sent back to the general assembly
he would abide by its decision.whatever
it might be. He regretted if he had
said anything that had caused trouble
in the church. No one re-
gretted it more than he did.
lie had taught for twenty years
at the Union Theological seminary, he
said appealingly. almost pathetic-
ally. Only four other teachers of Pres-
byterian theology had taught longer

than he; only two had been tlie instruct-
ors of more ministers of thechurch than
he. Of all persons that had been taught
by him, he challenged any of them to
say that he had taught them anything
that had interfered with th» true dis-
charge of their holy duties. As he took .
his seat a wave of applause rose from
the rear of tho chair, which evoked au
indignant rebuke from the moderator.

Col. J. M. McCook then began the
closing argument for the prosecuting
committee. Col. McCook, in his argu-
ment, also recited the history of the
case in its various stages and main-
tained the regularity of the several
steps. Gen. McCook spoke for an
hour, closing a few minutes arter 9
o'clock. The assembly then adjourned
until tomorrow morning at 9:30 o'clock,

at which time the Briggs case will
again have the right of way until con-
cluded.

She Has Accommodated Her- 7

self to Our Way of Do-
ing Things.

Welcomes Fired by War
Ships as She Crosses the

Hudson River.

Mayor Gilroy Extends to Her
the Freedom'of America's

Metropolis.

New Fork, May 25.—Eulalie, the
Spanish infanta, is the guest of the
metropolis. Promptly at10 o'clock this
morning the special train on the Peun-
sylvania road pulled out of the Wash-
ington station, and Secretary Gresham,

who represented the government,

grasped the hand of the Princess Eula-
lie, shook itheartily, tipped his hat.and
and jumped to the platform as the train
pulled out. The princess appeared on
the platform for a moment and smiled
sweetly in response to the loud hussas
of the crowd. Allthe way through the
yards werelittleknots of people anxious
to get a farewell glance at the
infanta, whose democratic simplicity

has won for her the admiration of
everybody in Washington. Thejjearty

manner in which her royal highness
responded to Secretary Gresham's thor-
oughly American farewell, shows how
thoroughly she has accommodated her-
self toour way of doing things. The
princess remained 3tandiug, accompa-
nied by her husband and Commauuer
Davis, until the people, among whom
were the Spanish legation, passed out of
sight, when she entered the car and
began chatting with her suite.

The Journey to. New IforIt
was without special iucident. The hour
of the departure of the train was not
generally known, although at the Balti-
more & Wilmington some were gath-
ered to wituess the royal train as it
hastened by. The private car Idlewild,
occupied by their highnesses, was very
tastefully decorated witha profusion of
cut flowers and maidenhair fern fes-
tooned inevery direction.

Booming1 Grain Markets Were

the Rule on Chicago
'Change.

Unfavorable Crop Reports
From Home and Abroad

Advance Wheat.

Corn and Oats Displayed Con-
siderably More Strength

Than Wheat.

Wall Street Stock Markets
Strong 1,With an Advanc-

ing Tendency.

Chicago, May 25—Booming grain
markets were the rule today, both in re-
spect to volume of business aud price3.
Wheat sold up l^c from the low point
yesterday and %c above the close last
night. Corn and oats were even stronger
than wheat. Itwas a case ot see-saw in
hog products.

The bears seemingly began to ques-
tion the wisdom of crowding their side
of wheat much further, nud instead
were disposed to take profits. Cables
came iv belter than was expected, con-
sidering the weakness here yesterday.
A good many rather unfavorable Eu-
ropean crop reports appeared in the
morning papers or were received
through private sources, while the low
temperatures which were reported ill
many portions of this country also
helped to create a better tone. The
bulls found encouragement iv the fact
that with twenty-five cargoes of wheat
off coast today, the Liverpool prices
kept strong and even higher. The Cud-
ahy crowd were notably laree buyers.
Itis believed by many thatPardridge is
long. There was some bear news afloat,
but the sentiment vva3 too strong for it
to have much effect. The Cincinnati
Price Current gave a favorable report on
crop conditions for the past week and
there was some of. the late
financial disturbances reported for many
quarters. Dakota messages reported
high winds of few days past blowing
much ofseed wheat out of the ground.
This is said to be so serious in some sec-
tions'that reseeding isnecessary. Heavy
realizing marked the last fifteen niin-
ntesofthe session. The opening was
5-s'c higher to the s:nne as yesterday's
closing figures, and receded- ,Vc below,
then became stronger and prices were
advanced %c, eased off a trifle and the
closing was about %q hither for July
and %c higher for September than the
closing figures of yesterday.

Corn started at %@j£o advance,
worked back 24C. then, under an urgent
demand, gradually advanced %(ic}ic,
reacting later on realizing }.^c, ruled
steadier and closed witha gain of K@
%c. The fact that the weather was
cooler over the West and »in this vicin-
ityhad the effect of hardening values.
The demand for the cash article, said to
be doe to the European drought, was
also looked upon as a "bullish" factor,
and the reduced stocks formed another.
The Weare Commission company was
the leading buyer.

There was quite a flurry in oats, due
to shorts covering on reports of good ex-
port buying and bad crop conditions.
The offerings were scant at first and
prices advanced l@l)£c. This brought
out increased offerings and caused a re-
action of }i&%c,and the market closed
easy witha net gain of %®%c-

There was a drive made at the pro-
vision market as soon as it opened, and
a drop of from 45c to 55e in pork, from
5c to 73^e in lard and from 10c to luc in
ribs occurred immediately. There was
a lively snapping up of the offering
and a quick recovery of 40c in pork, loc
in lard and about 15c in ribs. The
heavy receipts of hogs was the rea-
son assigned for the opening decline.
Cudahy's and Wright's buying was the
direct cause of the upward reaction,
and some also ascribed to them the re-
sponsibility of the opening break,
while iv other quarters Armour was
alleged to be the cause. There was
only one bullish feature in the statis-
tical situation, but itis important. The
packing liithe West for the week
amounted to only 105.000 against 305,000
head for the corresponding time of last
year.
