A twelve days’ voyage sailing through
“The Golden Gate” to the northwest
from San Franecisco brings the voyager
to the first of the Aleutian islands,
where, sailing through either the Pass
»f Unimak or Akitan, in a few hours
auclior is cast in the rather spacious
aind lovely Bay of Oonalaska, the town
of which name, situated on the north-

instead of £7,200,000, the price would
have been as nothing in comparison to
its real value.

‘I'ie general public who from time to
time read tourists’ notes of visits to
Alaska are so absorbed and interestad
in the descriptions give of that very
interesting and lovely part of the globe
that they are apt to overlook the fact
that tourists visit but a small portion,of
the 500,000 and more square miles of
territory to the mnorth and north-
west, which is quite as rich
in every respect, including lovely scen-
ery, but it is difficult of aceess, and for
that reason seldom reached by the
torist, and not frequently written of
by the very few who take to those wild
waters and far northern lands for pur-
poses of exploration, trade with_the
natives, or prospecting for the precious
metals,

The fur seal and sea otter of the
Pribyloff and other islands are at pres-
ent, and have been for many years, of
great value, but how long they are to
remain so depends entirely upon the
results of the vote to be taken before
the board of arbitration now in session
at Paris, to determine whether or not
the Behring sea is to be opened for the
benefit of the seal hunters of all nations,
or if our government is to have com-
plete control over it, and enact laws
that will so limit the yearly catch of
seals as not to make the catch a raid of
extermination upon them.

It is to be hoped that the seals are to
be protected, whether as the exclusive
property of the United States..or for the
benefit of all countries Interested in
Jehring sea and Arctic ocean and the
bays on the coast of those waters.which
are werth still more, and if Alaska had

been purebased for ten times $7,200,000

and, has for a number of years been the
principal Northwestern depot of the

Oonalaska is beautifully situated on
the b s of itsweil land-locked bay,
where it is equally weil reached by ves-
scls passing through to the Arctie ocean
via Behring st or toany other part
pf the world via the North Pacifie to the
Kouth Sea islands and around Cape
Horn, or to the whale fisheries of the
Aut-arctiz ocean.

To the northwest, tha southwest and
}he northeast of the island of Oonalaska
Jhere are about 850 islands, moss and
rass-covared, barren of timber, rather
;urlxivltlinj.: and inhospitable to view
[rum the deck of a vessel, but not at all
bad places on which to make one’s
bome, as i1s evidenced by the pret-
ty homes and gardens of the set-
tlers on the islands of Oonalaska.
Unga and Attu. Aside from those
gbove mentioned, very few of the isl-
puds are inhabited, even by the native
Aleuts, who for the most part congre-
pate about the islanas of St. George, St.
Paul, Unga, Attu and Oonalaska, and
are employed as seal, otter, bear and
fox hunters and trappers for -the
Alaska Fur company. On two or
three more of the islands are located a
few families of Russians, who are inter-
gsted in Dblack, blue and silver-tipped
fox breedingz, each family having thou-
sands and tens of thousands of acres of
free land to cultivate, ran sheep or cat-
tle on or do with as best suits their pur-
poses.

Good coal is found on some of the
§slauds, and gold is being mined and
milled on the island of Unga,the largest
of the Shumagan group, and no doubt
gold and other minerals will be found
on most all of them. As all are of vol-
eanic origin, it is to be presumed that
their mineralogical conditions will not
greatly vary.

There are said to be forty-seven act-
fve voleanoes in the Aleutian arehipel-
szo, many of which are so conspicuous-
{y located as to form very valuable and
ronvenient beacon lights to navigators
gailing in those dangerous waters, and
Jave probably been the means very
pften of preventing wrecks and loss of
life on a coast which, for the greater
part of the year, is enveloped in fogs.
snd where gales are almost as frequent
and furious as off Cape Horn.

Many of the islands contain tens of
rhousands of acres of fertile plaius and
yolling hill lands, which in time will be
devoted to pasturage, if not for cultiva-
kion, and the wonder is that some of
fhem have not already been used as
ytock ranches. The grasses are as fine-
*ooking bluetop, whitetop and bunch
grass as 1 have ever seen on the conti-
pent, and are probably as nutrl-

their use. The sea otter, never very
numerous, have been so raided upon
that at present few are left, and 1n the
near future will quite disappear. As
an American 1 have my opinion
on the DBehring sca question, and
shall be greatly disappointed 1f our
members of the board of arbitration now
in session should not succeed inm estab-
lishing the claims of the United States
to the sole proprietorship of the Behr-
ing sea, and securing to it the rightto
enact the most stringent laws against
poachers for the protection of the fur
seal, which otherwise will soon ve as
rare a sight in those waters as s the sea
otter,

Of the origin of the native Aleut
little, if anything, is known, except as
a surmise that they sprang originally
from the Japanese, which 1s a very
natural conclusion to come to, consider-
ing his personal appearance, habits,
manners. ete.,, adding to all of
which his loeation on the edge
of the Japanese warm current
which flows nerth from the Sea of
Japan, passing most of the islands,
giving them a decidedly more comfort-
able climate than they would otherwise
have, distributing its 75 deg of heat to
the coast by which it flows, and deposit-
ing wrecks of Japanese junks or vessels
from time totime on the reefs and
island shores, by wllich means probably
the first settlers came to the islands,
and from which nucteus have been de-
veloped the Aleuts of the archipelago.

This line of reasoning may be very
wide of the facts in the case, but is
probably as near a solution of the ques-
tion as can be reached, the world being
unable to get the slightest information
from the natives themselves, who know
nothing of history nor of a tradition,
that would antedate a grandparent.

Schools have been established on two
or three of the islands, and are welil-
attended and properly conducted. The
migsionary has done much for the moral
and spiritual welfare of .these people,
and has had abundant material upon
which to operate.

The men are honestand as a rule
truthful, whilst the women seem to
bhaye inherited all that is vile iu the sex
of their Japanese progenitors, adding to
which all that is lewd and debasing in
the character of the early Russian set-
tlers of the islands, many representa-
tives of whom are still to be found
there,with whom and coming frequently
in contact with the whaler putting
into the various harbors, both going
add coming from the Arctic ocean, it
can well be imagined what a ficid the
i{slands make for the missionary, unless
he be of the Russian persuasion, who is
quite as likely to fall into their line of
action as they to his. The Greek priest
of Alaska can hardly be considered high

tlous. Several varieties of cran-
berries and an ‘almost endless
variety of the smaller berries are to be
gound in their proper seasons, which is
ot at all strange, as the islands extend-
ng to the farthest south and west have
» comparatively mild climate, the aver-
age temperature for the year being
gbove freezing, and seldom if ever go-
Ing below zero during the winter; and I
jmagine that if the ground could be
clearcd of the moss, which covers a
great portion of it, almost’ anything
eould be produced from the sou that
could be raised on the continent.
‘I'here are many small islands forming
@ part of the archipelago hardly worthy
of the name of islands, being mere
mounds or hillocks, showing their green
slopes and black tops above high tide,
making convenient roosts for gulls,
oonies and other water fowls, or rest-
fn;.r places for the seal and the sea otter.
Small feathered game, such as grouse,
ptarmigan and many varieties of snipe
re to be found on mostof the larger
slands, and no waters in the world are
etter stocked with all manner of the
ghoicest fish to be found on the face of
he globe than are taken from the bays,
Iule(s and waters surrounding the
slands. _
The fishing interests of the Aleutian
f{slands, when developed will be enor-
mous, not to mention those of
the southeastern eoast of Alaska, which
are as valuable,and leaving out the fish-
erics to be developed at the mouths of
many of the rivers flowing into the

grade as a moral instructor, to judee
from what1 have seen and more that 1
have heard of him.

There is nothing particularly interest-
ing in the folklore of the Aleutian
islanders (what little they have); they
sing, dance and have various simple
games, but like most natives of Alaska
wust devote little time to games or

rest, as starvation seems to be
all times staring them In the
face, and they must hunt,

fish and trap most industriously,” or,
as I have already said, starve to death.
Native Alaskans are all poor, whether
on the main land or on the islands, and
as each year their industries are being
more and more encroached upon by the
white trapper or hunter, outfitted for

his work with the latest im-
proved breech-loading repeating
guns, which the natives are

forbidden by law to have or
to use, it can readily be seen that they
must become wards of government to
care for and to feed, and that, at no
very distant day, or they will pass away
from starvation, whieh, if they do, will
leave a void to be filled by a better peo-
ple, as a more miserable and seemingly
God-forsaken could not be found to re-
place them.

Chicago Has the Most Abom-
inable Weather on the
Whole Earth.

Breezes' Which Freeze the
Filling of the Teeth to
the Tongue.

A Town for Shirt Waists One
Day, and Heavy Furs
the Next.

Hints at Some of the Strange
Sights Seen on Exhibi-
tion at Chicago.

Special to the Globe. :

CHICAGO, May 27.—The greatest ex-
hibit at the world’s fair is being made
by his highness,the clerk of the weather.
On ordinary occasions you can find
more kinds of weather to the square
inch in Chicago than any other place
on top the earth; but since the subject
of this expositionwas first broached, the
powers that be have fairly tried them-
selves to show a wondering world what
Chicago cando in an emergency. There
has been no snow.this week. There
has been everything else, though, and
I really ean’t say what will happen by
tomorrow night. It blows hot, and as
soon as you have taken off your winter
flannels it blows cold. And Chicago
cold 1isn’t the pleasant thing we
used to have in Manitoba with the
thermometer registering 50 deg below
zero. 'That was spring balminess com-
pared to this. In Chicago when you
are cold you are cold way into the mar-
row of vour bones, and the gold filling
in your back teeth freezes to your
tongue. You get blue and shivery, and
altogether wretched, and you sneeze
and cough and wish you had not come
so soon. Hereafter, these things will
be the same. You will run a little
greater risk of sunstroke next month,
your chances for avoiding cold won’t be
any better, for this is the sort of weath-
er that happens in Chicago, regardless
of the calenaar.

Today’s biting winds make sight-see-
ing anything but a frolicsome pastime.
The cold detracts from the eternal fit-
ness of things, too. Over in the Midway
plaisance in the beauty shosw one of the
harem beauties wears a fur boa, and an-
other has wrathed herself in a mackin-
tosh with a plaid so loud she wears a
muffler with it. The lemonade and soda
water stands which are thick as leaves
in Vallambrosa, send a shiver down the
back of every passer. The horticult-
ural building is the only place on the
grounds where one can be warm, and
every one of its corners is filled with
biue-nosed, shivering tourists. You see,
the most of them, the women, at any
rate, have been bLeguiled into coming
here with the nice little wardrobes the
women’s papers have been advising,
and the poor things are nearly frozen.
Next week they may be fried in their
own fat, but today they are stiff with
the chill. The proper wardrobe to bring
to this fair consists of a lot of thin mus-
lin shirt waists and a heavy fur coat,
“iith sundry other indispensable arti-
cles.

You might think a petticoat among
the indispensables, but, dear me, it isn’t
atall. At least, a whole petticoat isn’t
necessary. The dressreformer is abroad,
although, thank heaven, she has not yet
arrived in sufficient numbers to seri-
ously mar the landscape. It was only
this morning that my eve fell on one of
her in the corridor of the hotel. She
was about forty. In fact, I have never
seen her younger than that. Her head
was crowned with a rather dressy bon-
net and a dotted veil, Her jacket wasa
close-titting affair in black, but between
the lower edge of her velveteen skirt and
the top of her nigh-laced boot showed
at least Tour inches of her black stock-
ing.- It it had been my first day here, I
should have been. distinctly startled,
but one becomes inured to these things
very rapidly. The town is fairly over-
run with advanced women, anyway, and
one hears a deal about the cause and
the wonderful way in which women are
coming forward. For my part I dou’t
see any reason to be surprised about it.
The very first person in the world to
come forward and do anything was a
woman, Eve. Women, I must say, are
like hens. They lay an egg early in the
morning. It may be a poem, or a story,
or a speech, or—an accident, and then
they go about—to women’s conventions
and that sort of thing, eternally cack-
ling. The reformers are the strangest-
looking set of women you ever laid eyes
on. The women who really earn their
own livings and knock aboutb in the
world have precious llttle nonsense
about them, They haven’t time to
cackle, but the reformers—well, Susan
B. Anthony is the only passable-looking
one among them. She isalways well
dressed.and the extremely old-fashioned
way in which she wears her smooth
gray hair is just now the
height of fashion. But Rachel Fos-
ter Avery! You ought to see her.
Now, nature made her very nice to
look at, but she has done her best to de-
feat Dame Nature’s intentions. I saw
ber at dinner the other day, in the pub-
lic cafe of a hotel, too, it was. Her
gown was an elaborate affair of white
moire made in that almost prehistoric
period before tull sleeves came in. It
had a tremendous train, and a tight-
fitting waist that had evidently been
made to wear over a corset, and
wasn’t.  You can faney the figure
it gave her. It was a degree
more dowdy than her Syrian
costume. Why, a woman whose flesh
has grown flabby with years of the cor-
set will suddenly discard that article
and make no effort to reduce the mus-
cles of her waist to firmness, or put her
shoulder blades where shoulder blades
ought to go, is beyond my comprehen-
sion,but I have yet to see a single dress-
reformer, with the deiightful exception
of Mrs. Jeuness-Miller, who is not a
perfect sight. Mrs. Miller’'s gowns
are always well designed, and
made of elegant materials by compe-
tent dressmakers, and consequently es-
cape the faults of the average hygieni-
cally constructed gown. This, of course,
has really nothing to do with the fair,
but 1 wish merely to remark that no re-
form that makes women look like guys
is ever zoing to succeed. At least, 1
hope it 1sn’t, for I confess the sight of a
fat woman of middle age in an abbre-
viated petticoat makes me apprehensive
of all this foolishness. -

But to return to the fair. The prog-
ress that has been made in installing
exhibits since the first week of May is
astonishiug. Booths and - pavilions
spring up as if by magic. Progress in
the mining building is extremely rapid.
I went into that building today with a
newspaper woman from Kentucky. Of
course, we went first to the Kentucky
exhibit. Really, I don’t believe Ken-

tuciky people wiil be happy in heaven

unless the saints are from leading blue-
grass families. The pavilion is hung
about with pictures. The newspaper
woman pointed out oue and another.
“This?” she interrogated. “Kain-
tucky,” replied the man in charge.
Every one was a Kentucky scene. At
last, having been’ shown everything in
the roofless gavillon, the Kentucky
woman pointed upward to wherea bit
of blue sky showed through the sky-
light far above. ‘“That?” she asked.
“Heaven,” I suggested. The manin
charze bowed low. *“Yes,

he said, “that is—Kaintucky.”

The transportation building has un-
dergone some slight changes since it
was opened. 1t is adorned with innu-
merable statues, which were at first
painted a bright green. Some kind
providence has had them repainted in
terra cotta, really quite a good color.
The building is the least pleasing one
in Jackson park. ltslines are good, but
its color isn’t beautiful. It is
decorated in green and red, and
looks like a medical museum on the
outside, far above the windows is
painted a freeze for all the world like
those interesting colored plates we used
to see in the physiology. illustrating the
circulation of ~blood, or something of
that sort. But if that suggests ghastly
things, just wait till you have seen the
French pictures. The French are never
commonplace. Their pictures -are the
most delightful in the exhibition,
but  now and then one runs
across one that turns the llery into
a morgue. I saw a sweet little woman
go very quietly and quickly out of the
gallery yesterday, with an extremely
white face and a distinetly sicik look.
She had come suddenly upon a picture
with only a strip of green, hungry-look-
ing sea, and a stretch of sodden sand.
In the foregrouud is the nude body of
a woman, cast up by the waves. The
body “has  evidently been in
the waler for weeks, and is pur-
ple with decomposition. The shadows
have a greenish, putrid look, and the
whole thing is frightfully real. Of
course, it must pe art, or it wouldn’t be
there, but itis the sort of thingone
would go miles to avoid seeing. There
are such delizghtful Bouguereaus, and
Durans, and Lemaires in the gallery
that the decaying dead woman is
especially frightful.

Still, this is the time to see stranze
sights, and we’re all seeing them, From
the funny Columbian guards, with their
pretty blue uniforms, their gold lace
and their comic opera swords, to the
men fronr Cairo with accordion-plaited
bloomers, the town is full of queer
sights. One of tne'popular queer sights
is a troupe of Russians who sing Rus-
sian sougs and dance Russian dances.
The dances, by the way, are so acrobatic
that they must be extremely fa-
tiguing to the dancers. T'he audience
likes them, however, and they are ap-
plauded enthusiastically. Last night
the Trocadero, where polite people go
because they fancy it is Bohemiaun, and
Bohemians go because it is really amus-
ing, was fairly rocked by the applause
the Russians received. The poor dan-
cers responded to encore after encore,
until they were really too exhausted to
dance astep. Then, as the applause
continued, they returned to the stage,
marched down to the footlights, and in
intelligible English did what not one
American in fifty do. They sang
“Yankee Doodle.””
