But Public Confidence Once

Restored, the Rest Is
\u0084..,\u25a0 Easy.

President Hodgson's Thought-
ful Observation of the

Status.

Jobbers Express ;Their Con-
fidence in a Rapid Im-

provement.

Inaddition tothe trade -reports and
showing of the SUNDAY Globe are
given this morning several additional
interviews, which should be of value in
aiding the early return of public confi-
dence. Inan interesting talk, Edward
Hodgson, president of the Security Trust
Company of St. Paul, said: There is
nothing in the present condition of this
country that will excuse, much less
justify, a financial panic at this time.
Our industries are generally in fairly
good condition, to say the least. Atthe
same time, our people are gettiug the
necessities, the comforts aud con-
veniences of lifeat less cost than they

ever before obtained them— not because
these things are bein^ slaughtered to
meet pressing-demands, but on account
ot the facilities and economies for mak-
ing, producing and handling them that
have been introduced.

The credit of the government is as
good as that of any on earth. The man
who buys govern bonds today can-
not make more than about 2% per cent
per annum on the investment. The
credit of the individual states, counties
and cities never was as good inany

other decade in the history of this
country as itis today. Their bonds are
sold at not to average more than 4 per
centper annum. For a comparatively
now country where development is go-
ingon with such prodgious strides as is
the case here, this is certainly a low
rate when we remember that these
bonds are subject to taxation.

-
Not

only that, but individual credit was
never as good inany other decade as it
is now. Why then should we have a
financial revulsion?
Itmay be true that in some lines there

has been over production, that here and
there speculation has run into inflation,
and that some industries are in a de-
pressed condition, but will anybody
point me to a time when these condi-
tions did not exist? They have

'existed
in the most prosperous times weever
knew, and to a greater or less extent
they always willexist. What Imain-
tain is that they do not exist to any
alarming or unusual extent today, as
any close, intelligent observer must
admit.

The present financial stringency has
been occasioned by the bursting of some
bubbles that have run as long as wind
would carry them. The public at large

loses nothing by the retirement of such
institutions.. An institution that is not
managed upon strict business principles
is a delusion and a snare to the public,
and the sooner it is wound up the bet-
ter for all concerned. It Is true, that
when such concerns go down they some-
times carry other good houses and
persons with them, and for a time confi-
dence and credit is seriously impaired,
|vet, as they must go sometime, the
sooner they go the better, and tlie less
damage they willdo.
Ido not look for a full restoration of

confidence until the Sherman law is re-
pealed, and we stop paying out good
gold for depreciated silver. That this
willultimately be done 1have no doubt
whatever. The work of education on
this subject isgoing on rapidly, and it
willnot be long until the people will
demand the repeal ot that law. 1 do
not expect tosee any kind of United
States dollar worth less than 100 cents,
nor do Iexpect to see any other kind
worth more than 100 cents. Itwould be
disgraceful, and would irretrievably
injure our credit if in a time of peace
any part of the money of this country
should be allowed to go below par. .

We cannot do business witha short
dollar any more than we can with a
sliort pound or bushel or yard stick. In
my judgment this willnever occur, and
yet the fear that gold willgo to a prem-
ium or silver go below par unsettles
confidence and checks enterprise. We
should therefore remove the cause of
this distrust at the very earliest mo-
i\ip;i'i. This being done, we may look
for an era of great prosperity. Eng-
land has found that South American
republics and Australian- colonies are
not good places to put their money, and
willbe only too glad to get a chance to
invest iv Americau securities when
there is no possible doubt about pay-
ment being made in as good money as
that which they invested.

BANKS INGOOD SHAPE.

Country Banks Increasing Their
Number and Capital*

J. P. West, deputy state public ex-
aminer, has just returned from a. trip

up the Hastings & Dakota road. He
speaks in most sanguine terms of the
condition of the banks of the country
districts. One of Mr. West's duties is

to examine banks.and he makes trips to
everp town-in the state on this mission.

"The country banks are in excellent
shape," said he to a Globe reporter
yesterday. "Banks must be perfectly
safe where the country with which the
banks do business is prosperous and
progressing. That is the case in Min-
uesota. This is one of the soundest
states in the Union financially," hp
pursued. "1 noticed that the country
along the line of the Hastings &Dakota
is exceptionally prosperous. The
growth during the past five years is
really little short of the marvelous.
Five years ago, to explain, there were
some four or five banks only, on this
railroad. Now there are twenty-two.
This indicates ina fair measure the in-
crease of the wealth, and the compari-
son generally holds good as to other
portions of the state. Every-
where the towns, villages, and cities
are growing. Public improvemants are
noticeable everywhere. Five years ago,

you willremember, there .was a sort of
a hegira. • The farmers seemed dis-
couraged and wanted to go elsewhere to
seek their fortunes. Many went, but I
notice that they are returning to their
old stamping grounds and are now con-
tented, and are, moreover, casting their
lots where they left off.| Those that
wereunable to leave because they could
find no ready purchaser for their prop-
erties are now mighty glad that they

were foiled in their attempt to desert
tho state. Such farmers are branching
out, and they are adding new and im-
proved facilities.and farming is thereby
becoming more profitable. No; there is
absolutely no cause for alarm on ac-
count of the financial condition of the
country banks, and Ithink the danger
in the cities is passed also."

CAPTURED STREETS.

An Klectric Railway Company

Takes San Francisco Law Into
ItsOwn Hands.

ItIs, However, Persuaded by the
Mayor to Quit and Go

Home.

Sax Fbakcisco, May 2.S.— A surrep-
titious attempt to capture Market, Fol-
som and adjacent streets for a trolly
system of electric railway was made by
a small army of men in the employ Of]
the Omnibus Cable company after mid-
night. Immediately after the stroke of
12 a great array of men, trucks, der-
ricks and other appliances for.digging
and hoisting the poles appeared.simul-
taneously at the various places on the
streets. Holes were dug quickly, poles
hauled to the ground and speedily
raised, and itseemed as if in a few
hours Market and otlier streets would
be covered with a forest of electric
masts. The street authorities wero
defied,, but finally the mayor was
aroused from bed and went to the

"scene, and. after a spirited colluquy
with the .leaders .._of the movement,

.ordered the police to arrest jthe
-
entire"force, consisting of-nearly 400 men.

The street railway ;projectors then
weakened and called off the men. To-
day the street department took; down
the poles, .confiscated them ;and .re-
moved other, evidences of the early:
morning- invasion. The case , willbe
taken into the courts tomorrow.;" The
Omnibus Cable company has control of \
the horse way.operating onMarket
and otlier streets, and claims to have a
right to change to electric. .The claim
has not :been • allowed by the city au-
thorities, aud the move during the night
was to get possession" before they could

over the household. Christ, ever per-
forming deeds of mercy, promises to;

restore the loved one to his sisters.*
They face the tomb in which lay the
putrefying body. Jesus wept. Why,
think you, the cheeks of the Master
were wet with tears? Because He had
lost a friend? Because He thus would
express sympathy with tlie bereaved?
He did commiserate; He did have com-
passion on the smitten, sorrowing rela-
tives. That was not the cause ofHis
weeping. Itwas when Christ saw the
effects of sin and how that itbrought
death Into the world; it was when His
life-work unrolled in darkened pano-
rama before His vision that the fountain
burst forth. That is the thought 1
would impress upon you this morning,
and seek to stamp it upon your souls.-
"Loose him; let him go," is a cry that
comes to the neople of God concerning
those who sit in darkness. No better,
110 more fitting words could be chosen
to picture the salvation that is inJesus.
The most degrading and loathsome
bondage is the slavery of Satan. With
ever-increasing power the

Chief Thiel Tells of How Cattle
Thieves Were Bounded Up

Story of a Country Banker Who.. Tried to Beat an Express

Company.

;'George H. Thiel. proprietor of the
lhielDetective Service, was in the city
Saturday, en route to Duluth from St.
Louis, where the main offices of the

service are located. Mr. Thiel was
found in the lobby of the Ryan hotel
by a reporter for the Globe, but he
was rather reticent when requested for
au interview.
•
"Iam in St. Paul for a visit of a few

hours," he said to the Globe man,"and
there is really no news inmy triphere.
1am going to Duluth this evening, and
from there 1 willgo to Chicago tomor-

row. By the way,while 1 cannot tell
you about any news, Iwill tell you how
we caught some Texas cattle thieves a

few days ago. The Cattle Drovers' As-
sociation ofTexas complained of thieves
taking away its stock, and the service
was requested to catch those who were
committing the depredations. A couple

of men were set to work, and the cattle
stealing went on. We sent one of our
men in among the cowboys, and, after
working with them as a regular cowboy,
he found that none of the men in the
vicinity where he was employed was
connected with the thieves. Allof the
stockyards in large cities were watched,
and one day a carload of cattle
arrived in St. Louis accompanied
by two men who were strangers to the
cattle buyers. They started selling their
cattle, and one of bur. men discovered
that the cattle werebranded differently.
Some of them were marked in one way,
and others with various brands of dif-
ferent ranches. One of the men dis-
appeared, and his companion acted In
such a suspicious manner after a portion
of the cattle had been sold that he was
arrested. He was one of .the thieves
who had been terrorizing the people of
the state ofTexas. His companion was
captured within a day or two after by an
operative had tracked him out of the
state, and a confession was made by
them. They are now locked up Inthe
Bellville jail,and will be tried in a

:short time. They have stalen thousands
of dollars' worth of cattle." ;

"Do you work personally 00 any cases
now?" asked the reporter.. ;^v-,
"Ihave not worked on a case in per-

son for years," was "the reply.

"The
:last case 1worked on was a queer one,
Iand 1had the good fortune to get my

man inone of the strangest cases Iever
ihandled or heard of.

"Down in Missouri lived a man who
was the owner of a small bank. He
transacted considerable business with a

:St. Louis bank, and at one time his bal-
ance there reached about 54,000. There
was a little over this sum, and he wrote
ithem to send him the 54,000. A few
>. days afterwards he called at the express
office with the wrappings which had
been' placed around the package of
money, and inside was a piece of news-
paper. He declared that the money
had been taken out. before it reached
him, and he desired the express com-
pany, which had carried the money, to
make the amount good tohim. An ex-
pert declared that the package had not
been opened while Inthe lianas of the
express company, and they sent for me
and asked my opinion. After a careful
examination Idecided that the package
had not been opened while the company
had itincharge. As the St. Louis bank
declined to make the alleged loss good
and the express company declined to re-
store the missing amount, the country
banker commenced suit. Iworked on
the case for some time, and Iwas aston-
ished at what Idiscovered. The evi-
dence kept piling up until one day I
secured a portion of a newspaper which
had evidently been carefully hidden.
This piece of paper fitted the torn piece
which had been found in the package,
and ihad found it in the house of the
country banker.

"The attorney who was handling the
case for the banker was given the evi-
dence which Ihad discovered, and he
advised the banker to withdraw the
suit. This was done promptly. That
man had robbed himself, and tried to
make the express company responsible
for the money. He had read in a paper
of a man who did tbe tricksuccessfully,
and he tried to imitate him. 1also
found the paper in which he had read
the story. We meet with some queer
experiences at times."
