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mittee had submitted a report entirely
disproving the claim that the moral con-
dition could be held in any sense ques-
tionable. This committee from the faculty
to particuiarize, had reported that the
moral condition was excellent, and the
principal proposed that he could estab-
lish the fact through the testimony of
the members of the faculty. ‘He asked
that Prof. Weitbrecht be called and
allowed to testify to the board. This re-
quest was granted and the professor
took the witness stand. [e was far
from being a willing witness, and in his
prefatory remarks he admitted that hc_
had an inordinate dislike for that sort of
a thing, for the reason that in all his
pxperience as a witness he had invari-
ably felt that he had left the impression
with his hearers that he had falsified
himself. s

Prof. Carmen began interrogating the
witness to bring out the facts that he
had alleged in his refutation of the
items in the charges. Mr. Carmen
asked him to tell the board all about
the faculty investizating commitiee re-
port. The witness seemed distressed.
He hesitated and then began concerning
a sensational episode in the History of
the high school, a matter quite different
from that which he had Dbeen asked
to testify to. He said that three or four
boys had—and here he was interrupted
summarily by the principal, who ex-
plained that what he desired the wit-
ness to testify to was the report of the
faculty committee. But the witness
was obdurate. He must testify in his
own way, and said he wished to tell the
whole story. In this position he was
strongly fortitied by the president and
by Iuspector O’Brien, and he was asked
to go into the details, and

in-the professor’s most graphic style. 1t
seems that there were three bu,\'s._pupl!s
of the school, who had become intoxi-

cated, and who had conducted them-*

selves in a wost shameful way. One of
these boys brought whisky to the high
school, and he induced the other two to
drink with him until the trio were under

the influence. Then ensued a series
of scandalous ineidents, among
them Dbeing some immoral talk,
aad the circulation of an In-

decent picture about the school room.
‘Phe witness insisted that he could not
recall all the report of the committee
for the reason that it was largely
verbai. The written report \\'ns'mercly
the compilation of a few headlines, as
he termed it. The "instigator of the
shameful piece of business had been
reinstated in the school, however, upon
an abject apology from hiuw.

Principal Carmen was visably dissat-
jstied with this bit of evidence, and he
called for Mr. Scott. The latter testified
with less reservation,and the gist of
his evidence was that the committee
had reported that the moral econdition
of the sebool was good.

Prof. Carmen made a lengthy state-
ment of his case, He said that the boy
who had brought the whisky to the
school had been given the liquor by his
mother us a specitie for a Jung difficulty,
and he had conceived the idea ot hav-
ing a little fun with it. The boy had
apologized and had been reinstated.

Offered a Presidency.

Then Mrs. Maria Sanford, professor
at the state university, testified that she
had had a conversation with the ex-
president of Swarmorth college, and
that the latter had said that he had been
authorized to tender the presidency of
the institution to Prof. Carmen.

Then Prof. Carmen, in a lengthy ad-
dress to the boardy recited sev-
eral unhappy conditions of the high
school amernities. He again
luded to the untruthful statements
that he had bulldozed the board into
increasing his salary. and went largely
into the finaneial difficulties that con-
fronted the board aud the school depart-
ment. He said, in this connection, that
he had actually recommended a cut in
the salaries of some of the high-priced
teachers, and that he had conceded a
£500 cut on his own salary.

Inspectfor O’Brien suggested that the
rumors only of an immoral condition at
the school were a matter of serious mo-
ment. lie made the simile that it was
as delieate as a woman’s honor, whereat
Luspector Stamm rose up in dire indig-
nation, and, after delivering one of his
scathing and characteristic rebukes,
withdrew.

The board had now consumed the en-
tire afternoom; and an adjournment was
had uuntil Thursday afternoon at 3
o'clock, when the fight will probably
be brought to an end.

POSSIBLE MURDERERS

Whom No One Knows Are
Being Hunted for by the
Police,

While Young Henry Lauer Is
Lying in- Hospital at the
Point of Death.
Sidewalk “Joshing” Results
in a Dangerously Fract-
ured Skull.

One of Three Negroes thp
Culprit, but He Is Not in
Evidence.

Uenry Lauer, a son of Andrew Lauer,
the Wabasna street caterer, lies at the
point of death at the city hospital with
a fractured skull, the result of an as-
sault made by a negro whose identity is
not known. Sunday evening Lauer,
Heary Bureh and Henry Staudenmeyer
were walking down Seventh street near 4
Frauklin when two negroes passed
them. One of tl e colored men remarkefl
to his companion that he had lostall his
money and was broke. Burch cut in
and said it couldn’t be as bad as that.
At this one of the negroes passed a re-
mark about the three. dudes and the
quintette engaged in some loud and
quarrelsome talk.

"The word fight being over,the colored
men walked down Sixth street, and’ as
they passed on one of the Lauer crowd
called out: *You coons don’t want to
be wetting too fresh around here.” This
nettled the *‘coons,” and they talked
vack in insulting terms. Lauer and his
companions started after them, and the
man who gave this version of the affair
a Grose reporter lost sight of the
party.

A moment later the bystander saw one
of the negroes running across Seventh
street, while a few feet behind himn was
Lauer. About the same distance behind
Lauer was the other negro, and cluse to
him was Burch. When near the site of
the oid Harris theater Lauer was seen
to fall to the ground. "I'nis ended the
chase, and, while Burch and Stauden-
meyer went to the assistance of their
companion, the negroesran up Seventh
street. The injured man was taken to
Mitseh’s drug store aund the patrol wag-
on telephoned for. Beforeit arrived a
nack was telephoned for. and Lauer
was taken to his home at 325 Wabasha
stree .

The Lad May Die.

Physicians were summoned, and as it
was seen that Lauer’s skull had been
fractured he was taken to the city hos-
pital. it is supposed, or rather, stated
by the youths who were with Lauer that
when the negroes were overtaken one
of them struck Lauer in the head with a
stone. The blow was a wicked one, for
it made a three-cornered hole in the top

L ! of Lauer’s head of such dimensions and

nature that the surgeons yesterday
afternoon trepanned the skull. Lauer
was reported last night as beingina
critical condition, with chances for re-
covery about even.

The facts of the assault were sup-
pressed Sunday night, the police having
a theory that the persous who commit-
ted the assault would not know about it
unless they saw it in the papers. 'I'he
detective force were at work on the case
all day yesterday, but up to a late hour
last night no arrests had been made,
T'he police say that Lauer had an open
knife in his hand at the time he was
chasing the negro, and that the weapon
was found with the blade open by his
side when he was picked up. This is
denied by the companions of Lauer,who
admit that the knife was found by his
side, but that the blade was closed, and
it had fallen from his pocket.

HOYT WANTS ACTION.

A S econd Appeal to the Mayor to
Instruct Police to Enforce
the Law,

Sixth Ward People Become Ur-
gentin Their Demands for
Cleanliness,

Some weeks ago Health Commissioner
Hoyt requested the mayor to issue an
order to the police instructing them to
arrest all persons found dumping
manure and garbage on vacant lots in
various parts of the city. For some
reason no attention was paid to theg re-
quest of the health official, and yester-
day the following letter was sent to the
mayor’s office: B

To the Hon. F. P."Wright, Mayor of the
City f St. Paul—Sir:

Chapter 341, section 59 of the health law, as
contsined in the charter of the city of St.
Paul, Minn., reads as follows: *It shall be
the duty of the chief of police to cause to be
executed all orders of the commissioner of
health, so far as they may relate 1o the pres-
ervation of the health of the city, whenever
required to do so_by the commissioner of
health.”

Acting upon the above quoted authority, I
requested your honor under -date of May 6,
1893, to issue the necessary order to the police
department to prohibit the dumping of
manure and other substances detrimental to
health in certainlocationsin the Sixth ward,
described in my communication.

Numnerous complaints having come to this
department since the aforesaid communica-
tion was sent youn, to the effect.that the
dumping had not been stopped. has ied me
to investigate the matter again. Upon in-
quiry the chief of police has informed me on
this date that no order has been received by
him trom you in relation to this matter. A
delegation from the Sixth ward have waited
upon me this date, and make an urgent de-
meand that the nuisances above referred to be
abated at once. 1 would therefore again
respectfully request that you issue the neces-
sary order at once to the department of
police that they prohibit the aroresaid dump-
ing to the extent of their ability.

Hoping that you will comply with this re-
quest, I have the honor to remain, yours
very respecifully, Hexry F. Hovr. M.D.

ment as a national holiday for that gal-
lant soldier. Long before that timne,
however, even during the sad dark days
of the civi] war, the custom of decorat-
ing the graves of soldiers was well
known. While away at the front the
men were whirled along on the waves of
excitement, wrapt in the Dbanner
of Dbattle smoke and upborne
by the cheers of comrades ahd
an admiring country, fighting for the
flag that symbolized home, honor and
country for them, women at home hav-
ing sent their warriors girded with love
and hope to the field, had little to help
them bear the long days and weeks
and months of suspense that war en-
tails on non-combatants, and seized
eagerly upon anything that had the
least savor of helpfulness for the boys
in blue in whom their hearts were
bound up. Scarcely had the war begun
before the appalling lack of provisions
for the care of sick and wounded sol-
diers was discovered, and then sprang
into lite hundreds of 5
s*Soldiers’ Aid Societies.”

These were composed of all sorts and
conditions of women, and from every
rank in life, who met: to work for the
hospitals. Many incidents of those days
secin as much amusing-as pathetic, as
one lcoks back at them. The weekly
meetings made all the women well-
known to each other, and little jokes
were exchanged over the gift that each
brought to the society rooms: against
the day when the boxes or barrels
should be filled and sent-away. What
wonderful slippers, that would fit no
man of ordinary build, and mittens of
stiff cloth with one finger, for the use
of the sentries, and rolls of lint, scraped
or raveled from bits of old linen, that
the scrapers fondly hoped were to be of
immense value to the surgeons were
made, and what consternation seized us
when a surgeon home on furlough and
more honest than sentimental, told us
that this carefully prepared lint was not
in vain. 3B

But no surgeon could deny that:-the
canned fruits, the little glasses of jelly
and bottles of home-made wine, “real
wine with no aleohol in it,”” as one g;pod
lady averred, and even bottles oi vitder
vinegar, the real stuff—was of great
value to the men in hospitals. Andina
more sentimental, but no less real way,
the quilts we made, each block bearing
the name of the maker, and little ‘coin-
fort bags, with buttons and needles‘and

woman’s dress and holding some token
of the love that held the-home hieart-
strings taught, through those weary
days were welcomed 1n the hospitals‘at
the front. Sometimes it was a picture

grew out of these things, and;were
seized upon by story writers immedi-
ately after the war as grist for their
insatiable mills. I have heard soldiers,
big bronzed and bearded fellows, tell
of thedays in hospital when life seemed
too dreary to be borne on homesickness,
that grew to be a recognized ailment
which had fastened upon them not to be
shaken off,tell of the pleasure that came
with a little bag made witha bit of
gingham *like. mother’s aprons” and
scarcely big enough to hold the two
fingers of the bronzed hand, but repre-
senting, Oh, g0 much of the constant
thoughtfulness of the women at home.
These were better medicine for home-
sick boys—and the majority of the sol-
diers on both sides were only boys—
than anything the men of science had
wrung from nature’s pharmacopeia.
Many an old soldier has among his
choicest treasures some of these little
things yet, and around the camp fire
stories are told that bring a mist to.the
eyes of those well-remembered days..

But when our boys came home, as,
alas, they so often did, crushed by the
storm of battle, to linger a little while
on the border land, where all that love
could do was done to save the brave
youung lives, but all in vain, or more sad
still, at the close of some battle that
lives in diistory, the wires flashed the
names of the sacrificed over the land,
and an old father or mother or sister
went to seek and bring home their he-
roes, and at last when nothing but a
little hillock in the cemetery was left to
tell that their heroes ever had lived;
when'love that could not , die reached
empty hands to heaven praying for com-
fort, and the spot where the cast-off
garment that had held the soul of our
Deloved lay seemed the only place on
earth where life could be borne, then
began the gentle ministry of flowers
that crystallized into Decoration day.
At first there were only black-robed
women or gray-haired men who came,
bowed with sorrow, to strew the flowers
that the sleeper had loved above those
guiet beds.
