MEMORY OF STRIFE

Softened and Mellowed by
Time and a Reunited Re-
publie.

“No More Shall the War Cry
Sever, Nor the Winding
River Run Red.”

Yesterday’s Street Demon-
stration and the Indoor
Observance.

Gen. Clapp’s Brilliant Oration
on the Lessons and/Mem-
j * ories.

There was the customary parade and
the usual Memorial day exercises yes-
terday, but the absence of bunting about
the city was a subject of general com-
ment. The assembly at Rice park pre-
sazed a parade considerably smaller
than those of preceding Memonial days.
The organizations were limited in char-
acter and also as to the numbers for the
several divisions. The citizen onlook-
ers were also fewer than might be ex-
pected on such an occasion and with
sueh tavorable weather conditions. One
thing appeared more emphatie than any
of the others, and that is the roll of vet-
erans is rapidly geowing shorter, and
those that remain are not only gray, but
are grizzled and bent in form. Very
few of the soldiers of 1851 are erect in
stature or seem as virorous as the
members of the . state militia.
They showed their age in striking con-
trast to the boys of the national guard.
The one wearing civilian suits wich an
occasional fatigue cap and the G. A. R.
badge, while the others in their new
blue uniforms and earrying their mus-
kets with military bearing reminded the
veteran of what he wasand is not.
Along the line of march and at its end
at the Grand opera bouse the contrast
between the soldier of thirty yearsago
with the militia of today was drawn by
thousands of spectators, who admired
the courage and bravery of the patriots
of 1861, and witnessed how wearied the
now old men look after a short parade
on paved streets, while the boys of the
militia looked fresh and vigorous. It
was 2 o’clock before the procession left
Rice park for the parade, in the follow-
ing order:

The body of the Grand opera house
was reserved for the veteraus.* The
vacant seats on the lower floor and the
upper balconies were well taken up by
ladies and citizens, presenting an at-
tractive scene from the stage, where
the orator of the day, a few officials and
the First Regiment band were seated.
The exercises here were begun with a
funeral march by the band of twenty-
eight pieces. Rev. W. S. Vail then
offered prayer, invoking a blessing on
the patriots who served the country in
trying  times. Mrs. Theodore Bollman
materially assisted in the exercises by
her singing. She has an excellent
reputation as a vocalist, and fully veri-
fied that it is merited by her singing
vesterday. Her first song is entitled
“[he Deathless Army’—music ty H.
Troteri; her second number was ‘“The
Soldier’s Requiem,” by Godfrey Marks,
and she sang as an encore the German
song, “Be Still,” by Roff.

Gen, Clapp’s Oration.

Gen. Moses E. Clapp delivered the
memorial address. It was a superb one,
was the unanimous verdiet. Mr. Clapp
has a wide reputation as an orator, and
certainly he demonstrated yesterday
that he has few equals in the country.
Seldom has such an address been deliv-
ered on a like oceasion 1n this country
as was that delivered by Mr. Clapp. He
spoke thirty-one minutes. The deliv-
ery was rapid, and with very short
pauses and without even notes. The
language was pure as to dictation, and
enchanting in rhetorical finish, His
climaxes were reached with a sequence
and grace that wrought the audience up
to enthusiasm that broke forth again
and again into spontaneous applause.
He paid a glowing tribute to Amer-
ican achievements on land and sea,
and attributed them to motives and
principles that are unperishable,
The conquests of other nations and the
times were ecompared to the strifes of
the American to show the superiority of
motive and the greater success of the
latter, The strikes and mobs in the
cities of the United States were alluded
to in speaking ot the conditions existing
in our republic and to contrast them
with those of other countries that are
ruled by the caprice of a monarch in-
stead of reason and patriotism and for
the further purpose of showing that the
conditions in foreign countries are re-
spounsible for such conditions in this
country. The speaker took the ground
that while this country should admit to
our.shores all foreizners, whether they
Le rich or poor who will become assim-
ilatea into citizenship, yet the immigra-
tion should be restricted to those
who will assimilate with the princi-
ples and patriotism of the republic. The
spirit of patriotism was illustratéd in
several ways, and especially in the way
the people refused to nominate for a
third term for the presidency the great
soldier hero, Grant. Directing hi§ at-
tention to an eulogy on the veterans,
Mr. Clapp declated that their valor and
patriotism were glorified rathey by the
spirit which inspired them than by the
heroism displayed on the field. He as-
serted that war waged for conquest re-
veals bravery, but it is the daring born
of the spirit of plunder. War waged in
defense of home reveals courage, but it
is the courage an instinct natural alike
to the bruie and man; but war waged
for a principle is more than the dar-
ing spirit of conquest, more than the
desperate courage of defense: it is an
inspiration which exalits patriotism in
civil life and glorifies valor on the field
of battle. In vain has tongue vied with
penin weaving wreathes for the vet-
eran’s brow, in vain has marble been
reared to the memory of dead comrades,
unless the spirit of their sacrifices sinks
deep into the American hearts, and
under the inspiration of this spirit, in
the light ot its lessons, a cltizenship is
preserved upon which alone a republic
ean stand, and her institutions, saneti-
fied by their sacrifices, become imper-
ishable monuments to valor. 3

COMING IN CROWDS.

Nearly One Thousand Delegates
to the Monster Reciprocity
Convention.

The Event Will Exceed the Most
Sanguine of the Expecta-
tions,

When the joint committee of the joint
commercial bodies of St. Paul issued the
call on Apfil 24 for the second interna-
tional reciprocity convention, they felt
that the appointment of 500 delegates
tfrom Canada and the United States
would make the convention a grand suc-
cess, but that figure has already largely
been exceeded, for notification of
the appeintment of over 800
delegates has been reeeived ab
the headquarters at the Commercial
ciub, and they are still coming in so
rapidly that over 100 names of delegates
were received 1 one mail yesterday.
The delegates will begin to arrive on
the early trains next Monday morning
in time for the opening session at 2 p.
m. at the- Auditorum, which is being
magnificently decorated for the occa-
sion. Several hundred Canadian flags
have been ordered which will be used
to beautify the Auditorium in associa-
tion with the starry banner of the
United States. The big delegation from
Winnipeg has notified the committee on
arrangements that it will leave that
city Sunday noon. President Stobart,
of the board of trade, will arrive in St.
Paul one day earlier. The delegates
from Seattle, Everett, Spokane and
from Montana points will begin their
journey two days earlier so as to arrive
in time for the opening session.
The mayors and city councils will
attend in a body from a number of

points, among them will be Mayor
E. C. Kennedy, of West Superior, and

the council: Mayor Deschenes, of Graf-
ton, N. D., and the council; Mayor L.
B. Richardson, of Grand Forks, and the
city council; Mayor Eustis, of Minne-
apolis, and a member of the conucil,
and Mayor John C. Wise, of Mankato,
with the full council from that ecity.
Hon. P. H. Kelly, member of the execu-
tive committee on the permanet organi-

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With each returning Memorial day the
ceremonies betake less of the careless
holiday appearance- and more of the
solemn commemorative character, and
a more serious tone prevades 1n the ob-
servance of the rites over the departed

soldiers of the civil war; and aside from |

the appearanee of the old soldier with
his badge ot service and the civie organ-
izations in parade, the appearance of
the city is more that of a Sabbath. Yes-
terday dawned balmy and fair,and early
in the morning the selected committees
rendezvoused at post halls and proceeded
to the cemeteries of the city to designate
the graves of the dead heroes with smail
flags and flowers. The committees
having. the decorations in charge
number}d about 150 veterans, and
they repaired .to the several
cemeteries in carriages to bedeck the
graves of the 400 buried there. These
ceremonies were completed in the early
morning. During tbe day business was
generally suspended in the city, and
during the afternoon thousands of eiti-

: zens went out to the cemeteries and

added to the floral decorations until in
many cases the small mounds were cov-
ered bv tokens of love and esteem.

At Calvary cemetery services were
conducted by Rev. Dr. Heffron, of the
Right Rev. Archbishop Lre-
land was the orator of the day there,and
paid a high tribute to patriotism and
American citizenshiv. The cathedral

| cholr, under the leadership of John

Gehan, sang several selections. After
this the graves were visited and further
decorations were made.

Lutheran Soldiers’ Rest.

In addition to the usual exercises of
decorating graves of the soldier dead
at the various cemeteries of St. Paul
yesterday, a soldiers’ rest was dedicated,
and a marble vase was presented to the
G. A. R. of Ramsey eounty at the Lu-
theran cemetery. Detachments of
Acker, Garfield, Gen. Ord and Gettys-
burg G. A. R. posts, Women’s Relief
corps, Sons of Veterans, Regular Army
and Navy Union and a host of their
friends assembled in large numbers
witness the ceremonies, listen to the
speeches and assist in decorating the
graves.

The ceremonies wera begun Dy re-
marks by Rev. Gausoviteh, the Lutheran
minister, and by the trustees of the
Lutheran cemetery. Atter reading the
ietter donating the soldiers’ rest by the
Lutheran cemetery to the G. A. R.,
Comrade Charles J. Stees, of Acker
post, made the following remarks: Once
more are we assembled to pay tribute
to our noble dead, our companions
who have received their final
orders trom the great Creator, our com-
mander-in-chief above, for their muster
out. The United States governmeunt
provides a headstone; such as you see
around us, for the grave of every sol-
dier, sailor and marine throughout the
Union who fouzht for this, our coun-
try, and there areover 400 grayesso
marked in the cemeteries at St. Paul
and in Ramsey county. The state of
Minnesota provides the sum of $35 for
the burial of every deceased soldier of
the late war, the lIndian war or the
Mexican war who may die without
having sufficient means to defray his
funeral expenses. This is to prevent
any soldier who fought for his country
from finding a last resting place ina
pauper’s grave, and speaks well for the
%enerosity and patriotism of our state
egislators and the esteem in which they
hold their country’s gallant defenders.

With a view of having these dead
heroes as near each other as possible
when the bugle sounds the last reveille
and the soldieranswers his lastroll eall,
the idea suggested itself of reserving a
suitable place where they might le to-
gether. Application was made to the
trustees of the four different cemeteries,
and the result is that we bave a sol-

diers’ rest in each—the Lutheron, Cal-

vary, Oakland and St. Paul cemeteries
—with a total capacity for over 250
graves, and in which are already buried
thirty-six veterans, and not one singzle
soldier is known to occupy a pauper’s
grave in Ramsey county today.

When I called upon and made known
the object of my visit to William Lin-
deke, the president of the board of
trustees of the Lutheran cemetery, he
placed his hand on my shoulder, and
looking me in the eyes, said: **When
this government was assailed and our
country was in danger, you boys went
to the front to protect it and fight for it,
and, if necessary, die for it, while we
remained at home attending to business.
Go out to the cemetery and pick out the
nicest lot in it, and you shail have it.
Nothing is too good for the brave boys
who”fought and suffered for their coun-
try. .

After the formal reception of the
soldiers’ rest and vase by the comrades
of the G. A: R. the same will be placed
in charge of the ladies of Gen. Ord
Women’s Relief corps for decorating
purposes on Memorial days—in the
future—to ever keep fresh and green in
memory our soldier dead,as well as
their graves in choicest plants and flow-
ers.

The Presentation.

Hon. Albert Scheffer, who is a mem-
ber of Acker yost, presented the flower
vase—which is of beautiful Tennessee
marble and stands four feet high, and
was filled with choice flowers—on be-
half of the donor, Dr. Chester G. Higbee,
who is also a member of Acker post,
and who was unavoidably absent at-
tending a medical congress in Chicago.
