The University Catalogue Finally

Makes Its Appearance.

The university catalogue for the year
1893 made its appearance yesterday
morning. Itis about twice as large as
former issues, and occupies 200 pages of
printed matter. Inthe manner of make-
up, as well as in the matter, there is
littlechange from previous catalogues,
and the university publication is criti-
cised somewhat for not being quite up
to the standard set by progressive col-
leges of the same size as the Minnesota
institution.

The summary of students shows a'
total of1,020, as against 1,394 at the
same time last year.

•The catalogue includes, besides the
usual information about all courses, a
historical sKotch and an outline of the
university's organization and govern-
ment. E. li. Johnson, the registrar of
the university, is the compiler.

TEARS AND TULIPS,

People of Minneapolis Weep
and Place Flowers on Sol-

diers' Graves.

The Day an Ideal One, and the
Crowds at the Cemeteries

Large.

Death of C.C. Sturtevant,Vet-

eran of the Chamber of
Commerce.

Stephen B. Snell Also Passes
Away--General News of

Minneapolis.

Memorial day in Minneapolis dawned
bright and beautiful, a cloudless sky
adding its brilliancy to the new green of
the spring grasses.and the people turned
out en masse to do houor to the soldier
dead of the nation. Business was
practically suspended in order that
there might be no excuse for people
not taking part in what has be-
come an American duty. Early in
the morniug flags were flying at half
mast from the public buildings and
school houses, and humanity began to

fillthe streets. Here and there the uni-
formof the G. A.K. was seen among
the brighter colors of the holiday attire
of the people, and soon the down-town
streets were tilled withcrowds of men,
women and childreu, waiting for the
conveyances that were to take them to

their oost3 of duty by the sides of the
graves of the nation's defenders.

Thousands of people gathered at j
Lakewood to do honor to the storied
brave. The cemetery looked beautiful
in its mantle of bright green with the
budding trees overhead, dotted here
and there withits monuments of spot-

less marble. Far away on all sides
stretched the rising and fallingslopes,
and long before the trains carrying the
G. A. It.posts had arrived, people had
been there, and the hundreds of little
mounds had been refreshed with
flowers. Atthe G. A. R. lot, where the
ceremonies of the day took place,
a stand had been erected, and in
front of it was the half circle of
graves, each marked by its little cross,
upon each of which were the stars and
stiipes. Here oame Rawlins, Butler,

Plummer, Schaeffer, Morgan and Mor-
ton posts, the latter marching, headed
by three little girls with white frocks
and tri-colored sashes. They marched
in, each comrade carrying a wreath and
a bunch of flowers. They were drawn
up inline by the head of the graves, the
"about face" was given, and in an in-
stant the littlemounds were buried be-
neath wreaths and flowers. Then there
was a salute by Sons of Veterans No. 4.

Rev. Peter Clare, pastor of the Simp-
son M.E. church, delivered the prayer,
Inwhich he asked a memory for those

who had cared for the families of the
veterans while they were in battle. The
audience sang the hymn "America,"
and Rev. 11. H. French delivered the
address. Asearly as 6 o'clock the peo-
ple of South Minneapolis began to
gather inLayman's cemetery.where the
exercises of the day were to be held
for that portion of the city. At8:30
the veterans of Appomattox Post as-
sembled at their headquarters, on
Franklin avenue east, near Fifteenth
avenue. They formed a procession
with the Minneapolis Drum corps.Camp
',), Sous of Veterans, and details from
Morgan, Rawlins and Plummer posts
leading and escorting children of the
South side public schools and Women's
Relief Corps No. 33. The line of march
was down Franklin to Cedar and out
Cedar to Layman's cemetery, at the
corner of Lake street.

Under the green sward of the St. An-
thony Catholic cemetery in.Northeast
Minneapolis sleep twenty-nine heroes,

who fought nobly well in the strife of
the rebellion. The bones have long
since mingled with the dust of Mother
Earth, out their memories and deeds
are ever fresh in the minds of
relatives, friends and patriots. Dur-
ing the morning the cemetery was
thronged with women and children, who
planted flowers and beautified the little
mounds. About 10 o'clock they were
interrupted in their labor of love by the
entrance into the grounds of a long
procession, the members of which had
come to strew with flowers ou the
Memorial day the graves of the
nation's dead. A sweet and touch-
ing simplicity characterized the
memorial ceremonies at St. Mary's
cemetery, and the soft zephyrs that
swept over the green mounds of the
patriotic dead were laden with the ac-
cents ofsincerest devotion. The exer-
cises consisted Indecorating the graves
of the soldiers, which was done by the
children of St. Mary's Orphan asylum, i

and the blessing of the last resting
places by Rev. Fathers Mclntyre and
Eagan, assisted by a detail from Mor-
gan post incharge of Thomas Rohan.

The grass-grown mounds InMaple-
wood and Hillside cemeteries, under
which sleeps one of the detachments of
the great army of soldier dead, were
decorated with flowers and with the
stars and stripes for which the patriotic
blood was shed. The G. A.:R. post
which had charge of the solemn com-
memorative services was^the W. P.
Chase, headquarters at 208 Central ave-
nue. The Sons of Veterans. Camp No.
98, and the Woman's Relief Corps, to-
gether with a host of school children,
assisted.

C. C. STURTEVANT DEAD.

The Chamber of Commerce Vet-
eran Is No More.

CC. Sturtevant, the veteran secretary
of the chamber of ,commerce, passed
away at the hour of noon yesterday.
He has been gradually failing, and it
was known that he could not livelong.
He was a man ripe in years and ready
for the harvest. The cause of his death
was probably as much a general break-
ing down of the system as the result of
the fall which first coufined him to his
house. Mr. Sturtevant was born in
Litchfield county, Massachusetts, some
time about the year 1813; but, with the
exception of his birthplace, he was in
all respects a Western man, as in about
a year after that event his father was
seized with the "Westward Ho!" fever
and migrated to a place long well
knownin Ohio as the "Connecticut Re-
serve," near where the city of Akron is
now built. Here his son grew up, a fine
specimen of what the West can produce
in the way of physical manhood, with
his six feet and odd inches, and built all
over correspondingly.

In1889, haviDg a family of his own by
this time, he also concluded that he
would "go West," and moved thera out
to Jacksonville, 111., which city failed to
realize the importance expected fromit
in those days, and here engaged in
steamboating, in which occupation he
remained for twenty years.

Mr. Sturtevant had been inMinneap-
olis twenty years. When he first came
here he was commercial editor of the
Tribune. After that he took the posi-
tion of secretary of the board of trade.
In1882 he relinquished that and be-
came secretary of the chamber of com-
merce, which position he has held.since.

Just previous to his death Mr. Sturte-
vant had been livingin Ozark flats, cor-
ner Thirteenth street and Heunepin
avenue. He leaves a wife and three
children, a boy and two girls, all mar-
ried. The oldest daughter, Mrs. Clay-
ton, is here. The other, Mrs. E. S.
Stoddard, of Pierre.has not yet arrived,
nor lias the son Arthur, from Indian-
apolis.

STEPHEN B. SNELL.

His Death Results From an At-
tack ofParalysis.

At8o'clock last evening occurred the
death of Stephen B. Snell, at his resi-
dence, 2832 Portland avenue. Mr.Snell
was one of the old residents of Min-
neapolis, having located here in 1856.
He was seventy-five years of age. and ap-
parently enjoyed the best of health
until two weeks ago. At that time he
had harnessed his horse and was about
to drive away when he was noticed to
have lost control of the reins. When
assistance arrived he was found to be
growing unconscious. Itis probable that
a blood vessel broke with the seizure of
appolexy. His death ultimately re-
sulted from paralysis. He leaves a
widow and five children, W. E. and J.
D. living. at Flandreau, S. D.; George

C. Stetson, of this city.

Mr. Snell was born at Augusta, Me.,
where he lived until twenty-one years
of age, when he removed to Hancock
county, Illinois, where he married in
the year 1853. Three years later he re-
moved to the small city of Minneapolis,

first residence he built on Fifth street
on the ground where now stands St.
Mark's church. He participated in the
Indian troubles of 1802, and was wagon-
master of the expedition that
went out under Capt. Stout.
Mr. Snell was engaged, until the
last few years of his life, in
the business of contracting, and inhis
business and social life gathered about
him his many close friends and ac-
quintances, who willmourn his loss.

The funeral will take place Thursday
afternoon at 3 o'clock from the resi-

dence.

BITUMINOUS SHALE

Converted Into Gas lor Illuminat-
ingand Heating Purposes.

The huge heaps of coal • shale which
accumulate around bituminous coal
mines are usually looked upon by the
colliery proprietor as a dead loss.
There are, however, indications that
this incombustible material may be.
profitably used in the near future. An
English mine owner for several years
has been experimenting with a view to
utilizing the shale for the manufacture
of water gas.and he has so far been suc-
cessful that the /whole of his surface
works are now'lighted by water gas
made from shale. Itis stated that the
apparatus is inexpensive: that an
Ordinary laborer can manipulate it, and
that the results are excellent.

_
InAprilthe apparatus was inspected

by a large number of colliery managers
and miningengineers, who made many;

interesting experiments. From these
it seemed that the shale gave as a prod-
uct 24 per cent of combustible gases in:
what are called generator gases, and-
-92)^ per cent of water gas, whileordinary
coke gave only 30 per cent of com-
bustible gases in the generator gas, and
93 per ceut injthe water gas. Besides
lignting the colliery premises it is in-
tended to heat the boilers by means of
the generator gas.thus affecting a great
ecomony in the working.

respects those of Mr. and Mrs. Bor-
den. \u0084. The victim was Miss Bertha
Manchester, aged twenty-two years, a
former student in the high school, and
a descendant of one of the oldest fam-
ilies Inthis section of New England.

She was last seen alive when her
father, accompanied by his sou and a
hired boy. left for the city this morning.

On their return the son ran into the
kitchen and there saw his murdered
sister lying in a pool of blood.
Notifying the father, the police
were summoned and an investiga-
tion made. A bloody ax was found in
a woodpile near the back fence. The
examination of the body disclosed
horrible conditions. The young girl
was lyingclose to the foot of the stove,
where she had evidently dragged
herself through pools of her blood. Her
right leg was drawn uuder her, her
clothes were partially drawn from her
hips, and her head and face were
frightfully lacerated. There were four
•long, deep cuts on the back of
the head and the top of the skull was
crushed to a jelly. There were several
cuts on the face and nose and two of
the girl's teeth were found on the floor
beside her. Her loose hair was
matted with blood and her arms and
face were covered withit. The space
in which she was found measured about
six by eight leet, and the sheathing
and windows all around itwere spotted
withblood. Some few spots of blood
were found leading from the kitchen
to the stair door, and there were pools
of- blood in the cellar, just beneath
where the body lay. ln searching the
house the police found the girl's bed-
room had been rifled of Some of
its conteuts. The rifled bedroom
leads to the theory that robbery
was the motive; but.although they have
reached a theory as to the motive of the
murder, they are all at sea at this hour
regarding the Identity or whereabouts
.of the assassin. The girlis said to have
no lovers, and no motive other than rob-
bery is advanced.

A DESIRABLE TOOL.

An Ingenious method of capturing
adult mosquitoes in the house is in ex-
tensive use in some localities in New
Jersey. We have not seen itdescribed
inprint, and mention it here in the
hope that itmay be new to some of our
readers. Itconsists in nailing to the
end. or rather the top, of a stick the lid
of a small tin box, such as a yeast pow-
derbox.
1:The stick must be long enough to en-
able the operator to reach the ceiling,
and the tin cover of the box is nailed to
it inan inverted position. Into this re-
ceptacle is then poured a tablespoonful
of kerosene, and the mosquitoes at rest
iiDoiithe celling are easily trapped by
simply placing this cup. under them
and close up to the ceiling. In their

•endeavor to escape they fall at once
"into the kerosene and are killed.
r-i On the morning of Sept. 25 the
writer captured seventy-five mosquitoes
on the celling of the room which he
occupied during the night. Most of
.the seventy-five were filled with blood,

REMEMBERED! HERO,
American Citizens Decorate

the Tomb of Marquis de"> Lafayette. V

Wreaths Represent the Re-
public's Gratitude to a

Noble Ally.

The Tomb Completely Cov-
ered by the Beautiful

Floral Offerings.

Several American Flags Float
Over the Extraordi-

nary Scene.

Paris, May 30.— About 500 persons,
largely Americans, were present today
at the decoration of the tomb of the
Marquis de Lafayette, in honor of his
services to the cause of American inde-
pendence. Thejremaius of the Marquis
de Lafayette are interred in the ceme

-
tary of Picpus, at Vincennes, which
contains the tombs of some of the oldest
families in France, and also the
graves ;of 1,300 victims of the Reign
of Terror. Members of the Lafay-
ette family arrived at the cemetery
in landaus sent by Col. Adams, rep-
resenting Lafayette post, of the G. A.
R. of New York. These, with the
American embassy and staff, and others
who came to take part in the ceremony,
first signed their names in a book, in-
tended as a memento for Lafayette post,
and then formed in procession and
marched with uncovered heads to the
tomb of Lafayette. As Col. Adams
placed wreaths and caskets of dark blue
pansies on the tomb, he said:

"We are gathered here in tribute to
the memory of a man who offered his
lifein service of American independ-
ence. Atthis hour on the other side of
the Atlantic millions of sympathetic
citizens are placing laurels on the tomb
of those wno gave their lives for their
country. These wreaths represent tho
gratitude of a grand and free republic
to Lafayette, whose quick eye caught
the first possibilities of American iude-
pendnce. Ainerica,remembering the aid
given toAmerican people by Lafayette
when they were without friends or
funds, tenders through Lafayette post
the expression of her gratitude."

Here Col. Adams paused, while the
visitors heaped wreaths upon the tomb
until it was covered by the flowery
offerings.

Several American Flags

floated over the scene, but there were
no French ensigns. The absence of
French emblems heightened the special
character of the American tribute. lion.
James B.Eustis, American ambassador,
who was present, made an emotional
speech, in which he referred to the
sacrifices of Lafayette in behalf of a
people to whom ho was an entire
stranger.

"Lafayette," said Mr.Eustis, "was
animated by a higher sentiment even
than patriotism. He drew his sword for
the broad principles to which he had
consecrated his life. His name became
a household word in the United States,
where his example ought to be held up
to our children. His memory awakens
in the breast of every American emo-
tions of grateful admiration."

-
Inconclusion Mr.Eustis said:
"To those who today in America aro

paying tribute to the honored dead I
would say that 1share their grief. We
are equally proud of American citizen-
ship, of the" greatness of the republic,
and of the high position which the re-
public holds In the familyof nations."

Francois de Courcelle, great grandson
of the Marquis de Lafayette, made reply
inbehalf ot the family. He referred to
the fidelity withwhich America honored
the memory of his great aucestor, and
he added that the best expression of
thanks in behalf of the family was
found inLafayette's own words when
bidding farewell to President Adams In
September, 1825. Among the visitors
present on the occasion besides those
already named were Mr.Eustis, brother
of the American ambassador; Gen. and
grs. Foster, Mrs. and Miss Harlan, wife
and daughter of Justice Harlan; Mrs.
John T. Morgan, wife of Senator Mor-
gan; Mrs. E. J. Phelps and William
Seligman.

Gored to Death byBulls.

Two young men were
gored to death and many others were
injured. The public officials who were
presiding made no effort to Interfere
with the mob entering the ring or to
protect them from the bulls. The spec-
tators applauded and cheered while the
bulls charged the men who were beat-
ing them.

Italian Trade Paralyzed.

Rome, May 30.—The monetary situa-
tion grows worse. The scarcity ot sil-
ver is paralyzing trade, and the revival
of a forced paper currency is believed
inevitable. The parliamentary commis-
sion, appointed to investigate the re-
ported complicity of the Italian sen-
ators and deputies in the scandal relat-
ing to the Bauca Komana and other
financial institutions, has resigned on
the ground that the chamber of depu-
ties made valid the election of Auuila,

an opposition deputy, contrary to the
advice of the commission.

Protest Against German Rule.
Copenhagen, May 30.—A meeting

attended by 135 delegates held at Aar-
huus, iv Denmark, has promulgated a
manifesto protesting against German
rule in Schleswig. The meeting was
attended by great enthusiasm, and
showed the feeling of attachment to
Denmark is still very strong in the
province which was takeu from her by
Prussia.
