FOOT RELAY RACE.

A Message Carried From New
Haven to New York by

Runners.

The Distance, Seventy-Five Miles,
Covered in a Little Over

Nine Hours.

New Hayek, Conn., May 30.— Willi
the first rays of daylight this morning
the longest foot relay race ever run in
this country was started from tliis
city. A hundred persons gath-
ered about the building of the local
Y.M. C. A., on Chapel street, as the
runners from the city took their places,

and waited for the word. Promptly at
5:30. the appointed time, the signal was
given and the three New Haven runners
sped away. W. L. Hunter, the fastest
of the trio, was given the message,
which was sent by Adjt. Gen. Bradley,
of this city, to Mayor Gilroy, of New
York. His comrades were Frank Ken-
na and Gus Holland, all of this city.
Close behind the runners was
Director McCann, ot the Bridge-
port association, on a bicycle to see
that perfect fairness was main-
tained throughout the race. The jour-
ney of seventy-five miles was divided
into blocks of live, each relay taking a
block, forty minutes being allowed each
relay for the distance. The first relay
from this city to Savin Bock was cov-
ered by Hunter in 27:1. At this place
W. C. Kissall, Harry Smith and Dave
Imrle took the message and shot along
toward Milford, which was recalled in
20:50. Three Ansonia men took the
message on to Stratford. The course
was fair, but their time only 31:17.
AtStratford a fresh relay took the mes-
sage for Bridgeport, The course was
in fire shane, and they made the credit-
able record of 20:30. Bridgeport was
left at 7:30. and the good time of 29:30
was made to Fairfield. Twenty-five
miles, one-third of the entire distance,
had now been traversed, and the fact
that a great record would be established
was apparent.

New Youk, May 30.—The last ath-
lete to participate was Thomas Mellen,
of the Harlem brancn of the Y. M. C.
A., who took the letter from G. G. Hol-
lander on his arrival at 2:32:20, at the
Harlem bridge, and spurted to the club
house, the terminus of the race, making
!the distance (about three-quarters of a
!mile) in two minutes and fifty
seconds, arriving at 2:35 p. m.
The dispatch was there read. It
was a friendly greeting from the ad-
jutant general of Connecticut and re-
ferred to the means of trasporting it
as the first of the kind in this couulry.
The roads were in fair condition. Twen-
ty minutes was lost at Bronxvilleowing
to the runners who were to receive the
dispatch there not being ready. Total
time of race, 0 hours 3J^ minutes.

IN HIS OWN BEHALF.
Dr. Brings Concludes His De-

fense to the Charge of
\u25a0 -xxj Heresy^-?

Impressive and Dramatic
Scene at the Close of

the Address.

His Argument Entered Deeply
Into the Intricacies of

the Case.

A Sentence From Lampe's Ad-
dress Characterized as

Rank Heresy. ;:;I

Washington. May 30.— This was the
second day devoted tothe actual trial of
Prof. Briggs before the general as-
sembly on the charge of heresy. So
far from diminishing, the interest in
the case would seem to be on the in-
crease. INotwithstanding the many
counter attractions in connection with
Decoration day, there was yet a large

crowd early on .baud at the New York
Avenue Presbyterian church, and when
the day's session began the galleries

were crowded as usual. When Dr.
Briges, in closing his defense, solemnly
challenged the court to judge liim justly
the scene was most impressive, and
even the most unrelenting anti-Briggs
men in the assembly akmitted that the
aliened heretic had made a wonderfully
strong presentation ot his case. For a
considerable portion of his time he fol-
lowed the same lines of argument that
he used before the New York presby-
tery, withsuch omissions and additions
as were-necessary to make it timely aud
pertinent.

His argument, as he presented it. was
uot one that gave any chance for orator-
ical effort. Itwas a carefully prepared
technical paper, which' entered deeply
into

The Intricacies of the Case.

Much of the address was taken bodily
from the "defense," and this Dr. Briggs
had his friend Dr. Brown, of Union,
read for him. Dr. Brown is a man of
fine piesence and magnificent voice.
While he read the man whose orthodoxy
is the great question now before the
Presbyterian church sat back ina chair
upon the platform and took a little
needed rest. The day was almost de-
void of anything like sensational feat-
ures. The nearest approach to this sort
of thing was when Dr. Briggs quoted a
sentence from Dr.Lampe's address of
yesterday,and characterized itas a rank
heresy if there ever was a heresy.

Dr. Briggs, at 9:50, resumed his argu-
ment in defense of the enarges made
against him. "It is the knowledge of
God and His will," said Dr. Briggs,
"which is neccessary to salvation, not
the knowledge of geography or chro-
nology, nor exactness in names and
persons. The knowledge ol God nec-
cessary to salvation does not imply that
the words containing this knowledge
are inspired. The prosecution seem to
think that the whole of the Scriptures
is the word of God, and that everything
in itis divine and infallible. But the
confession does not say this, and evi-
oeutly does not mean this. We must
study the varying phases of

The Three Standards
so as to get a doctrine that will be con-
sistent with the phases of them all. lt
is evident that this must- be so con-
structed as to enable us to say that the
Bible contains the word of God as well
as to say the Bible is the word. We
must endeavor, as students ol the West-
minster confession, to study the original
phases of our confession as set forth by
Wallace, and also to bring out the his-
torical meaning of the Word of God.
My doctrine can- be stated thus:
There is no authority in the Scriptures
or in the creeds of Christianity for the
doctrine of immediate sanctification at
death. The only sanctificatiou known
to Christlon orthodoxy is progressive
sanctification. Granted that Iam
wrong in my interpretation of
the doctrine of sanctification at death,
does the Presbyterian church recognize
this principle as. an essential to the
church? If so, no man can become a
Presbyterian minister who does not hold
to the doctrine of immediate sanctifica-
tion at death. If this idea obtains it
will be destructive to the peace and
prosperity of the church. 1do not think
the superior courts will sustain this
idea. Ifthey do the Christian people
willregard them as breaking the bonds
of catholicity."

What Sanctification Is.
Continuing with his argument as to

what sanctification really is, Dr. Briggs
said that itwas not merely a cleansing

from sin, but the adoption of habits of
purity.
"Ihave shown you," continued Dr.

Briggs, "that all the questions that
have been argued by me have been ar-
gued by my adversaries as well in tho
court of the presbyteay. Now Iask
you, even it Ihave made many mis-
takes, is it fair, is it righteous, is it
honorable to force the.court of the gen-

eral assembly, despite of what Ihave
said before you, to put the case in the
form that the appellant has admitted
the facts, the presbytery has admitted
the charges to be relevant, and that,
therefore, there is no alternative left
but to vote f6r conviction? Mr. Moder-
ator and brethren," he continued, "you
willhave to take great care unless, in
condemning the accused. you accuse the
views of those theologians who have
argued against )hie. For Iwillunder-
taKe to bringout an enormous catalogue
of heresies in their arguments. Unless
you take great care you will put your
selves in a very unfortunate position,
and your action will be hard to justify
beforo the Christians of the world."

This remark, which was delivered in
a peculiarly earnest manner, and
sounded very much like a threat,!
created a stir among the commission-
ers. A low confused- murmur of com-,
ment ran around the church. The
poiut had evidently been appreciated, i

Good Time Coining.

Continuing, Dr. Briggs said: j
"The time will come when no man

shall be put in jeopardy on account of
his religious belief.

-
The time .. will

surely come when' no man will be de-!
prived of his ecclesiastical life by a
mere majority of such members as now
constitute the courts of the church.
But. as things now are, the court of the
Presbytery of New York willcompare
favorably with any other courts which
have thus far had jurisdiction of the
case, and this general assembly will
have to take great pains to purse itself
of any suspicion ofbias ere itcan under-
take to impart such a thing to the mem-
bers of the lower court."

Continuing,Dr. Briggs said:
"Letme refer to a Word spoken by

Dr. Lampe yesterday. He said, ifIun-
derstood him rightly, and Itried. to take
down his exact words: 'We Know noth-
ing of Christ save what we get in the
Bible story.' (Dr. Lampe, sitting di-
rectly in front of the speaker, nodded
his head in confirmation of the accuracy
of the Quotation.)

Returned to Sanctification.

the shadow of the gallows-all. in one
undistinguishable mass? Such a doc-
trine strikes a deadly blow at the moral
nature of man, the ethical constitution
of society, the historic training Of our
race aud the moral government of God.
Itenables us to comprehend the whole
lifeof man, the whole history of our
race and the moral government of God;

SCRIPTURES ERRORLESS

According to a Committee of
Presbyterian Divines.

Washixgt&X, May 30.—Dr. Young,
chairman ot the committee on bills and
overtures, reported to the Presbyterian
assembly today that the committee re-
quested that the answer to the overtures
regarding the deliverance of the assem-
bly of1892 upon the inspiration of the
Bible, made last Sunday, be returned
to the committee. This was ordered,
and then Dr. Young presented a substi-
tute. This, he said, was the unanimous
expression ofthe seventeen members of
the committee present, the largest num-
ber at any meeting yet held, It reads:

"Inanswer to the overtures from the
presbyteries of Newark and St. Louis
and th? memorial of a large number-
more than 300 bf the felders, deacons
and members of the Presbyterian
church— with reference to the deliver-
ance of the Portland assembly on the
Inspiration ofHoly Scripture, we would
recommend the following: This general
assembly reaffirms the overture of the
deliverance of the assembly of 1892
touching the inspiration of Holy
Scripture, viz: That the -original
Scriptures of the Old and New Testa-
ments, being immediately inspired by
God, were without error, and, in so
doing, declares that the said deliverance
enunciates no new doctrine and im-
poses no new test of orthodoxy, but In-
terprets and gives expression to what
has always been the belief of the
church, faoght in the Westminster con-
fession or faith."

This report was received and given
the place on the docket occupied by the
one for which it was substituted, the
second special order after, the Briggs
icase shall have been disposed of.

Will Inaugurate Daily Train
.;.',. Service.

-ItIs announced that the Great North-
ern willinaugurate daily train service
between Minneapolis, St. Paul and
Seattle Juiie 18. Ihis willopen up for
the traveling public a vast section of

The live crosses the Colum-
bia river at Wenatchee. where connec-
tiou ismade withsteamers for the Upper
Columbia and Okanogan country. Lake
Chelan, a body of water hitherto unac-
ceSsable,is now easily reached by means
of steamers on the Columbia and a stage
ride of a mile. This lake surpasses in
beauty and grandeur any body of water
on tne American continent. At ifs
upper end an immense glacier is in fill
view. Already two steamers have been
put into service, anticipating the' rush
of tourists when the ftillbeauty and at-
tractions of this lake are known. From
Wenatchee the road follows the Weu-
atchee river down the valley of the same
name; thence begins its ascent of the
Cascade range. The scenery, as it be-
gins to. climb the mountains, is grand
and inspiring, growing more rugged and
majestic every mile. ItIs a scene never
to be forgotten by the traveler. Dr. H.
Seward Webb, president of the Wagner
company, who last Saturday made the
trip, is enthusiastic in his praise of the
scenery and the solid roadway, which
had not only bean built over the mount-
ains, but was a marked characteristic
of the entire line. Leaving the mount-
ains -it follows the Snohomish and]
strikes the Puget sound at Everett, !
thence south to Seattle, the metropolis
of the sound. .

DON'T HAVE THE BLUES.

HONORED BY EULALIE.
Royalty Visits the Tomb of

the Great Soldier of the
Republic.

With Her Own Hands She
Placed a Wreath on His

Casket.

Returning to Her Hotel, She
Receives Gotham's So-

ciety Dames.

Prince Antoine Was Present,
but Received Very Lit-

tle Attention.

New Yokk,May 30.—At 1:30 o'clock
the Princess Eulalie left the Savoy
hotel, bound for Riverside park, where
she participated in the ceremonies at
Gen. Grant's tomb. The princess and
party .drove from the hotel through
Central park withan escort of gray-
coated mounted police in front and rear.
A score ofprivate carriages swung into
line behind those of the royal party.
The princess expressed iier admiration
of the park, and was much amused in
passing the mall, where about 500 boys
were playing ball. The entire crowd
stopped their games and ran across the
field to the drive, where they stood
and cheered • as the princess passed.
The party left the park at Seventy-
second street and drove west to River-
side drive. Here the beautiful pano-
rama of the Hudson spread out before
the royal visitors, and the Infanta ex-
claimed with delight at the view. She
asked Gen. Porter how high the drive is
above the river, and was told that it is
100 feet. She admired several of the
fine residences along the drive aud the
drive itself. The party drove at a rapid
pace all the way up to One Hundred
aud Twenty-second street and around
the Clermont circle, arriving at the
tomb of Gen. Grant at 2:25.

Arrivalat tlie Tomb.
The plateau at the tomb wa,s black

withpeople. The park police hAd the
roadway clear and a narrow passage-
way open from the drive to the tempo-
rary tomb. There was a clapping of
hands and a waving of handkerchiefs
and hats as the infanta appeared. She
was dressed in a close-fitting gown,
garnet in color, and mado with very
little ornamentation. She wore a black
lace bonnet and carried a black lace
parasol. The party walked up to the
entrance of the tomb and were met by
Mayor Gilroy and Park Commissioner
Clausen. The gate to the tomb was
open, and (Jen. Porter attempted totake
in the wreath which had been brought
with the party, but the infanta stopped
him, and, taking the wreath, which was
three feet in diameter and very heavy,
in her own hands, carried itInto the
tomb and placed itat the head of the
casket. The wreath was crescent-
shaped, with a body of maidenhair
ferns covered withlilies, orchids, and
withsmall clusters of moss roses at one
side. The wreath was tied witha bow
of white satiu ribbon. As the princess
placed the wreath on the casket she
bowed her head and said, very impres-
sively:

"Itgives me the greatest pleasure to
pay this tribute to the memory of the
great general."

The princess and party Immediately
returned to their carriages and were
driven back down Riverside drive and
through the park to the hotel. At5
o'clock the hallways of the Hotel Savoy
were crowded with guests bidden to

The Reception
given by Commander Davis as the rep-
resentative of the United States govern-
ment. Ladies in their smartest after-noon toilets arrived so rapidly and
almost to the minute named in the invi-
tation that a crush was threatened. At
5:15 the infanta took her position at the
west end of the private reception rooms
adjoining her apartments oh the secondfloor; TJje prince stood at her right and
the Manila Afco |lermosa at her left.
Next to the iharquesa vvas the Duke de
Tamames. Arturo Baldasano, the
Spanish consul-general, in full uniform,
stood next. Commander Davis stood
at Prince Antoiqe's right.

The jpfaijtawore a whito satin prin-
cess gown witha white lace yoke, and a
demi train. White lace was draped
over the full sleeves and there was a
lace flounce at the bottom of the dress.
She wore no ornaments except a dia-
mond brooch. Tho prince wore a black
frock coat, white waistcoat and gray
trousers. He stood to the right and

slightly of the princess and re-
ceived very little sjtteutiou. Gen.
James M.VAfnuifipresented the guests
as they arrived, The princess shook
hands only with th^ge whom she re-
membered haying rpet before. After
standing and bowing fof a quarter of
an snelook advantage of a pause
in the procession and sat ina richly up-
holstered chaij: for a fes rupihents. The
euests continued arriving and passing
before her until a few minutes before 6,
when she retired to her rooms. About

A biff crowd had
gathered in frorft of the theat<sf, and the
police had difficulty in keeping a
passage open. A carpet was laid from
the curb to the entrance. Mayor Gilroy
met the princess at the door, and
escorted her to the lo\ver hand box
nearest the stage. Tne orchestra played
the national Spanish anthdlh. and the
audience rose and cheered as the in-
fanta appeared. Mayor Gilroy and
Comptroller Myers sat inboxes and the
first two rows in the orchestra were oc- •
cupied by members of the committee of
100 and their wiveb. When Thomas Q.
S.eabrooke sang his topical song, "The
.Prodigal Son," he introduced thefollow-
ing improvised verse:

She is, she is;
As gracious and kind as she can be,

The audience interrupted the song
with a burst of applause, and the
princess rose and bowed and laughed
heartily at the lit)§s. At11 o'clock the
princess and party returned to the ho-
tel. The princess willvisit the normal
school tomorrow, and afterward she
willreview the police parade from the
grand stand at Madison Square garden.
