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TRADE WITH CANADA
Will Be the Shibboleth for

the Great Convention to
Open Today.

Down With Barriers and On

With an Unrestricted
Traffic.

Advance Guards of the Dele-
gates Are Confident of

Radical Action.

A Comprehensive Idea of the
Gathering- and What Is

Expected.

Today will witness one of the most
important events in the history ot the

Northwest and of the Dominion of Can-
ada. It is an effort on the part of the
most prominent business men In the
cities of the northwestern portion of
North America to establish relations be-
tween the United States and Canada
which will benefit the entire country

and be not only of service to the busi-
ness men and dealers in various articles
of commerce, but to the governments

themselves.
For a number of years there has been

more or less talk on the subject of unre-

stricted trade between the United States
and Canada. Many men have both
written and talked on that subject, so
Interesting to the people of both coun-

tries, and Ithas at last been decided to
hold a meeting at which the representa-

tives of the various provinces and states
willdiscuss the matter and endeavor to
take the proper steps for the obtaining

of reciprocal arrangements between
the two governments.

The meeting willopen in the city of
St. Paul this afternoon at 2 o'clock in
the Auditorium building, the opening
address to be made by Hon. P. 11. Kelly,

who willgive the project his "O.K."
The session willlast two days, and will
conclude with a mass meeting in the
Auditorium building. The manage-

ment of the affair desire the public to
attend the sessions, and announces that
the hall willbe open at all times to the
-people.

TilIk*IVltliDelegates.

The delegates began to arrive in the
elty yesterday, and at the hotels last
evening there were a number of promi-
nent men from all parts of the country.
Among these was Mayor Dwyer, of
Everett, Wash.

"It is an important tiling for the
United States and Canada," said Mr.
Dwyer to a reporter for the Globe last
evening at the Merchants'. "It willbe
especially conducive to closer relations
between the United States and Canada,
particularly the provinces and states

near the boundary lines. To our state
reciprocity would bring great returns,
and give the business men of Washing-
ton an opportunity of doing a much
larger business. Itwould have a strong
tendency to reduce the prices on goods
commonly sold and used, as the taking
off of the duties would allow a good
profit to be made at a less expense to
the purchaser. The people of our state
are all anxious for some such relations
to be established, and our delegation is
confident that something will be done
In that direction. At any rate, if our
efforts willcount, we willhave reciproc-
*ty."

C. E. Conrad, ot Kallspel, Wash.,
was seen at the Ryan last evening.
•M have every expectation that the con-
vention willresult in some definite ac-
tion by the government," he said. "We
are all very anxious for something of
the kind, and 1 have really heard no
very strong opposition to the move-
ment. "Atleast none of the people from
ir /part of the country have said any-
thing of the kind. The immense value
which would result to the business in-
terests of the Northwest through the es-
tablishment of reciprocity cannot be es-
imiU'd, but itwould be very great. We
are going to work with the expectation
that the best results willbe achieved,
and all of the delegates appear confi-
dent of success. There will be a-lurge
number of the people of Washington
present at the convention, and we will
remain over to witness the flillcelebra-
tion. By the way, you might add that
our state Is the greatest in the entire
sisterhood, and we will rank with any
of them in a few years."*

C. D. Child, of Crookstou, was seen
at the Merchants.' He is confident of
the good which willresult from the con-
vention, and is sure that reciprocity
wiilbe considered the proper thing.

"The people of Minnesota especially
-wiil be benefited by reciprocity," he
said. "We are compelled to pay a duty
on goods which are brought from Can-
ada, and the natives of that country are
compelled to pay a duty on goods
brought there from the United Stales.
The government profits, but at the same
time the people pay for it,and the cost
of the entire thing comes on the pur-
chasers. If reciprocity were estab-
lished goods would be cheaper In both
the United States and Canada, and the
people would profit by it. lam sure
that something of benefit to the entire
country willcome out of the conven-
tion."

The Convention Outlined.

An elaborate programme has been
prepared for the convention, and some
of the most prominent people in the
United States and Canada willbo pres-
ent lor the purpose or givingtheir views
on the question.

Second International Reciproc-
ity Convention, Dominion of Can-
ada—United States of Amehica.
-St. Pail, Minn.. April 25, 1«)3.—

Gentlemen: The First International
Reciprocity Convention was held in
(hand Forks, N. D., Sept. 1and ti, 1892,
and was attended by delegations repre-
senting numerous commercial bodies
in the province of Manitoba and In the
states of North Dakota. Minnesota and
Wisconsin. At this convention it was
determined to strengthen and continue
the movement for freer and fuller trade
relations between the United States
and the Dominion of Canada by holding
a second convention in the city of St.
Paul early in the year 1893; hence an
executive committee was appointed to
make a call and complete arrangements
for its proceedings.

Appreciating the fact that nature has
decreed that the Dominion of Canada
and the United States of America
should be closely united by commercial
ties, that the progress of both nations
can be most fullysubserved by liberal
trade intercourse, and that the material
development of the field, the forest, the
mine and the ranee can in this way be
quickened and enlarged; and also for
the reason that the business interests of
Canada and the United States demand
the early opening of a deep waterway
for ocean commerce from Lake
Superior to tidewater, the executive
committee does hereby call the
Second lnternational»Reciprocity Con-
vention to meet at St. Paul, Minn., on
the sth and 6th days of June, 18'.)3. We,
therefore, earnestly invite you to ap-
point a delegation of a suitable number
of representative citizens to attend this
non -political international convention,
in order that the momentous issues
which willcome before it may receive
the fullest consideration, and suitable
action be tasen which will tend to
strengthen the commercial bonds exist-
ing between the two nations, already
bound together by the ties of a common
ancestry, religion, literature and laws.

A TELL-TALE DOLLAR.

The Murderer of Bertha May

Manchester Believed to Be
inLimbo.

Jose Carreiro Had in His Posses-
sion Some of the Dead Girl's

Money.

Falt- River, Mass., June 4.—Joseph
(or Jose) Carreiro, suspectad of the hor-
rible murder of Bertha May Manches-
ter, is under arrest Inthe central police
station, charged with homicide. That
he really committed the murder, there
appears to be little room to doubt, in
view of the developments made in the
investigation. Jose Carreiro gave him-
self up to the police last evening,
and from 0:40 p. m. until after midnight
he was on the rack. At first his story
was a good one, but one littlebreak was
made; then came a change. Contra-
diction and falsehood followed, and he
was ordered under arrest. After the
investigation closed the mayor and ©ra-
cers of the police department decided
that the public had a right to the facts
in the possession of the police, so fax as
they could safely be given. To this end
a statement was read in the marshal's
office, which recited that on the day of
the murder Carreiro entered a French
Canifdian shoe dealer's store, near the
south end of Satramore mill, and asked
fora pair of shoes. He pulled out of
his pocket a silver trade dollar, appar-
ently brand new. He also pulled out a
silver half-dollar with a hole in it.
These pieces answer the description of
part of the money taken from Ber-
tha's bureau drawer. Bertha's sister
testified that the • trade dollar
camo into Bertha's possession fourteen
or fifteen years ago, and an examination
disclosed the fact that itbore the date
187S. During the investigation Carrolro
denied he had ever offered a silver half-
dollar with a hole in it to the shoe
dealer, but a Portuguese, who acted as
interpreter with the storekeeper, stated
positively that ho had. The shoe dealer
said that' Carreiro hud wiiat appeared to
be a lady's pocketbook, and that he took
money from it. Her pocketbook was
taken from Bertha'-s room. Testimony
was also introduced to show that a man
answering the Portuguese's description
was seen running from the direction of
the Manchester farm. The authorities
say there is additional evidence of much
Strength thai, the police have not yet
worked into proper shape to give itout.
Today funeral set vices were "held over
the remains of tho dead girl.

. Hants Out Your Banners. .
Citizens should begin decorating their

buildings this morninir. The work was
commenced last week, but outside the
decorations of the city hall, the North-;
crn Pacific general offices, and a num-
ber of the larger wholesale and retail
houses, very little has been accom-
plished. This week's ,programme is of
unusual importance, consisting of three
great events.and the decorations should
bo the most elaborate ever seen ;in St.
Paul. The most prominent men of this

country and Canada will be the city's
guests this week, and they should be
given a right royal reception. This is
something in which every one can
assist, and overy householder is called
upon to decorate. The poorest building

should have at least a few flags and
such decorations as the owner feels able
to make.

The decorations willnot be confltted
to the line of march. One street should
be as elaborately decorated as another,

and the one making the best display
willreceive the greatest attention.

The Great Northern flags which are
being used so largely in the decorations
are on sale at 147 East Third street, just
above the Merchants' hotel. A large
stock wways y secured, but the great de-
tnaud for these flags has diminished the
supply, and those needing such decora-
tions should lose no time in securing
them. General decorations can be had
at a number of places.

Splendid Western Floats*
A. A.White, of Moorhead, has full

charge of the Kalispel and Moorhead
floats, and will show on Wednesday
three as artistic floats as willbe seen in
the parade. He has been in the city the
past week looking after the interests
of these two cities. The first of the
Kalispell floats will bear a beautifully
painted map of Kalispel, the Flathead
valley and the surrounding country,ex-
tending east to Helena and Great Falls,
to Spokane on the west, to Missoula on
the south aud to the boundary line on
the north. Itwillshow the gold, silver,
copper and coal mines, the petroleum
fields, the sheep ana cattle ranges and
the timber belt of this section of the
country. The Rocky mountains are on
the east and the Cabinet on the west.
The map is highly ornamented aud sur-
mounted on pedestals. Four girls,beau-
tifully costumed, bear banners pro-
claiming the resources of this famous
valley, of which Kalispel is the center.
The float willbe drawn by six capari-
soned horses, led by men in costume.
The secqnu Kalispell float 6hows the re-
sources of the valley surrounding this
city. On the float will be artistically
arranged gold, silver and copper ores,
cans of petroleum, coal, wheat, oats and
barley. Rising in the center is a high
throne, on which will be seated the
queen of the Flathead valley, with
crown and scepter. Attending her will
be two maids of honor, alt- incourt cos-
tumes. The decorations of this float are
elaborate, no expense being spared in
their preparation. The horses and
escort willbe quite similar to the first.

The main feature of the Moorhead
float willbe a miniature model of the
Moorhead State Normal school, sur-
rounded by a natural lawn, withgrav-
eled walks, trees and flowers. This
model has been secured at a great ex-
pense. The decorations, which are also
elaborate, willbe of wheat, barley, oats
and grasses, the agricultural products
of the valley about Moorhead. Above
this willbe a beautiful keystone arch,
representing the city of Moorhead.
The horses willbe caparisoned and led
by uniformed men.

CYCLONE-SWEPT.

Several Persons Killed in a Re-
mote Town in the State

of Texas.

For Three Miles Everything Is
Wrecked— A. Centenarian

Crashed.

Houston, Tex., June 4.
— Spanish

Camp, in Wharton county, two miles
.from the railroad, was struck by a ter-
rible cyclone on Friday night. Numbers
of houses were unroofed and destroyed.
Inthe village, Josh Wi'lkins' house was
blown down and two of his children
killed. For three miles square every-
thing is wrecked and in ruins, houses
and trees and everything being promis-
cuously strewn about. Three miles
from town Mrs. Simmons was killed,
and W. H. Jenkins, a darky over 100
years old, was caught beneath the ruins
of his cabin and crushed to death. All
the residences and outhouses on the
Montgomery plantation were blown
away and several persons hurt, but
none killed. On G. Duncan's- farm
houses were unroofed and two families
of colored tenants badly injured, two
fatally.

A FRIGHTFUL FATE.

Ono Courtesan Barns Another to
Drat li at Omaha.

Omaha, June 4.—Early this morning,
while Belle Arnold and "Joe" Rodfters,

colored courtesans, were having a quar-
rel ina house on Ninth street, Anna
Brown, another woman of the same
sort, interfered. Belle took up a beer
bottle and said to Anna: "Now you
shut up yftur mouth or I'llshut itup
foryou." The latter was seated near a
piano, on which stood two burning
lamps. She rose quickly, grasped one of
the lamps, and, advancing towards the
Arnold woman, threw it squarely inher
face. The lamp exploded and the
woman's clothing were thoroughly
saturated with the oil, which was
soon ablaze. The Brown woman
immediately ran from the house and
disappeared. The police, who were
called, were only partially successful in
smothering the flames *by wrapping a
quilt around the woman's body, and by
the time the city physician arrived the
clothing was burned, and the flesh fell
off in large strips. The woman was
taken to a hospital, where she died this
afternoon. The Brown woman was ar-
rested this afternoon at the house of a
friend in the western part of the city,
where she had taken refuge. She says
that the Arnold woman had several
times threatened her life, aud that she
threw the lamp in self-defense. She
claims that her parents reside at Otta-
wa, Kan., and are wealthy.

FOUR FEET DE^P
Was the Hail After a Biff Storm

inNebraska.
Sutton, Neb., June 4.—The de-

stiuctive results of yesterday's storm
were much greater than at first sup-
posed. Ina track a mile wide a mile
east of here the storm was accompanied
by hail and wind that destroyed the
crops, breaking glass in the farm
houses and leveling windmills. Mrs.
Henry Hull had her son and two
horses instantly killed by lightning, as
the lad was bringing home the stock for
the niirht. East of here two cows were
killed and a girlwas severely stunned
by lightning. The hail twenty-four
hours after the storm was four feet
deep in drifts.and was so destructive as.
to killquantities of young stock.

Western People More Numer-

Chicago, June 4.—What the attend-
ance at the world's fair might have been
today had itnot rained, no one willever
know. But it rained, and Itrained hard
nearly all the afternoon, and the total
number of paid admissions was less
than 60,000. The second open Sunday
of the fair dawned bright and'clear, and
and it was uncomfortably warm. The
railways, surface and elevated, and the
steamboat lines brought out their en-
tire service in anticipation of an Im-
mense business. But they were disap-
pointed.

--000 people. This much may be said of
the visitors who attended the fair today.
They werelargely of the working class
and inhabitants of Chicago. There were
thousands of laboring men out with
their families, and nearly all of them
brought their lunch with them, and at
noon the benches and seats scattered
throughout the grounds reminded one of
a basket picnic. An official connected
v-itli the bureau of admissions, in
speaking of the local character of the
ctowd, said that the out-of-town people
had been coming to the fair all week
and were tired out today and were tak-
ing a rest, so as to be able to make a
fresh start tomorrow. About the only
people who came out today were those
who could not attend during the week.
Another thing that was noticeable, the
pay shows on the Midway Plaisance
were not well patronized and the roll-
ing chairs were scarcely used at all. It
was a crowd made up of people who
had to work for a living and could af-
ford few of the luxuries.

The money Spenders

were at home resting. The machinery
hall wasxcrowded pretty much all day;
so, too, was the flue arts building and
the manufactures building. The gon-
doliers had little to do, and the electric
launches leas.

Nearly all the Eastern Btates' build-
ings were closed to the public, while
vhe majority of the buildings erected
»>y the Western and Middle states were
i/pen. The open-air concerts in the pa-
vilionon administration plaza were well
patronized, especially towards noon,
when the people thronecd thither aud
att! their lunch and listened to the music
at the same time.

Commissioner General Marquis
Ungara. while indulging in what he is
pleased to term a bit of national vanity,
did much to render the event unique
and distinctive.

AMBASSADOR JELTSCH.

The Now German Representa

at Washington l^as Seen
Much Service.

He Stands High Among the Se-
niors in Germany's Diplo-

matic Ranks.

Washington; June 4.— Baron yon

Saurnca Jeltsch, the first German am-
bassador to the United States, is about
fifty-fouryears of age, and has been in
the diplomatic service about twenty-

five years, having been attached to

most of the European legations as sec-
retary of legation. In1880 he was con-
sul-general and diplomat to Cairo,
Egypt. Since then Baron Jeltsch has
represented his Koverument as minister
to Bucharest and The Hague, and for
the past two years as the Prussian min-
ister at Stuttgart. This is a most im-
portant post, as the minister there

has to communicate with the authorities
as to the condition of internal affairs
between Prussia and Wurtemburg.
Dr. yon llolleben, the present German
minister to the United States, willbe
sent to Stuttgart to replace Baron
Jeltsch, and will leave for his post the
latter part of July. Dr. yon llolleben
was not far enough In the service to be
honored by an ambassadorship, there
being several ahead of him, among
whom is the new ambassador, who
stands high among the seniors in Ger-
many's diplomatic ranks. The German
legation here^ has received only tele-
graphic advices regarding the appoint-
ment, which was made oa the 23d of
last month.

FORCED TO THE WALL

Wholly by the Eastern Financial
Stringency.

Jousgox City, Term., June 4.—Yes-
terday tfte Carnegie Land Company and
Carnegie IronCompany made an assign-
ment to J. W. Curei The liabilities,
due largly to Eastern and Northern
parties, are placed at $1-25,000, and the
assets.consistiug of a new blast furnace,
hotel, lands and town lots and notes,

are estimated at £000,000. Gen. J. T.
Wilder, the president, has just returned
from the East, where he had been to
float bonds to the amount of $100,000,
but the parties who had promised to
take them iound themselves utterly un-
able to do so, now, on account of the
prevailing financial stringency, and
there was nothing left for the companies
to do but to assign. Itis confidently
expected by the stockholders, most of
wnom are large Eastern capitalists,
that the matter willbe straightened out
by the middle of October arid the com-
panies taken out of the assignee's
hands.

QUIET AT JOLIET,

Athough the Canal Strikers Are
Making Threats.

Joliet. 111., June 4.—There was no
disturbance along the drainage canal
today, but there is a strong possibility

that there will be trouble tomorrow.
The men have decided to meet on
Stevens street inLamont.and when the
full number of strikers is assembled
they will march along the canal and
through the various drainage canal
camp3, and whenever men are found at
work they willbe forced to quit. The
contractors say, however, that if any
men desire to work they shall do so,
and full protection given them. The
strikers in turn say that there willbe
no violence unless there is an attempt
made to put scabs to work, or to use the
militia a"nd deputy sheriffs. In this
case they say there will be violence,
and possibly bloodshed.

ferent dress. After learning this, all
clews to the little girl's whereabouts
were lost. An entreaty was made to
Gov. Nelson for help and a stato re-
ward of $500 was offered. A circular
announcing this was sent to the Superi-
or police and the matter here was
turned over to Capt. Gallagher, of the
police force. Three weeks ago, at a
circus inold Superior, Capt. Gallagher
identified the child, but preferred to

communicate with Gov. Nelson before
taking proceedings to recover her. She
was discovered through a birthmark, a
small red spot ou the back of her neck.
This information was given to Mr.
Schwartz, and he arrived in the city
late Saturday night. Sunday morning
he identified the gMrl as his daughter,
and thera was a most happy meeting
between them. The little girl recog-
nized him at oace, and, throwing her
arms about his neck, kis»ed him fer-
vently and called him father. The sight
was a touching one, indeed. . Informa-
tion at hand leads the police to believe
the child was taken immediately from
St. Paul toDuluth, where she was kept
byher unknown abductress for several
months. The little girl herself says:

Her Abdiictre»M Tired.
"The woman took me to Duluth on a

street car." Her abductress had evi-
dently become tired of keeping her, and
had placed her in the family of Levins,
of the East end, to board. She was to
pay them §3 per week board, but only
paid this for a few weeks. InFebruary
the Levins determined to move to North
Dakota, and were about to turn the
child over to the county, when Joseph
Allard, a Northern Pacific switchman,
went through the legal formality of
adopting her. Mr.Allard has no chil-
dren, and was very much attached to
the little girl. He was loth to turn her
over to her father, and kissed her an
affectionate good-bye. Mr. .Schwartz
had several months ago aiven up hope
of ever finding his little daughter. He
said: "When Iwas coming on the train
from St. Paul Saturday night Ithought

to myself IfIdo not find Mamie this
time Iwillconsider ita case of Charley
Ross, and give up allhope of ever see-
ing her again."

Littleis known of the child's abdnct-
ress, as the Levins family, which is now
in Dakota, gave the child to the AHards,
aud had themselves little or no informa-
tion or history.
