CHOLERA EPIDEMIC.

The Drend Scourge Gaining a
Foothold Along the French

Coast.

The Government "Will Ask for
J,000,000 Pesetas to Combat

tlie Disease.

Madiud, June 4.—Despite the denials
of the French local authorities,the Span-
ish consuls in France continue to report
the spread of cholera epidemic at sev-
eral ports. Several fresh cases,, they
say, developed yesterday in Marseilles,
and one case in Toulouse. Between
May 22 and June 1 there were fourteen
cases and eleven deaths in Marseilles.
The Spanish government has ordered
that all vessels arriving. from Mar-
seilles be detained Several days inquar-
antine, and that vessels from other
Mediterranean ports be kept under ob-
servation for three days. The govern-
ment willask from the cortes a spe-
cial grant of 1,000,000 pesetas, with
which to establish adequate sanitary in-
spection at all seaports and on the
"French frontier. •

DISGRACE AND DEATH.

A Physician Killsa Woman While
Performing a Criminal

Operation,

And Then Takes His Own Life to

Avoid the Crime's Conse-
quences.

Buffaix), N. V., June 4.-A more
extended account of the death of Mrs.
Colton and suicido of Dr. Elderkin is
given ina special from Chaufamjua to-
day, which says:

Mrs. O. C. Colton, a married woman
thirty-live years old, went to the oflice
of Dr, W. K. Kldorkin, which was in
the cottage of Mrs. Hurwood. It was
about 8:50 o'clock. Mrs. Harwood left
the House on an errand. When she re-
turned at about 8 o'clock she heard
heavy breathing from the doctor's
room. She went to the door and found'
no light,and could get no reply to
her inquiries. On going into the
room she found the dead body of the
woman on itlounge, and the doctor was
unconscious in a chair. A telephone
message was immediately sent to May-
ville for medical aid, but Elderkin was
dead before it arrived. He left a writ-
ten statement, saying that he had per-
formed a criminal operation upon Mrs.
Colton, which resulted in death from
shock and heart failure. He felt
that he could not endure the conse-
quences, and bad administered a hypo-
dermic dose ofmorphine. The husband
of Mrs. Colton was absent in Garland,
Pa., where they formerly lived. Elder-
kin was about, forty years of age, and
has a wife and child livingat Cleveland,
0., with whom lie has not been living

for some time. Coroner Van Dusen
was called this evening and had an
autopsy performed, which proved the
truth of the doctor's statement regard-
ingdeath.

MASSES WITH BRIGGS
The Conviction of the Emi-

nent Divineof Heresy Not
Generally Approved.

Dr. Edwin C. Bolles Delivers
an Able Sermon on the

Subject.

The Defeat Due to Country
Bigots Who Have Been

Asleep.

Religion Not Necessarily a
Fossil From the Prehis-

toric Ag^es.

New Yopk, June 4.—Dr. Edwin C.
Bolles preached today on the iiriggs
trial to a large congregation at the
Church of the Eternal Hope. The sub-
ject of the pastor's discourse was, "How
Heresy Trials Appear to a Liberal."
He began by stating that ha did not
propose to abuse the Presbyterian
church, for their action was logical aud
from tiieir point of view right. "The
teeth of persecution have been drawn
by time; in ciden days Dr.Briggs might
have seen the way to the scaffold or the
prison. The plain sense of the Westmin-
ster confession," he coutinued, "seems
to candid people just as the presbytery
has decided it; yet Dr. Briggs was
perfectly right. The only trouble i3
that Dr. Briggs was the right man in
the wrong place. He can regard his
condemnation as every man who has
been ahead of his time could, as a com-
pliment, though perhaps an embarrass-
ing one. In the lirst place, the whola
matter may be regarded as a great
waste of time, energy and enthusiasm.
There is something better for the
church todo than trying tosettle points
which will not be settled, and entering
on a debate which is only wearying and
endless. The only reason for the exist-
ence of a church, Bible or creed, at all,
is to make men better, and a heresy
trial makes them forget the spirit of
God and neiriect the golden rule aboui
their duty to their fellow men.

"Itseems to me that such a Jieresy
trial is a manufacturer of infidels. It
adds to the scandals which make a great
many intelligent men and women de-
spise the church, which has more dan-
ger to fear from the conclusions of the
world.that she preserves only the letter
aud not the spirit of her Master's gos-
pel, than from any attacks which can be
made upon her from the outside.

'.•The lone of the great thermometer
of public opinion, the press, indicates
this feeling, and no one could have read
the many sharp and able editorials of
the last week without feeling that the
l'resbyterian church has done much to

'alienate public sentiment from its re-
spect towards Christianity.

"This heresy trial may bo looked
upon hopefully as indicating the power
of the evolution of the world toward
liberal ideas in religion. Dr. Briggs
has tried to make the Westminster con-
fession elastic, as if made ot rubber;
the assembly has decided that itis rigid,
of cast iron. But the expansive force
of reason and common sense is crack-
ing, since itcannot stretch, its ancient
shell. The assembly has drawn the
lines, but. it has not got the power to
put the butterfly back into the chrys-
alis, or the sinking bird into its old
shell.

"One thing is certain; it seems that
there is more need than ever of a cjear,
vigorous and devout statement of the
principles of the liberal church. It
must be made clear, that men may see
that religion is not necessarily a fossil
hum prehistoric ages, nor a dangerous
compromise between conservatism and
progress. Itmust be vigorous that the
word may know that there are views.of
good and of religion, and of human
duty and destiny,where faith is ground-
ed on reason and where the lesson of
God's eternal love is the beginning aud
end of a church creed."

Dr. Bolles, when seen after the serv-
ice was enthusiastic on the subject.

"1have been a close student of this
strugzle," lie said, "ever since Elliott
F. .Shi'Dard wrote that bitter attack call-
ing upon the presbytery to expel Dr.
Briggs, and adjuring the people not to
send tiieir sons to Union seminary. Dr.
B:iggs was defeated by a number ot
country bigots, who have learned noth-
ingof the advance of theology during
the lust quarter of a century. Why, 1

jassure you, sir, that the leading Presby-
terian clergy of this city are anxious to
receive Unitarians or Oniversalists or
any other people of respectability into
their entireties. According to the
Pres'iyterian notion of the infalli-
bly of the entile Bible, they

would revere as saints a lot of men
wiio could not be classed even with
the men of Tammany Hall and Wall
street. Who cares whether when a man
dies he is at once made as good as pos-
sible in the next world or only attains
perfection by degrees, as Dr. Briggs
teaches? These questions are only fit
for the middle ages. 1can teil you, sir,
that the great masses of the thoughtful
people of this country are with Dr.
Briggs. Let those bigots who aie su
fond of holdingout examples of divine
judgments ponder a while over what
liasliapueued since the lirst tirade was
published against the doctor— not that
1Oelieve in such nonsense, but they
can profitably t3ke a lesson from tneir
own dogmas."

SOUTHERN SENSATION.

Bishop Joyce Spends a Night

in the Home ofElder Brooks,
Colored.

White »ien of the Vicinity Swear
Nsver to Touch His Hana

Again.

Cleveland, Term., June 4.— The
action of Bishop I.W. Joyce, of'the M.
E. Church North, presiding over the
liolston Methodist conference of East
Tennessee, in accepting the hospitality
of and permitting himself to be enter-
tained by Elder Brooks, colored, of the
African Methodist Episcopal Zion
church, of Cleveland, last week,

has brought about the biggest
church sensation this church or JSast
Tennessee ever knew. Bishop Joyce
is well known allover the South as a
remarkable man in point of intelli-
gence, and as a man of great personal
magnetism. Recently upon his return
to Chattanooga from a short trip into
the provincial towns, several young
girls and young men, members of tho
Chattanooga Epworth League of the
Stone church, the leading Northern
Methodist church ol that city, met him
at the train in carriages that were pro-
fusely decorated for his reception with
bright-colored ribbons, and, as he ad-
vanced from the train to his equipaee,
the maidens scattered roses and other
fraerant flowers before his feet.

Not more than a fortnight afterward
the bishop was entertained in this town
by a brother of the colored Northern
Methodist church. Itwould be impos-
sible for a person who has always lived
in the North, and who does not under-
stand the sentiments of the Southerners
in such matters, to comprehend what a
sensation this action on the part of tho
bishop has caused.

The action was premediated. The
bishop wrote to the pastor of the
churcb, Rev. Mr. Anderson, that he
was coming, and that he would stay
over night with him. He was accord-
ingmet at,the train by a delegation of
colored citizens and escorted to the
home of Elder Brooks, who lives in a
pretty little cottage situated in the
heart of the negro settlement on the
outskirts of the village. There the
bishop found the house as cleaii
and white as soap and water and hard
work could make it. The good brother
in black .had killed the fattest chicken.
But, if the negroes are delighted, the
white people are anything but that.
Several members of his own denomina-
tion here swear never to touch his Hand
again.

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THE FUENTE HORROR,

Twenty-Six Men Lose Their
- Lives in a Mine in

Mexico.

They Perish From Heat and
Smoke and Poisonous

Gases.

Minister Runyon Is Presented
to the Emperor of Ger-

many.

Programme of the Bismarck-
ians Set Forth by a Can-

didate.

Eagle Pass, Tex., June 4.—Full par-
ticulars of the Fuente coal mine disas-
ter, as nearly as can' be learned, are as
follows: The Mexican International
railway, which recently came into the
possession of the mines, is operating a
narrow-guage road witha small engine,
which penetrates the main entry, haul-
ing inempty and bringing out loaded
cars. This main entry is lined on the
sides and at the top with creosoted lum-
ber, and three air shafts from it supply
the mines with ventilation. The en-
trance of the track is on the north side
of arange of hills, through which it
passes down an incline tothe mouth or
the tunnel on the banks of the Rio Es-
condido river. The workings are all to
the east of the main entry, and some
fiftymen were

Employed Taking Out Coal.
At4o'clock yesterday evening, short-

ly after the locomotive left, the mine
was discovered to be on fire,anil smoke
and flames were seen, issuing out of the
air shafts. About half of the miners
were working near the main tunnel,
and these made their escape, leaving
twenty-six of their number to perish
from the heat and smoke and from the
poisonous gases, which spread like
lightning to everyportion of the mines,
When it was seen that all efforts
were useless to rescue the impris
oned miners, every energy was di-
rected to saving the property
from destruction. A hand-pump was
placed ivposition on the Eseondido
river, pipes were laid into the mine as
far as any work could bo done and hose
attached, and water poured on to the
burning timbers. A portable engine
was speedily obtained from Piedras
Negras, and in three hours the fire was
under control. There are twenty-six
chambers in the mine, and the dead
miners are supposed to be well to the
front of the mine. At 12 o'clock
today, when your correspondent reached
the scene, one body had been recovered
from the seventh chamber, and shortly
afterwards another, fearfully

Scorched And Blackened
was brought to the surface. The t enth
chamber has been reached, and men
with ropes tied to their bodies, to effect
their rescue if overcome by heat and
smoke, are fighting their way to where
the bodies of their dead comrades are
lying;. Supt. George Sweoce ventured
in too far and was overcome by heat
and smoke, lie was prostrated, but
was rescued. Itis believed that by to-
morrow the mine willbe cleared of heat
and smoke, which at present Is -impos-
sible to cope with. Itis reported that
all parties responsible for tlie manage-
ment of the mines have been placed un-
der arrest pending an investigate on
of the causes of the disaster. But for
the prompt action of the officials
of the Mexican International and their
heroic efforts, the mine would have
been destroyed, and none of the bodies
'would iiave been recovered. This is
the first great disaster in the history of
coal Diittingin Mexico. Large numbers
of tlie friends and relatives of the un-
fortunate miners are gathered at the
mouth of the mine mutely awaiting.the
recovery of the bodies of their sons and
husbands. When a bedy is taken out
there is no outburst of grief, but a look
of quiet resignation and deep urief ap-
pears upon every countenance. Ilun-
dreds of people from Eagle Pass and
Piedras Negras have visited the scene
today, and the smoke still issuing from
the air shafts impresses on all the folly
of hoping any of the imprisoned miners
are yei alive.

manifesto. He appeals for the support
of "everybody imbued withthe national
German feeling." The German voters,
he says, must indorse at the polls the
•principles represented in the iron char-
acter and policy of Prince Bismarck
and must combat the deplorable tend-
encies of the present regime, notably
as they are revealed in the army bill
and the commercial treaties.

Valuable Jewels Stolen.
Vienna, June 4.— ABelgian named

Ruller, who was arrested In Olmuetz
last night, has confessed that he helped
steal the jewels of the Countess of
Flanders on lnst Feb. 1. His confession
implicates in the crime a London aristo-
crat and several of the countess' serv-
ants. Ruller also told where the treas-
ure was hidden. The stolen jewels are
valued at 400,000 francs. They were
stolen from the palace while the Count
and countess of Flanders were attend-
ing a court ball.

Crespo in the Saddle.
New YoHK.June 4.— A correspondent

at Caracas cables as follows:"Tbe con-
stituent assembly has campleted the
draft of a new constitution for Venezu-
ela. Itauthorizes Gen. Crespo to con-
tinue at the head of the provisioual
government until the presidential elec-
tion isheld in the coming autumn to
till ihe unexpired term, and also de-
clares him eligible, if elected then, to
serve the succeeding constitutional term
of tour years.

From Berlin to Vienna.
Vienna, .June 4.—The foot race from

Berlin to this city ended today, when
Peitz and Elsasser, the most conspicu-

ous vegetarian competitors, passed the
finish post. Peitz, who came in first, is
completely exhausted. Elsasser is in
good condition. The rest of the walk-
ers jrave out on the way and retired
from the race.

Pietz's time for Berlin to this city was
154 h45 m; Elsasscr's, 150 h.

Liberty of Conscience.
Pahis, June 4.— M.Constans, ex-min-

ister of the interior, made in Toulouse,

this evening, his long-expected speech
concerning his political programme.
The key-note of bis policy, as he de-
fined it,isabsolute liberty of conscience.
He said that the Catholics, in obeying
the pope, were strengthening the re-
public.

George Pottor Dead.
London, July 4.—George Potter died

Inall notable movements of or-
ganized labor inEngland during the last
thirty years he has been more or less
conspicuous for his sympathy or co-
operation with the workingp«ople. lie
wrote much for current periodicals on
subjects related to social reform.

The man who
placed the cartridge has been arrested.

Thirty Houses Damaged.

The two men on
the cart were killed and thirteen other
persons were injured, several so seri-
ously that they willnot recover. Thirty

houses were damaged by the explosion.

Yesterday he
deliberately laid his head on thetrrouud
in front ofa loaded coal cart which was
passing tnrough the prison yard, and
the wheel, passing over his neck,
fractured the vertebra, lielived a few
hours only. Cause, despondency.

John McQuaid. aged fifty-two, who
came here from San Francisco in De-
cember last, blew out his brains at the
home of his sister today. lie had been
brooding over the death of his wife and
the disappearance .of a son. In his
trunk was found 15,000 in cash.

\u0084 Jane Hooney, aped thirty-four, ended
her life witha dose of laudanum today.
Cause, rum and poverty.

John O'Connor, a farmer aged fifty-
seven, who came to town from Over-
brook, Pa., yesterday, was found lying
covered with blood in the street this
morning. lie had cut his throat be-
cause he had been unjustly accused of
stealing. His chances of recovery are
fair.

During past week there have been
ten deaths from suicide in this city.'

CHILDREN' DROWNED.

Had Drowning Accident at Dear-
born, Mich.

Detroit, Mich., June 4.—The saddest
drowning accident that has been re-
corded in some time occurred about 1
o'clock this afternoon in the River
Kouge, at Dearborn, a few miles south
of Detroit. The victims are Lottie
Dineemans.the thirteen-year-old daugh-
ter of Peter Dingemans, the well known
sash and blind manufacturer, and Clara
Wagner, his five-year-old granddaugh-
ter, whose father, Charles Wagner, is a
prominent brickmakur at Dearborn.
The latter tried to save both the girls
after they were in the water, but the
current prevented him, although be
made a desperate effort and nearly 'lost
his own life doing so. Mr. Wagner's
residence is situated on the Old
Arsenal grounds and the river bank is
about 100 feet in the rear of it. Just
how the children managed to get into
the water- is not known, but it is
thought that Clara fell in accidentally,
and Lottie, while trying to rescue her,
was also carried away oy the swift cur-
rent, and both drowned.

DIDN'T SAVE HUBBY.

Mr. and Mrs. Sinn Both Sent to
Prison.

Fort Dodge, 10., June 4.— Mr. and
Mrs. John Sinn, who were arrested for
the burglary of the Northwestern depot
at Luverne, wero both found guilty of
the crime charged. In the trial both
Sinn and his wife swore that
the woman committed the crime unaid-
ed, and that her husband knew noth-
ing of it. The prosecution succeeded
in proving by circumstantial evidence
that the woman was perjuring herself
in the hope of saving her husband from
punishment, and the jury found them
both guilty. Sinn was sentenced to
eighteen months and his wife to six
months in the penitentiary.
