The Young Pacific Giant Will Be
Shown Handsomely.

Were Salient Features in the
Street Committee Meeting.

The committee on streets from the
assembly, or rather two members of the
committee, held a meeting last evening.
The contract awarded to Thatcher &
Burk, of Chicago, for the repaving of
Third street, will be sent back to the
assembly without recommendation.
When it was taken up last evening Mr.
Reardon said he was opposed to letting
any contracts to non-residents. This
position, he said, was also that of nine-
tentns of the taxpayersof the city. Mr.
Van Slyke wanted to know hew this
could be helped. ‘I'he bids were adver-
tised for, and nothing was said about
ounly residents of the city being allowed
to bid for the work. The contract
had Dbeen let to the lowest bidder,
and while he was in favor of always
having work done by local contractors
there seemed to be no way in this case,
to other than approve the contract. Mr.
Reardon suggested that if the council
did not approve the contract with the
Chicago firm it would not be a legal one.
He insisted on it being reported back
without any recommendation, and this
was agreed to by Mr. Van Slyke. The
resolution ordering the T'elephoune com-
puny to place their wires on Fifth,
Fourth, Minnesota, Jackson and Sixth
streets under ground was recommend-
ed to pass.
