Henry Jackson in Jail at
Brainerd Charged With
Poisoning.

His Alleged Victim Is George
Peck, Who Worked for
Jackson.

After Eating Mush and Milk
Peck Goes to a Neighbor’s
and Dies.

Before His Death Peck
Charzed Jackson With
Poisoning Him.

BRAINERD, Minn., June 5.—Henry
Jackson is a prisoner in jail charged
with the erime of poisoning his neigh-
bor, George Peck. 'The parties live in
the town of Maple Grove, in this county,
eighteen miles from Brainerd. During
the winter Peck worked for Jackson,
and words had passed between them on
account of non-settlement on Jackson’s
part. In the meantime, however, Peck
was boarding with his employer. For
supper last evening a light meal of
mush and milk was served, it being
Sunday, and Peck, after part of his
portion, asked Jackson what made
it so bitter, and as he did so
he set his dish down and let his dog
finish it, He then got up and went
over to a neighbor’s, John Wellover,
where hie was taken with cramps in half
an hour and died in great agony at8
o’clock. Before he died he related the
circumstances as above, and said he
was certain Jackson had poisoned him.
His dog cannot be found anywhere, and
the supposition is that the dog was also
poisoned and has wandered into the
woods and died. The body arrived in
Brainerd, The coroner’s jury held an
inquest, but will render no verdiet till
the dog is found. Parties were scour-
ing the country for him today. Jackson
asserts his innocence. Peck was about
forty-five years of age, and leaves a
wife and son, the former being in Cali-
fornia on a visit.

For this of-
fense the law provides a punishment in
the state penitentiary for froim ten to
twenty years.

A Delegation From Illinois In-
spect the Binding Twine Plant.

Warden Allen, of the Joliet, Ill.,
prison, accompanied by B. K. Durfee,
secretary of the board of prison man-
agers, and D. Heenan, bf Streator, 111.,
visited the prison in this city yesterday
for the purpose of looking over the
binding twine plant. They arrived at
the prison at 10 o’clock, and were shown
througzh the institution by Warden
Wolfer. Warden Allen stated to a
GLoBE correspondent that the prison
managers of Illinois are louking for
some system for the employment of
their convicts other than the contract
system, which is being abolished as rap-
idly as possible, and desire to take up
something that will interfere as little
us possible wTth free Ilabor. " The
farmers of Illinois are anxious thata
binding twine factory be started, and in
order to see how this industry operated
in Minnesota this committee was ap-
pointed. 1f the legislature can be in-
duced to appropriate sufficient money,
a long line factory will e started with
a capacity for the employment of at
least 150 men. They think that the
fiber, such as sisal and manillas, which
is usea exclusively on long line machin-
ery. can be had cheaper than the hemp
fiber, and will answer the purpose as
well.  Messrs. Durfee and Heenan con-
sidered the binding twine plant a very
good thing for the farmers, but did not
like the simple fact that it took so large
a capital Lo operate it. They estimate
that a factory as large as the one which
they will put in, if they put in any, wiil
cost not less than $300,000, that i3 in-
cluding the money which it will be nee-
essary to invest before anything can be
realizad from the product. They wil)
report the result of their investigation
at the next meeting of the board. The
committee also paid particular attention
to the grade system and ite workings,
and were so well pleased with it that
they may advocate its adoption in 1lli-
nois, where they now have 1,399 con-
viets. Warden Allen said that he had
visited prisons in the East and South,
but had never seen a prison that would
cqual the Minnesota prison.

SCIENCE AND RELIGION

No Longer Quarrel Over the

Theory of Evolu-
tion. :

Prof. Drummond’s [nteresting
Discourse on the Descent of
Man.

Prof. Henry Drummonad’s lecture at
Ford’s music hall was an event to
date from for all lovers of scientific re-
search. Mis subject, “Evolution,” is
one that met a storm of objections and
derision when it was first introduced,
a few years ago, but now is received by
even the wost orthodox believers in the
Bible. The lecturer was introduced by
Dr. Edwards, of Dayton Ave-
nue Presbyterian church. In his
introductory remarks Dr. Edwards
spoke of the debt that churches owe to
Prof. Drummond for his book *‘Nat-
ural Law in the Spiritual World.” The
identity of natural law and spiritual
law was an entirely new idea and it had
remained for Prof. Drummond to dis-
cover the identity. Prof. Drummond
spoke of his pieasure in meeting so
many ot St. Paul’s people and also of
the unexpectedness of this visit: that
he had not expected to be in the city at
all, but had received a most cordial in-
vitation to come, and finding that he
could crowd his other engagements. to-
gether and leave a few days unoccupled,
he concluded to come,but that he would
have to condense a long course of lect-
ures into the four he expected to give
here if he made the subject of **The
Evolution of Man” intelligible to his
lhearerz, as he hopel to do. Evolution
is only another name for the process of
development that followed through un-
told cycles of years, and produced men
from the common germ from which all
animate nature grew. ‘There are many
signs in the structure of men that to
the scientist who devotes himszlf to the

study ot the body are incontesta-
ble ~ proots of " his theory. He
traced Dhfe through the lowest

forms, and spoke of the breathing
apparatus in the fish which, when the
fish came to live on land, was gradually
changed into the ear. Cases were
spoken of where the gills, or their rudi-
ments, were still discernable in human
beings. The external ear was next
spoken of, and 1n its formation another
link was found to connect man with the
anthropoid apes. 7The useless links of
the vertebree were instauced as another
proof, as this was evidently the rudi-
ments of a tail. The power ot
grasp in a boy’s hands was spoken
of as a remnant of the power
the apes possess, a very young baby
being able to bear its own weight sus-
pended by its hands from a stick or the
fingers of its nurse or doctor. Prof.
Drumond closed his lecture with a beau-
tiful peroration in which he spoke of the
objections the people had raised to this
theory of the descent of man, and justi-
fied the position of those who thought
as he did, baving arrived at their con-
clusions by years of the closest re-
search. -

TALKED OVER WAGES.

Iron Manufacturers Meet the
Amalgamated Scale Come
mittee.

Employers Make Their Demands,
but No Settlement Is
Reached.

PITTSBURG, June 5.—The wage scale
committee of the Amalgamated associa-
tion and representatives of the Mahon-
ing and Shenango Valley Iron Manu-
facturers’ association were in_secret
conference for a lengthy period today.
The session was held at Amalgamated
headquarters in this city. The meeting

between the Amalgamated committee

and the manufacturers was a great sur-
prise, as there had been no previous in-
timation of one belng held so soon. Be-
side this, the fact that the vallsy man-
ufacturers were in consultation Satur-
day with representatives of the finish-
ers’ union made it appear as though a
meeting with the Amalzamated associa-
tion would not take place until the con-
vention has been well under way. Sec-
retary Nutt and a committes represent-
ing the Manufacturers’ association ar-
rived in. Pittsburg and at 10 o’clock
went into session with the Amalgamated
representatives,

Mr. Nutt acted as spokesman for the
manufacturers. Ile stated, as both sides
were mutually interested in the scale,
and as the manufacturers wanted cer-
tain concessions, it was best for them to
appear before the committee and
frankly outline their desires in order
that the wage committee could thor-
oughly understand the position of the
manufacturers, and there would be no
vexatious delays or lengthy fruitless
conferences after the Amalgamated
convention adjourned. President Gar-
land, for the wage committee, replied
that the committee was very glad of the
opportunity to ascertain the position of
the manufacturers and was ready to
listen to any proposition the latter
might make. The manufacturers then
made the same demand they had asked
for before. ‘T'ne workers took notes of
the demands, but did not reply, and the
conference adjourned without reaching
a settlement,

The eizhteenth’ annual session of the
Amalgamated association begins tomor-
row morning in Turner hall, thiscity.
Today out-of-town delegates were arriv-
ing in large numbers. 'I'he wage comn-
mittee will render a report of its delib-
erations with the manufacturers.

CALLS IT MURDER.

Bush Lynching Laid Before the
Grand Jury.

DECATUR, lll. June 5.—The grand
jury for the June term of the circuit
court was Impaneled today. Judge
Vail, after delivering the usual charge,
teok up the Bush lynching by saying
that a murder had been committed on
the streets of Decatur. It was deliber-
ate and cold-blooded. The people of
the county would not justify such law-
lessness, and if the grand jury met and
attempted to make themselves accesor-
ies after the faoct. they would take no
notice of it. The state’s attorney
has been threatened with injury
if he prosecutes the offenders. No
officer of the court is a coward. There
is no question about the murder, and
the grand jury men must find who com-
mitted it. The jury then retired.

Ee_(vlgorous, but few believe that a con-
victlon can be secaréd. The corofer’s
jury is still taking testimony.
