THE HILLAUGHES.

Suggestion That They Be Located
at the Parks.

Editor Globe: Your suggestion. "Let
the Arches Stand," strikes rue as both
commendable and practicable. The one
objection to their being retained in their
present locations Is the narrowness of
the streets. Particularly does this ap-
ply to the arch on Sixth street
at the junction with Wabaslia,
where the passage way is so con-
tracted as to unavoidably result
in blockades with any rush, while the
massive columns shut off all view by
drivers of vehicles from the west until
within a few feet from the street car
tracks.

15ut Ithink 1see n pra2tical removal
of this objection, by which the attract-
iveness of the arches would be en-
hanced, rather than depreciated. My
plan is to remove the aiches from their
present locations to some of our city
parks. For instance, let the Third and
Cedar street arch be located opposite
the Fifth street entrance to ti:e new
postollice building at Rice park. Then
the Sixth street and Wacouta arch
could be located at the northeast corner
entrance to Smith park, with the two
separate columns at the opposite en-
trance on the southwest, or vica versa.
The arch at Sixth and Wabasha could
then naturally and fittingly be placed
over tiie central east entrance to Central
park.

These changes made by the city, there
is "no (juesuou that Mr. liiil, with his
usual liberality and public spirit, would
see tp it that the company's arch at
lower Third street and Broadway was
properly located under this idea, say on
the triangular niece of land at the head
(if West Third street, divided from
Summit park by Summit avenue.

These several arches are all framed,

and Iam confident could b3 easily so
braced as to withstand the jar and
twisting of removal with little or no
damage, and that their location at the
points designated would add immensely
to the attractiveness of our parks and
the fame of our beautiful and goodly
city is beyond question.
