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THE TREND OF TRADE.
Matters Boomed Though De-

moralized by the Hill
Celebration.

Commission Men Think Farm-

ers Will Err in Selling

Wheat.

Money Still Close at the
Banks Except to Regular

Customers.

A Little Gossip of Trade
Among1 the Well Known

Dealers.

A consideration of trade matters here
during tlie past week would seem very
superficial without some reference to
the highly successful celebration in
honor of James J. Hill, in which the
business men showed their vim,enter-
prise, progress and substantiality in a
manner that surprised Eastern visitors,
as well as those who read the published
accounts in the Eastern papers. One of
the most Interesting points about the
celebration was this: The reports
needed no "touching up"' or coloring in
order to make good news matter.
The exhibits that came here from other
cities ofthe Northwest mode a splendid
addition to the home display, and showed
that the progressive spirit is advancine
rapidly in all portions of this section
which has grown so rapidly during the
past ten or twelve years. The fact that
§100,000 was distributed in this city for
Boats, decorations, etc., is a pointer that
thu merchants feel able to invest liber-
ally on such an occasion. The commit-
tee" alone disbursed over £50,000 on what
has proved to be a valuable exhibition
of industrial resources as well as a trib-
ute to Mr. Hill's courage and skill in
railway development.

The export demand for wheat partly
checked the decline of the first half of
the week. On this Charles H. F. fcrniitli,
of the chamber of commerce, says:
"The government crop report seems to
have been discounted to a large extent
as indicated by the great decline in
wheat, and we feel that wheat bought

at present prices willcertainly pay bet-
ter interest on the money invested than
anything else. We also think farmers
would

indisposing of their wheat at presen t
prices, which are below the cost of pro-
duction. Ifthe Farmers' Alliance would
send out such advice as they didabout a
year ago they would show that they
really have the interests of the farmers
at heart As to price, however.it seems
that the old time notch of §1 per bushel
for wheat is past and that SOc in Chi-
cago will be the 'top notch' for some
time to come."

Hanking Matters.
While money continues close at the

banks, and obtainable only for legiti-
mate business by regular customers,
they continue in such a strong position
that J. J. Corcoran, the loading rep-
resentative here of K. G. Dun &Co.,
considers that the St. Paul banks have
rarely, if ever, been in better condition
than* at present. They have a larger
k'old reserve of any city west ofChicago,
and the comptroller of the curruncy is
responsible for the statement that there
are but seven cities in tho country
having as large a gold reserve
as St. Paul. The distribution
of merchandise from the city hos been
maintained on a scale largely in excess
of expectations, and in spite of condi-
tions that would ordinarily result in a
severe restriction of trade' Any lack of
confidence that may be felt as to future
monetary conditions or contraction of
trade is largely sentimental, and so far
as itaffects the Northwest no specific
cause is believed to exist beyond the
vaporings ofsilly sentimentalists. In our
own immediate section, with its wealth
of resources of infinite variety, and with
all the conditions at present favorable
for an abundant crop, there is certainly
nothing very serious in the situation to
contemplate."

Exchange was not handled in large
nmouuts at the close of the week, and
was quoted yesterday at 60@75c dis-
count on Chicago and 51@1.25 discount
on New York—practically at shipping
rates, withlittle doing.

Aug.3, and
the purse to the first horse- will be $10,-
--000. The free-for-all stake race for trot-
ters includes some of the best perform-
ers on the turf, and will be worth $20,-
--000 to the winner.

REBEL AGAINST TAXES.

Riots Break Out in the Spanish
Province of Corunna.

Madrid, June 10.—Kiots have broken
out inCorunna, the capital of the prov-
ince of that name in the extreme north-
west of Spain. The cause of the
riots is the indignation arou§ed
among the people against the
taxation arising from military re-
forms. The provincial defense associa-
tion is circulating pamphlets advocating
that the province of Caiunna, which has
considerable commerce with Great
Britain, should be placed under a Brit-
ish protectorate* The movement is of
a local character aud does not extend to

other parts of Soain. The authorities
at Madrid appear to be alarmed by the
agitation and have ordered troops to
concentrate promptly to suppress the
disorders at Corunna.

STATUARY HALL.

The Curious Properties of the Old
Representatives' Chamber.

Washington Letter to .Rochester Post-
Express.
Statuary Hall was for many years

occupied by the house of representa-

tives previous to the completion of the
great south wing of the Capitol, where
the representatives now meet annually.

Itis a semi-circular room, Is this old
hall of representatives, and a very
peculiar place. For some reason, which
no one has been able to explain, itis an
echo hall, possessed of remarkable
acoustic properties.

There are certain blocks upon the tiled
floor which echo to other blocks, so mat
when a Capitol guide familiar with these
blocks is standing seventy-five feet from
you he willaddress you in an ordinary
lone of voice and the sound willcome
from the lloor beneath you or seemingly
from tho air above your head.
Uuaer the eagle there is an
exit, and any one standing in the door
back of those marble pillars can talk
away across the hall to tne opposite en-
trance and startle strangers as they
enter the room. Some of the newspaper
men have learned the location of these
echo stones, and take great delight in
puzzling visiting friends or new menou
Newspaper Row.

The natural telephone is one
of the wonders of this won-
derful hall. Away over in the cor-
ner you can stand and whisper, while
your friends may be at a similar corner
on the opposite side of the room, and
hear every syllable as plainly as though

you were standing face to face. Tne
sound goes upward, presumably, and
comes down on the other side, but how

itis connected no one knows. This is
the most wonderful acoustic puzzle in
America— a great deal more inexplicable
than the weU-kuown echo at the top of
the dome.
Itwa£ not the intention of the archi-

tect to make an echo hall. It was to
build a room in which speech making
would be easy and agreeable. Instead,

he builded a beautiful hall in which all
conversation was veritable jargon. How
the gentlemen ever managed to make
tlieir speeches and continue their de-
bate no one can now imagine. Vet
Daniel, Webster, Henry Clay, John C.
Calhouii.and llaynes.of South Carolina,

delivered some of their liuest oratorical
efforts beneath this roof. ...#

There is one block—about the tenth
one on the lloor from the base of the
column over which the eagle presides—
which is called by the guide "the cen-
tral blocK." That is because it
does not carry its echo to any
other block In the room, but
brings back to whoever stands upon
it his own voice, if you were to
stand upon the central block and
utter your name you would hear the
voice ringing in your ears— your own
voice— like the>roariag of a thousand
people shouting in unison and calling
you. Itseems that this block is the
acoustic center of the hall, and every
sound made upon it is reflected back
from every cranny of the room.

What a terrible'place it would be for
an orator to stand and listen to his own
words as they came bounding back and
reverberating with thunderous mock-
ery! Itis stated, however, by the "old-
est inhabitant" that when the floors
were carpeted the echoes were not so
pronounced; but, nevertheless, the
members of the house complained con-
stantly of the bad acoustic properties of
the hall.

THE POWER OF THE AIR.

Cnergy in the Atmosphere
Amounting to Billions of Bill-
ions of Foot-Tone.
The magnitude of the store of aerial

energy, writes K. Jtl. Thurston in a
paper on "Modern Uses of the Wind-
mill," appearing in the current number
of the Engineering Magazine, upon
which mankind may draw, so long
as the race exists upon the earth, is be-
yond the reach of the imagina ion to
conceive, but not beyond the power of
computation of the mathemati-
cian. Taking the quantities roughly
and in "round numbers," the
atmosphere \veighs about a ton to
every square foot of the earth's surface;
25,000,000 tons per square mile, or 5,000,-
--000,000,000,000 tons on the total of 200,-
--000,000 square miles. Its energy is due
to the motion of this inconceivable mass
at velocities varying all the way from
the gentlest zephyr to the hurricane and
the cyclone, rushing over the prairie or
along the surface ot the sea at more
than 100 miles an hour.

A cubic mile of air about 10,000,000,000
pounds, and, at the rate of motions of
cyclone, 4,000,000,000,000 "foot-tons" of
energy, and, ifall employed at this rate
for the performance of work, useful or
destructive, this 8,000,000,000.000,000
"foot-pounds" would be equal to 2,000,-
--00J,000,000,000-horse power. Ifthe dis-
turbance leaches the atmospheric shell
including the earth itembodies 10,000,-
--000,000,000,000-horse power, or millions
of times as much as the highest esti-
mates make the probable whole steam
power of the world at the end of the
nineteenth century.

Assuming the moderate velocity of
1G.7 miles an hour for the whole at-
mosphere of the globe its energy per
mile is one-thirty-sixth of that just
completed, and, 5,000,000,000,000,000 tons
of atmosphere would represent about
50,000,000,000,000,000 foot-tons of energy,
and not far from 50,000,000,000,000
horse-power; certainly more than
500.000 times as much pow-
er as have all the engines
in the world combined. Each cubic
mile would store 40,000,000,000 horse-
power, and every square mile, could
100 feet of its superincumbent atmos-
phere be utilized, would yield about
80,000,000 horse-power, which is not far
from the aggregate of the existing
steam-power of the world.

PRICELFSS LACE MISSING.

Queen Margherita's Exhibit Short
Thirty Pieces.

Chicago, June 10.—-A startling; dis-
closure was made at the world's fair
grounds this evening when the priceless
laces sent here by Queen Margherita
of Italy were unpacked. While
the laces were being taken out of
their cases and each piece counted, it
was found that thirty pieces were miss-
ing. Cablegrams were immediately
sent to Home apprising the queen of her
great loss, for it seems, as develop-
ments thus far indicate, that the loss
willnot fall upon the exposition com-
pany, their bond not covering the
safety ot the laces in transit.
An effort was made to keep the
discovery a secret, but customs of-
ficers divulged the startling news.
These rich possessions, out of reverence
for the memory of her countryman, the
discoverer of America, Queen Mar-
gherita consented to send to Chi-
cago for the fair. She sent a
noble, trusted lady, the Countess di
Brazze, to watch and guard her treas-
ures, and the government of the United
States gave a bond for §100,000 to guar-
antee their safe return toItaly.

The coming of these laces has been
heralded as an event, and the feminine
population has been on the tiptoe
of expectation. When itbecame known
that they had arrived at the wom-
an's building, under the escort of
customs inspectors, two men from the
Italian consulate, the Italian ,consul
himself and two of Capt. Bontield's
detectives, a crowd gathered at the
Italian department to watch the un-
packing. After it was completed it be-
came apparent something 1 was wrong as
great excitement seemed to prevail in
the booth where the countess, sur-
rounded #

by custom officials and
guards, 'was taking from their
wrappings the faces. Customs Inspector
informed a re porter that thirty pieces o
lace were missing. Countess diBrazza
was not accessible, and Mme. Mariotti,
Secretary of the Italian woman's board,
refused to see Buy oue.

THRIFTY SWEDES.

They Had Hidden Their Wealth
From the Train Men.

The brakeman was not satisfied with
the Swedes' statements that they were
moneyless, so they were searched.
While the searching was going on one
of the Swedes said again:"

'Vwe don't gat no muny. Sopose
vwe ly'bout laddie ting like date?'

"The brakeman being satisfied there
was no money on their persons, was
about to withdraw from the car, when
lie discovered a small bundle in the
corner of the car, tied up witha hand-
kerchief.

THE KANGAKOO DOOMED.

Australian Squatters Exterminat-
ing the Long-Leaping Pest.

Science Gossip.
The kangaroo plague has always been

a great nuisance to the Australian
squatters, for on an average these ani-
mals consume as much grass as a sheep.
Itis stated that on a sheep-run of 00,000

to 80,000 acres 10,000 kangaroos were
killed annually for six consecutive
years, and yet their numbers remained
very formidable in the locality. In the
colony of South Australia hundreds of
thousands of kangaroos are slaughtered
annually for their skins and the bonus
offered by the authorities.

The number of these marsupials in
New South Wales in ISS9 was estimated
to be over 4,000,000, aud yet about 500,-

--000 kangaroos and 050,000 wallabies were
destroyed in the colony in that year. A
bonus of 16 cents for each kangaroo
killedis offered inAustralia, hence the
colonists are gradually exterminating
these native animals. Over 500,000 skins
are gradually shipped to Emrland and a
large number to North America, to be
converted into leather. The micro-
pidie includes several kinds of kan-
garoos and wallabies. The progress of
settlement inAustralia has driven these
animals from the more densely popu-
lated parts of the Australian continent,
but in the country and unsettled dis-
tricts they are still numerous enough to
cause very considerable damage to the
natural grasses. So serious has been
the injury thus wrought that the col-
onial governments and run-holders pay
a small sum per head for the destruc-
tion of the kangaroos.

The products of petroleum are being
used formaking laundry soap, the high
price ot fatty substances making the
manufacture a profitable matter. By
combining a mineral oil with fatty and
vegetable oils, a soap is obtained which
does not become rancid.

FRIEND OF THK WILD PIGEON

A Boston Hackman for Whom the
Birds Have Taken a Great Lik-
ing.

One of the prettiest sights in Boston

is to be seen every day about noon in
Bosworth street, when Cornelius Bres-
nahaD, a hack driver, feeds his pet
pigeons. "Con," as his friends call him,
is a fine, tall fellow, with a pleas-
ing manner and pleasant face.
He is not by any means talka-
tive about himself, and does not
appear to regard his feeding of the
doves as anything very extraordinary.
But it is a pretty sight to see him—a
great big,burly man

—
standing in the

roadway, surrounded by fifty or sixty
fine, healthy, well-fed doves, some fly-
ing aiound him, others at his feet pick-
iuar up the corn in the snow, while five
or six of the more familiar birds perch
on his shoulders or on his haud, eating

their food with the utmost abandon-
rugnt,

Jgvery day the birds^come on time,

whether Con is there or not. Tnese
pigeons roost Inthe eaves of tlie temple
or in the belfry of the old churcl'i on
Brimstone corner, but exactly at noon
they leave their roosts and fly down to
Bosworth street and await Con's coin-

ing. Sometimes he is late.but the birds
wait for him and often, when he gets to

the feeding place, he will find two or
three score of doves cooing and flutter-
ing in readiness to receive their corn at
his hands.

Con drives hack 269, and has been
driving for nearly twenty years. He is
well known all over the city. He began
this feeding of the doves about three
months ago. He had no idea of going
on withitwhen he began. But he saw
that the birds soon got used to him, and
ttiat they would come at his whistle,
and after a while he found he could call
them by name. The birds are simply
wildpigeon"*, without an owner, aud no
one ttf feed them but Con. When Con
is late a long line of birds will be found
waiting on the ledges of the horticult-
ural building, on Bosworth street, but
they willsee Con as he turns into Boi-
worth street with his hack, and down
they flj;,settling in the road, anxious
for their supply of corn.

The major general, as Con calls a
crooked-bill bird, is quite a pet. Con
says the major general can lick any of
the other birds, and he shows his tight-
ing qualities when any of themfjccupy
too much room on Con's haud. The
major seems to think that he has a first
right to Con's hand, and he will perch
on his thumb and eat heartily, while
the others are compelled to look on.

Then there are the two "judges,"
solemn-looking fellows, and Kit and
Dan McGuinnis, all of whom are special
pets with Con. But they all know his
whistle and come to him. Con has a
peculiar whistle which he uses to call
the birds, but he also talks to them
much as a mother would to her pet dar-
lings.

"Come here, little one," says Con, as
a beautiful bird flies around his head.
"Come and have some corn," and the
bird flutters to his hand and eats in per-
fect contentment.

"Now kiss me," he says to another,
and Uie bird puts up hi3bill and takes
the kiss, flyingmerrily away as ifsatis-
fied. Then Con smooths them and pats
them, as they look up into his face, half
hidden by his fur cap.

And so, day by day, as regularly as
clockwork, Con comes and feeds his
pets, and they fly off to roost as happy
—well, as happy as well-fed birds.
It is a pretty sight, and crowds of

men and women stop and take in the
interesting 6cene. But the crowd's do
not trouble the birds; they go on feed-
ing and cooing as if only their kind
friend were present.

A number of saucy sparrows, too.
have just begun comine to partake of
Con's hospitality, and he is seriously
considering whether he shall take them
In hand also, 'ihey are, however, a
little scary at present, though one or
two are bold enough to approach close
to the swarm of doves.

PAID WIl'H L.AND.

The Way in Which a Pioneer
ettled His Tailor Bill.

San Francisco Examiner.
The estate of the late Hamilton M.

Henston was called up inJudge Cofley's
ourt yesterday morning for final set-

tlement.
A web of romance has been woven

about the circumstances attending the
life and business career of the deceased,
touching the manner in which he ob-
tained possession of the real estate that
at last became the basis of his great
fortune.

Mr. HeuHton was in early times a
tailor. During his transactions in the
course of business a ploueer settler
became indebted to him for a suit of
clothes, and not being able to pay cash,

induced his tailor to accept two fifty-
vara sand lots in settlement of the ac-
count, much against the creditor's de-
sire. Those two lots were located at
what is now known as the northwest
corner of Market and Powell streets, in
this city, and on them the Baldwin
hotel stands.

A year or two before Mr. Heuston's
death, E. J. Baldwin sued to secure a
deed to the real estate ou payment of tin,
agreed price, claiming that right under
the provisions of a "written contract.
Ileuston was willingto sign the deed
provided he could get $1,000,000 for the
property, but Baldwin said he would
pay only 5700,000. After a long trial
Ijudgment was given against Ileuston,

and he was ordered to make the deed for
the amount named in the contract anil
offered by Baldwin.

Bofore Heuston was called on to com-
ply with the court's edict, and pending
an appeal to the supreme court, he
died, and the estate passed into the
probate court.'

Seeing that the litigation, ir begun
again, would bo likely to last a long
time, the parties interested made a com-
promise, and W. F. Goad, the admiiii-
trator, was by Judge Coffey directed to
deed the property to Baldwin on the
payment of$727,500. To this Mrs. Lucy
C. B. lleustoii and Mrs. E. L.Blunt, the
widow and only child of ihe de-
ceased, agreed, as did the collateral
heirs. The written consent of Attor-
n oys Boyd. Fitield and Iloburg to this
arrangement was also hied. Baldwin
paid the money, and the two iifty-vara
lots, originally taicen as the price of a
suit of clothes, became his property.

Tile appraisers of the estate estimated
that the property, if uniucumbered by
Baldwin's leases and contracts, would
be worth $1,018,000.
