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GASH FOR A CARNIVAL

The Managing Board Has an
Interesting Session on
That Subject.

Confidence Expressed by the
Water Board in the Rec-
ord Matter.

Closing Session of the Black
Chapter of the Knights
of Israel.

General Summary of the
News of the Day in
Minneapolis.

1f it is true that nature moves in har-
mony, she never did the act more com-
pleteiy than she did at the meeting of
the Carnival association at the New
York Life Insurauce building yesterday
afternoon, for the heat of the atmos-
phere at carnival beadquarters, aud the
heat of the arguments ventured by car-
pival wmembers, had a mutual place on
the thermometer. Both were tremend-
ously high. The fact is that the Carni-
val association is in a hole, which seems
bottomless at present, and the members
are going to try in the next few days to
fill a portion of it up. It i3 no one’s
fault, but is simply the result of the
terrific stringency in financial watters
generally, a crisis not expected when git
was first organized. The meeting yes-
terday, however, is expected to be pro-
ductive of good results, and such re-
sults as will prevent the bringing of
Minneapolis into disrepute, on account
of the failure of the original carnival
idea. The attendance was small. The
only gentlemen present were Geo. A.
Brackett, John Goodnow, F. B. Jauney,
F. Washburn, C. L. Brackett, Col.
Johuson, 1. C. Seeley, A B. Choat and

. K. Morrison. The association has
made binding contracts with Nw York,
Pennsylvania and Cornell crews and
other traternities wbich can not .l.?e
violated, while the Minneapolis
Cycle association under the prom-
ise ot backing from the Carnfival
association, has gone ahead and
secured a place on the international
cyclers circuit, which will furnish races
between representatives of seven na-

tions, A committee consisting of
Messrs. Choat and Washburn waited
upon the carnival association yester-

day afternoon and desired to know just
what backing that they could look for
from the carnival association, and in-
timating that they had been given to
understand that the carnival associa-
tion would assume the matter of prizes.
This precipitated a hot discussion.

Mr. Brackett, who has held down the
unenviable position of director general
of tie cuterprise, in a very satisfactory
manner, made a speech, in which he
said:

1 deplore as genuinely and sincerely
as any one the failure of the scheme as
originally proposed; but, gentlemen, 1
am of the opinion that it is the very best
policy to drop the matter as soon and as
kracetully as possible, yet pertorming
faithfully all of che contracts made,and,
as far as can be done, to fulfill all the
mworal obligation§ made. Yet, I am frank
to admit that we will have a hard time
to do even this, as things now look.
When the most enterprising men in the
city. those who have thrown tieir -hats
the highest in this matter, drop out, it is
easily seen that the thing is dead. Yet.
it is no one’s fault,” said Mr. Brackett.
“In all of my thirty-seven years resi-
dence in Minneapolis 1 never

saw such a feeling or uncertainty
mn financial matters 5 i5  now
felt here. A man with $75,000 of the

best securities cannot get $5,000 at any
bank. 'This fallure of the ecarnivalis
not due to a lack of enterprise, but to
the unexpected financial events of the
past two weeks.”

_Mr. Brackett thought that the asso-
ciation had money enough to earry out
the contraet, already signed, and might
spare a little to heip along the bicycle
touroey, but that was all.

Mr. Choate did not think that the
value ot having the bicyele events held
in Mihneapolis was thoroughly appre-
ciated. It will bring the best men from
seven nations, and he was sure the gate
receipts would more than pay the ex-
peuses.

Mr. Johnson said that there were al-
ready $2,500 due creditors, and he was
not in favor under the existing circu-
stances of voting any stated sum to the
bicyele association.

Mr. Goodnow thought the same, and
announced that his efforts to secure
subscriptions in the past few davs had
tisheartened him. The answer uni-
versally was a refusal.

Mr. Washiburn would not recognize
such a word as fail, and announced that
the cycle part of the summer’s events
should not fail, even though he had to
pay it himself.

Two hours of weary debate failed to
develop how much money the bicycle

association  could look for. Mr.
Johnson made a motion that as
the sum of $10,000 had been

subsecribed, that bills be paid in the fol-
lowing order: Bills already due, bills
and contracts maturing, and the residue
up to £10,000, and not exceeding $2,000,
to go tothe Cycle association. As there
was nota majority of the executive
committee - present, the motion could
not be put, and will be presented as a
recommendation at a meeting of the
executive board. In the meantime a
committee will make another effort
among the wealthy -ecitizens, and will

try and secure checks instead of
pledges. 'Tne former are badly needed,

as Cornell’s crew and the others are
even now waiting for cash to bring
them here next week.

PRAISED WINTHEISER,

Even if They Did Not Locate the
Water Board Records.

The row between Waterworks Billy
and the council committee on water-
works is interesting the other members
of the council in no small degree, and
several of them,among whom were Ald.
Hayvnes, Adams, Roliins, Snyder and
Ingenhutt came down to the city hall
yesterday forenoon to see about it, All
telt that Mr. Wintheiser had in a de-
gree been maligned, and although not
In a position to state what records be-
longing to the departinent were being
withheld by Mr. Wintheiser, as had
been claimed. none had any hesitation
in speaking in the highest terms of
praise for Mr. Wintheiser.

Ald. Rollins stated that the committee
was tryimng to get rid of a publiec ser-
vant of twenty-two years’ standing,
and was very indignant over the com-
mittec’s action generally. “As an illus-
wration of how they are looking after
the interests of the city.”” he remarked,
*“I can point to one of the ‘tappers’
vamed Brannigan. A ‘tapper’ is of
sourse cbliged to make massuremantal
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but this man can’t tell one figure from:
another, and can’t even sign his name
to the pay roll.”

Ald. Adams, who was a member of
the waterworks committee until the
revolution, has great faith in Mr. Win-
theiser’s integrity. *I verily believe.”
he said, “that it would be a pub-

lic calamity if Mr. Wintheiser
should leave the waterworks de-
partment, and I am_ not the

only one who thinks so. There is on
file or should be among the ‘records of
the department an urgent request
from the local board of underwriters pe-
titioning and urging the retention of
Mr. Wintheiser.

The old street foreman asserts that
Mr. Redfield, engineer of the depart-
ment has full records of all the valves,

taps and hydrants, many of them in a
more complete condition than those
that he has.

“I want people to understand that I
am a white man and not fear that I will
by any act of mine cripple or hamper
the department by refusing to give any
information that would be needed.
Why there might be a fire here like the
one in Fargo, just by some little mis-
take. [ would not have the responsi-
bility for anything like that resting on
me—never.”

EXCITED LUTHERANS

Put in a Warm ©Day Over the
Augsburg Affair.

Excitement ran high all day in the
session of the United Lutheran church,
and fully 1,500 persons crowded the

ditorium. The exciting question was
the report on the president’s message,
whieh was taken up section at a time.
When the first section was read—the
school affair—Prof. Oftedahl made an
excited speech and this proposition: *1
want to inform the conference of some
resolutions adopted by the trustees of
Augsburg seminary to the effect that
this difficulty should be settled by
friendly and brotherly means. 1ln view
of accomplishing this, the Augsburg
trustees propose that a committee
be appointed and authorized -to
convene with the trustees of the
Augsburg seminary, as well as with the
trustees of the United church and form
such pians as would be agreeable aund
profitable to all. Owing to the fact that
we have discovered that the property of
Augsburg seminary cannot be legally
transferred to another corporation, we
propose that other ways be discovered
whereby it can be brought about that
the United church gains and holds pus-
session of the affairs ot the college.”

Prof. Bockinan wanted the matter
settled at once, and Rev. Rasmussen
wanted the substitute laid on the table,
but the convention voted it down. The
debate was continued until the noon
hour arrived.

At the opening of the afternoon ses-
sion of the council of the United church.
the committee appointed to investigate
the charge of malfeasance preferred by
Prof. Solrdrup against President
Hoyme reported progress, but will hard-
ly be able to submit a full report today.

The question of transferring Augs-
burg seminary to the United church
was then taken up, and nearly the
whole session was devoted to the dis-
cussion of that important subject. Soine
of tue speakers used very stong lan-
guage, but the grest bulk of the audi-
ence kept comparatively cool.

Rev. N. J. Keldahl, who has been
after Prof. Oftedal in particular with a
sharp stick for the past two years,
scemed to strike the key-note of the
sentiment of the meeting when he de-
clared that the churches expect that the
Augsburg seminary trouble will be
settled at this meeting. The proposi-
tion made by Prof. Oftedal would sim-
ply put off the matter, he said. He also
reterred to the past to prove that the
board cannot be trusted to do what the
church has intended it to do. The
proposition of the committee, on the
other hand, proposed to settle the mat-
ter at once, besides making all reasona-
ble concessions to the anti-trans-
fer party. 1t would also be
a dangerous precedent to leave such
important matters in the hands of a
committee, as Prof. Oftedal proposed,
instead of having the meeting settle the
difficulty.

*The board of trustees has reiained
Augsbery seminary illegally Rwere the
Rev. Kildahl’s words, **and to negotiate
with the board would virtually be the
same as to admit that the board has
been right.”

Rev. Romsdal thought the proposition
of Oftedai would open the way to a
peaceful and Christian settlement of the
ditficulty.

Rev. O. Paulson felt sure that if a
committee were to confer with the
board it would lead toa speedy and
satisfactory settlement of the whole

matter, for as a member of the board he
knew that the board was ready to trans-
fer the property as soon as the church
would give the necessary guaranty.

Rey. Gynild was glad because most of
the speakers had expressed themselves
in a conciliatory strain, and he for oue
rejoiced because he expected better
times for the United church in the im-
mediate future. He preferred the plan
proposed by Prof. Oftedal.

Rev. Boe thought Prof. Oftedal had
behaved like a disobedient Loy in this
matter. The United church haa ordered
him to transfer Augsbery seminary, but
he never stirred.

Rev. P. A. Rasmussen, of Leland, 111,
the vestor of the United church, made
an earnest speech which put Prof.
Oftedal and Surdrup in an unfavorable
light. According to the assertion of ghe
anti-transfer party the proposition
of the committee meant “*war,” the sub-
stitute of Profiftedal “peace.” At
the Kenyon méeting in 1891 the board
would transfer on certain conditions.
These conditions are conceded in the
proposition of the-committee, and now
this is declared to mean ‘*‘war.” It
really looked as if the sentiments of the
United chureh always meant *war,”” and
that the wishes of Profs. Oftedal and
Surdrup meant **peace.”” *“What party
has always yielded?” he asked. “We,
the majority. We have given upon St.
Olaf college against our wishes in order
to obey the decision of the local churches.
And still we are accused of waging
war.” He concluded by an energetic
protest against this charge, and assured
the audience that he could, with a clean

conscience, solemnly declare that he
longed for *‘peuce’” and worked for
peace.

Rev. Sangstad V. Crookston did not
see why people should lay such a tre-
menduous stress upon the formal con-
trol of Augsbery seminary. ‘Tne United
chureh has, in fact, always controlled
Anpysbery seminary. and here he sub-
stantiated his-assertion by referring to
a number of well-known facts.

Rev. I. H. Dahl, a former admirer of
Prof. Oftedal, thought the report of the
committee was the plainest and safest
and fairest in every respect. He. for
mis part, already had had enough of
Prof. Oftedal’s negotiations,and for that
reason he had no hankering for his sub-
stitute wiich could be expressed in
these two words: *Negotiations Post-
poned.”

Rev. Th. Ezgen thought it was all
right to use such fine words as *‘peuace,”
but he would prefer to go behind the
returns, and there he foand a discrep-
ancy. *“Can you o back to your
churches,” he shouted to the delegates,
“and tell them that you stayed here
eight days without doing anything? If
we do not settle the matter now we
shall be responsible for the possible
disruption ot the United ehureh.”

Rev. K. B. Birkeland, who has made
himself conspicuous by defending the
anti-transfer party through the press,
made a speech which the audience
seemed to enjoy. . He thought the
United c¢hurch ought to repent
because it had wronged the board
of trustees ot Augsbury sewminary.
He accused the majority of misusing its
power. *You seem to be bound to sit
down upon us,to erushus,” he sereamed
to the top of his voice, “*but what can
you do with us? We are right here, and
we will remain in the United church,
every one of us, and the only possible
way of making us keep quiet is to kill
us.” The audience did not seem to re-
gard the situation to be very danger-
6us, however, inasmuch as quite a nuin-
ber smiled audibly and the rest wore
jolly countenances. The dramatie effect
was whollv lost when he said the minor-
ity would “stick like.shoemaker’s wax
in the hair.” And when he left the
stage suggesting that the controversy
be kKept out ot the press in the future,
there were undoubtedly quite a nmmber
who took the whole speech for a joke.

Rev. A. Wright proposed that the
comiittee which made the regular
proposition immediately confer with
the board of trustees of Augsbery sem-
inary, and that they report at 2 o’clock
this atternoon as to what may be done
by way of transferring Augsbery sem-
inary to the United church. The mo-
tion was met with vigorous opposition,
but it was nuaily adopted by a large
majority.

Prof. A. Trive, the president of Can-
ton coilege, South Dakota, reported
that the work done at the college dur-
ing the past year was highly satisfac-
tory. The total enrollment was 116,and
six young people were graduated from
the academic and four trom the normal
department last sprinz. The college is
n need of larger quarters. _

NEARLY A HUNDRED

Young Men Graduated by Augs-
burg Seminary.

Augsburg seminary has graduated
seventy-five young men trom the clas-
sical department since 1879. Nearly one-
half of tbem were present at the an-
nual meeting of the alumni as-
sociation at Augsburg seminary last
night. The students’ octette
was in good trim and gave half
a dozen different * numbers. One
of these in particular was looked for-
ward to with a zood deal of interest by
the students and the alumni. It was a
poem headed *“Lif Erikson,” which
Prof. W. M. Petterson had written, and
for which Prof. Th. S. Reimestad had
composed the music. The work 1s very
creditable, and may be sung before any
assembly.

Prof. Reimstad made a speech in
which there was a vein of pleasant hu-
mor. Towards the close, however, he
laid some stress on the attempt made at
Augsbury seminary to develop charac-
ter, individuality, on the principle that
“a man is a man for a’ that.”

Prof. Petterson made a speech which
kept the audience laughing nearly ail
the time.

Rev. G. N. Nelson, one of the heaviest
ministers in the Unmited church,also en-
tertained the audience fqr a few.min-
utes.

Rev. O. Paulson, of Blanchardville,
Wis., *the father ot Augsbury semi-
nary,’”’ as he is sdmetimes called, gave a
brief history of the earhest days of the
seminary.

Rev. Paulson said he *‘happened” to
be in Minneapolis in 1868. Judge Van-
derburgh was the first man who ever
suggested that there ought to be a
Scandinavian college in South Minne-
apolis. Mr. Murphy, who donated the
park named after him to the eity, also
donated the block in which Augsbury
seminary is built to the Methodists for
a college, but they did not accept it.
Then Mr. Murphy said the Norwegians
should have it. and Rev. Paulson
with the assistance of Judge Vander-
burgh, went to work and persuaded the
conference ito remove the seminary
%(\) its: present location ,from Marshall,

'is.

real sale. He thought Senator Wash-
burn had over stated it, when in his
speech on his bill he claimed that
twenty bushels were sold on a pretense
of selling, with no intention to deliver,to
one actually delivered or intended to be
delivered.

For
an improvement he would colleet “ail
information possible, and make report
of grain actually on hand by elevators
and others, and improve the character
of reports as to accuracy. Truthful re-
vorts, absolutely, ~could not be injuri-
ous. In this respect he disagreed with
extracts read from Mr. Cargili’s letter,
condemning the reports.

Col. G. D. Rogers, publisher of Min-
neapolis daily market reports, was
examined on the dechine of the price of
farm produects. He attributed 1t to over-
production. The decline of prices had
attended the increase in prcduction,
though the per cent of each was not the
same.  Of this he is to furnish, by re-
quest, a wrltten statement for the com-
wittee. Col. Rogers read from his
market report of the day the point of
over-production. ‘There was in passage
or afloat for Europe on June 1. 48,000.-
000 bushels, and a year ago, 33,000,000
bushels. There was in store at seaport
towns in this country and Canada, June
1, this year, 1i2,000.000 bushels, against
53,000,000 a year ago. The aggregate of
these is 205,000,000 bushels on hand this
year, as against 148,000,000 a year ago.

Mr. Rogers agreed with the others in
condemning the monthly reports.

The committee adjourned 1010 o’clock
tomorrow.
