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IS GAINSFORD ALIVE?
A Strange Story of a Man

Long Since Thought to
Be Dead.

The Story of the Escapade of
May Ogburn VividlyRe-

called.

L. W. Davidson, of Cincinnati,
Claims to Have Met Gains-

ford in Indianapolis.

A Yarn Which at Least Has
the Merit of Being Very

Readable.

Newspaper readers willremember the
sensation whi.h was occasioned in Cin-
cinnati seven years ago by the incidents
which followed the supposed death of
Arthur Gainsford, a wealthy carriage

manufacturer of that city. He had, as
the story went at that time, been for
some years enamored by May Ogburn,

whom he met ;in Minneapolis, subse-
quently taking her to Cincinnati, where
he installed her in regal style in the
house of Josephine Woods. Ho was ex-
tremely jealous of her, and went into a
rage whenever he heard that she was
bestowing her' smiles and favors on any
oilier men. The rich lover finally de-
cided to go to,;Europe and take May
with him, and thus get her out of the
reach of the blandishments of the young
fellows in this city.

The couple went to England and there
for several weeks lived at the top of the
heap. From there they moved to Glas-
gow, livingat a fashionable hotel as
man and wife. Under the peculiar
laws of that country a man and woman
who live together as man and wife and
hold themselves out as such are consid-
ered so, just as though they were
legally married by a minister or the
publication of bans. So itcame about
that when he died May set up the claim
that she was his widow,and finally-
secured from the estate $12,000 insettle-
ment.

Was Itlll**Corpse
*

When Gainsford died the relatives
telegraphed to have the body sent home,

and itcame to this country in a sealed
casket. Itwas remarked at the time as
a singular thing that no one saw the
corpse. The coffin was never opened,
auu tue supposed corpse was interred
inSpring Grove cemetery in November,
11385. Now, six years after, Arthur
Gainsford is supposed to be quietly
sleeping in his grave, the charge is
made that he is alive and Jiving in In-
dianapolis. He was a man of peculiar
habits and manners. He was a nervous,
wiry, active feliow, who, once seen ,
would never be forgotten. The story of
the reappearance and recognition is told
ina followingspecial dispatch to tne
Cincinnati Enquirer from Indianapolis.
The story in brief is that L. W. David-

son, of Cincinnati, met a man In a res-
taurant who so resembled Gainsford
that Davidson said to him:

"Are you no- Mr.Gainsford—
Gainsford, of Cincinnati?"

The paity addressed drawled out:
"What is the matter?."
"IfArthur Gainsford is not dead, you

are that man," was the response, as Mr.
Davidson looked him squarely in the
face.

There was another pause, possibly
not so long, and then the stranger
equally as slowly answered:

"My"naino is' Gainsford. Let us sit
down. When did you come to this
city?" .

Mr. Davidson, who is in the employ
of the Consumers' Gas Trust company,
replied to his questionings, and then
again said to him:

"Youdo not aeny that you are Arthur
Gainsford?"

For reply Mr. Gainsford said :
"Didyou ever know this Gainsford?

Are you sure he is dead? Did you ever
see his body?"

Eventually the stranger rose to his
feet abruptly and said:

"Tell them in Cincinnati you saw the
finest, liveliest corpse of Anrthur Gais-
ferd ever known. Tell them that Ar-
thur is alive and has got plenty of
money."

With that ho abruptly closed the con-
versation and stalked out of the door.
His manner indicated that he would
submit to no further questioning, and
Mr. Davidson was too much startled by
the meeting to think of following him
untilhe was Jost in the crowd. How-
ever, Mr.Davidson is convinced beyond
all possible mistake that he saw and
talked with Mr. Gainsford, whose dis-
appearance seven years ago caused a
profound sensation iv Cincinnati.

A FRUITFUL INQUIRY.
That Being Conducted by Sen-

ators Peffer and Washburn.

Senators Washburn and Peffer contin-
ued their investigation yesterday morn-
ing, listening to the remainder of the
testimony which Col. C. D. Rogers had
to offer. Col. Rogers had accumulated
an immense amount of statistics in the
meantime, and was loaded for the occa-
sion. He showed by recent compila-
tions that the wheat crop of the world
during the past ten years had not in-
creased to any appreciable extent, while
the records show that during the same
period the average price of wheat had
gone down some 39 cents per bushel.
This was just what Senator Peffer was
trying to get at as a foundation for
further investigation, and. he made a
note of it. W. 11. Dunwoody, of the
Washburn-Crosby Millingcompany, was
asked by Senator Peffer what he
thought was the reason that the
farmers in this section all sold
their wheat in a lump a3 soon
as they could instead of disposing of it
gradually throughout the year as they

used to do in moro prosperous times.
To this Mr. Dunwoody replied that
most of the farmers had gone into busi- ;
ness here on a very small capital and
were obliged to get money as soon as
possible to take care of the loans which
they had been obliged to make.

The next question was, "How much
do you consider a fair profit for the
millers to make on a barrel of flour in
this city?"

Mr.Dunwoody said in reply: "We
would be exceedingly glad to figure on
a profit of 15 cents per barrel. We are
not making that now,1can assure you.
The amount seems very small, but
there la not a mill in the country which
would not be glad to make it. The
millingbusiness is not paying as itused
to. There was a time when we could
always figure ou a clear profitof from
50 to75 cents per barrel, and often even
more. For one year the Pillsburys got
a net of **1.87 for every barrel of flour
they turned out."
; S. M. Owen, of the Farm, Stock and
1 Home, was examined in the line of the
Ibearing of the inquiry, more especially
as affecting the farmers' interests than
any previous witness, and on the cause
of the downward tendency of prices,
Ina general way Mr.Owen said It was
due largely to a centralization of
wealth, which takes from the masses
and puts into the hands of the
classes, increasing the power of

p the latter to control prod-
ucts. This centers the consumption
of products, and causes an over supply,
hence prices must fall, as they have
done. This Mr. Owen illustrated by
several forcible examples and citations.
The condition was largely true of the
whole world, but was more noticeable
here. The prices were, he thought,
lower as to farm products than as to
manufactured articles. He reviewed,
the progress of the country from the
war-time extravagance to the present,
and the means resorted to to keep up
with the appetite for extravagance.

Mr.Owen closed the investigation for
the day, and probably for the occasion,
although Senator Peffer said that pos-
sibly another prominent witness might
be called today. If not he willproceed
to Omaha to direct the inquiry more
particularly to stock. Senator Wash-
burn will probably not go to Omaha.
Neither is Senator Roach expected to be
present, but Senator Roacn will prob-
ably make the examination alone. He
expects to makr a social visit inMinne-
apolis next September.

He was not
seen during the afternoon. Anderson
was about fifty years old and boarded
on Plymouth avenue, between First
ana Second streets.

\ GOIXG TO DETROIT.

The Royal Arcanum to Meet
There' Next Year.

Apress of business yesterday morn-
ing hastened the supreme council of the
Royal Arcanum in getting down to
work, and the usual reading and ap-
proval of the minutes.which have taken
almost an hour's time each morning,

were done away with. On motion the
committee on laws, augmented by
Secretary Robson, was intrusted with
tlie correction of the records,
and the members proceeded to
the transaction of business at
once. The usual number of com-
mittee reports of minor importance took
up the time for nearly half an hour, and
then the attention ot the council was
turned to memorial services held in
memory of the late Dr. Herbert Fearn,
of Brooklyn, and Sumner Albee, of
Massachusetts.

The committee on extension of the
order has held a meeting, and decided
to recommend that the extension pro-
posed iuto the Gulf states and Southern
border states be laid over until next
year. This action will probably be
final. • .J.M. Pace, of Georgia, was elected
third trustee, to take the place of A. F.
Turner, elected the supreme auditor.
The amendment bearing on the ballot-
ing tor the admission ot members was
reconsidered, and a motion to ballot on
two or more members at the same time
was carried.

Anamendment was also carried pro-
viding for trl-monthly meetings, and
making them optional with the lodges.

The salary of the medical examiner
was fixed at $3,000, providing he gives
all of his time to the duties. A lengthy
discussiou took place over the law pro-
hibiting the issuing of circulars, but no
conclusion was reached.

THEY MAKEPILLS

And Prepare Soda Water for the
Minnesotans. y

The druggists of the state are in con-
vention at Hotel St. Louis, Lake Min-
nctonka, the assemblage being the an-
nual meeting of the Pharmaceutical As-
sociation of the State of Minnesota.
The convention willlast two days and
the attendance is expected to reach 75
or 100. There willbe the pillcompound-
ers and prescription fillers from all
parts of the commonwealth, and par-
ticularly a large Minneapolis and St.
Paul contingent will attend. The ob-
jects of the association are to keep up
the grade of the pharmacy throughout

the state and also to guard against
vicious legislation on pharmaceutical
matters." Accordingly the topics taken
up for discussion willnot only be those
of technical interest to druggists, but
also of more general importance inrela-
tion to the druggist's trade.
lt is the idea to make* the convention

of the association- something* of an out-
ingas well as a business meeting, and
tomorrow will be devoted mostly to
pleasure. The wives and friends of the
pharmacists ** will take an important
part in the pleasures of the second
day's exercises. A trip around the lake
willbe made, and late in the afternoon
there willbe a banquet served in the
St. Louis hotel. Many of the visiting
druggists will remain over the conven-
tion time aud lengthen their stay into
an outing at Minnetouka of a week or
two.

The morning session yesterday was
called toorder by President Kellam, of
Huron City. C. T. Heller was at the
secretary's table. There were not over
fifteen or twenty present, and little was
done.

When the 1:30 train from the city
came, however, itbrought a load of del-
egates, and the afternoon meeting was
well attended.

There was a paper on "Adultera-
tions," read by L. Harding, of 'Fergus
Falls, which was pronounced by all the
pharmacists to be a masterpiece of its
kind. Mr.Harding had confined his in-
vestigations chiefly to pepsin and
quinine, because they played so im-
portant a part in the pharmaceutical
world. His tests had been exhaustive,
and he had found the samples tested far
from satisfactory.

Apaper was read by Ray Humiston
on "Substitution." Substitution, as
understood by the pharmacist, is the
substitution in a prescription of a
manufacturer's preparation for the
druggist's own preparation. The
United States has authorized a for-
mulary by which druggists may manu-
facture their own preparation, and Mr.
Humiston advised the use of it. He
could see no reason why the druggist
by making his own preparation should
not make the money that goes to the
big manufacturer. There was consid-
erable said about patent medicines and
other nostrums.

A committee of five was appointed to
present fivenames to Gov. Nelson from
which toselect one as a member of the
state board of pharmacy to fillthe place
left vacant by 11. P. Barclay, of Still-
water, retired. This is done yearly by

the Pharmaceutical association although

itis entirely separate from the state
board. The committee was as follows:

BOARD OF EDUCATION.

The Alumni Asks a Favor Which'
ItWill Grant.

The solons of the board of education
held a special meeting at 5o'clock yes-
terday afteTnoon. Tho efficient corps
of school inarms and masters came in
for the firstattention of the board that
placed them all "O. X.,"upon 142,015
worth of salaries for the month ofJune.

The High School Alumni Association
of Minneapolis, at a meeting a year ago,
appointed Messrs. Samuel Hill and
John Goodward a committee to wait
upon the board this month upon a mat-
ter of considerable importance to the
association. For years past the alumni
have been compelled to pay a heavy rent
for some hallwhenever they held a meet-
ing, and, as the association had the in-
terests of the Minneapolis public schools
closely at heart, itwas their belief that
the board of education would grant them
especial favor.

Mr.Hilladdressed the board, saying,
that as the alumni of the four high
schools of the city had been united,
there was a great need of a regular
place of meeting. The association de-
sired to meet semi-annually, but could
not on account of the expense incurred.
The gentleman asked in behalf of the
association that the board, when
it builds the next new building,
make provision in the way of a
large auditorium, with a seating capa-
city of not less than 1.000, which could
be used by the alumni association,
which now numbers 500 members. This
number willbe increased, as the asso-
ciation is intending to make member-
ships eligible to high school students
who have finished one full year in a
high school course. Mr. Gooduow also
urged the board tomake some provision
for the meeting of the alumni.

President Ankeny courteously replied
that the interest manifested in the
schools by the association was thor-
oughly appreciated and deserved re-
cognition. The seating capacity of the
new South Side High school hall was
1.200, and this hall could be used as de-
sired until further preparations could
be made. The matter was placed in
the hands of the building committee,
who will render the alumni association
every possible service.
v Representatives from several text
book concerns addressed the board with
regard to the adoption of new books,
and the meeting adjourned. The an-
nual meeting will be held late in the
mouth.

Chicago,. June 13.—Robed In a cling-

ing white costume and wearing a dainty
white straw hat and veil of the same
color, the infanta of Spain, accompa-
nied by the Prince of Orleans and her
suite, visited the exposition for the last
time today. She came out on the pri-
vate yacht which has .carried her
to the White city before. She pre-
ferred the lake route ou account of
avoiding the crowd at the gates, and
she is a lover of the water besides.
The princess was transferred from
the yacht to Director General Davis'
launch, which took her in the foreign
quarter. There the party leisurely en-
joyed a luncheon in the private dining
room, and then journeyed in chairs to

the fine arts building. The Spanish
commissioner of fine arts received the
royal party and escorted the princess
through the Spanish salons. Half an
hour was spent admiring the works of
art, and a brief visit was paid to other
salons.

Atthe landing place on the south side
of the fine arts building the party em-
barked on the launch of the director
general and were taken to the east land-
ing of the agricultural hall. The
princess sought to avoid the crowds she
saw at the north entrance, but she ran
into one inside the building around the
roped off entrance to the Spanish,
and Porto Rico pavilions, which are
buil as one inimitation of '; :

Tlie monastery or St. GYeg-ory,
at Villado, Spain. At the entrance to
the pavilion the infanta was met by
Kosaudo Fernandez, representing the
chamber of commerce of Havana, who
presented her with a gorgeous bouquet
of flowers, adorned withribbons of the
Spanish colors.

After passing by the elaborate show-
cases filled with cigars, sugar, cordials,
wines and other exhibits, the,infanta
took the electric, launch to the south
entrance of the manufactures building.
A big crowd of curious women ,and
men had been waiting in ; the
Spanish pavilion for several hours,
and they were rewarded for
their patience bjl a full view ofthe
party. The exhibits of Spain were seen
hurriedly,. and chairs were then taken
through the big building to the lake
shore, where stands the Spanish build-
ing, which is a partial reproduction
of the Hall of Contract at Valen-
cia, . built in 1480. Here Senor
Dupuy de Lome, the Spanish commis-
sioner general, the foreign commis-
sioners and the world's lair officials
were in waiting to receive the princess,
and Senor de Lome made a speech in
Spanish, greeting the infanta and con-
veying regrets at her departure from
Chicago. This ended her last day at
the exposition. The return trip was
made in the yacht Crippon.
In the evening, at the Palmer house,

the infanta gave a dinner to twenty-
four guests, and the good-byes were
said over champagne. The royal party
willbe escorted to the railroad station
by two troops of United States cavalry
tomorrow morning at 9 o'clock, and take
a special train on the Lake Shore road

He let
down a lighted candle, and when it de-
scended to about six feet of the bottom
itwont out as suddenly as though ex-
tinguished by a whiff of air. That was
allhe wanted to know. Ho was then
sure that the well had poisonous gas
init,and took a small umbrella, tied a
string to the nandlt? and lowered itopen
into the well. Having let it go nearly
to tho bottom, he drew itup, carried it
a few feet from the well and upset it.
lie repeated this operation twenty or
thirty times, with all the bystanders
looking at him, then again lowered the
light, which burned clear and bright
even at the bottom. He then conde-
scended to explain that the gas in the
well was carbonic acid gas, which is
heavier than air, and therefore could be
brought up in an umbrella just as
though itwere so much water. Itwas
a simple trick, yet perfectly effective.
