living.Try to get along on hot days with
as little exertion as possible. Allenergy,
whether muscular or mental, increases
the temperature of the blood. Every
summer there are a few days when St.
Taul women should give brain, body

and difjestive apparatus as much rest as j
possible; if this is conscientiously done,
ordinary summer weather will be en-
joyable.
Itis not enough to stop work when

the outside temperature gets higher

than the body— the woman who feels the
lieat must stop worrying, fussing and
eating. A very little food willnourish
the body. Square meals of hot soup,
greasy dishes, fat meats, rich desserts
and stimulating drinks are not only un-
necessary, but positively injurious. Not
only the quantity, but he quality of
food must be changed to suit the season.
Nell Nelson in the New York Recorder
lias this excellent chapter on this sub-
ject:

Just what a summer diet should con>
sist of depends entirely on the condition
of the individual. Fresh, ripe fruits and
vegetables should nourish and agree
with every system not impaired by dis-
ease or old age. These are seasonable
foods, ifthey were not needed at this
particular time of year, they would not
be so plentiful. Fruit will never make
any one sick ifit is ripe. Itis the dish
of spoiled vegetables, the sour apple,
green peach and decaying banana and
the plate of bad berries that causo
stomach trouble and intestinal inflam-
mation, often fatal in results ana always
distressing.

Good truits and crisp vegetables are
the very best of summer foods; any [
other kind is worse than unwholesome
—it is injurious.

The ways of success are always inter-
esting. An tip-town woman doctor, who
is able to do an immense amount of
work ten months in the year, gives the
following information:

"While a firmbeliever in the value of
a mixed diet. 1am a strong advocate of
a change' of food during the summer,
as positive as the change of temperature.
Wlieu the weather is very hot our taole |
is served with cold dishes almost ex- j
clusively. For breakfast we have fresh, |
juicy fruit in abundance, bread and
butter, coffee, half milk, and one other
dish— an omelette, with j«lly, herbs,
asparagus tips, cauliflower or tomatoes,
a broiled lish. soft-boiled etrgs, one
chop,, or a few shreds of bacon cut thin
enough and cookea well enough to re-
semble chips when served. Such old
standbys as oatmeal, hash, griddle
cakes and corn bread we reserve for
cold weather. For lunch we have chou I—

mutton or lamb
—

a boiled fish or a
light stew and one vegetable.
Only one chop is served. If
the* dish is a fish, the por-
tion to each individual is small, but
we are rather inclined to be generous

with squash, spinach, turnips, cauli-
tiower or salad. Stewed or preserved
fruit, with sweet wafers and iced tea.

linishes the meal. No butter, no hot
bread and no potatoes. We have a
great many cold dinners in hot weather,

and especially for Sunday. Last Sunday
wr.sa pretty close day, and we dined on
beef extract, cold asparagus, cold
roast beef, beets with melted butter,

salad of lettuce and tomatoes, ice cream,
cake and dates.

'•Lemonade is my favorite drink. I
want itcold, but 1 don't want ice in it.
Iam a light drinker. 1 use fruit to
quench any unreasonable thirst. An
orange, a few cherries, a couple of red
plums, a slice of melon, or, best of all,
on apple, satisfies my craving for drink.

"Keep the body thoroughly clean;
dress in ioose, light clothing; keep out

of the sun at all times, and indoors, if
possible, an hour before and after noon-
day occupy the mind, but engage in as
little muscular work as possible; try not
to worry: eat and drink no more than
the system requires for nourishment;
nay the closest attention to the stomach,

and if that organ is all right you will
not be overpowered by the hottest
weather." , • • ,

Vnother brilliant young physician ad-
vises at least two plunge baths a day.
Ordinarily she takes three, and when

the heat is depressing and her duties
increase she has four, which enable her
to do work that she could not perform
otherwise. "These baths/ she says,
"need not consume over five minutes;

the idea is to cool the surface of the
body. For this purpose tepid water
should be used. Itwillbe found that
this practice, aside from keeping the
skin in a healthy condition, will lessen
the desire for cooling drink. The effect
is both refreshing and invigorating.
Of course, 1 recommend this only for
intensely hot days; and 1would impress
upon you the great importance of a
hasty dip. To remain in the water
over a minute or longer than is neces-
sary to sponge the body is to weaken
instead of refresh it. Hot water is bad;

so is cold for the purpose desired.
These tepid baths will Keep the little
folks comfortable.

"After cleanliness comes clothing.
I3ody garments of wool should be worn
all the year. For summer wear there
are light, almost gossamer-like fabrics.
Wool has a spiral or twisted thread
winch keeps a space between the gar-
ment it composes and the body; this
space favors the easy evaporation of in-

This doctor is opposed to ice in foods,
for the reason that she has no way of
knowing whether itcame from a tainted
or pure body of water. She advises
boiling the drinking water and cooling
itin water bottles, covered and kept in
the ice box. She also says that icecream
is cooling, wholesome and refreshing,
but adds, "beware of the coloring mat-
ter."

A Thirty-fourth street doctor— and
this one a man— says "keep clean; wear
light colors and light fabrics; don't
drink a drop of alcoholic beverages;
don't overload the stomach; keep the
digestive organs free; go without food
rather than eat spoiled vegetables or
tainted meats; give the body, the brain
and the stomach all the rest you can ;
keep indoors between 11 a. m. and 2 p.
in., and. above all things, don't worry
nnd don't let your temper get away, for
an infuriated or angry woman is con-
siderably hotter and more liable to be
sunstruck ifshe goes out than a stoker
or a locomotive engineer.

crease tbe heat of the wearer; a woman
with a black hat stands a better chance
of a sunstroke than one without a hat.

"Now,Iwould advise all housekeep-
ers, servant girls and women of limited
means to try this plan—get through
with the hard work, the cooking, wash-
ing, ironing, etc., before noon, let the
tire go out and take things easily until
the cool of the evening. Meats, tea and
coffee, vegetables, etc., can be prepared
in two hours at most. Hot dishes are
not needed when the heat of the day
exceeds that of the body."

He suggests cold joints of beef, lamb
or mutton, cold tongue, cold lish in
variety, made savory with kitchen
bouquet and delicate salads; cold veg-
etables, such as beets, asparagus, arti-
chokes and cauliflower; rice, served
with stewed apples, raisins, prunes or
peaches: fresh ripe fruit, ice cream,
fruit ice. frozen fruit pudding, rolls,

sweet and graham biscuits, and iced
tea, coffee and lemonade in modera-
tion.

Another large room in the
rear on this floor is being fitted up as a
permanent school ot cooking and do-
mestic science. There will be the oil
stoves, tables, and other necessary
cooking conveniences. The classes will
be formed here and held continuously.
The association is under obligation to
T. A. Schultze, who has shown great

enthusiasm in fittingup fiese additional
quarters for its comfort and conven-
ience. The various committees, the
board of managers and patrons have
worked together most htirmoniously to
accomplish this desired result.

Towns Touched by the Hot
Blast Were Practically at

Its Mercy.

Mining Machinery Not the
Least Part of the Mone-

tary Loss.

Rebuilding to Begin Immedi-
ately and on a Substan-

tial Basis.

"Like all newsettle-

ments, and a:good -:many old ones, for
ttiat matter," -;he continued, "we were
utterly uable to cope with anything like
a large tire.

Never
yet did a wind blow which prof-
ited nobody, and in this instance
Ifeel assured that the sawmill men
willnot be the only ones to reap benefit
from the fire. Much has been said
about the lawless classes turning them-

!selves loose to do mischief since the
trouble began; but there is a good deal
of exaggeration in those stories. Like
all other new places, the Mesaba range
is frequented by some tough people,
but the law-abiding classes are vastly

:in the majority. Even on a Sunday,
when all the men are idle and the
saloons wide open, you will find little
or ,no lawlessness. The "coolers' are
wooden shacks that look as .if they
could be kicked over, but tlie men who
are charged with the preservation of
the peace cannot be trifled with, and
the 'bad men' know it."

NO FLIES ON HIM,

So Officials Say, but Dorman
Wants Heavy Dam-

ages.

The Outcome of the Fisher-Dor-
man Case Now on

Trial.

The alleged false imprisonment case
of Rushton M. Dorman, ofMinneapolis,
against W. 11. Fisher, president of the
Duluth &Winnipeg railroad, and E. M.
Cathne is on trial in Judxe Kelly's
court.and a motion made by the defense
to dismiss, which was argued last even-
ing, willbe decided by his honor this
morning. The story in brief is that
Dormau and Fisher agreed on a trade
by which Dorman was to exchange val-
uable real estate in Minneapolis to Mr.
Fisher for §40.000 worth of farm ma-
chinery, horses, cattle, swine? etc.,

on the farms of Mr. Fisher
in the northern part of the
state. Mr. Fisher learned that Mr.
Dorman could not gi^e title to the Min-
neapolis property and called the deal
off. Dorman was then arrested on a
charge of fraudulent misrepresenta-
tions, and was placed in the juilin this
city. Ata subsequent hearing in the
municipal court Dorman was discharged
on the theory that if any crime were
committed the court of Ramsey county
had no jurisdiction. Dorman then bs-
gan an action alleging that he was dam-
aged in the sum of $2*~>,000 by reason of
his arrest and contineiiient in jail,where
he claims he was compelled to hear
obscene language, was surrounded by
demoralized persons and annoyed by
insects and rodents. He claimed also
that he has been engaged in liter-
ary pursuits, and that his reputa-
tion as a litterateur has been injured.
,It is for all these indignities
and afflictions that the damages in this
case are demanded. The plaintiff pre-
sented its case yesterday, and the testi-
mony went to proof of the arrest and
confinement in jail and the good reputa-
tion of Mr. Dorman. Mr. Dorman also
testified that, he was annoyed by insects.
At tliis point the plaintiff rested, and
the defense moved tor a dismissal,
claiming that no malice had been shown,

and that the burden of proving the
want of probable cause for the arrest
lie3with the plaintiff. Atter extended
argument on this matter Judge Kelly
took the motion to dismiss under con-
sideration until this morning. Ex-
Sheriff Bean and Jailor Peterson were
in attendance as witnesses, and, ifthey
are put on the stand, willdeny that
there were any rodents or noxious in-
sects in the jail when Dorman was
there.

FIREWATER FIENDS.

Cupidity of White Men Responsi-

ble for the Trouble at Leech
Lake.

The Government Determined to

Break Up the Whisky Sell-
ing Practice.

There have been several disturbances
of a more or less serious nature at the
Leech Lake reservation, and inevery
instance whisky has been the cause.
The Chippewa Indians have always
been friendly to the whites, and on all
occasions when the more savage Sioux
have revolted the Chippewas have
been invaluable aids in suppress-
ing the outbreaks. But the Chippe-
was, like all other tribes, have an insa-
tiate thirst for firewater, and, despite
the strictness of the federal laws pro-
hibiting the sale of liquor to the In-
dians, there have always been many un-
principled whites whose cupidity has led
them to disregard the law and supply
the Indians with all the whisky that
they could pay for. Under the influence
ofintoxicants" the savage instincts ofthe
most peaceable Indian are aroused, and
lie immediately becomes a dangerous
menace. Itis the intention to make an
example of those who have supplied the
Chippewas withliquor.arid Col. Sreehan
has been comruissioued to carry out the
plan.

As has been explained, his cursory iu-
spection of the Leech lake troubles
proved that several men had been sup-
plying the Indians withlarge quantites
of whisky, and Col. Sheehau at once
began an inquisition. He was success-
fulin securing the names of several of
the whisky vendors, and then he hur-
ried back to St. Paul and secured war-
rants for their arrest. He is now on his
way t0 the reservation to take the of-
fenders into custody. He has warrants
also for the arrest of Dr. Walker and
the leaders of the riot, and they will be
brought to this city for trial in the
United States court.

Lieut. McCoy, in command of the
company of regulars sent to the reser-
vation, reports that all is quiet there
now. The Indians are satisfied that
Dr. Walker will be punished tor shoot-
ing the Indian, and when he is taken
into custody there willbe no danger of
further demonstrations. The company
of soidiers will probably remain at the
lake until the last of the month, when
they willretu.li to the garrison at For t
Sueiliug. Col. Barber reports that the

company is really enjoying the novelty
of Held iife at the reservation.

One of the offenders for whom Col.
Sbeehan lias a warrant is George Bar-
clay, whoowns a ranch at Pine River.
He is said to be an old offender, and has
supplied the Indians with whisky fjr
many years. Marshal Donahower states
that there willbe a great many arrests
made, and inhis opinion the system of
sellinz liquor to Indians will be broken
up. If the government succeeds in
this there is no danger of a recurrence
of the recent scenes at the reservation.

THRASHKD THE TATTLER.

YoungRodger Objected to Tale-
bearing in the Schools.

One of the incidents that led to the
recent high school investigation was
the charge that a student had brought
whisky to the school, and that he and
several other boys had drunk it. The
investigation, however, failed to sub-
stantiate the charge as made. John
Rodger was the accused. Itwas proven
that he had been ill with a cold, and
that a physician had prescribed
whisky and glycerine. Rodger did
take his littlebottle of medicine to the
high school, and he playfully allowed
some of the other boys to smell it. One
of the lattei straightway reported the
occurrence to the faculty, and young
Rodger was brought before the teachers
for arraignment The result was a com-
plete vindication, after an apology by
Rodger for permitting the other boys to
smell the stun, and he was allowed to
continue his course. Allthis happened
three months ago, but John Rodger
never forgave the boy for tattling upon
him. lie suspected Ernest Lewis, a
classmate, and June 15 he charged him
with the act.

The balance of the story came out in
the municipal court yesterday. Rodger
was charged withassault and battery,

and Lewis was the complaining witness.
The latter's testimony was to the effect
that several of the students met at the
school on the eventful loth, and that
Rodger beckoned Lewis to follow him,
explaining that he desired a little talK.
Rodger led the way to a room in the
basement of the building, and, when the
two entered, he closed the door. Rodger
then charged Lewis with informing the
faculty.

"Didn't you try to get me fired from
the school?" asked Rodger angrily.

"1thought it would be for the best
interests of the school if you loft,"re-
plied Lewis, and the latter then related
the details of a scrimmage that ensued.
Lewis was completely knocked out in
one round, and this led to the arraign-
ment, before Judge Cory yesterday.

Rodger testitied substantially as
above, only he qualified that he only
slapped Lewis %ith an open hatid. The
court fined the defendant $M, and it
was promptly paid.
