A BULLDOZING POLICY.

There is a very apparent effort on the
part of those who desire to secure
enough additional money to carry the fire
department to the end of the year to
bulldoze their schems through, despite
the provisious of the charter. The tax-
paying public is suspicious that the let-
ters from insurance men,threatening an
increase of insuranee if any of the
chemical companies are lopped off, are
stuffed clubs made to the order ot the
city government. This belief was ex-
pressed by many when the first letter
was read at a meeting of the conference
committee; and when the Pioneer Press
went out of its way to secure interviews
from firemen showing that they would
strike if their wages were cut, every-
body felt that his first impression was
confirmed.

The guardedly written editorial inthe
Pioneer Press of vesterday clearly indi-
cates that its author knows that the
situation is due to mismanagement on
the part of the fire board. The editor
is also fully alive to the fact thai th2
taxpaying public knows full well that
both of the sehemes proposed by the
mayor are in direset violation of the
charter. But the situation is as it is,
and there are a good many votes iu the
fire department which it will not do to
lose by cutting down wages. What
more natural move on the checker
board than for that paper to eg on the
firemen so adroitly that the taxpayers
will not diseover the movement, but fall
lamb-like Into the trap, and back up the
movers for a violation of the charter?

Suppose one or other of Mayor
WricHT’s schemes were carried out,
what ponsition would Mr. WHEELOCK
and othersof his following bein todefend
the charter azainst violations by a differ-
ent party in power in the future? They
might urge that the exigencies of this
case warranted the violation; but thev
must not forget that the adroit policy
which they are pursuing to work public
sentiment in their favor is a game others
can play just as well as they. The
carrying through either of the plans of
the mayor wou!d be simply throwing
down the bars for an almost unlimited
amount of abuse in ;the future. The
only right and safe course to pursue
now is to uphold the charter. These
people have brought the matter to a
pass where lowering the firemen’s
wages would no doubt cost the reform
administration some votes at the next
election, but the interests of St. Paul
would have been protected. 3

The wages of the firemen are not too
hizh, and no one would ask under ordi-
nary ecircumstances that they be 1e-
duced. But President FREEMAN, of
the fire board, lays off hundreds of em-
ployes in his Minnesota shoe factory—
throws them absolutely out of employ-
ment—because of the general financial
sfress of thecountry; yet Mr. FREEMAN
is unwilling to so much as reduce the
salaries of the firemen, when the ecir-
cuwstances of the city are the same as
those of business concerns. How is
anybody to look at this except to see
that in the former case he acts from a

tfrom a political? The man was born
under a lucky star who works for the
city as a fireman instead of for a busi-
ness concern.

No one would objeet to making up to
the firemen next year or still later on

- the wages taken from them at this time,

if it can be done under the charter with-
out increasing the allowanee fo the fire
department. But that allowance must
be kept down to the charter provisions.
And the charier provision that funds
shall not be diverted must not be vio-

lated.

THE LAKE ROUTE.
It seems that J. J. HiLL will have in
operation next year a daily line of
steamers plying between Duluth and
Buffalo. Each boat is to make the dis-
tance in fifty hours. Itis reported that
ne is about to contract with a firm for
four more steel ships of 410 feet leugth.
All the boats are to be fitted most ele-
gantly for passenger traffie, and they
are also to carry freight. The evident
intention of Mr. HILL is to make this
the popular summer route between the
Northwest and the East, and everyvbody
believes that he will accomplish his
end. -

It is within the power of such a line
to put an end, during eight months of
the year, to high traflic rates between
Northwestern points and New York,
and that the power will be exercised
everybody up this way is prepared to
believe. Of course, the line could not
operatg all the year round, but its sea-
son would be about three-quarters of
the year, and include the months when
the great majority of people do their
traveling. The cheap rate which the
line could maintain would be a great
stimulus to travel between the East and
Northwest. St. Paul and every North-
western point will reap an advantage
from it which it is difficult to estimate.
The trip from here to New York city
would be about two days and a half,
and the tare would be little more than
halt that of a railroaa ride all the way.

But the greatest gain would be in
freight traffic. The rate could be less
than one-tenth that by freight trains,
and the gain in time of transportation
would be anywhere from five toten
days.

As understood. the proposition is to
run these boats on as strict schedule
time as trains, and this is one of the
winning features of the project. They
are {o be run in conunection with the
trains of the Great Neorthern, and will
be asregular in their operations. ' Other
boats may be as elegantly fitted as
these, but the irregularity of their go-
ing and coming tends to keep down
their popularity.

Atter all, the Great Lakes are to be-
come the medium whereby the rapacity
of railroads may be held in eheck; and
Mr. Hivw is the first to grasp the situa-
tion and evolve a plan of making ef-
fective use of the means.

THE BICYCLE NUISANCE.

RESPONSIBLE FOR SOME
THINGS.

The bulls in business, in real estate.
in_stocks and on ’change, as well as the
small fry of politicians who see their
hopes of getting back to the erib hang-
ing onto the single chance of discredit-
ing the administration, all, with one
accord, curse the administration for the
fruit of their own ftolly. The last thing
the average man cares to admit is that
the misfortune that overtakes him is
due to himself. - He hunts a scapegoat,
and is as ready to eharge it on the gov-
ernment as on his luck or' Providence.

So the ex-president comes out of his
enforced retirement long enough to re-
mark that “‘there is nothing in the pres-
ent business situation io suzgest any
great gain to the country as a result of
the inauguration of Democratic poli-
cies.” Coming from so exalted a source,
and representing as it does a whine
which is general among those classes
who have been unfortunate in their
sneculations, whether in business or in
polities, this remark calls for more than
paragraphic comment.gy

The ex-president knows, of course,
that until congress meets there can be
no inauguration of any Democratic pol-
icy except that small part relating to
the administration of the executive de-
partments. The laws enacted by the
ex-president’s party are still in force,
and are being executed Ly this Demo-
cratic administration, and will continue
to be until congress repeals or modifies
themn. The currency laws, the silver
prehase aet, the taritf laws, ave just as
the ex-presideat left them, and are re-
sponsible for **the present business situ-
atior,” as far as legislation can be ac-
countable for it. £

But the administration is chargeable
with some things, some policies 1t has
inaugurated. In the absence of any bill
of particulars accompanying the ex-
president’s complaint, it may be well to
supdly the omission. First in time,
and, perhaps, in importaace, was the
policy inaugurated by the secretary of
the treasury of divorcing his depart-
ment from Wall street. Heretofore it
has been the custom for secretaries,
whenever over-indulgence in specula-
tion had caused a financial colie in the
bowels of Wall street, to rush over there
and administer * palliatives. When
there used to be asurplus of gold in
the vaults the secretary was wont to
administer it to the street in allopathie
doses to relieve the constriction. T'reas-
ury policies were usually adopted after
consultation with the magnates of the
street. Secretary CARLISLE met these
gentlemen as an incident of his visit to
the naval review, and plainly told them
that the treasury would issue no bonds
this time to help them out, and that he
thought a little bumping of the old ship

on the bar lyinz in the course laid by
his predecessors would be of benelit to
the country as a practical lesson.

Then Secretary MoRrToXN inaugurated
in his department an excellent Demo-
cratie policy. He set to work seraping
ihe barnacles off with a relentless hand,
which was not stayed even to save the
undistinguished brother of a distin-
guished Republican, who had been
drawing a fat stipend for several years
for doing nothing vigorously. He did
not think it consistent with Demoecratic:
policy to have furniture bought by the
government in private use in city resi-
dences,and sent out and ruthlessly took
it back. He quickly dispensed with the
services of a lot of microscopists and
bacteriologists who hunted for trichine
and, tor the most part, found only fat
salaries. In fact, thereds not much left
of the department of agriculture -after
MortoN has pruned off the excres-
cences.

Then there was a Demoecratic policy
inaugurated in the vension bureau of
the interior department. This policy
has resulted in changing a usual defieit
of several millions into a probable sur-
plus of as many. It has discovered that
corns, one on each foof, as large as a
marrowfat pea, were considered a pen-
sionable disability by the TANNERS and
RAvMS, and it stopped that. It has even
been so merciless as to revoke a pension
egranted because a man had bacome
bald-headed as a resultof typhoid fever,
and, therefore, incapacitated from earn-
ing a livelihood by manual labor. " 'This
was “the unkindest cut of all,” but it
was Democratic. Then the soft snap of
a lot of rascally pension agents has been
taken from them, and the hard fare of a
jail provided for them, which is tough
but Democratic. But space forbids
further enumeration of the only Demo-
cratic policies this administration has
been able as yet to inaugurate; and they
will hardiy be held responsible for the
“present business situation,” save, per-

-haps, the action of the secretary of the

treasury in refusing to administer more’
opium in the shape of an issue of treas-
ury bonds.

The efiigy banging in the
moonlight attracted a largze crowd of
peoplé, many of whom gave free ex-
pression to their approval, There was
considerable excitement, and it was not
until this morning that the effigy was
cut down by the authorities.

Gov. Altzoid this afternoon replied to
the charge made since his pardon of the
anarchists that he is not a citizen of the
Uuited States. In an interview he
said* ¥

**The people who are uncertain as to
the lezality'of my acts as governor of
1llinois need give themselves no un-
easiness on that score. I have no time
to go into details, but ean assure you
that my father was naturalized
when 1 was a very small boy. In-
deed, 1 was but three months old when
the family arrived in this country, and
my father atonce took the necessary
steps to make Wim a citizen of the
United States. He became fully natu-
ralized, and I, being a minor, became a
citizen on reaching my majority. by
virtue of the papers issued to my father.
This oceurred at Mansfield, O., and the
records will show the time of his natural-
ization, if any one cares to make an in-
vestigation.”

Little to Say on the Finan-
cial Situation.

He Claims the Sherman Law Was
Passed in Preference to
Something Worse.

NEw Yorx, June 20,.— Ex-President
Harrison arrived in this city this after-
noon, accompanied by Mrs, MlcKee and
her little son. His daughter left by the
Fall River boat for Boston, and he went
to the Fifth Avenue hotel, where he
will remain during his stay in town.

Why, Mail-
enfont, who foreed me to fly, placed me
on aschooner and made sure of my
passage to South Ameriea and contin-
ued to ke2p me traveling, was the real
culprit. Atthe same time he handed
me a revolver and told me to blow
my brains out rather than be arrested.
The fellow then promised that my name
would not be mixed up with the trial
and in a few months I could return
home to Canada and my wife. My mind
is easier than it has been for a single
moment during the past year, and when
I am taken before Judge Chambers I
will tell all, with much to astonish the
world. Why, even before the forgery
cases and the change of government, 1
passed 60,000 worth of checks through
my hands as accountant of the public
worlgs department. That was a minis-
terial steal. All the charges that Con-
tractor John P. Whelan made against
me were true.”
