flfaiey's Circular.
One of the first subjects considered

\u25a0»y Gov. Marey, Pierces secretary of
.late, when he took charge of affairs in
"•51. was this matter of dress, and he
midled it just as he didthe distribution
•r patronage. He believed that "to the
victors belong Jhe spoils," and he car-
ried tint his theory or -belief, lie also
believed just, as firmly that the plain
garb or" an American citizen was the
proper attire for a representative of
this government to wear in the transac-
tion of his duties, and quite good
•hough to be worn with pride in the
presence of royalty at any and all Euro-
pean courts, and he promptly said so in
'lis famous circular of June 1, 1853. In
this all the ministers to European coun-
tries .were directed to appear at the
\u25a0ourls to which they were accredited
"in the simuie dress of an American
citizen."

This circular excited little adverse
comment at any of the European capi-
tis except London. August Belmont
was at the Hazue. and at once pro-
ceeded to carry out his instructions. He
was told that it would be more satis-
laciory it he wore a uniform, but he
\u25a0dated bis instructions and went to the
audienc' in plain black clothes. In
-speaking of Mr. Belmont's success,
Rhodes says:

Belmont's Success.
"In hi",dispatch he described his ap-

pearance as singular, for the king, his
aide-de-camp, and the minister of for-
eign affairs, the only persons who as-
sisted at the ceremony, were in full
uniform and covered with stars and
decorations. Belmont had mote anx-
iety about the presentation to the queen
mother, for at her court ceremony
was a weightier matter than at that of
the king. His brother diplomats; who had
wondered at Ids previous temerity. wen:
concerned about the result, for they
knew that she had often resented with
rudeness any infringement of etiquette.
The presentation, however, took place
without incident; and after several
months' residence in Holland, Belmont
could report that he and his family had
been treat* d by the royal family on
every occasion with the utmost court-
esy. Indeed, at a casino ball, the queen
paid him honor above any of the diplo-
mats present by asking him to dance a
quad rill«", and at a court ball the king
shook him most cordially by the hand
and entered into an interest! and
animated conversation with him of
more than half an hour." •

Never Required In Switzerland.
From Switzerland came the report

that "an absurd and expensive uni-
form" had never been required. The
king of Sweden was satisfied with the
change, and John V.Mason, then at Paris,
was severely censured by Secretary

1 Marey for disregarding the circular and
donning "monarchical dress"when, said
the latter, "the plain black clothes had
been almost universally commended by
publicopinion in the United States."
The only serious dirlieiiltywas encount-
ered at London, where the English
papers took up the matter and made a
great deal out of it. James Buchanan
was then minister to Great Britain, andas soon as he received the circular he
stated inaletter that be had made up his
mind "to wear neither gold lace nor em-
broidery." but how to. avoid doing so
without exciting comment was no easy
matter. In a letter to Secretary Marey
written after an interview with'Sir Ed-

win Cost, master of ceremonies, Mr."
Buchanan said: -^Xv-j • . ,

"1am exceedingly anxious to appear
at court in the simple dress of an Amer-
ican citizen; and this' not only because
itaccords with my own -taste,, but be-
cause it is certain that ifthe minister to
the court of St. James should appear in
uniform, your circular will become a
dead letter in regard to most, ifnot ajl,
the other ministers and charges of our
country in Enrobe.'.' -*"*

Buchanan's Experience.
A few days befoie the opening of par-

liament Mr. Buchanan received an in-
vitation, saying that no one would be
admitted except" in fullcourt dress. In
consequence of this, parliament opened
without the presence of the American
minister. This aroused a great deal of
criticism, during ail of which the keen
and far-sighted Pennsylvanian 'never
once lost his head. Some of the Eng-
lish papers attempted to show that the
invitation sent Air. Buchanan was in
itself an insult to the United States;
but regarding this Mr. Buchanan very
sensibly wrote:
"Ireceived a printed circular from

Sir Edward Gust, similar to that which
Ihave no doubt was addressed to all the
foreign ministers, inviting me to attend
the opening or the session. The follow-
ingis extracted from the circular: 'No
one can be admitted into the diplomatic
tribune, or in the body of the house, but
in fullcourt dress.' Now from all the
attending circumstances 1 do not feel
disposed to yield to the idea that any
disrespect was intended by this circu-
lar, either* to my country or to myself."

Proud of tils Country.
Matters were soon arranged, and Mr.

Buchanan was received "in the simple
dress ofan American citizen,"and in the
followingletter to his niece. Miss Har-
riet Lane, he gave an account of his vic-
tory:

"l'he dress question after much diffi-
culty has been finallyand satisfactorily
settled. 1appeared at the levee Wednes-
day last in juSt such a dress as Ihave
worn at the president's a hundred times.
Ablack coat. white waistcoat and cravat
and black pantaloons and dress boots,
with tlie addition of a very plain black-
handled and ack-h Uteri dress sword.
This to gratify those who have yielded
so much, ami to distinguish me from the
upper court servants, 1 knew that I
would be received in any dress 1might
wear: but could not have anticipated
that Ishould be received in so kind and
so distinguished a manner. Having
yielded.they did not do things by halves.
AsIapproached the queen an arch but
benevolent smile litup her countenance,
as much as to say 'You are the firstman
who ever appeared before me at court
in such a dress.' 1 confess that Inever
felt more proud of being an American
than when 1stood in that brilliant cir-
cle 'in the simple dress of an American
citizen."'

Popular lei England.
During all of this time Mr.Buchanan

seems to have been supported by the
intelligent and sensible people of Eng-
land, for iv another part of this letter
he said: "1have no doubt the circular
is popular with the majority of the peo-
ple of England. Indeed, many of the
most distinguished* members of parlia-
ment have never been at court because
they would not wear the prescribed cos-
tume."

In view of all these facts it is hardly
surprising that the American peoule
should smile at the performances of the
twoJersey diplomats abroad. Perhaps
the sound Democrats of the country are
not far out of the way when they sigh
for a little of the Democracy of the
brand of Will. L.Marcv.

Synthesis of Air.

audience, at the Royal institution, an
experiment which, it is stated., has
never been made before—the synthesis
of atmospheric air.

Which May Be Costly or Inex-
pensive.

ERE is a pretty
Jittle. fancy and
really novel one

—
a historical book-
marker. To any
one seeking a
unique gift for a
friend it is quite
worthy of atten-
tion, and it has
the decidedly un-
common mer.'t
that it may be
just as costly or
inexpensive as

one chooses to make it.
Should you dfcide lo dedicate it tothe Columbian year let the narrow rib-

bons be one red, one white, one blue,
the center one about eighteen inches inlength, the other two a trifle less. At-
tach to them some of the coins issued ifthey can be obtained, if not, let the
coins bear the date of1892 or 1893. A
charming souvenir would be a Colum-
bian half-dollar and two of the new
Isabella quarters. Antiafie or rare coins
also possess especial interest.

When ribbons of rich, dark colors or
different colors are used the handsom-
est effect is secured with one coin of
gold and two of silver, or vice versa,
rather than all of one metal. A slight
difference in the size of the coins is also
usually more effective. For instance,
with dark blue ribbons a shining silverdime, with the yellow goldof a dollar
glittering on either side, looks well. Ifone wishes something almost equally
pretty) but of less value, a dazzling new
cent Hanked bysilver half-dimes meets
the requirements.

Very dainty are the ribbons of rose
pink and pale blue weighted with spot-
less silver, while with a white ribbon
gold affords a desirable contrast. Wherethffsouveiiir consists of valuable coins
one should procure froma silversmith a
small lop bar in silver or gold, but for
more modest ajiairs the ribbons at thetup can be tied in a pretty bow or into

APublic Park at Valley Forge.
The governor of Pennsylvania has

signed the act which provides for the
acquirement by the state of the land
embraced In the camp-grounds of the
Continental army at Valley Forge and

re maintenance of this territory as a
public park. A recent survey, at the
request of Francis M. Brooke, presi-
dent of the Philadelphia Chamber of
Commerce, by engineers of the Phil-
adelphia & Reading Railroad shows
that the still existing entrenchments,'
constructed in the winter of 1777-7S, are:
4,6:25 feet in length and from 3 to5 feet-
inHeight. There are also two earthen
redoubts. These earthworks are on
the brow of a high"hill facing the south,
the position being protected on the east
by the Schuylkill river, and toward the
north by the Valley creek. The land
which willbe converted into a state park
does not include the house occupied by
Washington as headquarters and the
land immediately adjacent, which were
acquired by an association and restored
shortly after the centennial celebration
of the"evacuation of the camp. It was
on this occasion that the. late Henry
Armitt Brown delivered \ the oration,
which, through the school readers, has
made the story ofValley Forge familiar
to the youth of the country. After fifty
years of unsuccessful preserva-
tion of the Valley Forge camp ground
is at least insured, largely because of
the untiring attention given to. the

Chicago, July I.—Wheat shot upward to-
day nearly 3c a bu. Monthlydeliveries ac-
complished withou*. disaster and export clear
knees of 2,000,000 bu within six days, backed
by the calling together of congress, seemed
torestore confidence and give the market a
buoyancy of feeling to which it has been a
stranger for many weeks. The great July
delivery day. notwithstanding widespread
apprehension, passed serenely. The greatest
anxiety was directed toward wheat, and, al-
though 7.000,000 bu or more of the 10.000,000
bu of contract wheat was sent around,
one was seen running away from it;in fact,
the bulk of it wended back, into the same
strong hands which sent it forth. That lifted
a load from the spirits of the speculators,
but there was a prospective visionof ths
great weight of the silver "problem being
lifted from the shoulders of a long-suffering
business community which had a far more
stimulatingeffect. The call of an extra ses-
sion of congress to consider the financial
situation seemed like a soaking rain on a
parched eountrv. Ithad an immediate re-
vivifyingeffect. Wheat felt itat once aud
opened lc higher for July aud at Vac advance
for September. This was onlythe beginning
of amore decided rise, and as the marketwas coming to a close the advance reached
2%c forJuly and iVi>c for September, com-
pared owith Friday's closing figures. The
latest trading was at strong at the top figures
of the day.

The week's clearances from both coasts of
wheat and flour were the largest of the crop
year. They amounted -to 3.971,000 bu com-pared with 3.216.1100 bu a vtar ago. Tne ex-
ports from the Atlantic seaboard reported to-
day amounted to about 700.003 bu. Cables
show some appreciation of the advance here
and the reports concerning the spring wheat
prospects were very discouraging. Those
were the main features of the day's news on
the bull side.' The per cont.a" items were
some failures reported and stoppage of the
Joliet bteel works and also the absence ofbuying orders for whaat at" workinglimits.
There were some peculiar features in the de-
liveries. Inmany cases deliveries were madeby large houses so as to effect settlements on
contracts, and then: the wheat was taken
back for carrying profits.. The Cudahys,
through Egglesion, delivered out a lar-e line
of wheat. Of all tne wheat going around
Armour took, perhaps, two thirds. A queer
freak in the trade was Pardridge taking 500.-

strongest stocks at the opening. Toward 11
o'clock the market quieted down con-
siderably, and prices ran off.

England at present will not sell, and with itsunprecedented large reserve of gold—up-
wards of£3ii,000,0j0-Mt is completely master
of the situation. There is no gold"in Lon-
