To the strains of music from the
Third Infantry band an immense con-
tourse of people passed through the
rates at Minnehaha driving park yes-
ierday to witness the opening events of
:he meeting held under the auspices of
:he Minneapolis Driving club.

It was estimated thac there were
wbout 4,000 people present, a large num-
der of them going to the grounds in
:arringes. Between the hours ot 12
Yclock and 1 p. m. the street ears were
packed with people bound for the races,
and everybody seemed anxious to take
advantage of the pleasant weather.

The club house was well patronized
during the early portion of the after-

noon by club membvers and their friends,*

among whom were a number of ladies.
Tne refreshments were wvery accept-
able in the heat of the afternoon, and
the buffet was liberally patronized
by club members.

As the owners of carriages drove up
to the grounds their rigs were turned
over to the men furnished for that pur-
purpose. In case they preferred to re-
main in their carriaces they were, of
course, allowed todo so. The omnipres-
ent lemonade and pop vender was kept
busy, and the crowd seemed to be hav-
Ing an excellent time.

The 2:50 Trot.

The first event of the afternoon was
the 2:50 trot for a purse of £300. For
this event there were eight entries:
Dan Neville, Chippewa Chief, Fair-
haven, Alice Dawn, Oberman, Harold
K., Lorell and Stella. Alice Dawn and
Uberman were seratched, however, De-
fore the start, and Lorell also pulled
put.

GRAVES IS OUT.

Reorganization of the Northern
Pacific and Red River Valley
Elevator Companies.

Recent Troubles of These Con-
cerns Said to Have Been Due
to Mismanagement,

Dururm. July 3.—Receut compliica-
tions in the affairs of the Northern Pa-
cific and Red River Valley Elevator
companies led today to an entire reor-
gation in the Lake Superior and Union
Improvemeut Elevator companies,
which were the owners of a great
part of the stock of the insolv-
ent country systems. The troubles
with the Northern Pacific and Red
River Valiey eompanies were the result
of injurious management, and, as this
was controlled by the officers of the
Lake Superior and Union Improvement,
a general change was demanded. At
a special meeting of the direct-
ors today, Col. C. M. Grayes,
general manager and president
of the two eompanies, retired and was
succeeded by George C. Spencer. ot Du-
luth. George B. Cocksey,of New York,
was electod vice president and madea
director. The newly elected secretary
is A. R. MacFarlane, president of the
American Exchange bank, and the
treasurer Luther Mendenhall, presi-
dent of the First National bank. The
bankers in the new list represented the
Eastern and Canadian banks that are
creditors of the country elevator. The
officers aro the same for both compa-
nies. It isnot unlikely that this action
wiil be foilowed by a general reorgan-
ization, in which the interests of all
four companies will be united.

The Rector Preaching Good So-
cialistic Doctrine.

NEw YoRrxk, July 3 —A Berlin cable
says itis now acknowledged that sev-
eral anti-Semites will vote against the
army bill unless they obtain large con-
cessions. The newspapers are reprint-
ing and dilating on the speech of Reetor
Ahlwardt, wherein he admitted that the
anti-Semites were auimated by hatred
of capital apart from their mere animos-
ity to the Jewish race. The Socialist
organ Vorwaerts, commenting thereon,
says:

“*Away with squice and Jew. The
anti-Semitic Cuckoo has grown srongt
in the squire’s warm nest and now
thinks of throwing out his foster par-
ents. Ahlwardt has uttered the battle
cry. First the Jew and then the
squire.”

Ahlwardt is innocently doing splen-
did work for the Social Democracy. The
National Zeitung and the = Nord
Deutsche Zeitung both refer to the
speech as indicating the natural drift
of the movements, and warn the coun-

- try that anti-Semitism is more danger-

ous than open Socialism. The Cologne
(Gazette demands that the government
shall pronounce euergetically against
the agitation. -

STARR ROUNDED UP.

The Notorious Indian Territory
Outlaw Arrested at Colorado
Springs, Col.

Ad
Kid Wilson, One of His Gang, and
Mrs. Starr Also Captured by
the Officers.

DENVER, Col., *July 3.—Information
has been received here from Colorado
Springs that Henry Starr and Kid Wil-
son, two members of the notorious Starr
gangof train and bank robbers, who
have caused the death of a dozen men
and terrorized the Indian territory and
Arkansas for months, were arrested
there this morning. The men arrived
at the Spauldinz house at a late
last night with Mrs. Starr. They
registered as Frank Johnson and
John Wilfon, of Joplin, Mo. The offi-
cers, learning who the two men were,
were afraid to'approach them outright,
and attempted to get the outlaws in a
position to suoot on sight, but they sep-
arated, Henry Starr going to the coffee
restaurant. ‘I'he police followed him,
and Marshal Dana caught one arin and
Math Wright another. Detective At-
kinson covered him with a pair of six-
shooters. He gave in witbout a strug-
gle, but said to them:

“Itisa good thing you got the drop
on we;, or they would have beén some
corpses around here.”

T'he same officers then went to Colo-
rado City and captured Kid Wilson, an-
oither of the gang. He was arimed with
a 45-caliber gun, and would have made
a desperate resistance it the officers had
not first got the drop on him. When the
men were brought to jail an attenipt was
made to interview them, but without
success. After the arrest the oflicers
went down to the Spaulding house and
brought up the woman, who was regis-
tered as Mrs. Jackson, but who is really
the wife of Starr. She is about eight-
een yearsold, and rather prepossessing.
She said that she was married to Starr
about six months ago, and that her
home is about 200 miles east of
here. A search of the room was made
and under the piliow were found
$1,460 in greenbacks, which had never
been used, and $500 in gold was found
in a valise. She also carried a pearl
handled revolver of 3S-ciliber. She
was closely questioned, and admitted
that thc man who was captured was
Henry Starr, and that the name of the
other one was Kid Wilson. She said it
was done in self-defense. With the
money which the men had upon them,
fully $2,000 was recovered.
