STONED THE BOBBIES,

Students and Police Have a
Bicody Coilision in Paris
Streets.

Troyble Started Saturday
Night, and Is Carried to
the Deputies.

Afterward the Students Sur-
round and Stone the Po-
lice Headquarters.

The Young Fellows Repulse
Three Charges by Their
Enemies.

Panis, July 3.—Saturday last an
affray occurred between the police and |
a number of students in the Latin quar-
ter. The students who lodge in the
quarter determined to lay the facts in
the case before the government and to
obtain satisfaction for what they deemed
the arbitrary and overbearing conduct
of the police. When the chamber of
deputies met tonay students to the
number of 1,000 proceeded to the legis-
lative building and sought to gain ad-
mission. The ofticials of the chamber,
fearing a riotous demonstration, gave

orders to close the gates to
prevent their ingress. After con-
siderable parleying, during which

the students expressed themselves very
freely, ten of the number were admit-
ted to the chamber. The spokesmen of
the students were accorded a hearing
by the chamber. They stated the facts
in the casc as they appeared to them,
and declared that their only object in
coming to the chamber was to urge the
deputies to support a notion censuring
the government, which wasto be offered
by M. Miilerand. M Millerand sub-
mitted his motion, asking the house to
censure the government for its connec-
tion with the affray, and the debate is
still proceeding.
Prefect of Police Resigns.

M. Loz ,prefect of police,has resigned
his office because, as he Lelieves, the
government is disposed to make a scape-
goat of him in the matter. In speaking
on hig motion, M. Millerand maintained
that the police had bruotally assaulted
innocent persons who were simply
looking at the struggle between the gen-
darmes and the students. M. Dupuy,
the prime minister. deprecated the dis-
cussion as premature, adding that a
stringent inquiry was proceeding into
ail the facts of the case. The order of
the day expressing the trust that the
government would do its best to punish
the guilty officers was finaily adopted
by the ehamber. Eiforts are being made
to induce M, Loze to reconsider his resig-
nation.

At 9:30 o’clock this evening 2,000 stu-
dents surrounded the prefecture of po-
lice, jeered the officials -and threw
stones through the windows. While the
police were preparing to charge, the
mob upset all the booths in the neigh-
bori:ood and smashed the street lamps.
The charge of the police was resisted
stubbornly. The students fought back
with elubs and stoues. In the first onset
several students were wounded, and
two students were stretebed uncon-

scious on the pavement. The seeond
charge
both sides, but the students were driven
back but fifty or sixty yards. After the
third charge had been repulsed the
students marched, singing and sbhout-
ing, to the Place St. Micnel. The po-
lice retired, and a cail for cavalry was
sent out from the prefecture. At 10:15
the students were rioting in the Boule-
vard St. Michel.

The immediate cause of the riots to-
day was tne death of M. Neuger, a clerk
who was 1njured mortally by the police
in their encounter with the students on
Saturaay. A disorderly demonstration
will be made probably by the students

1 at Neuger’s funeral.

Police Worsted. g

PAris, Juiy _4.—The cavalry called
out to urive the students from the neigh-
borhoud of the palais de justice and
the prefecture de police, returned
to their barracks after the mob
had retreated to Boulevard St. Ger-
main., ‘The mob then hurried back
along the Boulevard St. Michael and
across the bridge to the Boulevard du
Palais between the arms of the river.
The students smashed with their clubs
and a heavy piece of timber the massive
doors of the Palais de.Justice and
knocked the glass out of all the
windows within reach. The police
hastened to the spot and charged
with drawn swords. 'I'he rioters over-
came them, tore their swords from their
hands and drove them back tothe Hotel
Dieu. Several policemen were cut se-
verely with the swords which the stu-
dents had taken from them. Three
of these policemen have been taken to
the hospitals. A dozen other police-
men were also injured with clubs.
One policeman was caught by the stu-
dents, stripped of his clothing and car-
ried to the river. He begged the
students on his knees not to throw him
in, and was eventually released by
them. The Kepublican guards were
calied out at midnight. The students re-
treated down the Boulevard St. Michael
as the guards approached and disap-
peared shortly before 1o’clock. The
guards remained stationed at the
bridge to preveunt the return of any
rioters to the palais de justice or pre-
fecture de poilce. M. Loze denied last
evening that he had resigned.

No further details are
given, but the murders are supposed to
have been due to the anti-foreign plae-
ards that have hithertofore ecaused
muach trouble fer tie foreign mission-
aries residing in China.

Made Terms With Poles.

BeruiN, July 3.—Emperor William
today granted an audience to Herr von
Kossielki, a leadé®-of the Polish party.
His majesty learned from the Polish
leader that his party demanded, in re-
turn for their support of the army bill,
certain coneessions in  the national
schools. The emperor readily azreed
with the views expressed by Herr von
Kossielki, and summoned Dr. Bosse,
minister of instruction, who was di-
rected by the emperor to prepare a
statement that would satis{y the Pole’s
demand for national schools.

To Convene a Court Martial.

LoxpoN, July 38.—In the house of
commons today Rt. Hon. U. Kay-Shut-
tleworth, secretary to the admiralty,
stated in response to inquiries on the
subject, tiat the admiralty had decided
to convene immediately a court martial
in the matter of the loss of the battle-
ship Victoria. He added that the court
martial would be held at Malta.

Will Appoint a Commission.
LoxNDoN, July 3.—Replying to a ques-
tion asked in the house of commons
today by John Redmond (Parnellite),
Mr. Gladstone intimated that it was the
intention of the government to appoint
a joint commission to inquire into the
financial relations between Great Brit-
ain and Ireland. Mr. Gladstone added
that the sittings of the commission
would not begin until the excitementin
connection with the passage of the
nowe rule bill bad sabsided.

WMONEY GOING BACK,

New York Bankers Report a
Decidealy Easier Finan-
cial Situation.

Many Larze Centers Paying
Cash Borrowed in
Gotham.

More Clearing House Certifi-
cates Issued, Making $21,-
615,000 Outstanding.

One Railroad Willio naire Is
Saved by Prompt Action
by Banks.

NeEw York, July 8.-—The Fourth of
July holiday evidestly was bezun_ by
many business men Saturday, and no
business was transacted down town to-
day except that which could not be
avoided. Those brokers who were wnot
short of stocks and who had renewed
their loans Friday over until Wednes-
day evidently remained away today,
content to let the silver question and
other matters of _that character in
which they were interested take care of
themselves. But. although there was
little doing on the stock exchange and
many business offices were closed. the
banks were all very busy, the 1st ot
July payments, in addition to their reg-
ular Monday morning’s mail. making
plenty of work for them. Among the
banks the situation was reported to be
very easy tnis morning; the demands
from the country, it is said, were very
light, and many of the iarge centers,
notably Chicazo, were beginning to pay
back the money they borrowed from
New York.

The subtreasury was quite active to-
day. Besides receiving $100,000 in
goid for telegraphic transfer to San
Francisco. it had paid out 050,000 by
midday on small notes in exchange for
gold and greenbacks. It was thought
that the bulk of these small notes were
for the

Use of the Savings Banks
there, which are now paying out their
semi-annual dividends. A very small
part of the small notes, it is thought,
were for shipment to the country. 'Eié
transfer of 100,000 to San Francisco is
expiained as being due to the action of
the savings banks there. They de-
mranded the required sixty days’ notice
from their depositors. and then sent on
their securities to Eueene Kelly & Co.
for sale, in readiness for the demand

upon thew, if it should be made at the
expiration of the notice. Today a trans-

The cleaiing house loan committee
met this morning, and a quorum of
them, Mr. Perkins and Mr. Nash, were
in session until midday.

T'lie subtreasury in this city was again
a creditor at the clearing house today,
the valance® in its favor Dbeing
$149,140.16, It was also a creditor Sat-
urday, for the first time since Aug. 17,
1891, The fact was explained Saturday
by the presentation  through the sub-
treasury of cheeks in favor of the gov-
ernment for interest on Pacific railway
honds held in theg Pacific rgilroad
sinking fund.

The Credit Balance
today, however, was said to be due to
the fact that some banks having large
checks on the treasury for interests on
rovernment bonds collected these checks
over the subtreasury counter, instead of
through the clearing house, and so get
the currency for the full amount. The
banks which did that needed the cur-
rency. If they had collected the checks
through the clearing house, they would
only have got their proportion of it, and
if they had themselves been debtor to
the eiearing house they would not have
got any of the cash.

The total payments of interest due
July 1 on United States bonds amounted
today to $4,304,993.90.

TROUBLING POTTER.

Charges of Immorality Brought
Against a New York Divine
by His Assistant.

Circulars Containing the Accusa-
tions Handed Out at the Door
of the Church.

NEw Yorkg, July 3. — There was
trouble in Dr. Potter’s Baptist taver-
nacle yesterday. Charges were brought
against the pastor some time ago by his
assistant, Rev. Dr. Putnam, and a com-
mittee had been investigating them ever
since. Dr. Putnam thought the com-
mittee were slightly favorinz Dr. Pot-
ter, so be issued a circular to be dis-
tributed at the chureh door vesterday—
communion day. Hisletter reviews the
case from the beginning and upbraids
the congregation for upholding the pas-
tor in the face of what the author con-
siders positive proof of his guilt. Fol-
lowing are some excerpts:

“The vietimus of his dishonesty and
the sufferers of his wiles are so many in
this community and elsewhere that the
officers of the law have to employ all
skill and means at their command, and
to enter the \'sry sanctuary of the Lord,
and at a time Of worship, in order to
secure justice for Potter’s creditors. It
seems strange that a church whose
members have poured streams of scan-
dal into one another’s ears for years
concerning their pastor’s dishonesty
and immorality should now be engaged
in the vain attempt to exonerate him
through the eifort of a jury of his own
selection. It is only fair and just
for me to state that a short
time before [ brought the charges
against Potter to your notice he
threatened with arrest, and, failing in
that, he offered me a bribe to leave the
eity and to pledge myself never to state
anything derogatory to his character.
For your guidance, and in order to re-
move any doubt from your iniuds as to
whether Iam in the possession of un-
deniable facts of Potter’s zuilt,1 hereby
imprint the charge against D. C. Potter,
upon-my own personal knowledge aud
upon the evidence of unimpeachable
witnesses, as jhabitual lying, deliber-
ate dishonesty, fraud, diunkenness and
adultery with women whose names I am
ready to divulge before the proper tri-
bunal. In the name of justice,and for the
sake of morality and in benaif of many
of his victims, I have participated in
the unhappy controversy, and shall con-
tinue to do so until the guilt ot D. C.
Potter is clearly exposed before the
world, and the minstry rid of an un-
worthy member. Upon the proving of
these charges 1 stake my own reputa-
tion, my private and ministerial char-
acter, my future¢ career, in which is in-
volved my own happiness and that of
my family.””

Some of Dr. Potter’s partisans called
upon the police to prevent distribution
of the circulars, but before the officers
arrived they had all been banded out
and no arrests were made, %

Socialists Take Action on His Par-
don of the Anarchists,
CnicAGo, July 3.— At today’s session
ot the national convention of the Social-
ist Labor party Delegate Rappaport, of
Indlana, for the committee on resolu-
tions, offered a declaration expressing
“admiration for Gov. Altgeld, of
Mlinois, because of his frank and cour-
ageous statement of the reasons for
which he exercised his prerogative™ in
pardouing Auarchists Fielden, Schwab
and Neebe. After the reading of the
resolurion in both English and German
it received a lively discussion. Dele-
gzate Blume, of Buffalo, speaking in
German, suggested that although Gov.
Altgeld had performed an admirable
act of clemency, he had yet acted only
as the tool of the capitaiistic class of the
Demeocratie party, and that a commend-
ation of the governor thus expressed
might be lil-timed. This suggestion
met decided disapproval. There was
hearty applause when Delegate O’ Neill,
of Boston, declared it unjust and mean
to receive the act of Gov. Altgeld other-
wise than in good faith and the expres-
sion -of honest convietion. Delegate
Jonas, of New York, termed the gov-
ernor’s action an exhitbition of moral
courage unusual among the capitalistie
class of America. That the act could
not have been for political purposes was
manifest, he claimed, from the fact that
the element to be pleased by it was
Freally in the minoriry. He said that
e believed that Gov. Altgeld had
courazeously, because conscientiously,
resigned all hope for future political
life by the aciion in question. Andrews,
of San Francisco, favored the resolution
as an expression of the party in favor of
the rigut of undisturbed assembly and
free speech. Committeeman Rappaport
declared the belief of s ecommictee
that the chief value and purpose of the
document lay not so muol in its indorse-
ment ot the act of the governor, but
rather in its indorsement of couragecus
statement of his reasons for the act.
The guestion of adoption of the resolu-
tion as read being then put, it was car-
ried unanimously.
‘"Delegate Peter Fribiger, of Brooklyn,
offered a recommendation that the com-
mittee on printing be instructed to have

printed as a campaign document the !

opinion of Gov. Altgeld, as contained in
the act of pardon, in large numbers and
in such languages as might be deemed
advisable. ‘The proposition was ac-
cepted without opposition. Chairman
Jonas, of the committee, appointed to
propose a revision of and amendments
to the constitution, presented the report
prepared. The remainder of the session
was spent in taking up and censidering
the report by sections.

BOLTING PRESBYTERIANS,

Briggs’ Friends to Protest Against
His Suspension.

NEw York, July 8. -The Re corder
says: An important seecrei conelave of
“bolting Presbyterians’’ was held in
this city on June 20 to protest against
the action of the general assembly of
the Presbyterian church on the suspen-
sion of Dr. Briggs. The meeting was
large, and was composed entirely of
supporters and sympathizers with Dr.
Briggs and advocates of his policy
and tenets. All information of the
meeting and its purposes was carefully
kept from the outside publie, both be-
fore and since the meeting, until yes-
terday, when a reporter learned that
such a conference had been held.
Many clergymen from other ecities in
this state, and some from New Jersey,
Pennsyivania, Connecticut and Rhode
land were present. Dr. Francis Brown
and Dr. Thomas S. Hastings, both of
the Union 'T'heological seminary, in this
city, were present at the meeting and
wok an_active interest in the proceed-
mgs. The attendants at the conclave
were enjoined to strict secrecy regard-
ing the meeting and its objects, but the
reporter learned that some very vigor-
ous protests were entered against the
action of the general assembly which
may result in a complete splitin that
body wna a secession of no mean pro-
portions from its ranks. It was re-
solved to take immediate steps to cir-
culate a protest agzainst the general as-
sembly’s action on the Briggs matter,
the protest to bLe sizned by Presby-
terians of the more advanced sehool all
over the country. 'The reporter called
uponra number of clergyvmen who are
known to have Dbeen present at the
meeting,butall either feigned ignorance
of it or refused absolutely to talk on the
subject.

WALL STREET DULL

Leading Operators Were Pre-
paring to Celebrate the
Glorious Fourth.

Bears, Aided by London Ad-
viees, Bring About Lower
Prices.

Afterward Values Advanced,
With the Close Firm in
Tone.

July Disbursements of Money
Beginning to Have Their
Effect.

NEw York, July 3.—Affairs at the
stock exchange today were extremely
dull, the transacti ons reaching the pal-
try total of 77.416 shares, of whieh 7,489
were unlisted. The absence of leading
operators on the street, as usual on the
evening of the national holiday, in-
duced traders who are bearishly in-
clined to hammer the list at the open-
ing, especially as the early quotations
from London showed a cousiderable
decline from Saturday’s final figare.
Marhattan fell off 22{ to 122, Northern
Pacific preferred 25 to 324, Union
Pacific and Chicago Gas and the re-
mainder of the list 15 to 1l4 per
cent. As the day advanced the mar-
ket assumedj a firmer tone, and
prices improved 1}¢@2 per cent on com-
paratively light offerings. The trading
throughout, however, was so small that
no special signiticance could be attached
to the fluctuations at any time. The
improvement during the afternoon was
largely due to the let-up in the strin-
gency in money, round amounts having
been offered at 3@S as against 15@20
during the morning. The July dis-
bursements are beginning to have their
effect, but itis not expected that the
rates of interest will settle down to a
permanently low basis for some days to
cowme at least. The market closed tirm
in tone.

NEw York, July 3.—The Post says:
*“T'he course of to-day’s stock market
prices reflected faithfully enough that
all our financial trouble is not yet past.
That the advance in prices on the news
of the August session should have been
so avruptly checked 1s naturally a
source of disappointment; but nardly
any other result was to have been ex-
pected. There is plenty of willingness
to buy stoeks on the part of both specu-
lators and investors; to this all com-
missions will bear witness, but those
who have money in their hands
can do better by loaning it than
by purchasing stocks, and those who
wish to buy with borrowed money are
unable to wet accommodation. A nat-
ural enough inference from this is that
the demand now for a fortnight held in
check will disappear with considerable
force when money is once more readily
obtainable. But it by no means follows,
because call money rates are likely to
ease off, that speculators will find loans
for their uses in plentiful supply. It
must always be remembered that the
banks have to care for their com-
mercial customers before they grant
a doliar to speculators, and that even
when the general situation is easier
they have outstanding nearly $21,000,-
000 in clearing house certificates, on
which they themselves are paying 6 per
cent. It would be not only hazardous,
but financially very unwise, to grant
encouragment to speculative move-
wents before these liabilities are can-
celed. Meanwhile, however, the mar-
ket has, as underlying factors of sup-
port, the naturai demand for reinvest-
ment of July disbursements and a
greatly over-expanded short account.

Ter-
ritorial tunds to the amount of 30,000,
and county funds to £30,000 had only re-
cently been deposited 1 the Albu-
querque National bank. No run has
been made on the other banks.

County bank in this city made an as-
signment this afternoon. ‘Lhe total lia-
L lities of the bank are piaced at $76,-
535.79, while the assets are $111,330.35.

LeADpviILLE, Col., July 3.—The Amer-
ican National bank did not open its
doors this morning, owing to the im-
possibility of realizing upon securities.
No statement of assets and liabitities
is made, A number of depositors had
withdrawn their money, but a great
deal more money had been deposited
than taken out. ‘I'he probabilities are
that the bank will resume.

ASPEN, Col., July 3.—The McPherson
County bank did not open its doors this
morning, but instead mm{c an assigu-
ment for the benefit of its ereditors.

WANTS A RECEIVER.

Petition by a St ockholder of the
Illinois Fuel Company.

Cuicaco, July 3.—Albert G. Postle-
thwaite, one of the stockhoiders in the
company, pctilinneq the cireuit court
today to appoint a receiver ror the Illi-
nois Fuel company, which was closed
by attachment June 27 last. The
petitioner claims to hold 974 shares of
the stock of the company of par
value of $£37,400, and also that he
loaned and advanced the company bDe-
tween 1887 and 1892, $42,000, all of
whien is past due, and no part of
which has been returned. The com-
pany was organized Feb. 12, 1857, under
the laws of Minnesota for the purpose
wining and vending fuel, with a epital
stock of £530,000. In addition to the
stock held by the petitioner, Jawmes
C. Flynn, president of the company,
holds 1 share; Benjamin lIves, vice
president, 7,494 shaves; Wiliiam J. Foot-
ner, 2,743 shares, and Charles A.
Stearne, 1share. ‘The bill alleges that
Benjamin lves, who has officiated as
zeneral manager, has mismanaged the
company’s affairs. ‘I'he bill says that,
in addition to 30,000 for wnich the Cowm-
mercial Nationa! bank, of Chicago, se-
cured judgment, the company also owes
the Nationa! Germau-American bank,of
St. Paul 33,000 and numerous other ob-
ligations, uone of which it cau pay.
The company owns a large tract of land
in Sangamon county, Illinois, of great
value as a coal mine, and plaut equip-
ments necessary for mining. In addi-
tion to a receiver, an injunction is

usked for restraining the defendant
company from making any disposition

of its property and effects uutit the
court has heard the issue,
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
