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If there Is any truth in the old saying l
that “First impressions are always the |
most lasting,” it is certainly important |
that the impression given by the en-
trance to our houses should be a good
ene. To accomplish this it is impera-
tive that a housekeeper should have re-
gard for several things. These are set
forth by a bright woman in the New
York Recorder as follows:

The vestibule and doorway of a house,
even its poreh, piazza, if it has one, is
an indication of the character of its in-
mates. 1 have not generally tound that
the word “Welcome' emblazoned in red
on the mat, or framed aud hung in the
vestibule, with **God Bless Our Home”
over the parlor door, betokened any real
welcome or was proof positive that there
was a ome to biess. But there is no
disputing the air of simple elegance and
diznity that is given toa house by a
spotless clean exterior.

A spacious door mat lettered with the
name of the place is most attractive,
and if the name be well chosen gives a
sense of surety of finding welcome and
hospitality within thatthe above legends
fail to impress us with. *“Wayside,”
*Rest-a-While,” *“Lindenburst” and
*Beechwoods” are names that may with
propriety be given to the simplest coun-
try home.

A stately palm, a flowering daisy, or
a handsome Cape lily in a glazed jar
diniere may be very effectively placed
on the steps or piazza, but do not let the
glazing of the jar form a hideous con-
trast to the painting of the house, and
do not range jardinieres up either side
of each step in alternate shades of yel-
low and red.

If the nali will permit, there shoula
be a table or stand with a tray for the
mad to ca cards to her mistress, and
a pretty bowi of soine sort to hold eards
of tallers when the mistress is **not at
home.” A coat and hat rack as large
as e dimensions of the hall will allow,
and, if there is room, two umbrella
holders, one for wet umbrellas ana the
othier for canes and dry ones. A pedestal
witha rubber plant or palm ou it.placed
in one corner, will add an almost trop-
ical air to the tiniest hall.

It pays to make a study of your hall,

*world’s fair today. A delightful re-
freshing breeze blew in from the lake,
and trere was not a cloud in the
sky. The weather had a good effect
on the attendamce, and it is es-
timated that the total for the day will
be over 150,000. The total for Sunday
was 71,998, of which 48,756 were paid.
Visitors and excursionists from a dis-
tance are already Leginning to pour in
from every direction to be on hand for
the grand celebration tomorrow.
Half a  dozen big exeursion
trains unloaded their passengers at
the big terminal station of the
White City before 11 this morning, and
the 1llinois Central world’s fair trains
brought in thousands from down town,
and long before the noon hour the bu-
reau of admissions gave it out that
more peopie had passed through the
_eates than were in attendance all day
Sunday.

Every one connected with the expo-
sition was busy today setting things in
order for tomorrow. Exhibitors were
hard at work putting the finishing
touches on their displays and

Decorating Their Departments
for tomorrow. Col. Culp, of the com-
nittea on ceremonies, sent out a letter
to each of the chiefs of aepart-
ments this morning, requesting
them to notify the American ex-
hibitors to meet on the administration
plaza In front of the Macmounnies fount-
ain tomorrow morning at 100’clock. Maj.
dJ. 8. Pangborn, in charge of the Balti-
more & Ohio railroad exhibit, wrote he
would be there to act as chief wmarshal.
Ue will form the exhibitors 1n line and
they will march to the Midway Plais-

ance, where they will meet the
mayor and eity couneil of Chi-
cago. The exhibitors will form a

line on either side of the roadway, and
the city officials will ride between, with
banners flying and bands playing.
Meantime there will be a roar of can-
nons from the lake front, and the
chimes of bells in the tower of ma-
chinery hall and in the German govern-
ment building will ring. ‘The.preeession
will proceed to the administration plaza
again, and then separate to the different
points on the grounds where the Dec-
laration of Independenee isto be read.
Midway Plaisance is going to take a
hand in the uproar. Chinese lanterns
will be strung on wires the entire
length of Midway, and all the conces-
sionaires have agreed

and theaters with the brightest bunting
they can buy. One feature of the day
in Midway will . be the. gathering to-
gether “at ‘the west end of the
street. of representatives from all
the colonies on the White road.
This will ‘be at noon. In the
picturesque group will be Germans,
Austrians, Chinese, Persians, Brazili-
ans, Soudanese, Arabs. Turks, North
American Indians, Roumanians, Java-
nese, Algerians and South Sea Islanders.
Promptly at noon the American flag
will be run up on one of the big poles
near the Cottage Grove avenue en-
trance. This will be a signal for a
salute from each of the colonies
represented at the enterprise. Then
there will be speeches in English,
French and German. and cheering
enough to frighten the ducks in the
pond in Washington park. The Aus-
trian village or **Old Vienna” will be
festooned with lanterns and garlands,
and the great Fourth lafaniry band, ot
Vienna, will play for the first time
Leader Ziehrer’s Colambian march,
composed especially for the day, and
which will be dedicated wo President
Cleveland.

One of the most unique features in
connection with the celebration will be
the participation of British soldiers who
belong to the reserve and are here on
six montbs’ furlough. They have al-
ready shown their loyalty to her maj-
esty, Victoria, since they arrived, nota-
bly when Mayor Harrison

to the Canadians and Englishmen in the
festival hall Saturday, but they do not
consider it inconsistent with their al-
legiance and obligations as soldiers to
take an active part with the American
hosts 1n the White City,who will rejoice
at the anniversary of tne overthrow
of English tyranny and dominion in the
United States. This is a peaceful meet-
ing of the nations,and the guns from the
British battery of artillery will herald
that message to the cosmopolitan multi-
tude which will assemble by tens. of
thousands in Administration plaza to-
morrow. At the end ot each line of the
Doxology to be sung by this army of
peace her majesty’s gunners will fire
part of the national salute, the re-
sponsive salvo of artillery coming from
the United States shin Michigan an-
chored opposite the peristyle.

Every man, woman and child coming
into the fair grounds tomerrow will be
presented with a small American flag
by the city of Chicago and the words of
the national song, which the people
will be expected to join in singing. A
chorus of 2,000 voices, under the lead-
ership of Silas G. Pratt, will lead the
singing. The myriad of miniature stars
ana stripes will be waved at an oppor-
tune time during the singing of the
“Star-Spangled Banner.”

IT WILL NOT DOWN,

:National Commissioners Take a
Whirl at Sunday Closing.

CHICAGO, July 8.—When the nation-
 al commission assembled this afternoon
President Palmer announced that J. M.
\ebster, of New Mexico, was present,
with credentials showing that he had
been appointed as commissioner, vice
R. M. White, removed by President
Cleveland. Commissioner Holliday,
of Arkansas, offered a resolution
that a committee of six be appointed
to pass upon the credentials and re-
port to the commission. The resolu-
tion was adopted. A  letter from attor-
neys representing Commissioner R. M.
White, of New Mexico, to the attorney
general at Washington, regarding jthe
removal of Mr. White from the commis-
sion was read. The attorneys held that
the law passed bv congress creating the
commission did not empower the presi-
dent to remove a member. The letter
was referred to a special committee on
credentials. A resolution was adopted
by the directorsof the exposition calling
for the abolishment of the committee on
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CHicAGo, July 3.—It was regular
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ceremonies, and that the duties hereto-
fore pertormed by the body be trans-
ferred to the couuncil of ceremonies for
consideration. .

Several hundred telegrams and letters
from various religious organizations
protesting against Sunday opening
were received and placed on record. A
resolution, providing that each member
of the commission should be provided
with a pass for his wife or member of
his family, was adopted. A resolution
was offered by Commissioners Tousley,
Minnesota, and Huudley, of Alabama,
for the purpose of closing the gates of
the fair on Sundays. After reviewing
the history of tne Sunday-closing fizht,
the resolution reads as follows:

**Resolved, by the world’s Columbian
comrission, that the rule now being en-
forced by the World’s Columbian ex-
position for the purpose of opening the
gates of the exposition on the Sabbath
day is in violation of the rule Jjointly
adopted and promulgated by said ex-
position and said. commission, and is
being enforced without the consent or
authority of the werld’s Columbian
commission.”

After a lengthy and at times heated
discussion, action on the wmatter was
postponed until next Wedunesday, to
which time the commission adjourned.

Guatemalan Building Dedicated.

CHicAGo, July 3. —'The Guatemala
governmeunt buiiding at the fair was
dedicated today in the presence of a
large crowd. The building was beauti-
fully decorated with flags and flowers
for the event. Manual Lemus, presi-
dent of the commission from Guate-
mala, and Rosenthal, the secretary,
formally turned the keys of the build-
ing over to Antonio Lazo Arriaga, the
Guatamalan minister at Washington.
1n receiving them he declared the build-
ing open to the public until the close of
the exposition.

To Be Rung by Electricity.

Troy, N. Y., July 3.—The Columbian
Liberty bell will be rung for the first
time at 1 o’clock tomorrow afternoon at
the McClinton bell works in this city,
the ringing being conducted by electri-
cal communication with Chieago. The
hour is thus chosen to correspond with
noon at Cnicago, and thereby carry out
as nearly as possible the original pro-
gramme, wmodified on account of the
delay in casting the bell.

Musicians in Congress.

CHICAGO, July 3.—The world’s con-
gress of musicians convened today.
More than 250 authors and iusicians
connected with the American College of
Musicians were present at the opening
session, which was devoted to the tenth
annual meeting of that association. The
meeting was largely taken up by routine
work.

HIT THE DEPUTY.

British Soldiers in Chicago Resist
a Levy.

CHICAGO, July3.—On an attachment
writ obtained in the superior court the
sheriff is in possession of the Tattersall
Tournament company. The Monchan
Bottling company is plaintiff. It alleges
a claim of £2,200 for supplies, and de-
clares that the defendant 1s about to
violate a season contract for supplying
food. The attachment is obtained to
prevent the company from removing to
the fair until the dispute is settled. The
serving of the attachment writs on the
concern almost caused a riot in the
building. When Deputy Sheriff Jen-
kins attempted to secure a horse ridden
by one of the hussars, the latter drew
his saber and struck Jenkins on the
head with 1t, almost knocking him
senseless. The police were then called
in, but the sheriff did not secure
much property. ‘'he horses were the
principal objects of the writ, and the
Englishmen were determined that their
animals should not leave their posses—
sion. Their whole troop quickly mount-
ed and rode toward their new quarters
at the fair grounds. At 11 o’clock a
numbver of deputies left for the fair
grounds to secure the horses and coin-
plete the levy.
